Motion by Kalo, seconded by Kokoski. Clerk called for discussion.


Commissioner Williams said this agreement is for 100 years going from 130% to 150% and tap in fees go to the City.  He would like to hold since this was received late Friday.  
Commissioner Kalo said this project has to be done by January 31 with sewer tie ins. County Administrator Cordes said yes, we are pushing deadlines and have been working with the city for an agreement, which is similar to what was offered to Hidden Valley Subdivision, Amherst Township.  Commissioner Kalo asked if the rates are at 150.  County Administrator Cordes said the City has indicated this will be their position to provide services to outside city residents on all contracts new, renewed, etc, remember it was 250

Commissioner Williams asked Trustee Neil Lynch if they received anything from the City of Lorain regarding Hidden Valley and the sewer rate increases. Neil Lynch, Amherst Township Trustee said the Hidden Valley sewer issues is not a percentage increase they pay it is a separate fee that is currently not delineated on the bill but as of the first bill received this month was an additional $10.94 and escalates 5% rate increase annually for 5 years, obviously there is still discussion between various parties as to how to bring some sort of closure to this and the residents have certainty in the long term and have a good reliable sanitary sewer system and service and something that is fair and equitable cost for the residents since they are forced into this situation which is a public monopoly and they do not have direct input as to what the rates are.
Mr. Lynch said there have been discussions with the City and the residents with Mayor Ritenauer and the Mayor has indicated verbally to propose the 150% but has not been settled.  County Administrator Cordes attended this meeting and the Mayor indicated that he was agreeable at the 150% or leaving it, the ball is in the county’s court.  Commissioner Kalo said 130 plus fee.  County Administrator Cordes said the 130 and fee is there, no change necessary, does the board want an agreement.  The Albany sewer agreement is before the board today because the sewer was put in and it was outside service area and the taps were held because the City indicated there was no agreement.  Commissioner Kalo asked what are the options; accept 150 pus tap, can it be held up a week.  County Administrator Cordes said flush or not.  
Commissioner Williams said he would like to hold and look at the contract because if the service fee is increased this is an issue.  The Hidden Valley area had an increase from 130 to 200% for residents that had a developer’s agreement, then increased 70%, went back to 130% and then a $10.94 maintenance fee which is a 202% increase for some residents.  Amherst Township Trustee Lynch said yes if resident’s use a low amount of water there is a desportianate amount, and $10.94 is better than 200% but for the minimum users the 200% would have been better.  Commissioner Williams said anytime the City of Lorain has an increase it is passed on to the outside users.    Amherst Township Trustee Lynch said correct, the residents just saw this increase again because there is a scheduled rate increase for the next 5 years by ordinance of the City of Lorain for all users, plus the additional 130%.  Commissioner Williams said going from 130 to 150 but would like to see a detailed contract eliminating the service fee.  County Administrator Cordes said the service fee was first introduced as a concept that was negotiated on behalf of the residents in Hidden Valley, there was no service fee prior, the residents proposed this fee rather than an alternative to a percentage increase and would not have service fee if there was a percentage agreement. The ability to restrict a rate increase he does not believe the city would ever agree to this because this would handcuff them in the future regards to certain administrative things they are empowered to do.  He could ask for a restriction on a service fee, he has not raised this but his understanding is that the service fee was not a desirable thing to do since it was desportianate across the board, but will ask the City, the board could wait on the agreement, pass the agreement and tell him to get a restriction on the service fee but if there is no restriction on increases on the percentage why would they have a service fee so need to look at all issues.
Commissioner Williams said this is a new contract and should include restrictions to protect the residents with the service fee increase.  County Administrator Cordes said there is no restriction on percentage increases so if the service fee is restricted they raise percentage. Commissioner Williams said then why enter into a 99 year agreement if there is nothing we can do.  County Administrator Cordes said the agreement is to provide service.  Commissioner Williams said he would like to review and forward his comments to the County Administrator this Friday.
Commissioner Kokoski asked what the rate was on the west side sewer. County Administrator Cordes said 125 but this was a massive sewer and agreeing to upgrades also a deep sewer with trunk line and hoped in a bigger view this would capture flow from Amherst but there were some EPA issues so the plant was shut down and the county would have negotiated a better fee and use TIF money. Commissioner Kalo said there was no tie in to cost of sewer, the developer paid.  Commissioner Williams said Mr. Lynch was at a meeting with the Engineer and Associates and concerns with engineer was they felt 150% was high for service that were maintained for sewer in Elyria and Sheffield Township.  Mr. Lynch said yes he recalls conversation and 150% was high.  Commissioner Kokoski said when they meet with the City of Lorain to discus or beg them to reduce the rates or offset the cost of the residents, she stated the consultant thought the rate was 150%; Timko was the one that said it was a130%. Commissioner Williams said the consultants had conflicting reports and would like to delay 1 week.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said he reviewed this agreement and indicated to County Administrator language needs to be tightened up and he would support Commissioner Williams to hold this a week.  County Administrator Cordes said what was indicted by counsel is not a lot and is in accordance with the raising of the fee and he will go back and ask the City again, but the language that was suggested was the fee could not be changed unless it was by mutual agreement, but we have no leverage in this situation.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the language relates to the intercity rate and language suggested by amending the ordinance they could get around and have different and he would propose language that the rates would not be increased above the city residents and do by mutual agreement or justification cost is different between both and they could reject but we have one week to review.


