Commissioner Kalo moved, seconded by Kokoski. Clerk called for discussion.


County Administrator Cordes said he has been discussing for a while a dedicated revenue source for the transit since the general fund contribution has declined and the ability to generate grants from the state and federal.  The county at least has to try to get a dedicated revenue stream which would be doubled because local and matches of state/fed money transit will not survive the future.  This levy which is very small is .040 mills bringing in around $250,000/year, around $2/household/year and there are around 125,000 household in the county, which would turn in to around $4 with the various match monies.  There are many people that are desperate to get from point a to point band hope that the need is there to support the community and bring transit back into a positive direction.

Commissioner Kalo asked for the breakdown of numbers.  Assistant Prosecutor Innes said this is the resolution before the Commissioners today to ask Auditor for certification.  Commissioner Kalo said it was not realized that the filing date is now 90 days prior to the election not 75 days so this is why it is present today.  

Commissioner Williams said there was discussion about the November election and the townships did not pass an issue for safety and right now transit does not do a lot in the rural areas so the residents in the rural areas might not see this as a benefit, it is more utilized in Elyria, Lorain and Oberlin so can the board pick the areas to place this issue on the ballot where ridership is more effective. Commissioner Kalo said each community has the ability to partner with the county like Avon Lake, Oberlin and Vermilion has done in the past.  Commissioner Williams said maybe not make this a county wide issue and if it was voted in the cities that are affected then the revenue would go to them for the service.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the county currently has a county wide transit and to reduce the district we would have to do a regional district. Commissioner Kalo said that is why in the past the various entities just partnered with the county to provide the services.  Assistant Prosecutor Innes said there needs to be a uniformity tax. Commissioner Williams asked what it would take to do this. County Administrator Cordes said it was reviewed but we would need a certification from FTA and then have the jurisdictions opt in to join the district and then governance would change, but the county would still have to continue to maintain the service and revenue that is received until this was complete so designation is not lost with the FTA. 
Commissioner Williams said LCT is needed in certain areas for work and doctor appointments, Commissioner Kalo said the main ridership is in the urban areas but when LCT was running full the SR58 opened up the dial a ride service.  County Administrator Cordes said dial a ride was once done all over the county. Commissioner Kalo said we will never know unless we ask so if the board approves the .040 could it would generate around $246,312 and with a 70% match, LCT would get around ½ million which is more than received now.  County Administrator Cordes said he looked at the least millage to ask the taxpayers to consider moving this county forward, this county is the 9th largest in the state of ohio and there is no dedicated revenue for transportation purposes. 
Commissioner Kalo said him and Commissioner Williams sit on NOACA and this county actually looses money because we do not have a dedicated revenue source for transit, Lake County Tran receives free fuel money. County Administrator Cordes said there are also other funds that this county looses because of no dedicated resource for transit and he stated that there were a lot of jobs lost because they were unable to get to work when transit was cut.  
Commissioner Kalo said lets go with the minimum of .040 this is responsible to see if the voters would support the transit. 
 County Administrator Cordes said at one time the general fund gave LCT $1.2 million but in the last 2 years LCT has operated on less than $50,000 and there is only 1 employee.  He agrees with Commissioner Williams that the townships would see the struggle for the service but Lorain county is one community.  Commissioner Kalo said this would give an opportunity to have the SR58 route opened, Airport to Cleveland and possible the Ridgeville route and then do a contract with RTA for connector service.  
County Administrator Cordes said the $250,000 will not solve the issue but this would be a good start in that direction.

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Commissioner Kalo said he discussed with Joe Calabreeze, RTA and finding a way to improve our transit and he stated it takes consistent service and they have a 1% sales tax for their regional system at a cost of $3 million.  County Administrator Cordes said our county needs basic service but there is no transit service in the united states that does not have a dedicated resource other than our county and RTA is a $300 million operation.

Clerk asked Assistant County Prosecutor Innes for ORC, he stated 5705.19 q.  County Administrator Cordes said the minimum millage was discussed but the Board might want to request other alternates for further discussion for the Auditor to certify because next Wednesday is the deadline for issues on the ballot.

Commissioner Williams said the he would prefer the lowest amount because it will be a hard sell.

Motion by Kalo, seconded by Kokoski. Clerk called for discussion.


County Administrator Cordes said there has been some dialogue and currently there is a perpetual levy (MEG) that supplies funds to drug task force and crime lab and funding has not changed in 30 years.  Commissioner Kalo said it is around $500,000, Budget Director Hobart said last year. County Administrator Cordes said it would reduce this year but the crime lab needs money and there is a significant problem with the drugs and Prosecutor and Coroner have spoken about this issue numerous times.  The federal funds are continuing to dwindle and the problem continues to grow.


