Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin


The Commissioners honored Mrs. Johnson for her years of community involvement.  Commissioner Kalo had an opportunity to share  comments about Mrs. Johnson at the Oberlin Council meeting a few weeks ago.  He said she was quite involved with the ACLU and making sure that the commissioners were doing their job and following all the rules and she will be missed.

Commissioner Kalo read the proclamation and presented it to David Ashenhurst on behalf of the Johnson family.

Commissioner Kokoski said she would love to live to age 96 if she is as spunky as Shirley was.

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said he signed in with his middle initial R. just as Shirley R. Johnson did.  He stated that Elizabeth Rumics could not attend today’s meeting, and he did not know if Mrs. Johnson’s daughter would be here today, but said he would be happy to take the proclamation to the family.  Over the weekend, he attended the ACLU Ohio board meeting, which paid tribute to Mrs. Johnson.  He read part of the tribute entitled  “The ACLU celebrates the life and accomplishments of Shirley R. Johnson.  The Federal Freedom of Information Act had its seeds in Chuck Mosher’s Sunshine Laws of Ohio in the late 1950’s.  Mr. Mosher was the publisher of the Oberlin News Tribune.  Mrs. Johnson attended school board meetings and city council meetings and could be looked upon as a local activist.  She attended Commissioners meetings as a disinterested person, she doesn’t have the Building Department even thinking they might be the legitimate authority for Oberlin.  She had a commitment to government everywhere.  He stated that later in her life as well as her husband Doug, they took on the challenge of saying it’s not just in Oberlin , it’s not just her government she wanted like this, you should want this government like this, and until you figure out a way to run it for yourself, I’m going to monitor it. You either build communities or you hire it done.  He stated that he will try to take steps to continue her legacy but will not becoming for decades and he appreciates this proclamation.  Mr. Ashenhurst said it is not 30 days yet and it’s like we have a 30-day period of mourning.  Those notes are going to be saved and we’re going to see commissioner’s performance in her handwriting, it probably will take a couple of years and he will see that her daughter Emmy and son Ricky will receive proclamation.

Commissioner Kalo asked Sheriff Stammitti or Captain Cavanaugh to discuss the levy, there are 4 different options for mills and it would range annually from $400 – 492,000.  


Chief Officer Cavanaugh said he would recommend the .080 mills because the levy that was passed back in 1982 will bring in this year around $315,000 that is shared with the crime lab and other grants have dried up. The grants they have for vehicle violation brings in around $180,000, JAG is below 50% and discussion on this grant will drop another 8.1% for the next 4 years.  Commissioner Kalo said the budget is over $1 million and he stated he would support the .080 mills raising the $492,624.  Commissioner Kokoski seconded.


County Administrator Cordes said the drug problems are not just in Elyria and Lorain it is the whole community.


Chief Cavanaugh said in speaking with Coroner Evans there were over 64 overdoes deaths this past year relating to drug activity. The rise of heroin and prescription drugs has been a dramatic factor. He stated that 85-87% of the undercover investigations are heroin or prescription drugs and it is an epidemic.  There is a consortium of support groups to come up with things to help and a lot of the burglaries are being of the drug habits and the $40-50 pill can not be afforded anymore so they go the heroin that goes for $10-15/bindle and this problem is in the whole county.


Assistant county Prosecutor Innes said this is for the support of the criminal justice services for the Lorain County Drug Task Force through the Lorain County Sheriff’s office.

      FRACKING
Ms. Ellen Mavrich, Oberlin recently moved to Lorain County from Washington County, PA.  Washington County is kind of the sweet spot for the Marcellus-Shale drilling in Pennsylvania and is here today to share what she has learned.

This new highly industrial process has presented many challenges in PA.  Now the natural gas industry wants to say this is not a new process but that is not exactly true.  In 1970 the U.S. Department of Energy new that there was energy and gas in shale rock.  They did not know how to get it so they formed a public private research development initiative and they were able to figure out how to extract this gas.  There were two criteria to the initiative: 1) It had to be technically feasible; and 2) It had to be economically profitable.  They were able to extract this gas using a new process.  The process combined hydro fracking with the use of millions of gallons of fluid, laced with chemicals, sand and directional drilling.  This new process called high volume slick water factoring has only been used for about ten years.  Unfortunately the innovators were so thrilled that they were able to access this new energy source they failed to consider how this new technology would play out in the real world.  What is the fate of the chemicals that remain in the ground?  What do you do with the toxic frack fluid and the radioactive materials which flow back up the borewell during production and drilling?  What are the air quality and climate implications?  Can this process be done safely where people live?  Is it wise to commit ourselves to yet another finite fossil fuel? There were no environmental impact studies done or no public health risk assessments done.
In 2004, under Christine Todd Whitman, OHEPA, a study was done that concluded that there was no risk from this industry to ground water.  In 2005, at the urging of John Chaney, the Haliberton loophole was established and this effectively prevented the EPA from regulating this industry.  The safeguard which normally would be used to protect the environment and community do not apply to the industry.  As of today, this industry is exempt from seven environmental protections.  

