WHEREAS, the Lorain County Solid Waste Management Plan approved by the Director of Ohio EPA on April 18, 2012 (the “Plan”) 
authorizes the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio (the “Board”), in its capacity as the District’s Board of Directors of the Lorain County Solid Waste Management District (the “District”), to adopt, publish and enforce rules governing the maintenance, protection, and use of Solid Waste collection and Solid Waste disposal, transfer, recycling, and resource recovery facilities within the District; and 

WHEREAS, on November 30, 2012, the Board passed Resolution No. 12-757 to publish proposed District rules, to receive public comments 
on the proposed rules, and conduct a public hearing on the proposed rules; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to proper notice published in the Chronicle Telegram on November 30, 2012, the Board accepted written public 
comments on the proposed rules from December 28, 2012 to January 23, 2013, and conducted a public hearing on the rules on January 23, 2013; and 

WHEREAS, written comments were received from the Board of Trustees of Columbia Township objecting to the proposed rules on grounds 
they would create a monopoly; Rumpke Waste Services, Waste Management Inc., and Kimble commented on their concerns that waivers be readily available and acted upon in a timely manner; and

WHEREAS, a the following comments were made at the public hearing on January 23, 2013; 

1) Don Johnson, representing Kimble Company dba Kimble Sanitary Landfill and Kimble Recycling and Disposal both owned by Kimble family, based in Dover, Ohio stated they are not confident this waiver process would be a reliable long-term means of maintaining fair competition and access to the Lorain County disposal market and the proposed rules could have the unintended consequence of limiting open and fair competition for refuse collection and disposal market in Lorain County resulting in higher costs to citizens and business of the county prohibiting their company from competing for profitable business but does request  a waiver.

2) Greg Beamer, Regional Operations Manger for Rumpke, 313 E. Royalton Rd, Broadview Heights requested a waiver and believes it is consistent with the districts plan and approval of the waiver for them they believe the alliance upon strictly one location curbing the residents and citizens and Rumpke does not have an issue paying the $2 disposal fee as long as it is fair and equitable across the board for all solid waste haulers.

3) Neil Lynch, Amherst Township Trustee objects to the current solid waste plan and there are many concerns that this would stifle competition in the county and feel this is a monopoly and makes it more difficult for residents and business in terms of getting rid of their waste and they will be paying higher fees. They would prefer a waiver be granted but not included in the plan and allow that commerce be free in terms of business since competition is good for their businesses.

WHEREAS, the Board considered the aforementioned comments and statements and determined that: (a) the proposed rules do not create a 
monopoly because waivers from designation are allowed and (b) waiver applications will be acted on in a timely manner

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, that the foregoing recitals be 
incorporated herein, and that:

1. The following District Rules are hereby adopted pursuant to R.C. 343.01(G)(2) and the District’s approved  solid waste management

plan:

SWMD Rule 2012-01:  Definitions. As used in District Rules adopted by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners: 

a. “Board of Commissioners” means the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio. 

b. “Designated Facility” or “Designation” means a Solid Waste disposal, transfer, Recycling or resource recovery facility which the 
Board of Commissioners has authorized to receive solid waste generated within the District pursuant to R.C. 343.01(I)(2) and the District’s solid waste management plan.

c. “District” means the Lorain County Solid Waste Management District. 

d. “Material Recovery Facility” means a facility used to separate, sort, or process Solid Waste in order to segregate materials with value

for Recycling.  

e. “Recycle” or “Recycling” means the activity of collecting, sorting, cleansing, processing and reconstituting Solid Waste and returning

reconstituted materials to commerce as valuable commodities for use or exchange.      

f. “Recycled Materials” means articles of Solid Waste that have been Recycled. 

