COMMISSIONERS REPORT



Commissioner Kokoski said it was a short week and also her birthday week went to a Japanese Steak house that was great.

Commissioner Kokoski thanked everyone for the public hearing on Gore Orphanage culvert hearing; there was a lot of information provided to see if this was as ditch project, public project or private project.  


Commissioner Kalo said there was good input on the ditch hearing yesterday.

Commissioner Kalo attended CCAO meeting a discussed the legislative priorities, ODNR discussed fracking issues. He said one of the news feeds on twitter was regards to fracking – Alleghany County, Pittsburgh just authorized sale of mineral rights to their county airport to generate dollars.  County Administrator Cordes said it would be a long process with the FAA 


Commissioner Kalo said Governor Kasich did his state address yesterday and Commissioners are working on adequate funding of county services and mandated functions that were cut with the local government funds and the state is sitting on a $1.9 billion surplus.  It looks like through the budget there would be a 40% reimbursement on indigent attorney fees which is 5% higher than receiving in the last 3-5 years.  County Administrator Cordes said the biggest thing in the budget is the inability to raise revenue if it is passed and it will be a major issue with some counties that have a low sales tax base and would have problems with bond ratings.  Commissioner Kalo said he spoke with Representative Lundy and language is being pulled from 90% of the revenue from the turnpike bonding not going to northern counties so he left a message for Cuyahoga County Executive Fitzgerald. County Administrator cordes said they have mentioned a possible 10% windfall on the reduced sales tax from the state and taxing of other services this may be fine with the ½ and ¼% for the jail that could be around $2.4 million after the rollback and this really does not work for this county, some things are good in the budget but should leave the piggyback tax up the local jurisdictions because this is an ability to raise revenue and helps with the bond ratings if needed.   


Commissioner Williams said he was sick yesterday, almost all weekend that is why he was unable to attend yesterdays meeting.  

Commissioner Williams said he has been working with some state legislators to come up with a way to reduce the county’s costs on the requirements to put bids in the newspapers, public bids not notifications and we spend around $28,000/year on bids.  Commissioner Kalo said this information was sent down about 2 months ago.  Commissioner Williams said difference is bid and notification not all have access to computers and if bid it usually is companies but could impact the Amish, there is an option to put in the papers or go through state website.


Commissioner Kalo had discussion with Sheffield Lake and Frank Fugate is looking for support on a development off of Lake Road and Sheffield Lake and Sheffield Village have supported and this is needed on their end for tax credits.  Board agreed to sign this letter of support.
