Said contract is considered a part hereof to this resolution as follows and can be found on file in the Commissioners/Purchasing and Sheriff’s Office, effective January 1, 2013 - December 31, 2015, contains a 30 day cancellation clause.
AGREEMENT
WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 505.48 of the Ohio Revised Code, the Board of Trustees of New Russia Township, Ohio, has created a Township Police District, designated as the New Russia Sheriff District.

WHEREAS, Sections 505.43 and 505.50 of the Ohio Revised Code authorize a board of township trustees to enter a contract to obtain police protection;

WHEREAS, Section 311.29 of the Ohio Revised Code authorizes a county sheriff to enter a contract with a township to provide police protection;

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of New Russia Township, Ohio, has passed a resolution authorizing the Township to enter into a contract with Phil R. Stammitti, Sheriff of Lorain County, Ohio, for police protection in New Russia Township, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “A”;

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, and Phil R. Stammitti, Sheriff of Lorain County, Ohio, hereby agrees to enter into a contract with the Board of Trustees of New Russia Township, Ohio, to provide police protection in said Township.

NOW THEREFORE, for $1.00 and other good and valid consideration it is mutually agreed between the parties hereto as follows:

1. That the undersigned, Phil R. Stammitti, Sheriff of Lorain County, Ohio, does hereby agree, through the Lorain County Sheriff’s Office, to provide additional police protection for New Russia Township, Ohio, by providing patrol services in those areas of said Township, for those periods of time, and with the number of deputies and equipment to which the parties may mutually agree upon from time to time and as the said parties and circumstances may deem to be necessary.

2. That the said Trustees of New Russia Township, Ohio, shall reimburse, on a monthly basis, said Sheriff for the costs incurred for such policing, which costs shall include the salaries of deputy sheriffs assigned to such policing, the cost of funding retirement pensions, and workers’ compensation, the cost of funding liability and hospitalization insurance, the cost of training, equipment and supplies used in such policing.  The Sheriff shall ascertain said costs.  Said cost shall be paid by said Board of Trustees as follows:

(a) 
Full wages and benefits of the deputy assigned to patrol in New Russia Township.  This cost includes the deputy’s salary and funding for Rotary Fund. Upon mutual agreement of the parties, this cost may be increased during the term of this Agreement based upon applicable collective bargaining agreement contractual raises received by deputy sheriffs.

(b)
All fuel and maintenance costs associated with the New Russia Township patrol unit.

3. Reimbursement of said amounts shall be made to the Lorain County Treasurer on account of the New Russia Township Rotary Fund, which Fund has previously been established.
4. The number of deputies assigned by the Sheriff to said policing shall be in addition to and an enlargement of the Sheriff’s regular number of deputies.  Nothing in this agreement shall preclude the Sheriff from temporarily increasing or decreasing the deputies so assigned as emergencies dictate a need for shifting assignments.

5. The Sheriff shall keep a written log solely reflecting the number of hours and miles logged by each deputy incurred for New Russia Township pursuant to the terms of the within agreement.

6. Funds generated as a result of law enforcement activity performed by the Lorain County, Ohio, Sheriff within the New Russia Sheriff District will be distributed in accordance with Section 4513.35(3)(a) of the Ohio Revised Code and Ohio Attorney General Opinion No. 68-021.

7. This Agreement shall continue for a period of thirty six (36) months, commencing January 1, 2013, and shall automatically terminate on December 31, 2015.  Either party may terminate the within Agreement by providing the other party with at least thirty (30) days written notice thereof.

8.
In the event that the within Agreement expires on December 31, 2015, and the parties hereto have yet to renew their contractual relationship, then, the within Agreement will continue, on a month-to-month basis until a successor Agreement is entered into by the parties hereto.

STRAW HAAG DITCH, ELYRIA

Commissioner Kalo stated this was a continued hearing from last month regards to Straw Haag Ditch.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes sworn in anyone that would give testimony.

Commissioner Kalo said there was no amended petition submitted 

Commissioner Kalo asked Twin Lake Homes if they had any additional comments. 

Commissioner Kalo asked Engineer Office if they had any comments.

Wayne Mileti, Engineers Office said there was discussion at the last hearing and a possible amended petition to be submitted to look farther down through the cemetery to the river.  Mr. Mileti said no.  

Commissioner Kalo said we are at the same place as submitted, no new changes or information, Mr. Mileti said no.  

