Whereas, Resolution No. 12-822, inadvertently omitted portions of previous version of Section 6.2 and 6.4 of the Board of Commissioners Personnel Policy Manual; and

Whereas, it is the intent of the Board to further revise Sections 6.2 and 6.4.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio that all previous versions of Section 6.2 and 6.4 of the Board of Commissioners( Personnel Policy Manual are hereby repealed, and in their stead the Board of Commissioners hereby adopts the following, effective retroactive to December 19, 2012:


Section 6.2 – Vacations now read as:

A.
Full-time County employees who normally work forty (40) hours per week are eligible for paid vacation leave according to the following eligibility guidelines.  Permanent part-time employees are eligible to receive paid vacation leave on a prorated basis.

After 1 year service 
80 hours vacation (3.1 hours per pay period)

After 8 years service
120 hours vacation (4.6 hours per pay period)

After 15 years service
160 hours vacation (6.2 hours per pay period)

After 25 years service
200 hours vacation (7.7 hours per pay period)


Vacation leave shall only be accumulated while an employee is in active pay status.  Full-time employees who are in active pay status for less than their number of regularly scheduled hours in any pay period will have their vacation accrual prorated for the pay period.

B.
No employee will be entitled to vacation leave under any circumstances until he or she has completed one (1) year of employment with the County, the state, or a political subdivision of the state.

C.
Vacations are scheduled in accordance with work load requirements of the Employer.  For this reason, it is important that vacation requests be made as far in advance as possible.  The Employer reserves the right to approve or deny vacation requests.

D.
Vacation leave is earned while on paid leave, but additional vacation leave is not accrued through the working of overtime.

E.
The Employer may authorize vacation carry over from year to year; however, vacation leave shall not be carried over for more than three (3) years.  An employee is entitled to compensation, at his or her current rate of pay, for the prorated portion of any earned but unused vacation leave for the current year to his or her credit, at the time of separation, transfer to another appointing authority, or retirement, and in addition, shall be compensated for any unused vacation leave accrued to his or her credit, with the permission of the Employer for up to three (3) years immediately preceding the last anniversary date of employment. This means the maximum vacation accrual that an employee may have is the amount earned in the current year (maximum period of three hundred sixty-four [364] days), plus three (3) years worth of accrual carried over with the approval of the Employer.

F.
Any employee who, as of the date of the adoption of this policy, has a vacation leave balance in excess of that permitted in “E” above will have the additional hours placed in a separate non-FLSA compensatory time bank. Any time remaining in the bank at the time of the employee’s retirement or other separation from service will be forfeited.

G.
On and after October 25, 1995, employees will receive credit for prior service with the state or any political subdivision of the state for the purpose of vacation accumulation, per ORC 9.44.  Notwithstanding the above, if any person removed for conviction of a felony "within the meaning of RC 124.34 is (subsequently re-employed- by the County, such person is only qualified to accrue vacation as if he or she were a new employee receiving no prior service credit.

H.
Vacation Leave Conversion.  This paragraph shall apply only to employees of the Board of Commissioners. County Appointing Authorities may, at their discretion and in accordance with Section 325.19(C) of the Revised Code, adopt policies applying this paragraph to their employees. Conversion payment under this paragraph, unless otherwise approved by the Board of Commissioners, shall be paid from the budget of the respective appointing authorities.

Prior to December 15* of each calendar year, any employee eligible to take two (2) or more weeks of vacation may notify the Employer in writing that he wishes to convert vacation time for the current year into paid time. A written request must be completed by the employee to do so and submitted to the Employer no later than December 15 of the year of the actual conversion. The rate of conversion will be one (1) day of pay at the employee’s regular hourly rate for each two (2) days of vacation converted.  The conversion will result in the employee having his vacation leave account reduced by the number of vacation hours converted. Any eligible employee must maintain at least one (1) week (i.e. forty [40] hours) of vacation per calendar year that may not be converted to paid time.  Converted hours will not count as “hours worked” in the week paid out of the purpose of calculating overtime, and the leave converted under this program is done on a last in, first out basis.


*
For the year 2012, employees shall have until December 31 to turn in a written request.


The employee will receive the payout no later than January 31 of the following year. NO employee shall be permitted to convert any more leave than he would otherwise earn in a calendar year less any leave earned and used in the calendar year.

