2ND PUBLIC HEARING ON CDBG/CHIP

Linda Blanchette, Lorain County Community Development Department stated Lorain County intends to apply to the Ohio Development Services Agency (ODSA) for funding of Community Housing Improvement Program (CHIP) activities under the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Small Cities Program and the Federal HOME Investment Partnership Program, both federally-funded programs administered by the State of Ohio.  The CHIP Applications are due to the State by Friday, April 5, 2013.

On February 13, 2013 Lorain County conducted the first public hearing to inform citizens about the CDBG program, how the funds may be distributed, what activities are eligible, and other program requirements which included the Housing Advisory Committee (HAC) meeting that was held on February 25, 2013.  The CHIP FY13 grant period is September 1, 2013 through December 31, 2015.

A requirement of this grant is to spend $100,000.00 of our CHIP funds in our target area.  For this grant, our target area is Carlisle Township, Census Tract #713.

Lorain County is proposing to undertake the following County-wide CHIP activities for FY2013.  The top 4 activities are the results from the nineteen (19) HAC meeting attendees and community input.  The attendees at the HAC meeting represented Local Government Staff, Community Action Agency, Fair Housing, Community Development Staff, Area Agency on Aging, Homeless Shelter Agency, MR/DD Organization, Habitat for Humanity Affiliate, Ohio Job and Family Services Agency, Domestic Violence Shelter, Landlord Association, Local Health Department, Continuum of Care, and Local Banks. 

These are the proposed activities:

1. Private Owner Rehabilitation - $203,000.00 from HOME funds.  Approximately five (5) homes in Lorain County will receive housing rehabilitation assistance.    Qualifying homeowners will be the owners of single-family, owner occupied structures that are in need of assistance to meet local code compliance and rehabilitation standards.  All loans will be made at a 0% interest rate with 85 % forgiven over 5 years and the balance pay back deferred until the owner transfers interest in the property, or the property is rented out. 

2. Home Repair Assistance - $109,000.00 from CDBG funds.  Approximately fourteen (14) housing structures will receive emergency home repair assistance.  Qualifying homeowners will be the owners of single-family, owner occupied structures that are in need of assistance to address one or two major health and safety items.  Rental units are not eligible for home repair assistance.  All improvements will be made with in the form of a grant.

3. Emergency Monthly Housing - $25,000.00 from CDBG funds to assist seven (7) low to moderate income eligible households with emergency monthly housing payments.

4. Tenant Based Rental Assistance - $15,000.00 from HOME funds to assist low to moderate income families.  Approximately six (6) households will receive assistance.

5. Administration - $45,000.00.  Administration is requested to reimburse the County for staff time dedicated to CHIP projects to administer the grant.  The funds may also be used to retain program consultants for the grant period.

6. Fair Housing - $3,000.00 to implement the County’s Fair Housing program.

The total grant request is for $400,000.00, which is the maximum Lorain County is able to apply.

Lorain County proposes to utilize the requested funds, if awarded, to carry out the following housing activities County-wide excluding the cities of Lorain, Elyria, N. Ridgeville, Sheffield Lake and Oberlin:

1. Private Owner Rehabilitation - $203,000.00 from HOME funds.   Approximately five (5) homes in Lorain County will receive housing rehabilitation assistance.  Qualifying homeowners will be the owners of single-family, owner occupied structures that are in need of assistance to meet local code compliance and rehabilitation standards.  All loans will be made at a 0% interest rate with 85% forgiven over 5 years and the balance pay back deferred until the owner transfers interest in the property, or the property is rented out. 

2. Home Repair Assistance - $109,000.00 from CDBG funds.  Approximately fourteen (14) housing structures will receive home repair assistance.  Qualifying homeowners will be the owners of single-family, owner occupied structures that are in need of assistance to address one or two major health and safety items.  Rental units are not eligible for home repair assistance.  

3. Emergency Monthly Housing - $25,000.00 from CDBG funds to assist seven (7) low to moderate income eligible households with emergency monthly housing payments

4. Tenant Based Rental Assistance - $15,000.00 from HOME funds to assist low to moderate income families.  Approximately six (6) households will receive assistance.

5. Administration - $45,000.00  Administration is requested to administer the CHIP projects.

6. Fair Housing - $3,000.00 to implement the County’s Fair Housing program.

TOTAL GRANT REQUEST:  $400,000.00.
