BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners that we hereby approve & enter into a tower lease agreement with 
Rural Lorain County Water Authority for an elevated storage tank in LaGrange Township to allow 911 to place 2 dish antennas. 

Said agreement is considered a part hereof by reference and can be found on file in the Commissioners/Purchasing and 911 office, effective term is for 3 years as follows;

TOWER LEASE AGREEMENT 
This Tower Lease Agreement (the “Lease”) is entered into this 10th day of April, 2013 (“the Effective Date”), between Rural Lorain County Water Authority, an Ohio political subdivision organized pursuant to Chapter 6119 of the Ohio Revised Code ("Lessor”) and the Lorain County Board of Commissioners, an Ohio political subdivision organized pursuant to Chapter 305 of the Ohio Revised Code("Lessee”) (collectively referred to as “the Parties”). 

WHEREAS, Lessor owns and operates an elevated storage tank within the County of Lorain, and the Township of LaGrange, Ohio (“the Premises”); and 

WHEREAS, Lessee desires to use certain space on the Premises for the purpose of transmitting radio communications for emergency services throughout Lorain County; and 

WHEREAS, Lessor is willing to permit such use on the terms and conditions set forth herein; 

NOW THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the parties agree as follows: 

1. Use of Premises. 
a.
The Lessee may place upon the Premises, two (2) dish antennas two (2) feet in diameter fed with one-half (½) inch feed lines and a single cabinet approximately two (2) feet by two (2) feet by three (3) feet in dimension (collectively referred to as "the Equipment").
b. 
The placement of the Equipment on the Premises by Lessee is subject to the review and written approval by Lessor prior to such placement in order to prevent interference with Lessor’s operations. 

c.
Lessee acknowledges that the Equipment will be used solely to transmit radio signals for emergency services. 

2. Term. 
The term of the Lease shall be three (3) years, commencing on the Effective Date. The Lease may be automatically extended for additional one (1) year terms upon the terms and conditions set forth herein, unless otherwise agreed by the parties in writing or terminated as provided herein. 

3. Fees. 
Lessee shall not be obligated to pay rent for the Premises, but shall reimburse Lessor for all electrical usage that exceeds 150 kilowatt hours in a one month period. Such charges shall be billed to Lessee at cost. 

4. Interference. 
Lessee shall not use, nor shall it permit its employees, invitees, or agents to use, any portion of the Premises in any way which interferes with the operations of Lessor or others currently using the Premises. Lessee shall, upon notice from Lessor, terminate any such interference immediately. In the 2 event any such interference does not cease immediately, the Parties acknowledge that continuing interference may cause irreparable injury to Lessor, and therefore Lessor shall have the right, in addition to any other rights that it may have at law or in equity, to disconnect the Equipment until Lessee can demonstrate that it has taken sufficient measures to eliminate the interference. It is explicitly understood that any frequency interference or intermodulation caused by the Equipment is the sole responsibility of Lessee and Lessee warrants that it will act promptly to eliminate any such interference or intermodulation. Further, Lessee agrees to temporarily reduce its power consumption, or take such actions as may be necessary to safely operate, repair, or maintain the Premises. 

5. Restrictions on Use. 
a.
Lessee shall conform to all applicable laws and regulations affecting the Lessee's use of the Equipment together with the Premises and Lessee's use thereon and assume, at Lessee's sole expense, any costs of such compliance including any fines or penalties. Lessee shall obtain all federal, state and local permits and licenses necessary to operate under this Lease. Further, Lessee shall comply with standards or requirements in effect for non-ionizing electromagnetic radiation levels as established by the Environmental Protection Agency or other governing agencies. 

b.
Lessee's use is restricted to locations available upon the Premises as determined solely by Lessor. Lessee shall submit plans and specifications for the installation of the Equipment to Lessor for approval prior to undertaking any such installation, which shall not be unreasonably withheld. All installation must be in accordance with approved plans. 

6. Title to Equipment. 
The Equipment shall remain the exclusive property of Lessee, or such other owner of the Equipment, and Lessee shall remove it following any termination of this Lease. After removal of the Equipment, Lessee shall restore any portion of the Premises utilized under the terms of this Lease to its condition on the Effective Date, normal wear and tear excepted. Lessee shall operate and maintain all Equipment safely and in working order at all times. 

7. Access. 
a.
Lessor grants Lessee a revocable license during the term of this Lease for ingress, egress, and access to the Premises at which Equipment is located. Access to the Premises authorized by this Lease is restricted to Lessee and such other personnel or contractors necessary for the operation, maintenance, or repair of the Equipment. 

b. 
Lessee shall give reasonable notice to Lessor of its intent to access the Premises, except in case of an emergency, in which Notice shall be given as soon as practically possible. 

