“We Are The Majority Rally”


Darrell Shumpert, Teen Leadership Coordinator for Communities That Care of Lorain County, along with Shiana Ritenauer, Monica 

Banks was unable to attend to speak about the “We Are The Majority”.  He stated that there will be over 500 students from 11 different high schools to include; Avon, Avon Lake, Clearview, Elyria, Lorain, Midview, North Ridgeville, Sheffield, Vermilion, the Lorain County JVS and Early College High School participating that will be wearing t-shirts. The May 2 rally will convene in the morning at Elyria High School whey the students will rally around the importance of remaining substance free. Cheer contests, speakers and more will be part of the good, old-fashioned pep rally.  One of the most common misconceptions among youth is that everyone drinks alcohol or uses drugs to have a good time. However, local survey data shows that the vast majority of kids do not use alcohol or drugs.  At 11 a.m. youth will depart from Elyria High School and take the excitement of the “We Are the Majority” message onto Middle Avenue down to the old Lorain County Courthouse steps for a community-wide rally. The public rally at the courthouse kicks off at 11:30 a.m. with youth speakers and Lorain County dignitaries.

He encourages Lorain County to come out in force and line the streets of Middle Avenue to cheer on our youth. They deserve our commitment and support.  There were about 80 youth that participated in the 1st annual last year hosted by Drug Free Action Alliance in Columbus where they marched to the Statehouse.  This is the first county in the state to hold a “We are the Majority” rally simultaneous with the one that will be taking place in Columbus on the same day.

“Transportation Issues”

Deborah Nebel, Linking Employment, Abilities & Potential (LEAP) gave condolences to the passing of Commissioner Kokoski’s sister and thanked the Board for putting a transportation levy on the May ballot, Issue 2.  The transportation cooperative consist of over 20 organizations and the goal is to provide an organized local voice for individuals and organizations wiling to work together to ensure that Lorain county’s transit system is affordable, accessible and adequately funded by federal, state and local dollars and is designed to meet the needs of the county.

Sharon Pearson, Oberlin Project and Liaison states that residents are happy to see a transit levy, because 19% of their income goes towards transportation and this expense is very costly to the elderly, disabled and low income residents. In 2009 $500,000 went towards transit system and with this levy it would generate around $250,000 which would generate that amount and routes would could be adjusted.  She asked that the southern part of the county be included and seems that they are the first to be cut because the population is smaller.  She stated that public transportation has impact on economic development and noted that when she goes to Cleveland she and her fiancé take public transportation saving about $50 in parking fees and relieves them of the stress.

Marcus Atkinson, Lorain said the elderly and disabled need transit services but so do the young people for school and work that are consistent and reliable.  Many residents in the county struggle with transportation needs and he graduated from OSU and they have a transportation system where he felt independent getting to classes, stores, doctors, etc. and if there was a system here that was reliable people would stay her and the economy would grow.
Melissa Hernandez, Elyria Township works at LEAP and is blind. She stated that the consumers would like to participate in the community but they do not have accessible transportation.  Even if people have cars, they can not keep up on the upkeep or gas and with the routes that were cut the distance between locations of stops are very unaccessible or people don’t feel safe.  Many people can benefit from affordable transportation to go to school, work, store, doctors and event and without transportation people become isolated physically and socially.  A transit system needs to be affordable in order to strengthen the economic of the community and promotes independency.


Bill Harper, Executive Director – United Way of Lorain County and resident of Pittsfield said a survey was done last February with the corporate leaders in the county and they look for vibrant arts, outdoor space, workforce, education, transportation, etc and out of the 57 page survey, transportation was mentioned 40 times.  There was a recent survey down in United States and found that ¾ of the public agree even if they do not use it that transportation is necessary. He applauded the Commissioners for putting the levy on the ballot and no matter what happens he would encourage Commissioners and organizations to work together for a multi modal transportation.


Commissioner Kalo said this levy is very modest.


Commissioner Williams said he is considered the no tax guy but does support this levy, there is a need and Cuyahoga County has a $200 million system.  Lorain County system in 2008 was $4.1 million; 2012 it was $1. 5million and county general fund puts in $50,000 and this levy would generate $246,000.  He spoke with several community leaders and transportation is needed for night classes at JVS and LCCC, seniors need to get to the stores, doctors.  If the levy passes routes would have to be reviewed and it is a very modest levy around $2/year for a $100,000 house, like the County Administrator has stated cost less than what people throw in the kettles at Christmas.  He said the residents need to look at the whole county, even though the southern part would not use it is a benefit to all.

Commissioner Kalo said in 2004, general fund gave transit $1 million; 2005 was $1.2 million; 2006 was $1 million and then ½ million in 2007, 2008 and 2009, then the economy collapsed and county went through layoffs and then in 2010 and 2011 gave $100,000 and in 2012 and 2013 it was $50,000.  Every dollar that the transit receives gets fed money. He stated residents usually pass mental health and development disability levies but this levy is needed if there will be success and he meet with RTA and they have a 1% sales tax dedicated to their system, Lorain County only has a ½% for the whole county sales tax.  County Administrator Cordes said if the county had a 1% sales tax it would generate $32 million.  He also stated that advertisements are for sale and these do county has a local match.


Ms. Nebel thanked the Commissioners for supporting this levy, it is important to the county.


Commissioner Williams said he will be on WOBL tomorrow to discus the transit and drug task force levies. Drug Task Force levy is around $4/yar on a $100,00 house and the drug problem is the whole county and united sates, and the department only has 6 employees and the last levy brings in $350,000 and this levy would add another $492,000.