Commissioners are ok to hold and County Administrator Cordes will discuss with the City of Lorain.  County Administrator Cordes said he will but reminded everyone that there is a sewer in the ground waiting for taps.


Commissioner Williams said this improves the county and get sewer at 150% which is fair and a contract to protect residents rather than force them into sewers like Hidden Valley area. County Administrator said this will mirror and is in important contract.


Commissioner Kalo withdrew his motion and Commissioner Kokoski withdrew her second.


This was placed on hold for a week.

There were numerous residents that called for further explanation of the viewing, hearing and assessments.

Commissioner Kalo had Assistant County Prosecutor Innes swear in anyone that will be given testimony.


Clerk Upton stated there is a sign in sheet that everyone needs to sign in.

Commissioner Kalo asked the Petitioner if she had any comments.


Kim Le Masters, Twin Lakes Homes , 42660 Albrecht Road, Elyria stated the main problem, for the last 5 years, when 2” of rain is received there is a huge amount of flooding in the park which causes problems with the residents because they can not get out their driveways, ambulances and fire departments have trouble getting in.  There are a lot of elderly and handicap people in the park. She displayed pictures of the flooding showing the maintenance man standing in water to his waist and a handicap homes that both this residences entrances/exists were under water no way to get out.  At one point an elderly person called for an ambulance, the ambulance could not get in the fire department was called and they had to go in and carry the people out, this is a big problem. When the letters were sent out last year, some people did clean out the ditch and this did help and was alleviated temporarily so cleaning out the ditch does help and if you live along the ditch you are responsible for this and this would help a lot of people. She thanked the board for their time.  Assistant Prosecutor Innes had Ms. LeMasters give the photos to the Clerk for evidence.


Commissioner Kalo asked the Engineer’s Office if they had any comments.

Commissioner Kalo said there was a large viewing about 70 people and there were questions and concerns about extending the area to the cemetery.


Wayne Mileti, Engineer’s Office said they looked at the ditch from Russia Road south and it looked like it was maintained and there is a piece in the city that could be cleaned but did not feel it should be included in the project.  So it was decided to go from Chadwick Drive to Russia Road and the petitions states to clean and/or remove slit, debris, log jams, drifts any other debris like tires, etc. and clean it up the banks trimmed and obstructions will be removed and estimate was $115,700.
Commissioner Kalo said the total project cost is $134,000 with 323.22 acres and annual maintenance fee of $5785.  

Commissioner Kalo asked if there would be swats cut 4 feet deep like discussions at the last viewing of Brighton Township Gore Orphanage Culvert #779 or how wide a pass has to go through. Mr. Mileti said this will not be like that; this will clean up the banks, remove channeling debris, obstructions, and slit beds in order to improve flow. 

Commissioner Kalo asked if the log jams were indentified and issues with debris. Mr. Mileti said most of the issues are south of Russia and goes through part of the Metro Parks.  
Commissioner Kokoski asked if this was part of the petition or does it extend. Mr. Mileti said this is part of it Albrecht to Russia.

Commissioner Kalo asked if there was something the property owners could have done to prevent this, this is the biggest ditch hearing he has been part of since he has been here.  Mr. Mileti said responsibility on the land owner, the petition process does project at one time and get assessed; his preference is the cost to the people and get on county maintenance it is inspected annually and can address any problems that arise.

Commissioner Kalo said with the petition as stands will this address the issues.  Mr. Mileti said it is the right step to start with the amount of money to clean and cleaning up debris, slit and looking at the overall topple map most of the elevation is north side of trailer park to the county garage this is little fall in the area and flat grade. 
Commissioner Kalo said the county is responsible for around $9500.
Commissioner Williams said Mr. Mileti indicated it was a first good step, what is the probability. Mr. Mileti said if it is on maintenance they can view and address issues. Commissioner Williams asked how the issue would be eliminated at the trailer park. Mr. Mileti said it will help 2” of rain it would back up but in the area it is flat but would help with ditch flow.