Commissioner Williams asked how this would help the heroin issue in the county. Chief Deputy Cavanaugh said 85% of the investigations are prescription drugs and heroin addiction, there have been over 60 deaths with this combination and is an overall epidemic, last 2 years there were only 22 death and the recent burglaries are related to these drugs they need their fix.  This problem is just not Lorain County it is the whole state  and within this county it is every political subdivision. Drug Task Force is down 3 officers and do work with Lorain Police Department, only other narcotic department.  He spoke with David O’Connor, Budget Department and he indicated that $385,000 would be generated from present levy for 2013, they are going to receive 48% less in JAGG funding as well as other grants and budget is around $1 million.


Commissioner Kalo said the Coroner is working on getting the Narcan out in order to try to prevent the deaths and the federal government is defunding the war on drugs with less funds.  Chief Cavanaugh said the Task Force Commander’s Association which is part of through the state and state officials have stated that funding will reduce 1.8%.  

Commissioner Williams asked what the age is for drug users. Chief Cavanaugh said about 5 years ago when heroin was increasing it was around 15-25 years and included prescription drugs with the opiate based but now it is around 30, 40, 50 and 60 years old because they can not afford that 40 mg pill on the streets because heroin is $10 a unit dose, so this is a problem.

Commissioner Kokoski asked for discussion on the substance program that is being offered at the jail.  Sheriff Stammitti said the jail has worked with LACDA for many years but it has been increased and about 90% people have some kind of alcohol/drug/substance abuse and this is a way for increased help.  Sheriff said yesterday he was in Columbus with Charlie Neff, Exe Dir., Mental Health and Elaine Georgas, Exe Dir., ADAS with state senators and reps because the funding was getting cut to their agencies and this would impact the jail.  He stated they work closely with Coroner Evans and said that there were 22 deaths in 2011, this year it has more than doubled and the pill mills are trying up, there was a big one in Scioto County and the AG’s office has been shutting them down.  The heroin is more pure form and first high is probably the highest and then you just need to keep getting it.  There use to be 9 agents, now have 6 and City of Lorain has the narcotic bureau but they only have 1 agent.  


Commissioner Kalo said the Drug Task Force works for the whole county. Sheriff said the current MEG levy is from 1982 and brings in the same amount, not a lot and a lot of fed grants will not be received, and devaluation of property has decreased meaning the funds will decrease.  He looked at his tax bill today and he is portion for the anti drug levy is $2.98/year, Commissioner Kalo said about $.50 cents/month.  Sheriff said there are three proposal before the Board and not sure of the valuation but he would suggest the .080 at 5 years and if the jobs are not done it does not have to be renewed  but this is very needed, everyone does a good job they put in more hours than needed, can not just go home, have to finish the buy/case.  Commissioner Kalo would suggest the board get valuation on .065, .070, .075 and .080 which would bring in from $400-492,000.  Commissioner Williams said this is for the entire county, it is needed he would like to see the higher side and  has spoken with the Coroner and there are many issues and this would help him and the Prosecutor Office.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the Drug Task Force is not an entity of themselves they fall under the Sheriff’s Office.

Commissioner Williams said maybe some of this money could go towards the Prosecutors Office to prosecute the crimes.  Sheriff stated at one time there was a grant that paid for a Prosecutor.


County Administrator Cordes said there was discussion and looked at the timing and it had to be done today in order to be on the primary ballot so today is just requesting valuation and more information will be coming for the final decision.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if the heroin opiates come from the middle east, Afghanistan, this is a war on our soil, almost like a

terrorist attack on our youth and money is needed to stop this.  Commissioner Kalo said it is just not children anymore either, its adults in all demographics.

January 30, 2013

Commissioner Kokoski said April 27 from 9 am – 3pm, medication collection at various police departments and will become permanent locations year round and there will be a Shred Day on April 20 & October 19 from 9 am – noon at the Collection Center, Elyria and drive through with your bags, just show your i.d.


Commissioner Kokoski said at the land bank last week there was good news with the houses coming down


Commissioner Kokoski attended Goodwill meeting last Monday.