There are three areas that she wanted to address today – jobs, energy independence and risks.  Everyone likes to here about jobs coming 

to our communities.  We think it is going to be able to build a tax base and allow for more disposable income.  We hope it will encourage young people to come and stay in our communities so that they will be vibrant.  We think it will help people to raise families and build homes.  These
are all the reasons we want jobs in our communities.  Has it panned out in PA?  What is the employment picture as a result of this gas boom?  The gas industry claims that they have produced 234,000 jobs in PA since 2008.  The Keystone Research Center says that number is more like 20,000 since 2008.  What we found is there has been new hires, without a doubt, but most of these new hires are in the service industry.  They are waitresses, hotel staff, airport shuttle drivers, bartenders and they are mostly low paying and part-time jobs.  There are higher paying jobs - drill site jobs, but most of those jobs are held by out-of-state workers, they come from Texas, Oklahoma and Arkansas because they are highly dangerous jobs.  The National Institute on Occupational Health and Safety estimates that oil and gas workers are seven more times likely to die on their jobs than workers in other industries.  The majority of jobs you see are low paying jobs.  They are created to support this out-of-state workforce.  According to the Bureau of Labor Statistics, as of December 2012, the unemployment rate in PA is still higher than the national average.  In PA there is still not an increase in the number of jobs.  The jobs we are seeing are not good quality jobs.  They are not family supporting jobs.  The well paying jobs are temporary in nature, transient and dangerous and most are held by out-of-state workers.  All over PA the industry is advertising what we refer to as energy independence.  It is all over the radio and television.  The industry is bombarding us with ads.  Energy independence is on its way back or natural gas does not have control of our energy future.  They keep repeating there is this 100 years of reserves.  With this messaging is, if with develop natural gas, if we lease our mineral rights, if we allow the rush of this gas boom we will somehow magically become energy independent.  We will be transported back to a time before we knew about cheap oil.  Unfortunately energy independence is advertising rhetoric.  This is an idea being sold to the public.  The other idea being sold to the public is if you do not completely support this extraction in this industry that you are somehow unpatriotic.  This is something thought up by marketing types sitting around in a conference room trying to discuss how to make people accept this highly industrial and toxic process in their neighborhoods.  All this hoopla and hype is clouding our vision and disengaging us from the conversations that we need to have about our future and the future of our children.  We are not going to become energy independent by developing natural gas.  We may reach some level of energy security, but only if we carefully and thoughtfully develop an energy plan.  We cannot leave this decision alone to energy corporations.  These are multi-national corporations.  They are responsible only to their shareholders to extract resources as inexpensively as possible and then sell to the market which will generate the most in return.  This is their sole purpose.  They have no country allegiance.  Natural gas companies here are financially involved with foreign corporations all over the world.  In addition, they are involved with companies that are owned by countries.  Chesapeake Energy sold one-third of its interest in the Eagle Forged shale plant in Texas to China’s CNNOC.  CNNOC group is a state-owned oil company.  It is fully owned by the government of the people’s Republic of China.   Chesapeake also sold part of its holdings in Ohio and West Virginia to the Norwegian company Statler Oil ASA.  Norway’s government owns sixty seven percent of the shares of Statler.   Foreign corporations have invested billions in gas and drilling here in the United States.  Right now in the United States there is a glut of gas drawing prices lower.  Energy companies can earn three or four times more by selling gas on the global market.  These corporations want to get the gas to the global market to get the most on their investments as evidenced in the fifteen or so applications to export energy.  This is why the push is on to get pipelines in place and to get export facilities at the coast so the gas can be shipped to other markets – shipped to other markets where they can earn more money.  The industry is also trying to create a greater market for gas here in the United States.  Most of the natural gas used now is for heating, but the industry is trying to create a market in natural gas vehicles and natural gas fueling stations.  The federal government is offering tax incentives to invest in these.  What do you think is going to happen to the price of gas here in the United States if we use natural gas for transportation, power plants, heating and cooking, and then export as well.  How will this drive up the price and how long will this abundant but limited resource last?  The risks involved in shale gas extraction are many.  Pennsylvania has been graveling with this industry’s impact after the fact.  Instead of putting up the sign we are open for  business, it would have been better for the commonwealth to proceed slowly and smartly and to have a plan.  Pennsylvania Governor Tom Corbin helped to make or hoped to make Pennsylvania the next energy capitol. He and his predecessor hoped to promote the industry by giving them wide birth to operate in the state.  Governor Corbin did not want to burden what he called this fledgling industry by imposing too many legal safeguards or fees, which would have protected the communities in Pennsylvania.  While giving this industry wide birth, officials allowing the compromising of areas which they should have held safe for the people of Pennsylvania.  For example, the people of Pennsylvania found out that the state was allowing frackers to dispose of their waste in waste disposal facilities.  These facilities were not equipped to remove contaminants that are in the waste, but the idea was they will dilute it with the sewage and then they will dispose of it in the state lakes and the streams.  Unfortunately, these rivers and streams are the water supply for over 350,000 people.  For we in short order had a water quality violation.  At the same time, the state realized that if they continued this process at the current volume that they would have salivated every fresh water and stream in the state in a matter of two years.  The Governor politely asked the drillers to stop doing that; and he asked the wastewater treatment facilities to stop doing it as well.  In Pennsylvania the industry wanted uniform ordinances.  They did not want to have to deal with individual townships’ rules and regulations.  The legislature complied and they passed Act 13.  Act 13 generally states that local townships do not have authority to regulate this industry.  The townships are in an uproar over this, and they sued the commonwealth, which the outcome is yet to be determined.   The governor also did not want to assess a tax on this industry, but he did agree to an impact fee.  The impact fee legislation is highly complicated with many vague areas.  It was put together rather quickly. How exactly is this money to be used.   Which communities should receive the money and how will the money be divided and what constitutes an impact.  If you have a compressor station in your town, do you receive impact money or do you only receive it if you have wells – it is complicated.  Should communities that have banned drilling, like Pittsburgh, should they receive impact money.  None of these communities have their own air but they are all affected by this industrial process.  The impact fee legislation was passed last year and  communities are still trying to sort it out.  Many business leaders feel that the gas industry has had a positive impact.  Large landowners have received millions in leases and it has boosted millions in the tax base.  While there has been economic gain, there has also been economic losses.  In the drilling areas of Pennsylvania hospitals, law enforcement, human services and regulators are all being stressed.  In the town of Towanda in Bradford County, the crime rate has increased by 40%.  The monthly rent for a two-bedroom apartment in this town was $300 and in the past five years that has increased to $1000 per month.  The cost of rent and food prices have skyrocketed causing most of the longtime residents who were just getting by to now face homelessness or food insecurity.  The waiting list for public housing assistance has soared.  Hospitals are feeling the impact as well.  Jersey Shore Hospital in north central Pennsylvania reported an operating loss, which is associated with the gas boom.  The hospital reported a loss of $770,000 while providing more than 3 million in free care to people unable to pay for it.  The facilities CEO indicated it was a direct result of the influx of gas workers.  This same CEO indicates that the subcontractors involved in this business do not provide insurance to their employees.  This uncomplicated care is the highest figure this hospital has ever seen.  In 2012, Pennsylvania had only 83 oil and gas well inspectors – an upwards of 25,000 oil and gas wells.  According to the DEP’s (Department of Environmental Protection) inspection policy they should have had to perform nearly 90,000 inspections on these wells.  In reality they were only able to inspect 15,368.  This number represents 19% of what they said they should have been inspecting.  