g. “Solid Waste” means such unwanted residual solid or semisolid material as results from industrial, commercial, agricultural, and 
community operations, excluding earth or material from construction, mining, or demolition operations, or other waste materials of the type that normally would be included in demolition debris, nontoxic fly ash and bottom ash, including at least ash that results from the combustion of coal and ash that results from the combustion of coal in combination with scrap tires where scrap tires comprise not more than fifty per cent of heat input in any month, spent nontoxic foundry sand, and slag and other substances that are not harmful or inimical to public health, and includes, but is not limited to, garbage, scrap tires, combustible and noncombustible material, street dirt, and debris. "Solid waste" does not include any material that is an infectious waste or a hazardous waste.

h. "Source-separated Recyclable Materials" means Solid Waste which the generator or producer intends to be Recycled and has 
separated from other Solid Waste at the point of generation or the point of collection.

i. “Waiver Agreement” means the standard form of agreement, approved by the Board of Commissioners, that is entered into between the 
District and a party that requests a waiver under R.C. 343.01(I)(2) and the District’s solid waste management plan, to authorize delivery of Solid Waste generated within the District to a facility not designated by the Board of Commissioners.

j. “Yard waste" means yard waste that has been separated at the point of generation or at the point of collection from other Solid Wastes. .

SWMD Rule 2012-02:  Designated Solid Waste Facility. No person, municipal corporation, township, or other political subdivision 
shall deliver, or cause the delivery of, any Solid Waste generated within the Lorain County Solid Waste Management District to any Solid Waste transfer, disposal, Recycling, or resource recovery facility other than the facility designated by the Board of Commissioners pursuant to the District’s solid waste management plan, unless such Solid Waste is: (a) expressly exempted from the requirements of Designation under Ohio law or District Rules; or (b) delivered directly to a properly licensed and permitted solid waste facility located outside the State of Ohio; or (c) delivered in compliance with the terms and conditions of a Waiver Agreement entered into with the District authorizing delivery to a facility that is not designated by the Board of Commissioners.  The only facility currently designated by the Board of Commissioners to receive Solid Waste generated within the District is the Lorain County Landfill, located at 43502 Oberlin-Elyria Road, Oberlin, Ohio 44074. 

SWMD Rule 2012-03: Solid Waste Exempt From Designation.  The following Solid Waste is exempt from the requirements of designation 
and may be delivered to a properly licensed and permitted facility that is not designated by the Board of Commissioners: 

(a) Solid Waste generated by and collected at industrial facilities located within the District that are classified in SIC code 20 and 22-39 or 
North American Industrial Classification System (NAICS) manufacturing codes 31, 32 and 33.

(b) Source-separated Recyclable Materials that are delivered to a community drop-off, resource recovery facility, Material Recovery 
Facility, transfer facility for collection and delivery to a legitimate Recycling facility, or a broker, processor or manufacturer that uses post-consumer products as a raw material.

(c) Source-separated Yard Waste may be delivered to any registered, licensed, permitted yard waste management composting facility.

SWMD Rule 2012-04: Waiver From Designation.  Any person may apply for a waiver from the requirements of Designation by 
submitting an application for a Waiver Agreement in compliance with the application process specified in Section VI(F) of the District’s solid waste management plan.  Waivers that are granted shall use the standard form of Waiver Agreement approved by the Board of Commissioners.  A party that enters into a Waiver Agreement with the District shall comply with all of the terms and conditions of the Waiver Agreement.  

SWMD Rule 2012-05:  Reporting Collection of Recyclable Materials.  Any person that collects Solid Waste generated within the District, 
or provides Solid Waste transfer, processing, resource recovery, Recycling or Material Recovery Facility services within the District, shall report the quantity, volume or amount of Source-Separated Recyclable Materials collected, and the amount of Recyclable Materials recovered, to the District’s Retrac Survey System using the form prescribed by the District and the reporting periods prescribed by the District.  The District shall provide copies of its prescribed reporting form, and instructions for completing and submitting the reporting form, on the Re-Trac’s website at http://www.my.re-trac.com, and by regular mail upon request.   