Commissioner Kokoski asked if the City of Elyria would be assessed if this petition was extended to include the cemetery and country club.  Mr. Mileti said not 100% but would be.  County Administrator Cordes said he has not had discussion with Assistant County Prosecutor Innes but does not remember ever assessing a municipality on ditch project previously done.  Commissioner Kalo asked how many ditches have the county done that run through municipalities. County Administrator Cordes said on a petition clean up none but most ditches eventually run through municipalities so it is something to consider and need a clear sight to go through a municipality to reach the further destination.  

Attorney Eric Breunig, Assistant Law Director, City of Elyria said Elyria Council passed a resolution supporting the petition of Twin Lakes knowing where the ditch runs and understands that it runs through city property.  He stated the original petition before it was amended did go to the Black River and crossed city property and it would imply that their support of the petition that they would accept any assessment to the city accordingly.  He said that he is not 100% that this can be done by law but they have implied and consented to that potential assessment by supporting the petition in the first place.

Commissioner Kalo said the original petition went to the river and then it was amended and shortened.  Assistant Law Director Eric Breunig said it was amended based on the recommendation of the county engineer’s office because there was no need to have it go all the way down and this would have increased the cost as well without having any real benefit to the community at large.  He said in this area there was more drop off with more flow.
Commissioner Kokoski said at the first hearing at Twin Lakes, residents were stating there was blockage near the cemetery. County Administrator Cordes said there was some testimony at the viewing and hearing that it was around the bend to the cemetery and there could be issues if the upper half of the ditch is cleaned and nothing done it that area what would be accomplished.  
Mr. Mileti stated Brookdale Cemetery and Elyria Country Club south of Oberlin/Elyria Road is maintained, so why if it is being maintained why bother with it.   He stated from Twin Lakes elevation is 15 feet from Russia Road to Albrecht Road and for the water to back up don’t see it happening down there and the petition was to remove debris, clear the slag and obstacles and there is nothing in that area, so why charge for something that will not be done, so there is no need to this and stop at Russia where the bridge is.

Commissioner Williams asked Mr. Mileti if he walked the entire length to make sure it was cleared. Mr. Mileti said George Roberts, Engineers office did this

You may or may not be aware of a matter being discussed by the Lorain County Commissioners.
The owners of the Twin Lakes Mobile Home Park have petitioned the Commissioners to clean
and /or remove obstructions from the Straw-Haag Ditch and its lateral ditches at the point where
the Straw-Haag Ditch intersects Chadwick Drive; continuing south to its intersection with Russia
Road, Elyria, Ohio.

The following is the nature of the work petitioned for: cleaning of and removal of all
obstructions, including but not limited to, silt, debris, log jams and drift.

The first public hearing took place on Wednesday, January 23, 2013 at 9:45 am in the office of
the Lorain County Board of Commissioners Public Hearing Room, J. Grant Keys Lorain County
Administration Building, 226 Middle Avenue, 4™ Floor, Elyria, Ohio.

Since that first meeting, two (2) fact finding meetings have taken place one on January 29" and
one on February 6" at the Elyria Township Hall 41416 Griswold Road, Elyria, Ohio. Asaresult
of those meetings, the bullet points below will be put forth to the Commissioners at the next
public Commissioners meeting:
1. To dismiss the petition due to cost to owners.
2. Ask engineers to explore other options, Clean from Albrecht to Russia Road etc,
3. Will the benefit of cleaning the Straw-Haag Ditch eliminate danger of flooding?
4. Develop an alternative to the petition process.

The next public County Commissioners meeting will be held on February 27, 2013, at 6:00 pm
in the office of the Lorain County Board of Commissioners, at the address above. I am
encouraging all property owners and/or their representatives to attend this upcoming
meeting on February 27, 2013 at 6:00 pm.

Elyria Trustee Mr. Scheithauer stated that Marshall Simms was a technician for Soil & Water for 10 years and stated the following;
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[image: image2.png]-a good portion of Twin Lakes was built on the Luray Soil type symbol Ly. Luray soils as stated by the soils
book of the soil and water has a perched water table and will flood during periods of heavy rainfall. Also
it states that any development will be severely limited due to the high water table.

-if the ditch is cleaned north of Albrecht rd. the amount of water and velocity will increase towards twin
lakes possibly increasing the flooding chances.

-the culverts under the bike path and Russia Rd. were installed many years ago. Based on the increased
development that has taken place and increased runoff | would question what size storm they can
handle. The engineers design is based on a 25 year storm. Which means any given year there is a certain
percentage of chance that an amount of rainfall will occur within a 24hr period. in the last several years
we had many rainfall events beyond what is engineered for and therefore cause flooding.