I.
Vacation rights for bargaining unit employees are governed by the terms of the applicable collective bargaining agreement.

Section 6.4 now read as:


As outlined below, eligible employees may exercise the following sick leave conversion options.


Option 1-A- (Employees Hired Prior to November 15, 2005):

6.4 Sick Leave Conversions

For purposes of this section:

(Employee( does not include an elected official.

Hired prior to November 15, 2005" means a person whose current tenure of employment with a County appointing authority commenced on or after November 16, 2005. A person employed by a County appointing prior to November 16, 2005, who separated from County employment and did not return until November 16, 2005 or thereafter, is considered (hired after November 15, 2005"


Option 1-B (Employees Hired After November 15, 2005):

A.
An employee hired after November 15, 2005, and upon separation (voluntary or involuntary) from the County or retirement with five (5) years or more of public service under PERS with the current employer shall receive cash payments of sick leave not to exceed two hundred fifty (250) hours.  However, in order to receive such payment, the employee who plans to voluntarily separate from employment must notify the Appointing Authority of his intention to voluntarily resign at least fourteen (14) days prior to the effective date of such resignation.

B..
Said employee shall retain any remaining leave balance for credit upon reemployment in public service.

C..
Any employee who has been reemployed by the County and who has already been paid the maximum two hundred fifty (250) hours shall not receive any subsequent sick leave conversion payment.

D.
Any employee who has received the sick leave conversion payment less than the maximum two hundred fifty (250) hours can receive a subsequent sick leave conversion payment, but in no event can an employee receive an aggregate sick leave conversion payment in excess of two hundred fifty (250) hours.

E.
This sick leave conversion payment shall be based on the employee’s rate of pay at the time of separation or retirement.  Eligible retiring employees shall complete a “Sick Leave Conversion Form.”

F.
The estate of the deceased employee shall be eligible for such sick leave payment as of the date of their death, providing they are otherwise qualified to receive such benefit.


Such payment shall be made in accordance with 2113.04 of the Ohio Revised Code, or shall be paid to the employee’s estate.  Any such payment shall be paid at the employee’s rate of pay at retirement, death, or permanent disability.

G.
Sick leave conversion for bargaining unit employees shall be paid pursuant to the collective bargaining agreement.

Option 2 (Annual Conversion Election):

This provision shall apply only to employees of the Board of Commissioners. County Appointing Authorities may, at their discretion and in accordance with Section 124.39 of the Revised Code, adopt policies applying this paragraph to their employees. Conversion payment under this paragraph, unless otherwise approved by the Board of Commissioners, shall be paid from the budget of the respective appointing authorities. 
A.
An employee may elect each year to have the Employer buy back a maximum of one hundred twenty (120) hours of sick leave for the current year, provided the employee maintains a balance of three hundred eighty (380) hours of sick leave after the conversion.

B.
A written request must be completed by the employee to do so and submitted to the Employer no later than December 15* of each year of the actual conversion. The employee shall specify in writing the number of sick leave days to be converted.


*
For the year 2012, employees shall have until December 31 to turn in a written request.

C.
The rate of conversion will be one (1) day of pay at the employee’s regular hourly rate for each two (2) days of sick leave converted. The conversion will result in the employee having his sick leave account reduced by the number of sick leave days converted. The employer will judge the employee’s eligibility on December 15 regardless of the date of the request.

D.
Converted hours will not count as “hours worked” in the week paid out for the purpose of calculating overtime, and the leave converted under this program is done on a last in, first out basis.

E.
The employee will receive the payout no later than January 31 of the year. No employee shall be permitted to convert any more leave than he would otherwise earn in a calendar year less any leave earned and used in the calendar year.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT



Commissioner Kokoski said she and Commissioner Kalo attended Team Lorain County meeting this morning and Commissioner Kalo asked for their support for the transit levy and most people in the audience asked what it would do for their communities.  She said if it was possible since they know what the funding would be if the levy passed to present to the public this is what the possible routes would look like.  
County Administrator Cordes said First Transit would have to time routes and this would cost money and not sure if it would be some of the previous routes but he will put something and bring forth.


Commissioner Williams said this will not impact all communities its like someone giving the charities organizations $2, the need is greater in the bigger cities.  County Administrator Cordes said he has meet with students at the college and various other entities and this may not give everybody something it is the smallest amount that could be asked for to provide some service that is needed in our community.  He said this is not a point to point service there are transfers and would provide dial a ride for doctor appointments or supermarket for food for people that have no other choice.