8. Toxic or Harmful Substances and Debris. 
Lessee shall not keep on or about the Premises any substances now or hereinafter designated as or containing components now or hereinafter designated as hazardous, toxic, dangerous, or harmful, (and/or which are subject to regulation as hazardous, toxic, dangerous or harmful) by any federal, state or local law, regulation, statute or ordinance (hereinafter collectively referred to as "Hazardous Substances"). Lessee shall immediately notify Lessor of (i) all failures to comply with any federal, state, or local law, regulation or ordinance, as now enacted or as subsequently enacted or amended concerning Hazardous Substances on the Premises, (ii) all inspections of the Lessee's equipment at the Premises by any regulatory entity concerning Hazardous Substances at the Premises, (iii) all regulatory orders or fines or all response or interim cleanup actions taken by or proposed to be taken by any government entity or private party concerning the Lessee's equipment at the Premises. Lessee shall be fully and completely liable to Lessor and shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Lessor and its employees, officers and agents with respect to any and all damages, costs, fees (including attorney's fees and costs) penalties (civil and criminal), and cleanup costs assessed against or imposed as a result of the Lessee's use, disposal, transportation, and/or generation of Hazardous Substances. Lessee shall not allow debris or refuse to accumulate at the Premises. 
9. Taxes. 
Lessee shall pay any personal property taxes assessed on, or any portion of such taxes attributable to, Lessee's Equipment. 

10. Insurance. 

Lessee will provide Comprehensive General Liability Insurance in a minimum aggregate amount of one million dollars ($1,000,000), and name Lessor as an additional insured on the policy or policies. Lessee may satisfy this requirement by obtaining appropriate endorsements to any umbrella policy of liability insurance Lessee may maintain. Lessee will furnish evidence of such insurance in the form of a Certificate of Insurance satisfactory to Lessor. Neither party shall be liable to the other (or to the other's successors or assigns) for any loss or damage caused by fire or any of the risks enumerated in a standard "All Risk" insurance policy, and in the event of such insured loss, neither party's insurance company shall have a subrogated claim against the other. 

11. Destruction of Premises. 

If any portion of the Premises is destroyed or damaged so as, in Lessee's judgment, to hinder the effective use of the Equipment, Lessee may elect to terminate this Lease as of the date of the damage or destruction by so notifying Lessor not more than fifteen (15) days following the date of damage. In no event shall Lessor be responsible for repair or replacement of any Equipment, which may be damaged or destroyed or for any other damages, consequential or direct, which may result from damage or destruction to Lessee's Equipment. 

12. Indemnification. 

Lessee shall indemnify and hold Lessor harmless from any and all liability, damage, expense (including attorneys' fees and costs), causes of action, suits, claims or judgments by any reason whatsoever caused or arising out of Lessee's occupancy or use of the Premises, except as may arise solely out of the willful act or gross negligence of Lessor. 

13. Insolvency. 

If a receiver or trustee is appointed to take possession of all or substantially all of the assets of Lessee; or if any action is taken or suffered by Lessee pursuant to an insolvency, bankruptcy or reorganization act; or if the Lessee makes a general assignment for the benefit of its creditors; and if such appointment, action or assignment continues for a period of thirty (30) days, it shall, at Lessor's option, constitute a breach by Lessee and Lessor shall be entitled to the remedies set forth in Paragraphs 16 and 17 below. 

14. Breach by Lessee. 
In the event of any breach of any provision of this Lease by Lessee, the breach shall be deemed a default, entitling Lessor, subject to the provisions of Section 15(b) below, to the remedies set forth in this Lease or otherwise available at law or equity, after Lessor has delivered to Lessee notice of the breach and a demand that the same be remedied immediately; provided that Lessee shall not be in default after receipt of notice, if Lessee cures the breach within thirty (30) days after receipt of notice (the "Cure Period"). 

15. Termination. 
a.
If Lessee defaults on any undertaking, promise or performance required herein, Lessor may terminate this Lease upon ten (10) days prior written notice to Lessee of such breach, should such breach not be cured within the ten (10) day period. Further, Lessor reserves the right to disconnect all power sources to the Equipment should any such breach remain uncured, or to prevent serious injury, death, or damage to the Premises. 

b.
In addition to the termination rights set forth in paragraph (a) above, either party may, at its sole discretion, terminate all or a part of this Lease upon sixty (60) days written notice to the other party. 

16. Liens. 

Lessee shall not suffer or permit any lien to be filed against its leasehold interest in the Premises or any improvement thereon by reason of work, labor, services or materials performed or-supplied to Lessee. If any such lien is filed against Lessee's leasehold interest or any improvements thereon, Lessee shall cause the same to be discharged within thirty (30) days after the date of filing. Lessee shall indemnify Lessor for any costs, damages or expenses (including attorneys' fees) incurred as a result of the filing of such liens whether such costs, damages or expenses were incurred prior or subsequent to the termination of the Lease. 