The general condition of ditch with  property owned by the city, the residents and want to ensure the whole area, and his understanding from the engineers standpoint is the whole area really is in a flood plain and if the ditch is not cleaned out to properly drain this whole area will be negativity impact and hope to have it cleaned out and it is an expense to the City, County and residents but it is something that should have been done and apologize that it is a big project and chunk but hope everyone realizes from this point forward the ditch can be maintained and catch the problems when they arise and keep cost down for everyone and improving drainage for whole area.  Assistant Law Director Breunig asked if there were any questions.

Commissioner Kalo asked if there were any Township Trustees that had comments.


Rob Scheitauer, Elyria Township Trustee said he is here in support of his bosses, residents in Elyria Township living on Murray Ridge Road and would like to have them speak and maybe the board could delineate the fees.


Doug Skalden, 9136 South Murray Ridge Road, presented the board with pictures of his property and stated his property is over 1,000 feet from the back edge, parcel 200x800 and back edge is over 1,000 feet from Straw Haag Ditch and use to be farm land, it is now Marsh Landings Development.  As you can see from the pictures the back end of the property is flooded and the building structures is Marsh Landings and when the City build this they raised the property behind him and to the north over 4 feet high and now his property is retaining and blocked from the natural watershed back to the Straw Haag Ditch.  He spoke with the City Engineers and contend that because the city’s property is higher on the property line that his property, city has a small ditch from their property going to the retaining pond but he receives no benefit whatsoever if the ditch is cleaned or not, his water does not flow he tried to cut into the ditch the drain pipe is higher than the ground from what they put in and don’t think it works, they get a lot of water.  He stated most of the time it is saturated it has killed a lot of natural trees and woodland and it does not flow like it use too and he has lived here for 40 years, they build there.  Commissioner Kalo asked when the development went up. Commissioner Kalo said around 3-4 years ago and spoke with the City at that time and nothing was done and property owners to the north and south have similar problems and there are 4 parcels that are in the township and he would request a waiver of the fee.  Commissioner Kalo said fix the ditch and get rid of water.  Mr. Skalden said it is the City issue and not the issue of the ditch.

Commissioner Williams asked Mr. Mileti to take a look at these photos.

Anthony Andrusyszn, 8788 Murray Ridge Road, lived there 43 years and his issue is that his land is landlocked; there are two farm properties between him and this ditch which is over a ½ mile from the corner of his property and being charged for a fee and maintenance that will not benefit him.  He has no tiles going into this ditch, he is top of a ridge, no problems with flooding or as bad as Doug has and he has a problem with paying something that would not benefit him.  He has no problem if it would benefit him, take a tile from the coroner of his property and go into the ditch he will pay but this is not going to benefit him and there is a recession and this little bit counts and he would like the board to consider.

Commissioner Kalo said his property does run somewhere since he is higher and the property is in the watershed area so there is a benefit.  Mr. Andrusyszn said he is on the ridge and by the time anything would be on his property would be to China before it goes to the ditch. He said the people behind him are being charged as well as him, this is like double dipping.

Jay Fowl, 9256 West Ridge Road is here representing himself and his sister Jeannie and they own land on Straw Haag Ditch but they also own land on Fowl Ditch. Fowl Ditch which includes 25-30 landowners that went through a petition process through Lorain Soil & Water Conservation District and funds available through Commissioners was assessed.  He said this was a good idea and money was taken away from the ditch program and contends that all everyone that owns land has a water issue and years ago this was all farm land from West Ridge Trailer Park.  He said the issue is if you don’t start at the outlet south of Oberlin/Elyria Road north to cemetery property he is not sure that it will alleviate all the problems and Engineer’s office stated they are only going to clean it up not widen and will improve but solve problems he does not think so.  He spoke with his neighbor and it was questioned that there is government land behind them owned by FAA and will they be assessed, they have over 95 acres.  Commissioner Kalo said yes, $8,903.18 for construction with three parcels, Commissioners owe $9,311.43, City of Elyria is $1,388.93, Twin Lakes Corporation is $8,649.31, West Ridge Green is $4,779.86 these are the larger parcels.
Mr. Fowl said he already pays an assessment through his taxes for Fowl Road ditch now he is being asked to pay another assessment for this ditch, how can you pay an assessment with water draining into one ditch and is it fair to pay an assessment for other parcels to a different ditch. Commissioner Kalo said he is paying an assessment for Fowl Road ditch so the property must also drain into Straw Haag ditch.  Mr. Fowl said for years Lorain County has not had a compressive plan addressing drainage and it is a big problem, a big money problem and money should be set aside somewhere to attempt to clean major ditches one or two a year this would be a start.  Commissioner Kokoski asked County Administrator to address the Stormwater. County Administrator Cordes said funds are being set aside from Stormwater fee which started around 2 years ago and use portion of this money on ditches that were recommended by the township and this is a positive improvement and have some agreements need to be reviewed by the district for EPA requirements.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if the money from the Stormwater could offset this project. County Administrator Cordes said it could be reviewed, the district brings in around $650,000 annually; $150,000 is dedicated to projects and we have to pay for the EPA compliance issues and EPA is more concerned with pollution then flooding. The district discussed if money is used from Stormwater be placed on permanent maintenance but if the projects are like this the district could not be sustaining.