Commissioner Kokoski attended IAC on Tuesday and Treasurer will reduced revenue estimate of $100,000


Commissioner Kokoski said yesterday she discussed with a long term board member of Children Services about their cuts in funding


Commissioner Kalo said he attended IAC, Land bank, and meeting with Children Services board member. There was a letter received from children services yesterday asking to reduced, which at one point the board was 9 members, then it went to 13, then 11 and issues are timing of the meetings and members and Dr. Hintz resigned and board would like to through attrition take back down to 9, so 5 would be quorum and he indicated that Commissioner Williams has an applicant for the resignation of Dr. Hintz but there are a lot of issues with children services and this will be reviewed.

Commissioner Kalo said he received an email from Lynda Ashley, Hidden Valley regards to the sewer said a few months ago the Board authorized County Administrator Cordes to negotiate their rates, even through we had no standing, no authority and now they are asking the Board to reframe for anything that would affect their rates and assume they have legal counsel.  Commissioner  Williams said he is not sure if they have hired legal counsel they have spoken with legal counsel and he did attend a meeting and they would like the Commissioner not to engage or have County Administrator involved.  He stated the Attorney stated what they could do. County Administrator Cordes said had discussions with some people yesterday and did have a meeting with the Mayor to get the parties together but did not bring the parties any closer to a resolution but the city is firm on their position of 150% or 130% with a fee and his understanding that there are no more negotiations it has concluded, the offer is there we can take advantage on behalf of the residents or don’t act and they can remedy this through the developers agreement that does not involve the county but they don’t want to lose the potential to make a challenge to the change in rate in accordance with the developers agreement and if the county does something on their behalf could vacate this agreement in order to more forward for potential litigation.


Commissioner Kalo asked about the Albany Avenue sewer agreement he did not see this on the agenda. County Administrator Cordes said he asked the Clerk to bring this up because there was still late negotiations. Commissioner Kalo said this agreement is for four homes in Sheffield Township on Albany Avenue part of the NSP. County Administrator Cordes stated the Board wanted some assurances that the City would not change the fee and Law Director Riley, City of Lorain and County Prosecutor reviewed.
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the agreement is to not increase the rates, early language was not to more than 150% of inside rates and make sure that there was not a way to get around this with amendments. County Administrator Cordes said the only way it could change is if the law changes. Commissioner Kalo said the current agreement is 150% of the inter city rate with no fee unless there has been a change by law.  County Administrator Cordes said a fee is a change in rate.


Motion by Kalo, seconded by Kokoski to approve. Clerk called for discussion.


Commissioner Williams said the housing is low moderate income and he thanked the County Administrator Cordes and Assistant County Prosecutor Innes for the review but his concern is the 150% is setting a benchmark in the county. Commissioner Kalo said Amherst already has this.  Commissioner Williams said yes but when you speak with North Ridgeville, LORCO, Avon Lake, everyone is seeing the 150% and this is at the top and there is discussions on regional sewers and he would like to go back to the City and ask for the 130%. Commissioner Kalo said we could but he believes all discussions have been exhausted.  Commissioner Kokoski said Amherst has set this benchmark. Commissioner Kalo said can’t expand but increase rates. Commissioner Kalo said through the regional process and going to Chamber of Commerce meetings it shows the rates decreased. Commissioner Williams said on the sewers in Sheffield and Amherst it shows 150% plus fee and with users with 900 cubic fee would be above the 150%. Commissioner Kalo said this project is through the NSP and is ready to go, no one can move in until sewer are hooked up. Commissioner Williams asked if Metro Housing has spoken with the City. County Administrator Cordes said yes and it helped getting to this point but they were not able to cross this barrier either. Commissioner Williams said he understands the 4 houses are to be moved in and the project will be closed, with the 150 mark but would like to see open contracts. County Administrator Cordes said he is not sure they would reopen but the city’s posture is for all new and renewed contracts and they are clear as to what the rate is and Mayor and Council are ok but Council did want a higher rate and yes it will set the future.

SURFACE WATER DRAINAGE

Parties hereto warrant and represent that the sanitary sewage system to be
constructed in accordance with this AGREEMENT shall not be used for surface
water drainage.

MODIFICATION

This AGREEMENT may be modified only by written agreement executed by all
parties hereto.
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All parties understand and acknowledge that the sanitary sewer systems and
disposals are subject to regulation by state and federal laws, rules and regulations
and/or by the United States EPA or Ohio EPA. To the extent that any party
hereto becomes subject to an order of any of the aforesaid regulator entities, this
AGREEMENT shall be interpreted and/or modified in a manner consistent with
such laws, rules and regulations to the extent that will reasonably allow the
performance of the terms of this AGREEMENT by all parties in a manner which
will achieve compliance with any such order.