Along with this industry comes accidents and contamination – blow outs, toxic spills, contamination and gas migration have accompanied this development - this is a fact.  The adverse affect to humans and animals in our environment are also a fact.  These events are well documented, and they are occurring in Pennsylvania, and they are also occurring in every shale place throughout the country.  In Pennsylvania we found that fracking can contaminate ground water through well casing failures.  The industry itself has indicated that 6% of all well casings fail immediately.  In 2010, in Pennsylvania, our wells experienced a 6.9% well failure rate; and in 2011 the well failure rate was 7.2%, and in 2012 for the period up to August the failure rate was 6.6%.  These rates are consistent with what the industry is saying and it also shows they are not getting better at this.  Fracking can contaminate the air during a part of well completion called flowback.  This is when the frack fluid water and gas come to the surface at a high velocity in a high volume.  This mixture contains a high volume of volatile organic compounds and methane along with air toxins.  The flowback process can last from three to ten days, and the air can also be compromised during the process of trying to get this gas to the market.  Methane is a very potent greenhouse gas.  It is almost 72 times as potent as co2.  In a recent study by the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration and the University of  Colorado in Boulder indicate that gas extraction process reveals a 4% leakage in methane.  At this level, natural gas loses it environmental advantage over coal.  A large part of Pennsylvania’s economy is tied to farming, tourism and recreation.  The rush to develop natural gas has negatively impacted all of these industries.  For example, many dairy farmers in drilling areas have sold their herds.  They have leaked to the industry and gone out of business.  The 2010 study by Penn State’s College of Agricultural Sciences has drawn a direct correlation between the decline of cow numbers and dairy production in areas of high drilling activity.  In 2007 and 2010 in counties with 150 or more gas wells, cow numbers have decreased by 18.7% on average, compared to only 1.2% in counties with no marsells wells.  The co author of this study sees it as a danger to the entire industry in PA. If the number of farm activity falls to low the essential supporting businesses like feed stores and animal veterinarians will leave or quit making it difficult for the remaining farmers to access needed input  and markets.  If this domino affect takes place and farming and dairy production collapse even the large inflow from the gas shale industry might not be enough to make up the difference.  The shale gas industry has made a contribution to the economy of Pennsylvania as a whole, yet risking a sustainable industry like farming for an unsustainable one like fossil fuel extraction may prove to be to expensive in the end.  Many in Pennsylvania have seen what appears to be the decline of the boom already.  Drilling overall has been in a decline.  Bradford County has had substantial decline – from 408 shale gas wells drilled in 2011 to 149 wells drilled through November of 2012.  People are wondering if it has been worth it.  The overall recount in the country nationally declined by 12% according to Baker Hughes.  In Pennsylvania the recount is reduced by 40% in this past year.  In Louisiana and Arkansas the recount was down t 50%.  Ohio faces these same challenges.  With the addition of injection wells, Ohio has an even greater challenge.  How do Ohioans feel about the disparity between actual jobs created and the number of hypes by the industry.  Do they even know?  Are we helping them to know?  How will Ohioans feel about the fact that this industry is raising to shift this energy to overseas markets? Again do they know?  Are we helping the people of Ohio to know?  How do Ohioans feel to know that this industry brings great risks to human and animal health and to our environment? What should be done here in Ohio to avoid the same mistakes made in Pennsylvania?  It’s easy to consider an economic plus, but the responsible thing to do is to consider the impact as a whole.  You have to consider the pluses and minuses.  We need to promote discussion and dialogue; and as County Commissioners you have the opportunity to show leadership on this issue.  Mrs. Mavrich thanked the commissioners for letting here speak at today’s meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENT

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin wanted to follow up on a few things that Mrs. Mavrich talked about with specific reference to the county commissioners.  A couple months of ago he mentioned about the upcoming Black River Remedial Action Plan Board Committee meeting.  That meeting was had.  The General Health District director was there, who has a background in environmental health.  The remedial action plan may become a more significant player in how all this links together in Lorain County.  He reminded the commissioner that this goes straight to the EPA, it does not go to the State EPA.  There are four rivers in Ohio that have these plans – Maumee, Black River, Cuyahoga and Ashtabula rivers.  The Black River is the most contained one and is located almost entirely in Lorain County.  One of the participants in the Remedial Action plan is the Soil and Water Conservation District in Medina County.  Right near the shores of the Black River in Medina County is a fracking well.  He went to the meeting and met the new director and gave him a draft pointing out that we had this very long Black River remedial action plan document from December 2011 and on the commissioners behalf Christen Brandon has been attending the meetings.  He urges the Commissioners to widen your perspective on these meetings and get some more people there.  He listed five things that he could not immediately see in the plan that they might want to think about over the next few years.  1.) Fracking.  He stated the rupture of a pressurized petroleum pipeline in Wellington it did not reach the Black River, but if it does, what is in place and how bad could that be.  The fact that we now recognize that municipalities have jurisdictions for clean water in their water supply twenty miles upstream from where they get their water.  It means that a whole lot of people have an interest in keeping the Black River clean – both from industrial failures and injection wells.  All of this is not addressed by the plan at this point.  Storm Water management and the changes going on at the Lorain County storm water management facility planning and operations is not in there yet.  The sludge pond in Pittsfield Township is this post-treated, where the permits are and who has jurisdiction over it.  He appreciates Mr. Jerry Innes’ guarded comment in the newspaper about it.  He asked Mr. Innes when is the next meeting of a public meeting in Lorain County that has any jurisdiction over that pond going to take plus. He understood that the Pittsfield Township Trustees must have a moratorium for it to be legally done.  Is someone else going to have a meeting on this or is all of what is available for public review being done in Trustees meetings and advocacy meetings that are being held.  Are there any other official public meetings to be held about this in the next month.  
Assistant Prosecutor Innes stated that the Trustees are looking at it as a zoning issue, there are appeals pending before the EPA but don’t 

know of any specific hearings and the Army Corp of Engineers is looking at it as well.