1. The Board determines that this Resolution was adopted at an open meeting conducted in accordance with Ohio's Sunshine Law, Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Lorain County Solid Waste Plan approved by the Director of Ohio EPA on April 18, 2012 (the “Plan”), the 
following waste streams are exempt from the requirements of designation:  (a) solid waste generated by industrial facilities in SICs 20, and 22-39; (b) separated recyclables, which may be taken to any resource recovery facility, materials recovery facility, community drop-off,  transfer facility for delivery to a legitimate recycling facility, or processor or manufacturer using post-consumer products as a raw material; (c) yard waste, which may be delivered to a properly permitted and licensed yard waste facility; and 

WHEREAS, the Plan authorizes the Board to grant waivers from the designation requirements established under Resolution No. 13-103, 
pursuant to a waiver agreement between the waiver applicant and the Board that specifies appropriate terms and conditions for the waiver, including the payment of a waiver fee on each ton of solid waste covered by the waiver; and  

WHEREAS, under R.C. 343.01(I)(2), in order to grant a waiver, the Board must determine the waiver will not adversely affect the 
implementation and financing of the District's solid waste plan; and 

WHEREAS, the Board determines that in order to minimize the adverse effects of a waiver on the financing and implementation of the 
District’s Plan, it will be necessary to require payment of a waiver fee of Two Dollars ($2.00) per ton on each ton of solid waste generated within the District that is delivered to a facility other than the designated Lorain County Landfill; and 

WHEREAS, under R.C. 343.01(I)(2), no person shall deliver or cause the delivery of solid waste generated within the District to any solid 
waste transfer, disposal, recycling, or resource recovery facility other than the designated Lorain County Landfill, unless the District has exempted the waste from the designation requirements, or the person has obtained a waiver from the Board; and  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, that the foregoing recitals be 
incorporated herein, and that:

1. Resolution 10-284 granting a general waiver from the District’s designation of the Lorain County Landfill is hereby repealed.  

2. The Board approves the form of Waiver Agreement attached hereto as Appendix A for waivers that are requested, after the effective date

of this resolution, from the District’s 

3. designation of the Lorain County Landfill pursuant to R.C. 343.01(I)(2).  Under the Waiver Agreement, the party who is granted the 
waiver shall pay the District a waiver fee of Two Dollars ($2.00) per ton on each ton of solid waste generated within the District that is delivered to a facility other than the designated Lorain County Landfill. 

4. The Lorain County Administrator or the District’s Director are hereby authorized to execute and enter into a Waiver Agreement, in the 
form attached hereto as Appendix A, with parties who collect solid waste generated within the District and submit a written application requesting a Waiver Agreement in compliance with the waiver process specified in Section VI(F) of the District’s Plan.

5. The Board finds that the delivery of solid waste to facilities other than the designated Lorain County Landfill, in compliance with the 
terms and conditions of the Waiver Agreement attached hereto as Appendix A, is not inconsistent with the projections contained in the District's Plan under R.C. 3734.53(A)(6) and (7) and will not adversely affect the implementation and financing of the District's Plan pursuant to the Plan’s implementation schedule.

6. Pursuant to R.C. 343.01(I)(2), the Board directs the District Director to provide written notice to the Director of Ohio EPA of Waiver 
Agreements entered into between the District and requesting parties under this Resolution.
7.   The Board determines that this Resolution was adopted at an open meeting conducted in accordance with Ohio's Sunshine Law, Section

He stated the honor guard uniforms are over 30  years old and rifles are from world war 2, everything is worn out but they continue to honor each individual and each individual family the respect they need and would request the commissioners for some help since the Veterans commission returned $100,000. He stated Mr. Quinn, VA Commission said it would cost around $15,000, military uniforms start at $700 and an overcoat for winter funerals cost $489 so they are looking at $25-30,000. He said their funding comes from charitable organizations and the internet cafes have hurt them by 1/2. He said they will continue all did duty and will continue to honor veterans.

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING FOR COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAMS

Linda Blanchette, Economic Development Specialist, Community Development Department shared the following:

Good Morning.  And thank you Commissioners

If you have not already done so please sign the sign-in sheets that are being distributed.  