-what are the elevations of the catch basins and storm water outlets of twin lakes in reference to the
ditch. in other words at what point will the outlets be submerged making them ineffective and at what
point will the catch basins overfiow and back up causing flooding. My guess would be that water will
back up out of the catch basin in twin lakes before the ditch overflows.

-what engineering factors were the basis for the determination to stop at Russia Rd rather than taking it
to the Black River. Maps may show 10 ft or more of fall but until a field survey is conducted there is no
way to determine possible high points or the need for excavation to maintain grade.

-the county should use the storm water fee they are charging everyone to conduct a survey and design a
plan. Once a scope of work is determined and an actual engineer’s estimate is created based on the plan
then proceed forward. it will be much better to determine if cost outweighs the benefit with an actual
plan of the project. Right now they are giving us a bill before we get to see the menu. | would fear if the
project moves forward under the petition process it's going to happen regardless of final cost. The
petition should be not be approved let the engineers do their work then determine if it should move
forward. At this point too many questions are left unanswered with no determined of cost to move
forward.
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Elyria Township Trustee Scheithauer stated at the first meeting, Prosecutors office, Engineers office and City engineer’s office were present and many questions were answered and the second meeting was held to develop bullet points and there were approximately 30 people at each meeting.  
Commissioner Kalo asked what questions raised by Mr. Simms were answered.

Elyria Township Trustee Scheithauer said it was about the process and they asked the engineers about shooting grade and all agree the ditch needs cleaned but it needs to be cleaned to the river.  Commissioner Kalo asked if all the previous work by the county engineer has been done appropriate, Elyria Township Trustee Scheithauer agreed but he would like the Commissioners to give consideration and to what has been discussed and stated that he has worked with Mr. Simms on 5 previous ditches and he knows what he is talking about. Commissioner Kalo said he is not arguing that but asked if the county engineer has ever done a ditch issue that has not worked out or done due diligence on. Elyria Township Trustee Scheithauer said in his township no but the whole ditch needs to be looked at and get it cleaned.
Commissioner Kokoski said we just need to make sure that the whole ditch will flow and if it is maintained and the whole ditch were walked and no obstructions or problems were seen.

Commissioner Williams said his concern is what is happening underneath and the valid points raised by Mr. Simms and the ditch going into the graveyard is a concern and maybe a third party could look at this.

County Administrator Cordes said there are several opinions that have been stated but the elevations still need to be looked at.

Elyria Township Trustee Scheithauer said the residents would like to see a definite profile shot of the ditch.

Commissioner Kokoski said if we start from the south and work to the end where the current petition is we will know if it is flowing or not because at Twin Lakes the ditch was full. 

Elyria Township Trustee Scheithauer said what is going to happen if the Commissioners move forward with how it is presented now and the contractor gets in has to take out 2 feet instead of 1 foot someone will have to absorb the cost, the property owners.  Commissioner Kalo said this is how the petition process works and there are some contingency in the estimated amount.
County Administrator Cordes said he did not know we were taking dirt out of the ditch he thought this was just cleaning. Elyria Township Trustee Scheithauer said where would the silt go. Mr. Mileti said there will be some silt sand bars that will have to be removed. County Administrator Cordes said to the original base line, Mr. Mileti said yes and once it is surveyed they would know where the flow line and go back to the original ditch line, it is called dipping.

County Administrator Cordes said we need to have someone to survey, look at the elevations and fall of the ditch. Commissioner Kalo asked who would pay for this. County Administrator Cordes said it depends. Commissioner Kalo said the process for a petition is accepted, then approved or disapproved and if approved goes forward with the engineer’s estimates and all cost absorbed but if there is another survey done. County Administrator Cordes said the survey will be done either way; do we survey it before we approve the ditch cleaning or approve after the petition is approved and the cost will eventually be rolled into the whole project.  Commissioner Kalo said what if it is not approved after the survey is done, who would absorb the cost of the survey.  County Administrator Cordes said something has to be done with this ditch so something will be approved and doing nothing is not an answer and the discussions have been the extent of the project and did not hear majority of objections that something should not be done, it was what will be done.  
Commissioner Kalo said there were issues with the cost but something needs to be done to relieve the flooding.  County Administrator Cordes said doing a survey before approval of the final project is not going to change but it would relieve some of the concerns and data could reveal something needs to be done to relieve this issue.  County Administrator Cordes said this hearing could be extended until the data has been received.