Commissioner Williams said students are scheduling their college schedules around this service in order to better serve themselves

Commissioner Kalo said this was a discussion at Team Lorain county transit moved people to jobs and important for working poor.  County Administrator Cordes said Green Circle growers asked if there was a bus that could transport workers to the facility and we could not help, if you can’t get to work consistently can’t get hired or keep the job.

Commissioner Kokoski said the other levy, drug task force, had a big drug bust last week congratulated the law enforcement for this and Leadership Lorain County will be here next week.
Commissioner Kalo said on going discussions with the state on budget, turnpike, and CCAO put out a white paper on the changes to sales tax which limits local official’s ability to put levies on the ballot.

Commissioner Williams spoke with Senator Manning on the bonding issues, which is a negotiation issue and if the Governor restricts for 3 years does tie the county’s hands. He said he has always been opposed against imposing a sales tax  but this was always a negotiating issue relating to bond ratings, he also spoke to her on the turnpike issue.  He stated that ODOT has said the majority of the funding will go north of route 30 and would be tied to the turnpike.  
Commissioner Williams said he is not a member of Team Lorain County but after the meeting he spoke regards to some companies like Remington, New York; Ammunition Company, Colorado and Berretta wanting to relocate because of the strict gun laws in those states and he would like to see welcome packages be sent to the them that Ohio is open but Lorain County is the place to be.

Emily Traiforos, Field Director, Coalition Against Bigger Trucks LLC said in HB35 there are concerns with safety stand point infrastructure as well as cost to taxpayers as well as load diversion.  This would increase truck weights on the state highways from 80,000 to 90,000 pounds and the bigger trucks on turnpike have 1 mile off exit and this would expand to 2 miles impacting the local roads and communities.

County Administrator Cordes said CCAO is involved in this and 90,000 are big on the ancillary roads and Sheriff Dept has a scale officer. Ms. Traifors said congress is pushing for 97,000 on the interstates.  She asked if the Commissioners could speak with Senator Manning since she is on transportation committee.

Commissioner Williams said Senator Manning is doing offices hours today and tomorrow and they should speak and send email and he will also call

Bill Holtzman, Engineer Office said Engineer Association against it and send a letter stating the same.

County Administrator Cordes said if this limit is extended, take SR58, large equipment would be coming down which is congested now

Commissioner Williams asked what the impact is on the roads now. Mr. Holtzman said the roads are for 80,000 and other roads have limits

Commissioner Williams said he will be willing to call Senator Manning but he does not feel it is right to tell the state or other legislators to do their job. Commissioner Kalo said this is our job as Commissioners to tell the state and legislators how the county and constituents feels because the higher the chain sometimes they are disconnected. Commissioner Williams said he does not know what their arguments going to be and what the impact would be with economics.  He said these resolutions are usually just filed it holds more weight to pick up a phone and have discussions.
Discussion continued and the following resolution was adopted:

Opposing Increases in Truck Weights or Lengths

Operating on Federal, State and County and Local roads

Whereas, the Lorain County Commissioners are concerned for the health, welfare and safety

of the State’s residents and the conditions of its infrastructure: and

Whereas, large trucks already have a fatal crash involvement rate 40 percent higher than passenger cars; and

Whereas, heavier and longer trucks are likely to be less safe than those on the road today and make roads more dangerous; and

Whereas, more than half the bridges on the National Highway System are more than 40 years old and more than 20 percent are rated as structurally deficient or functionally obsolete; and

Whereas, the federal government already subsidizes heavy truck operations nearly $2 billion each year because their fees do not cover the damage to roads and bridges; and

Whereas, heavier and longer trucks would accelerate the deterioration of roads and bridges and put even greater pressure on taxpayers to fund infrastructure; and 

Whereas, law enforcement officers, safety advocates, state and county governments, truck drivers, and concerned citizens across the country oppose increases in truck size or weight; and

Whereas, Congress was so concerned about the safety and infrastructure issues presented by heavier and longer trucks that it instructed the US Department of Transportation to undertake a two-year comprehensive study of truck size and weight; and

Whereas, a handful of large trucking and shipping companies continue to press Congress to approve heavier and longer trucks 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Lorain County Commissioners that we oppose any legislation at any level of government that seeks to increase truck size or weight.