17. Notices. 

All notices, requests, demands and other communications hereunder shall be in writing, provided that notices given pursuant to Paragraph 7 may be verbal. Any written notice shall be deemed given if personally delivered or delivered by fax, email, mailed, certified mail, return receipts requested, or sent by overnight carrier to the following addresses: 5

RESOLUTION NO. 13-225

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE COUNTY OF LORAIN, OHIO TO GIVE APPLICABLE ELECTED REPRESENTATIVE FINAL APPROVAL IN CONNECTION WITH THE ISSUANCE OF REVENUE BONDS OF THE LORAIN COUNTY PORT AUTHORITY AND AUTHORIZING OTHER DOCUMENTS IN CONNECTION WITH THE ISSUANCE OF SUCH BONDS.


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 4582.21 et seq. of the Ohio Revised Code (the “Act”), port authorities are empowered and authorized to issue revenue bonds for the purpose of financing or refinancing the costs of acquisition, construction, installation or equipping of “port authority facilities,” as defined in the Act; and


WHEREAS, the Lorain County Port Authority (the “Issuer”), a port authority and body corporate and politic duly organized and validly existing under the laws of the State of Ohio, anticipates issuing its revenue bonds, in one or more series, including its Lorain County Port Authority Economic Development Facilities Revenue Refunding and Improvement Bonds, Series 2013A (Kendal at Oberlin) and Lorain County Port Authority Economic Development Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 2013B (Kendal at Oberlin Project) (collectively, the “Series 2013 Bonds”) to (i) refund and retire the outstanding principal amount of the $21,425,000 County of Lorain, Ohio Health Care Facilities Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 1998A (Kendal at Oberlin) (the “Series 1998A Bonds”), the proceeds of which financed and refinanced a portion of the acquisition, construction and equipping of “port authority facilities,” as that term is defined in the Act, (ii) refund and retire that certain loan from
Resolution No. 13-225 cont.

Lorain National Bank to Kendal at Oberlin, an Ohio nonprofit corporation (the “Corporation”), the proceeds of which refunded and retired the outstanding principal amount of the $1,835,000 County of Lorain, Ohio Adjustable Rate Health Care Facilities Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 1998B (Kendal at Oberlin) and $545,000 County of Lorain, Ohio Adjustable Rate Health Care Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 1998C (Kendal at Oberlin Project) (collectively, the “Series 1998B/C Bonds” and, together with the Series 1998A Bonds, the “Series 1998 Bonds”), and (iii) finance the acquisition, construction, renovation, equipping and installation of additional “port authority facilities,” including renovation of the “Classic Cottages” located on the Corporation’s campus, the expansion and renovation of the Corporation’s Community Center and other additional capital improvements to the Corporation’s facilities during the next three years (the “Project”).  Such port authority facilities financed and refinanced from the proceeds of the Series 1998 Bonds, and to be financed and refinanced from the proceeds of the Bonds, are comprised of improvements to the Corporation’s continuing care retirement community located at 600 Kendal Drive, Oberlin, Ohio, to be owned and operated by the Corporation and (iv) pay certain costs of issuance of the Series 2013 Bonds; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”), a public hearing was held by the Issuer in connection with the issuance of the Series 2013 Bonds on April 10, 2013 after publication of notice therefor, evidence of publication of which has been submitted to this Board, and Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”) also requires that prior to their issuance, the Series 2013 Bonds must be approved by the “applicable elected representative” as defined therein, which in this issuance is the Board of County Commissioners (the “Board”) of the County of Lorain, Ohio (the “County”).


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by this Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio:


SECTION 1. That this Board, as the “applicable elected representative” of the Issuer for purposes of Section 147(f) of the Code hereby approves the final issuance of the Series 2013 Bonds in one or more series in the aggregate principal amount not to exceed $40,000,000.  In sole reliance upon information provided by the Corporation, it is anticipated that the proceeds of the Series 2013 Bonds will be used to finance and refinance the costs of the acquisition, construction, installation or equipping of the Project, and that the Project shall be owned and operated by the Corporation.


SECTION 2. That the Series 2013 Bonds issued by the Issuer shall not be, and are not, general obligations, debt or bonded indebtedness of the County, and the holders or owners of such Series 2013 Bonds shall not have the right to have excises or taxes levied by the County for the payment of principal of, or interest or premium, if any, on such Series 2013 Bonds. Such payment shall be made only from funds provided by the Corporation or its subsidiaries and affiliates.


SECTION 3. That any County Commissioner or the Clerk of Board be and hereby are authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the County such other certificates, documents and instruments in connection with the issuance of the Series 2013 Bonds as may be required, necessary or appropriate, including, without limitation, transcript certificates.


SECTION 4. That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable and, if any section, phrase or provision shall, for any reason, be declared invalid, such declaration of invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this Resolution.


SECTION 5. It is found and determined that all normal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with the law, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code, and the rules of this Board in accordance therewith.


SECTION 6. This Resolution shall be effective from and after its adoption.