Wayne Mileti, Engineer’s Office said these pictures are news to him, never saw.


Commissioner Kalo said from the County Engineer’s stand point and these pictures reflect the City of Elyria side what is the general code for raised property and run off.  Mr. Mileti said there are zoning laws and can’t fill land.


John Snyder, City of Elyria Engineers Office said when the subdivision was put in the developer was to put in drain tiles and he would look into it but it is private property.  Mr. Mileti said the complaint is the water is blocked. Mr. Snyder said it has been a long time since he looked at the plans.  Commissioner Kalo said there could be something that is blocked. 

Mr. Mileti, Engineer’s Office said if a ditch project is done then it should be on maintenance for annual updates rather than waiting because then there is a bigger cost.  Commissioner Kalo asked if there were ditches in the past that were not on maintenance.  Mr. Mileti said not that he knows. County Administrator Cordes said since the county has done ditch projects and money was available from the county, the requirement was to be assessment and be placed on maintenance program and another requirement was that 100% residents in affected watershed had to sign petition, but leaned that lots of work was not being done and never agreed. The issue of permanent maintenance has reemerged because of the Stormwater district and grant process and he said if money is set aside then this takes away from doing the ditch cleaning and district needs to review this issue.
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the problem is the vast majority is that there are thousand of miles of ditches and were constructed in early 1900 and drainage problems and blocking flow, there was no provisions in the law for maintenance or upkeep, the law changed around 1950 and the problem now is that the county is more urbanized and no money to pay and now unfortunately faced with the se problems the people back then did not foresee.  County Administrator Cordes said also the ditches were not designed back then for further development and now ditches are exceeding capacity and there will come a time that these ditches will not be able to handle the flow.
Journal entry cont.
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Commissioner Williams asked Mr. Mileti about the pictures that were provided what is his assessment on the proposal. Mr. Mileti said these pictures look like it was still in construction face because the fence would block water and in the wooded area looks low, don’t see fill problem but water looks like it goes to a swale but need a better look at.  Commissioner Williams asked about the maintenance on the property. Mr. Mileti said maybe grading and tile. Commissioner Williams asked Mr. Mileti to speak with the owner.  Commissioner Kalo said he also needs to speak with the City of Elyria. Commissioner Williams was looking at original proposal and just asked for thoughts.

John Abraham, 8918 West Ridge Road owns two parcels that is part of the watershed and lived in the area since 1971 and residence is Amherst Township on Oberlin Road and Mr. Mileti indicated the section of land from Albrecht south why was Twin Lakes given permission to build such a park in a flat area.  Commissioner Kalo said this should be addressed by the City of Elyria.  Mr. Abraham said it was mentioned to clean out saplings, slit, etc and unless the ditch is widen across and deeper this is just a bandage and as expressed earlier development continues and this increases water speed and if this project is going to be done it should be done the first time, widen ditch make it deeper.  There is a culvert under Russia Road 9 x 16 that could handle water but he went to the cemetery which was not aware of this project and if this ditch is done properly by widening and deeping then the cemetery would have problems so he would propose that this be cleaned all the way to the Black River and asked why it was amended not to include this portion.  Mr. Mileti said it was decided to stop at Russia Road because they went out and viewed and Oberlin/Elyria Road to Black River through golf course is maintained all mowed and north side of cemetery is maintained and the water flows so why would mess with a clear ditch.  Mr. Abraham said after the viewing he took a drive and look at several sections of the ditch and culver and the cemetery part looks nice but if the water is tripled then there would be a problem later maybe washing the graves away. Commissioner Kalo said the Engineer's Office said the capacity would handle the flow.  Mr. Mileti said yes.  Mr. Abraham asked if he could be wrong. Commissioner Kalo said the county goes by what the engineer recommend. Commissioner Kokoski said the day of viewing the ditch at Twin Lakes is deep and wide but no flowing, so somewhere it is blocked.  Mr. Abraham agrees there area a lot of people here stating that this ditch is not big enough it has to be wider and deeper at least from Albrecht to Russia and take trees out along bank of river, a little more work but do it right the first time rather than coming back to address this issue again.  Commissioner Kalo said that is why the public hearings are provided and at the end it is the recommendation of the engineer based upon the petition process.  Mr. Mileti said the petition reads to clean ditch, remove debris, it does not say anything about widening the ditch, this ditch flows south of Russia but not at Albrecht so he is just going based on the petition that was submitted so if they want to change it they will review it again.  Mr. Abraham said might be true but the petition was amended once why not do it again, get away from the band aid project and do it right the first time and asked how many people agree today to do. There were several people that raised their hands.  Commissioner Williams asked about calculations. Mr. Mileti said if amended it could be more work and more money. Mr. Abraham said trucks would have to remove dirt, how much. Mr. Mileti said he is not sure there are no designs this is based on estimates of view.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the petition would have to be amended if it is to be widened and could cost more but the Commissioners are basing their opinion on the Engineers recommendations which are cost effective for the submitted petition.  Mr. Abraham said based on the fact that he can not be convinced and he can not convinced him they he would like a copy of this tape.
Commissioner Kokoski asked if there are overruns in the project if something was not foreseen.  Mr. Mileti said these are estimated cost, it will go out for bid and if it was more, owners would be notified.
Mr. Abraham asked for Engineer’s office to come up with more specifics as to how wide, how deep from Albrecht to Russia and he guess this is the cheapest for a temporary patch of the problem and this is why he wants a copy of the minutes and this problem will continue.