Administrator Cordes said Soil & Water would be doing it on behalf of the Board and permitting processes for erosion control, sediment control and water run off and looking to make sure that phase 2 permitting is in accordance with locally developed adopted regulations. This does not give us the right to prevent  only right to make sure that when they disturb the ground they are in compliance.  If everyone does what they are supposed to do, then this should be handled in an appropriate manner.  The biggest player is going to be whether it is zoned correctly how the EPA feels about it being there.  The county is only on minor compliance issues.  
Mr. Ashenhurst asked when the Stormwater District has its regular meetings.  Mr. Cordes said we have a  meeting coming up.  Are you talking about the SWAC or the Stormwater advisory meeting, which meets as needed, but there are a lot of SWAC meetings which is an advisory board.  Mr. Cordes noted that SWAC is different from the District meeting where they are not under the same public notification they are just an advisory committee, this is a different type of structure, no governing body or anything else.
Mr. Ashenhurst asked if there is other rules governing the advisory meetings? Mr. Cordes they are advisory meetings not called for in the Ohio Revised Code.  We use that as a sounding board for various items in the community. Mr. Ashenhurst said but you said they action items.  Mr. Cordes said they do not have decision making authority.
Mr. Ashenhurst said he understands, but if they have recommended authority to that district without further, Mr. Cordes said everybody in this room has recommended authority, it is not pubic meeting, it is a meeting.

Mr. Ashenhurst said if it is covered by Section 121.22 of the O.R.C., he would like clarification on that – from the Advisory Committee District or the Assistant County Prosecutor.


Mr. Rick Krueck, Kipton wanted to address some comments about fracking.  Are the Commissioners going to be doing some commenting or respond about the points that were discussed earlier.  Commissioner Kalo said it was more of a presentation and the state organization CCAO is involved in this.  It is all of the Board state wide, we do not have any authority.  Currently, we had a hard time just getting the maintenance agreements with the companies so that they will clean up their mess.  When it comes to wind energy or solar, or large trucks coming through those companies are required to use maintenance agreements by the O.R.C., but fracking has none of that liability.  I agree with a lot of stuff that was said, we have gone through the Farm Bureau presentation and had presentations in Columbus as well as offshore wind - energy.  And he talked to a commissioner of Ashtabula County who thinks it is the greatest thing in the world, and the dollars that are coming into their community he is very happy with, but it is not in this county at this point,  but there is a lot of statewide issues that have to be dealt with again.  He stated the solid waste landfills can not take the waste taking the liquid and turning it into a solid to dispose of but this has not been true.  There are a lot of stories on fracking industry with the pros and cons.  There is no official action from the commissioners that actually has a standing because there is no standard. 

Mr. Krueck said he understands that but is there anyway the commissioners can  bring pressure to the state to respond to the residents concerns rather than the concerns of the oil industry because it seems like they are never heard.  

Commissioner Kalo said the governor is looking to put a tax with income tax reduction but there has been nothing hard core from the state legislators. At this point it would be the state legislature that makes up the rules.
Mr. Krueck asked of the state legislature could come here to respond to their constituents.
Commissioner Kalo said something could be requested, but usually the legislators are in Columbus on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday.


Commissioner Kokoski asked Ms. Mavrich if she spoke with anyone from the State. Ms. Mavrich said she does not believe they understand all the problems they only see the money.
Commissioner Kokoski said this was a very eye opening presentations and wish more people from the state would listen, there are two sides to every story.  Mr. Krueck said this is the problem there is a lack of education and misinformation, they see the money.


Commissioner Kokoski said there was a coyote that ran out in front of her car yesterday, is there someone that should be notified.  Sheriff Stammitti said not that he is aware of.






Samuel Ruben, Oberlin said Ms. Mavrich did a wonderful job in presenting the issues on fracking and said there are two bills; HB278 (2004) and SB315 (2012) and HB278 is stripping communities of local control over fracking.  Do not know of a single instance where ODNR ever denied a permit for fracking so there is a situation where the resources are being distracted from communities.  SB315 is a messy complicated bill but within there are explicit attempts to make medical professional jobs more difficult when it comes to fracking.  So there is an untested, untreated industry making it more difficult for the communities to remain healthy while resources are being taken.  He stated the Commissioners could pass a resolution standing up for the community on this subject.  Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners have no standing and CCAO has been working on getting rules and ability to govern.  He was not aware that Pittsburg banned.  Mr. Ruben said there are three cities; Broadview Heights, Yellow Springs and Mansfield that have banned.