I am here this morning to conduct your first public hearing for Fiscal Year 2013 Small Cities Community Development Block Grant also known as CDBG.  This program uses both State and Federal Dollars and is administered locally by the Board of County Commissioners through their Community Development Department which is located on the 5th floor at 226 Middle Avenue, Elyria Ohio. 

As I begin, I would like to remind you that there are acquired and entitlement communities.  An entitled community must have a population greater than 50,000 residents.  Entitlement cities and Counties receive their funding directly from the Federal Government.  Elyria and Lorain are entitlement communities. An acquired city is a community with a population less than 50,000 with concentrations of low and moderate income families; in the past they received an earmark from the state but must work with their local County.  It is my understanding that there will be no earmarked funds for acquired cities. 

The City of North Ridgeville has been a State entitlement community which meant they bypassed the County and received funds directly from the State Department of Development.  It is my understanding that this is changing.  The City of North Ridgeville will now request funds through Lorain County.  As the final application instructions have not been released, I do not have the details of all the changes that will take place in the CDBG FY13 grant application.  One big change is that this grant will have less flexibility when submitting a project.  Example: if you submit a project that is determined ineligible, you can no longer submit a substitute project.  

Lorain County is an acquired County meaning its populations is less than 200,000 once the population from (in our case Elyria and Lorain) is removed from the counties total population.  Acquired Counties receive their funding directly from the State Department of Development.  

Today it is our desire to inform the public that:

· 1) this program is available, 

· 2) the types of eligible projects, 

· 3) the State of Ohio’s has identified its general objectives for the use of these funds, 

· 4) the total anticipated Federal allocation to the State has been divided and budgeted to meet the community needs, and 

· 5) we are prepared to hear from persons, organizations and officials from this County concerning the needs that exist in our communities and which needs might we be able to meet using CDBG funds.

Overview - The CDBG Plan receives it authority from:

· 1) Housing & Community Development Act of 1974 as amended in 1992

· 2) HUD - Entitlement and State Small Cities CDBG Allocation to States

· 3) The act established three (3) national Objectives to be met - That is to say that any activity which uses CDBG Funds must meet one of the NATIONAL OBJECTIVES.   The  National Objectives are: 

· a) Benefit Low and moderate income persons and households

· b) Aid in the elimination of slum and blighting conditions

· This act further established a list of eligible community development activities which can be funded with CDBG dollars to include:

· a)  activities designed to create jobs for low income and moderate income individuals, economic development projects

· b)  provision of housing - specifically the rehabilitation of housing stock,     demolition of unsafe housing.

· c)  public facilities improvements, 

· d)  park acquisition and improvements 

· e)  activities designed to remove architectural barriers

·  f)  street, water supply, drainage and sanitary sewer projects   

· e)  and public service activities under certain circumstances

· These five activities can be undertaken as long as they meet one of the three stated National Objectives

· The State of Ohio expects to receive an allocation from Federal 2013 Housing and Urban Development (HUD) funds.  Additional State funds will be earmarked to provide a match

· Lorain County received $339,000 in Formula Grant allocation for the FY 2012 grant year and we expect to receive approximately $300,000 of funding for 2013.

· Lorain County received $563,000 in CHIP funds for Fiscal Year 2010 and is eligible to apply for up to $500,000 for the 2013 grant.    

A Fair Housing activity is mandatory and a requirement to receive these grant awards.

Lorain County has utilized primarily four (4) programs in years past.  These programs include:

· Community Housing Improvement Program (CHIP)

· Formula Allocation Program (CDBG)

· Water and Sanitary Sewer Program

· Economic Development Program

Other programs that the County is able to apply for are:

· Neighborhood Revitalization

· Downtown Revitalization 

· And Critical Infrastructure set aside programs as well as:

· Water and Sewer Grant

· Economic Development Grant

· Housing Assistance Grant

· Discretionary Grant

· Imminent Threat grant

· Community Housing Improvement Programs Grant