Assistant Law Director Bruening, 131 Court Street, Elyria and it has been suggested that we take a more scientific look at the possibility of doing the extra work down to the Black River, again this was Twin Lakes original petition.  He stated the City nor Twin Lakes has no problem with going to the Black River but maybe petition could be re-amended to include this section, which the additional property owners would have to be notified, schedule another view and hearing but depending on what the engineers find with the survey process the area could be reduced, it is always easier to reduce than increase during a petition process and they would like to see it done right and it seems like the general consensus is something needs to be done but just don’t know what.  They are all for having the engineer explore the possibilities but he understands the county engineer does not have the authority to go in and look at these things until a petition is started because there is no funds, so if this is extended out, amended the petition to extend the project and give the engineers a chance to go in there and take a better look, they might find exactly what Mr. Mileti has indicated.
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Commissioner Kalo said the petition would have to be re-amended. Assistant Law Director Bruening said yes, but there are additional owners and would have to be notified and he would waive the City of Elyria’s notices. County Administrator Cordes said it would be faster to re-amend the petition than to do a new petition, so Twin Lakes would have to do this re-amendment and then residents notified and then the money could be advanced from Stormwater to get the survey done then absorbed through the project cost and returned when project is done, this can not stay the way it is.
Assistant Law Director Breunig said an amendment would have to be done and asked Janice Mokosh if she had the whole file present with the original petition and owners, then this could be done tonight, Commissioners could set a new date and then notify the owners, don’t think all owners have to be notified again.  County Administrator Cordes asked Janice Mokosh to have Assistant Law Director Breunig look at the file and continue taking testimony while they review the file.
Charlie Neff, 249 Skyline Drive, Elyria stated their subdivision owns common property that abuts the ditch cross the ditch from Twin Lakes Mobile Home Park. He stated that the association and all homeowners received assessment/fee letters and it is the association that owns the land that abuts the ditch. County Administrator Cordes said the homeowners are paying fees to the association for the retention area and will these properties be mitigated, so no one is being double charged but they are costing to the themselves holding back the water and release to ditch in a controlled fashion and there is credit given in the Stormwater district for mitigated retention but this is up to the Commissioners if credits will be given.
Mr. Neff said in 2012 the City of Elyria had agreement with EPA regards to Stormwater and have a maintenance agreement with all landowners for wetland and/or lake areas but have not heard anything else.

County Administrator Cordes said owners build and do work on retention projects and then are not maintained and problems occur but not sure what the City of Elyria and EPA discussions were.


Ken Prechtel, West Ridge Road, Trustee 16 years said how is assessment will be $3,000 when he only has 1 tile going in ditch sharing with neighbor and his assessment is $74 and Mr. Forthofer is $10,000 and he does not feel that it is his obligation to put this much money forward to solve a problem that the City of Elyria created many years ago.  He was on the board of trustees when Mike Keys grabbed all the property he could and then still trustee when Bill Grace continued grabbing property but no one figured out who was going to pay the piper.  Now most of this ditch is running through township properties and the residents are getting stuck with the majority of the cost, this is not right.  He would think that Twin Lakes would front most of the cost because ownership back in the day was informed just exactly as you heard tonight it is a sponge and this is part of the reason there are two lakes out front to handle the run off.  He stated someone should look into a retention basin east of Twin Lakes and basically solve the problem. He stated another problem was when Metro Parks took over the bike trail they shut off one complete side of drainage and this handled all the runoff plus county jail.  He stated he has lived on his land for 40 years and there is a ditch that runs parallel to his land that drains into Straw Haag.  He went to the Engineers several year ago and was told that this was not a county ditch, so he spoke with John Hamilton, former deputy county engineer and very excellent knowledgeable person and they went though the archives and it was a county ditch but the county has denied ownership for over 40 years.  He said there is a catch basin on West Ridge Road and tile runs from Albrecht Road south to the catch basin and then goes to West Ridge Road and this ditch would be a tributary and the townships suffer because of what the big shots did in City of Elyria.  He stated the Commissioners; Mrs. Blair always voted what was politically correct, Mr. Kalo supported Mrs. Blair and Ms. Kokoski kind of struck with the little guys and said there was an annexation on Indian Hollow Road that went through.  He said one developer is dead, other developer went bankrupt and Polish Club did not build a building so there is 150 acres out in the middle of nowhere that hopefully someday someone will develop it but the township will get stuck paying for the sewer even though they don’t have, the homes should of thought out that when they were built.
Commissioner Kokoski asked how many acres does he own.  Mr. Pretchtel said he owns 30.56 acres, some wetlands and him and neighbor share same tile but because he owns 30 acres he has to pay $3,000, he does not have that much drainage into the tile and is 72 years old can’t afford this and asked the Commissioners to look at the whole story, keep the people in mind and is there any grant money available.