Rob Scheitauer, Elyria Township Trustee said when the Commissioners had the ditch cleaning program he had 8 ditches and was successful on moving 5 forward and now this haunts him. The residents call him and asked why are they paying the taxes and not being cleaned where is the money being held and a walk through is not good. Commissioner Kalo asked him to submit a list of ditches on maintenance program.

He said he spoke with the Engineer’s office; Wayne, Bill, Linda and they say they look at them but not good enough and no matter what the township does it is not going to work unless City of Lorain cleans their portion.  County Administrator Cordes said there has been some discussion with the rural areas working the urbanized areas and he stated the money is in escrow for that ditch and unless there is not enough money work can not be done because some of the annual maintenance fees are we small. Commissioner Kalo said some of the maintenance fee on Straw Haag ditch is only $.52 cents/year.  Mr. Scheitauer said then the township residents need to know this and asked if he could get a report on what has been done with the ditches.  Mr. Mileti said yes and the maintenance fee is only 5%. Mr. Scheitauer said he is not knocking the engineers it is just a question.


John Riffle, President of Horizon Home Owners Association, Elyria he is representing 28 homes, 243 Skyline Drive and they have put a retention pond in to capture all the roof top water, all run off, surrounding farm land it is released slowly but there concern is they pay an annual fee to keep pond up and flooding from not happening and feel it is unfair a fee is paid for the ditch when they have a retention pond and this is double dipping.  They are not against cleaning the ditch and would benefit Twin Lakes but they continue to build and create more parks space for homes but nothing to contain water but they have.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if someone wants to mitigate for reduction. Mr. Mileti said it would depend. Commissioner Kokoski said the Stormwater district looks if an owner mitigates water. County Administrator Cordes said the Stormwater fee and most is commercial and could look into residential but if a company has an increase impervious soil to such a degree the runoff is used they would be charged but most have build a retention or detention on slow release.  Mr. Riffle said during Hurricane Sandy the gauges read 7” and their pond handled this water and believes a reduced rate is needed.


Richard Pollen, 44287 Russia Road has a farm on Murray Ridge Road and parcel next to this that he rents.  He started about 2 years ago cleaning this ditch that runs through the farm and asked if he could clean this ditch himself.  Mr. Mileti said no, it is not part of the project and it would be contracted out.  His portion of the bill is around $10,000 and has access to equipment to do this and eliminate his area. Mr. Mileti said if it was cleaned tomorrow there would need to be an inspection and what was done it could be taken over on maintenance, Mr. Polen said he has no problem with this.  Mr. Mileti said this would be a Commissioners decision to allow this. Mr. Polen said the ditch needs cleaned, Mr. Mileti said this has not been done since 1978.  Mr. Polen said it is very flat there is no fall; Mr. Mileti said it has not been surveyed and will get elevation shots.  Mr. Polen said there are a lot on the farm and not one outlet that gets under water, it does not rise that high, but the farm north of them does have issues and he has cleaned most of his and does not see why he has to pay if he has already cleaned half of it.  
Mr. Polen asked about the rain tax, where does this money go. Commissioner Kokoski said that is the Stormwater district.  Commissioner Kalo said there are thousand of miles of ditches and the money that is collected is not enough. County Administrator Cordes said he likes the word “rain tax” but there is a minimum Stormwater fee collected for the last 2 years that also addresses EPA, pollution, runoff, soil erosion, construction sites, etc so it is not just ditch cleaning and there is a lot of work for a small amount of revenue collected and this is the challenge especially the EPA has been challenging to work with on pollution, outfall issues and identify every outfall in the county.  He also stated that the Army Corp of Engineers has increased the high water mark so some ditches will have to have their approval as well. 
Mr. Polen said this ditch was dug years ago and is being used more now than it was designed for.  County Administrator Cordes said no matter how well the ditches are down but the community continues to increase and expand these ditches will be inadequate to handle water in the future and a larger comprehensive plan needs to be in place for a bigger outcome.  Mr. Mileti said some ditches are at 5, 10, 25 year storm