John Abraham, 8918 Oberlin Road at last hearing there was something stated about an $18/year tax for drainage.  Commissioner Kalo said yes there is a Stormwater fee for the district. Mr. Abraham said is this for every parcel in the county. Commissioner Kalo said no only the unincorporated areas, the townships.  Mr. Abraham said there is money raised for that purpose and the question is who will pay for the engineer fee to find out exactly what is needed in this area, the grade so why can’t the engineer fee come out of the tax.  Commissioner Kokoski stated that County Administrator Cordes suggested that the money be advanced from the Stormwater district to fund but the money would eventually have to be rolled into the entire project.  Mr. Abraham said he does not have a problem with this, his problem is the engineering has to be done before a plan is suggested and without a plan or blueprint you can’t get a cost.  County Administrator Cordes said he agrees.  Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners usually go by the Engineers estimate. Mr. Abraham said how can you estimate if you have nothing.  Commissioner Kalo & Kokoski said the Engineers do the estimates and it is usually real close the final numbers.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said this is usually what happens, the first hearing is a decision to authorize the engineer to go forth and develop specific plans and estimates and second step is to draw up the plans and actual assessments to each person and could change based on what happens, then come back for a second hearing do decide if it actually goes forward with the residents having their exact assessment amounts.
Mr. Abraham asked if the county engineer’s office did a gps grade on the fall from Chadwick to Albrecht and from Albrecht to Russia. He said he did and there is 13 foot fall from Albrecht to Russia and then from Chadwick to Albrecht there is none so the ditch can be cleaned from Chadwick to Albrecht and it still will be leveled so you are making a big pond out of a big ditch.  
 Mr. Abraham said at one of the township meetings it was mentioned that at some point that water is suppose to run north and asked the county engineer office at what point does this run north, at where Straw Haag Ditch becomes Haag Ditch or what.


Corrin Burrer, states he does not have land that is being assessed, lives by Church of Open Door and farms the land on West Ridge for over 40 years and granddad owned a bigger share, farmed county land by the jail the last 15 years but the culvert underneath the bike path needs to be bigger or the water just will be retained.  He stated twice in the last 15 years money was paid for the ditch to be cleaned out but it just made a bigger retention basin.  That area was quite a swamp, when his granddad bought this farm in 1922 there was 107 acres but only could farm around 60 because the rest was flooded, and then in the 30’s the boys came in and cleaned it out and tile was put in and it worked.  But then houses were built and now there is a problem with water. The City of Elyria paid to have a ditch cleaned half way north about 4-5 years ago and they were suppose to put another 4” culvert under old route 113/Lowell Street but it was not done.  Now when it floods like at the trailer park it almost goes all the way up West Ridge Road, rather than half way because the same sewers exist 50-100 years ago.  He stated the Church agreed to allow them to do it but only put a culvert underneath and he spoke with a good man, John Hamilton, County engineer’s office and at that time could not put in because of the sand, not a good base, but that was a bunch of b.s.  If you get rid of the water faster it would go down hill towards the mall and years ago the water would run north or south, whatever way was easier.  Over 40 years ago the bridge fell down, county did not want to put it back up, City was not involved so it just got filled in and about 10 years ago he received permission from Army Corp of Engineers to close the ditch in for 200 feet because it did not do anything, the water did not go there because of what was done up south.  He stated the $134,000 will not even touch this ditch because there is around 2 feet of dirt by the pumping station up to Chadwick Drive.  When he filled it in he did not know there was a tile up to Chadwick Drive that was suppose to go into the ditch, he said it went to catch basin and go southeast so it was filled in.  The City of Elyria called him and said there was a bad flood why did he back up the apartments and asked for help, so he went down there with an excavator and dug 2 foot down and there was a 18” tile and cleaned it out.  But every time someone gets involved to clean this out they stop at the pumping station and this only makes a bigger retention basin. He said Jay Fowls’ farm goes all the way to Bechtel Road 
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east and they cleaned ditch out 5 years ago.  He said the trailer park complains about the water but have they cleaned it out. There was mention about cleaning the laterals on the ditch, which are full of trees, this will cost more and increase the water flow. When he passes south of the ditch there is 170 acres all cleaned, Shuster’s but the problem now is the Eschtruth property that has not been cleaned out but there is no fall from Russia Road to Chadwick it is flat and when you cross Russia Road is cemetery and nobody wants to do this because the water would go to the Elyria Country Club. He said he is 85 years old, been around and grew up on the farm and this county has the poorest ditch program in the state of Ohio, band aids have been used to fix problems and they are not working anymore and now there are bigger problems.  He said to this project will be a waste if you do not go to Russia Road and cemetery or clean out the 200 feet ditch with a 4 foot culvert on Lowell Street and let the water go either way but then you would flood the mall.  Another alternative would be go to the railroad tracks to river but the City of Elyria should be picking up the tab because they should have not allowed Bidinger to build the trailer park where it is but Bidinger and his partner controlled the sewer in the area and that is why they did not build anymore houses by Chadwick because of the flooding.  Yes the ditch needs to be cleaned but it needs to go to the cemetery or you are wasting time and effort.  This is just like the north part, the City paid the biggest share to get this done but all it did was make a bigger catch basin for the Church of the Open Door and if I was on this board he would sue the City of Elyria for the damages because according to law you can not change the water course that runs naturally.  There were more catch basins installed in order to build the apartments and they fill up fast maybe a 10 foot dyke should be put on the trailer park site and pump it out.  He stated that the $134,000 will not touch this ditch, contractors won’t do it and money is just being wasted and could have used soil and water and would have been cheaper.