Commissioner Kalo thanked Mr. Polen and comments are part of the testimony.

Robert Swartz, Carlisle Township Road Superintendent said they are in support of this and Patricia Court is in the township.  He asked if the SWAC money could go towards a better survey in order to ascertain what is needed and maybe the residents could clean their own ditches if they so choose. Commissioner Kalo said if they so choose to clean their ditches does not fix their issues. Mr. Swartz said this would give the Engineer’s time to do their work and residents time to do they did not want to do but now can and then see what the cost would be.
Ron Hense, 43228 Albrecht Road asked if everyone is paying by what acreage is owned. Commissioner Kalo said correct. Mr. Hense said he has a problem with this because Twin Lakes Homes is all concrete and asphalt how much run off do they have, he lives on 5 acres and is mostly all plan dirt and accepts most of his water and the farmers like the gentleman said his assessment is $10,000, its farm land how much runoff does he have compared to Twin Lakes.  The people that are building more are the cause of the problem how do you see this is right.  Commissioner Kokoski said this not the Commissioners petition, it was given, Mr. Hense said yes by Twin Lakes she is benefiting from it but not paying her fair share she is running all her water into the ditch.  Mr. Hense said she needs to stop building a little bit and Mr. Abraham’s problem, you can’t keep making something deeper because water does not flow up hill if he has not figured this out and then again he took a 5 acres lot and had everything changed so he could make 3 homes, but I guess this is right so he could make more money.  Mr. Hense said he is also being billed for the Fowl Ditch so now he has to pay for another ditch and Fowl Ditch you would not even know that it was there if you did not see cattails because there is no depth and ever since Lorain County Airport put the tile across from farm fields to the ditch and not sure this was allowed to be done it is just filling up the Fowl ditch with dirt.

Eric Breunig, Elyria Assistant Law Director said this is not a fair system in the world, but the state statute were not designed with that in mind and if so they missed the mark and this could be one of them.   He stated that Twin Lakes with the City’s help and support did petition under Chapter 6131 of the Ohio Revised Code which designates exactly how this is suppose to be done distributed and cost attributed.  This does not make any mention of the type of construction on any one parcel versus other; it states that any parcel that will benefit in proportionate the acreage of that parcel will be charged a portion of that assessment. When the petition, which is the only way to do it, in accordance with the Ohio Revised Code, you have to go forward under this section of the chapter of the revised code and this is what we are stuck with and he knows that the Commission understands this but it was mostly for the benefit of the audience.  He said reality do we think that it is absolutely down to the line and dime fair for everybody, probably not and do apologize and understand but this is what the code says and this is what they have to go forward with until the state legislators changes the statute which probably will not happen anytime soon.  Assistant Law Director Breunig said there is a standard for the public hearing and make a decision to accept this petition or not and as convoluted as the state statue was written, if you decide on testimony of engineers and residents that cleaning the ditch is some kind of benefit to the land around it any type of benefit to drainage and benefits to the overall parcel that is being petitioned for outweighs the cost of this whole thing it is a balancing act.  If you find this then the petition is granted.  