Mr. Mileti, Engineer’s office said the pipe elevation was shot at Chadwick for flow line and gps at 679.97 and went to pump station; tile was 60.47 with ½ foot of fall. Albrecht culvert was 9x9 at 757.52, almost 3 foot of fall from lift station.  From here to Russia Road elevation was 744.80, almost 13 foot fall and to river was around 20.  He said Elyria Country Club is too low it would not bother this flow, won’t back up, at Brookdale it becomes free flow.  There is 1 parcel south of Russia and has small trees and don’t see reason to include in the petition.  When the Haag Ditch was petitioned years ago the water went north but this is going from Chatfield south and the main point is trying to get flow in this ditch and factual evidence needs to be done especially with elevations and detention could be a possibility but on this ditch would be expensive and it requires property and that is so much per acre.  You can capture the water before it gets to Twin Lakes is that the intent, he thought the intent was to restore flow in the ditch.

Assistant Law Director Breunig reviewed the file and based upon everything that has been said if the petition is being amended to include everything to the Black River it looks like 2 more property owners and 1 is the city and they have been notified the other is Elyria County Club so the question is, if it is going to be amended do we want to spend more time to re-hash with someone that has not been notified, have another hearing, or just continue at this point and do again later when everyone can be present.  He stated Elyria Country Club owns a lot of land and would have a big assessment and sure that they would have an interested person here if they were to be involved.  He stated if we rely on Mr. Mileti who is the only qualified expert that has testified today based on credentials it does not seem that we need to do this at all.  He will take the cue from the Commissioners if it should be amended or not but questioned if it is going to be amended, another hearing would be required and how much more time do you want to spend on testimony tonight when there is another possible large parcel that could be interested in these proceedings that has not been notified yet.  
Commissioner Kalo asked the Board if they would like to see this amended after everything the Engineers office has stated.

Commissioner Kalo said he does see an amendment.

Commissioner Williams said he would go with the amendment, he has questions. Commissioner Kalo asked what.
Commissioner Williams the individuals here asked questions and he does not have a map showing the issues and if we do not go all the way through he believes there still would be a flooding issue.  

Assistant Law Director Breunig asked Mr. Mileti if the petition as it has been currently submitted down to Russia Road will be a benefit, will improve the flow of the ditch once it has been executed.  Do you think that it would add anything to include down to the Black River.

Commissioner Kalo said this is just the process there is no assessment at this point.

Commissioner Williams said why not assessment, borrow the money and take a look at it, through Stormwater. Commissioner Kokoski said to do the survey. Commissioner Kalo said we do not have if we just approve and go forward then this would go right into the current engineering.  Commissioner Williams said so the process would be approved without the study.  Commissioner Kalo said we would be approving the process for them to move forward, not approving the ditch project we are approving the survey to get an exact cost of how much the project would be.  