Stephanie Forthofer, own property on Albrecht and Patrica Court, 9562 Patria Court and 9563 West Ridge Road said the comment made by the Assistant Law Director you do have to agree today, Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners do not have to agree today. Ms. Forthofer said if the benefit, the question that has not been answered effectively is the cost of the project so how can the benefit outweigh the burden when the engineering department is not sure of what the  cost will be so he would agree with the gentlemen from Patrica Court that spoke earlier if the stormwater tax fund allocate a small amount of money to the future exploration of what is this going to cost and said Soil & Water District has ditch cleaning equipment, can we get out there and look what is this going to cost the residents before they are properly assessed the taxes accordingly.  Commissioner Kalo said the project comes back after estimates to be an extreme difference, over 10%.  Assistant Prosecutor Innes said this is the first step in the process and if the commissioners go forwarded then engineer get more specific. Mr. Mileti said if there was something not seen this could escalate the costs. Ms. Forthofer said then at that time the residents don’t have an opinion or any say after the fact.  Commissioner Kalo said this has never happened since he has been here the engineer’s do a good job in estimates. Ms. Forthofer said the original viewing at Twin Lakes was in December and now it is one month later has any of the investigations, surveys been done so there is a more accurate picture of what will be done.  Commissioner Kalo said the state statue indicates that it is has to be passed on the benefit not burden.

Ms. Forthofer said in regards to hard surface versus farmland, should this not be an equal assessment based on acreage that needs to be thought about because is not the hard surface more responsible for this problem than the farm land.  

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the “rain tax” which is something the county controls, not state.

Assistant Law Director Breunig said it is not fair; it is the state legislators that determine how it is to be done. 

Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners work based on the state legislators we are not like the cities.

Ms. Forthofer asked if it was always based on acreage. Commissioner said yes. Assistant Law Director Breunig said it is acreage benefit and the extend to be changed would be the engineers assessments as to what acreage would be benefited. He stated when the petition was amendment based upon the recommendation of Engineers that it would not be worth while to go all the way down, so this is why it was amended and is it perfect no, but this is the only way that Twin Lakes and with the City support could do this.

Commissioner Kalo said this is what the state legislators have given us, just like how they passed the concealed carry weapons in the State of Ohio they decide how ditches can be done.

Assistant Law Director Breunig said it was brought up early how the mobile homes work and if the City has control or no control.  He stated that mobile home parks is under state statue and is governed by County Health Department, zoning applies to an extent but the City really has no control how this expands, this is a state law.   Commissioner Kalo said this was the answer to Mr. Abraham’s question earlier as to control.  County Administrator Cordes said the county took care of the mobile home off of N. Abbe Road, Assistant Law Director Breunig said it is done.


Commissioner Kokoski said how can we cooperate with SWAC. County Administrator Cordes said this does not have to go to SWAC (Stormwater Advisory Council) but the Stormwater District board is the Commmissioners and make decision, SWAC has subcommittee reviews applications and making recommendations to District.


Commissioner Williams sounds like interest to amend the petition and a resident can do this, file amendment to petition and can be reviewed.


Ron Henes said he objects to petition and what if more owners want to clean their ditches and be removed.


Commissioner Kalo said we can continue the hearing for 30 days to have residents review other options and if they want to clean own ditches, etc.

Commissioner Williams said residents can file an appeal.  Clerk stated that it is 30-45 days appeal process once approved by the Board, it is all in accordance with the code.
Motion by Kalo, seconded by Kokoski to continue this hearing until February 27, 2013 at 6:15 p.m. upon roll call the vote taken thereon resulted as: Ayes: all.


Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING








SOLID WASTE PROPOSED RULES

Keith Bailey, Director, Lorain County Solid Waste said this public hearing/comments is being held today for the proposed rules on Solid Waste Management District.  This process started in late 2009 when we asked for designation of landfills and transports and there was only one that asked for designation, which was Republic Waste.  He stated that the Clerk kept the records that were needed when he and County Administrator Cordes and Assistant County Prosecutor Jerry Innes and EPA stated that the notification was done correctly.  Since this time, it was discovered in 2010, Resolution 10-284 was passed at the end of the process and in this new plan we invoked flow control.  In the new plan effective June 1, 2012 the waste leaving the county was insufficient that was untaxed and he did an analysis from 2009-2011 and the county lost $40-45,000 annually in fees with waste leaving the county and going to other facilities.  Is there a way to fix, yes by establishing rules that will provide deputies the power to enforce and identify these people and get a waiver. Rules provide under 2012-4 grants waivers to other companies and have request from Rumpke, Kimble and Waste Management waiver contracts which will give the county $2/ton.  As of today, there is an unlevel playing field because Republic is being charged $2 for waste and other companies leaving the county are paying nothing.
Mr. Bailey said the hearings or comment period are not necessary but the county did.

Mr. Bailey stated that Columbia Township gave a comment that this would create a monopoly, but it does not, the waiver would grant the waiver and should have next week.

Mr. Bailey said this hearing was published in the Chronicle and took full ½ page ad.

Don Johnson, resident of 412 U.S. Grant Street, LaGrange and representing Kimble Company dba Kimble Sanitary Landfill and Kimble Recycling and Disposal, both owned by Kimble family, base din Dover, Ohio.  We currently haul refuse and recycling from 25 counties in eastern Ohio, including disposal of wastes form Lorain County.
For over 60 years, the Kimble family has provided solid waste disposal services in eastern Ohio, with an excellent track record of operations and environmental security.