Assistant Law Director Breunig said at that point then everyone would have another opportunity to come forward and object or approve based on the real numbers that the Engineers and whatever other outside companies come up with.  
Commissioner Kalo said these would be the number to look at prior to that date to see if there is any inequity or not proper based on all the testimony. 
Assistant Law Director Breunig said yes, but there will be another hearing.
Commissioner Kalo said he is comfortable they way it currently to go forward and move on with the engineers actual cost to survey the ditch project so we can get actual cost to see what we are looking at.  

Commissioner Williams said he still has concerns and thinks it still will need to go through, Commissioner Kokoski said we don’t know that until the survey done.  Commissioner Williams said having a re-amended, Commissioner Kokoski said we are not doing a re-amendment, Commissioner Williams said we could to a re-amendment. Commissioner Kalo said based upon the Engineers recommendation and when he is doing the survey and says opps, there is a problem they would notify the Commissioners and this has always been the process.

Assistant Law Director Breunig said he will assure the Commissioners that the petitioners in this process and if this notification is received they would fully support an amendment to include any additional area.

Commissioner Kalo said something needs to be done; the flooding is horrendous for all the property owners and we need to move forward for actual cost.

Ron Henes, 43228 Albrecht Road, showed a book from the library that is referenced “Down Though the Years of Elyria” and the area that is being discussed in the book is referred too as “east swamp”.  When the bus garage was built there and the guy next door almost made a parking lot as deep as the back of the trailer park and the bus garage has a swale that is almost 3 feet high and trailer park is about 3 feet below that.  So the water that always use to run into what was wetlands and not sure how that ever got changed it runs into the trailer park so he believes the city property. Commissioner Kalo said everything north of Albrecht is city property.  Commissioner Williams said Assistant Law Director Breunig is saying no.  Assistant Law Director Breunig said it could be in the city but not specifically city owned.
Mr. Henes said well someone dropped the ball and allowed someone to build all these things and now Twin Lakes is paying for it, someone should have been paying attention where would all the water go. He said the last meeting that was here a guy talked about allotments being build off Murray Ridge he said water does not go to the ditch there are like 2 or 3 ponds back there, where did all this dirt go was it hauled out or was it put where the houses went so then this just pushed more water into a smaller area.  If the cemetery and golf course can keep their areas of ditch cleaned then maybe Twin Lakes needs to look at getting dirt, tires and washing machines, etc. that come from the trailer park and get out then keep the ditch maintained why should other people have to pay for this.  
Commissioner Kokoski said she does not think it is an issue with Twin Lakes ditch, its deep, wide and full of water. Mr. Henes said we can not just keep making it deeper.  Commissioner Kokoski said it is blocked somewhere.  Mr. Henes said the culvert under Albrecht the other day had water in it and the water use to run to the wetlands and now this area is Twin Lakes, so they are the wetlands, so someone screwed them, and he would say that was the city by allowing people to build everything.
Commissioner Kokoski said Mr. Henes could be right in what he has said but the issue has to be resolved. Mr. Henes said Twin Lakes put a dirt roll up just like their neighbor as high and when the water gets high it will just run to the road and then the city could figure this one out.  He said 
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the City needs to stop saying they need more tax revenue and stop the building, there are some places you can not build but for some reasons things get changed.  Just like the man said this morning; there were 3 developers; 1 is dead and it is easier to ask for forgiveness than it is to ask for permission.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if he knew Mr. Elbert, Mr. Henes said he did, Commissioner Kokoski said that was his favorite saying.  


John Riffle, President – Horizon Homeowners Association and asked the Commissioners to deny the petition until there is a better way to equalize the cost between all and who is guilty of flooding the ditch, holding the water back, etc. He represents 28 homeowners and majority of the homeowners have said they are paying to keep their pond for holding water back so no flooding and now the county wants to charge them a fee and the association fees would have to be increased, so this is like double charging they asked that the petition be denied.

Commissioner Kalo said the Board if there is a motion to be made would move forward to get the estimates of actual cost of project they are not approving a ditch project as of yet.  So until they know all the scenarios like they just asked them too. Mr. Riffle said one step leads to the next.
Commissioner Kokoski said they can stop the process anytime, if the estimate comes back and it is $1 million dollars because they were way off then the Commissioners can say no, it stops.  Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners need the information just like the homeowners do.

Mr. Riffle said you have people that are saying it should go forward but his homeowners feel it should be denied.

Commissioner Kalo said once the information is gathered than a decision can be made to move forward or not.


Commissioner Kokoski said if we do move forward on the project and assessment, can the residents mitigate if there are retention basins, etc.   Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said this could be considered in a determination of the benefits.