We understand the Lorain County Solid Waste District has proposed rules, which would have the effect of causing all solid waste generate din Lorain County to be delivered to the disposal facility designated by the Board of Commissioners pursuant to the District’s solid waste plan. We also understand the only facility currently designated by the solid waste plan is the Lorain County Landfill owned by Republic Waste eServices.

While the proposed rules also outline a waiver process whereby solid waste can be delivered to a disposal facility not designated by the Board, we are not confident this waiver process would be a reliable long-term means of maintaining fair competition and access to the Lorain County disposal market.

We believe the proposed rules could have the unintended consequence of limiting open and fair competition for the refuse collection and disposal market in Lorain County resulting in higher costs to the citizens and businesses of the county and prohibiting our company form competing or profitable business.

We respectfully request that the District reconsider promulgation of the proposed rules, and develop an alternative approach which assures an even playing field for private refuse haulers and disposal companies, and open competition for the Lorain County disposal market, resulting in the lowest possible costs for the citizenry and conservation of local disposal capacity.

In light of the District’s approved Solid Waste Plan which only designates Republic’s Lorain County Landfill to receive the County’s waste, we understand other private disposal companies have already submitted requests for waivers to other disposal facility. Kimble Company dba Kimble Sanitary Landfill hereby requests a waiver to receive wastes form Lorain County at the Kimble Sanitary Landfill.

We appreciate the opportunity to comment and look forward to working with the District for the betterment of Lorain County.

Commissioner Kalo said currently all the waste taken out of Lorain County does not pay back the $2, he sits on the solid waste committee and is familiar with the solid waste plan.
Greg Beamer, regional operations manger for Rumpke, 3131 East Royalton Road, Broadview Heights and have submitted a request for a waiver and will not go through entire request but basically they believe it is consistent with the districts plan and approval of the waiver for them they believe the alliance upon strictly one location curbing the residents and citizens and Rumpke does not have an issue paying the $2 disposal fee as long as it is fair and equitable across the board for all solid waste haulers. By granting the waiver extends the life of the Lorain county landfill and by tracking through solid waste director those fees could be paid back to the solid waste and the waste they draw from the area, the newest in the field will eventually grown in Lorain County. The position they take is that by granting the waiver the totaling of Lorain county landfill will grow and be fair and equitable across the board to the residents and citizens and would like them to consider and respectfully request a waiver be granted.  He stated they have sent numerous correspondences to the district but no response and understand so

Commissioner Kokoski asked Mr. Bailey if he wanted to address the waiver situation.

Mr. Bailey said by legal counsel that the rules had to be first in place and once rules were codified then the waiver contracts would be passed and he intended to have the Board approve the rules resolution as well as the waiver to be approved for Rumpke, Kimble & Waste Management.

County Administrator Cordes said these have been sitting on his desk and he wanted to make sure that they were done correctly because if not could lead to litigation.

Public hearing/solid waste cont.
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Neil Lynch, Amherst Township Trustee, 8132 Oberlin Road said Amherst Township objects to the current solid waste plan this being one of several items that they have raised objections over. The concern being that this does stifle competition in the county and they felt was very important, right now, if this stays without the waiver or stays in place they feel this monopoly makes it more difficult for their residents and businesses in terms of getting rid of their waste and they will be paying higher fees.  As far as leveling the playing field their expectation is that the solid waste districts across the state in regardless of where this material flows out of Lorain county they are still paying some sort of tipping fee which is going to a different land fill that helps a different solid waste district. They don’t really see this as a problem in Lorain County in terms of Amherst Township Trustees view point, the way they see it is a long term investment strategy to the landfill in Lorain County because if you go back to the original reasons for these status it looks at conservation of landfills place. What is recycling, recycling is just a means to the end with several others to reduce the generation and if the landfill space is maintained we will not run into a problem later looking for another one, grow higher or burning or some other costly method because we have not seen any other community in Lorain County begging for a landfill to put it in their community. They would prefer a waiver be granted and their preference to the township was that this would not even be included in the plan and allow that commerce be free in terms of business since competition is good for their business in the county and the other two gentlemen that were representing business agree with them and where the government is tightening that type of free competition.

Commissioner Kokoski said this is by law. Mr. Bailey said the letter of law has been followed and out of 52 districts in the State, 30 have this rule.

Motion by Kalo, seconded by Kokoski to close the public hearing. Upon roll the vote taken thereon resulted as: Ayes: all.