Commissioner Kokoski asked if there were other ways to consider the assessments rather than by acre.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said he would have to check with the Engineers office.

Mr. Riffle said are there other ways, Commissioner Kokoski said this is what will be reviewed.  Mr. Riffle said they are not against helping neighbors but sometimes people have to help themselves before others can help and thanked the Board for allowing them to be listened.


Rob Scheitauer, Elyria Township Trustee thanked the Commissioners and if the petition was amended would be a step in the right direction and need to consider listening to the elders.


Doug Skladan, 9136 Murray Ridge Road, said last time he spoke about water behind his property and we are discussing getting costs but we are also suppose to be getting benefits.  He said the code states that part of the benefit that is to be determined is the total volume of water draining into or through the improvement and the amount of water contributed by each landowner.  He asked if this was also going to be done because a lot of them have a problem with how much water is stated they contribute to the ditch because they are located in the watershed so he hopes that all the benefits are looked at the are in the code.  
Commissioner Kalo said it is what the Engineer presents and it will be reviewed with discussions at another meeting.


Jim Zelenka, 10800 West Ridge Road, said he has two parcels that would be affected by this and rents the land that Mr. Prechtel owns.  He said hard surfaces do not drain water as well as farm land does as Mr. Prechtel stated he has an absorbent amount of bill for this where most of his water is absorbed in the ground. He said Twin Lakes must want to expand further for more homes and can’t do this until some water is mitigated. As a child growing up on West Ridge Road, his bus went down Albrecht Road and when there was a rain storm the water was at the bottom of the bus and they would have to turn around.  He said Twin Lakes home area use to be in Carlisle Township but this was another annexation approved by the county commissioners and if it was not allowed, there would not be this problem today, along with other annexations going on in Carlisle Township.  The issue here is the depth of the ditch, Twin Lakes has been cleaned many of times in that area and he is sure that the bottom of the ditch is below the bottom grade of the culvert pipe going underneath, also when the railroad ran through it because the railroad would never maintain the ditch which took the water from the county. He said the bike path took over this ditch did nothing with the drainage, the drainage culvert pipe going underneath the bike path, what is this elevation compared to the elevation at the bottom of the ditch at Twin Lakes.  When it is discussed about having more fall going across, then Albrecht Road would have to be torn up to get the culvert pipe lowered and the same with Russia Road, torn up and culvert pipe lowered in order to get the proper fall to drain this.  There are many reasons for the ditch, it has been interrupted by fall over the years but it did slow done the flow in order to ease drainage.  The ditch probably needs to be cleaned, the cost needs to be split amongst all owners like Elyria County Club it would reduce other homeowners.  The cooperation that makes good money it is not your average homeowner that fights bills monthly and increased property taxes.  He said property taxes, people in this county are already paying a Stormwater management fee so you are still going to require them to pay a portion of the ditch cleaning project, and they already do this.  The ditch was dug by the three c’s, it was dug by hand in the depression to put people to work, this ditch is no longer on county record so in order to get this ditch cleaned we have to have all the property owners that drain into that ditch agreed, if one person does not agree then it can not be cleaned.  Commissioner Kalo said yes the county requires 100% participation.
Mr. Zelenka said a homeowner at the intersection of West Ridge and Russia was allowed to put a greatly reduced size pipe in that now blows out the top across the road if there is too much water so this is not proper Stormwater management.  The ditch mapped across the street on Mr. Simms property which his grandfather cleaned that ditch out by hand to the bottom of the sandstone about 25 years ago, 1 – 2 miles long.  So you look at all the ways to do things, what about people that are not working, a lot of people can not afford all the additional taxes added onto property taxes forever and they are also paying for this at this time.  He thinks Elyria County Club, City of Elyria and Brookdale Cemetery should be and have to be added onto this project in order to make it equitable for all the homeowners to share in this cost.


Commissioner Kalo moved, seconded by Kokoski to close the hearing. Upon roll call the vote taken thereon, resulted as: Ayes: All.

Motion carried.


Commissioner Kalo moved, seconded by Kokoski to go forward with the first part as the amendment petition is currently before the engineer to come with the cost and what the project will encompass.  


Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said in order to do this you have to do this based upon a finding that the improvement is necessary, conducive to the public welfare and the cost would be less than the benefits.


Commissioner Kokoski said and if it is not then they would find out what the cost is and would say no.


Discussion continued and the following resolution was adopted:
