Commissioner Kokoski said other counties due this except Erie County.  Ms. Bickel said the profile of rental rooms has changed in the last ten years where there are more bed and breakfast and lake houses available.

County Administrator Cordes said it is the county responsibility to notify the establishments collect the tax and disburse and Ms. Bickel supplied a list of around 80 rooms, county does not have ability to police so if anyone knows of establishments they would have to notify budget.
Commissioner Williams said Visitors Bureau promotes county events brought Tough Mudder here which is economic development and will use this money to continue marketing efforts.  Ms. Bickel said yes money will go into marketing budget and she suggests that these establishments meet with budget to go over the paperwork.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 307.693 of the Ohio Revised Code the Convention and Visitors Bureau  in Lorain County was created; and


WHEREAS, Lorain County Commissioners currently imposes a lodging tax of three percent (3%) on transactions that occur at hotels within the jurisdiction of the county is due by the last day of the following month; and


WHEREAS, per Ohio Revised Code 5739.024, the proceeds of said tax (after deducting the real and actual costs of administering the tax and returning to each municipal corporation or township that does not levy an excise tax on such transaction an uniform percentage of the tax collected in the municipal corporation or township from each transaction, not to exceed thirty-three and one-third percent (33 1/3%) are to be deposited in the County’s’ hotel lodging fund to be spend solely to make contributions to the Convention and Visitors Bureau operating with the County; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio recognizes a definite need to fund the Convention and Visitors Bureau of Lorain County; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 5739.09 (A)(1) allows for the imposition of a penalty for late payments provided that the penalty does not exceed ten percent (10%) of the amount of tax due. Said penalty shall be imposed after the last day of each calendar month after the due date of said tax. No lodging tax shall be considered fully paid until the full amount of said tax has been paid together with any applicable penalty; and

WHEREAS, there is an additional six percent (6%) interest charged on said penalty; and

WHEREAS, that the lodging tax shall be collected and remitted by those establishments in accordance with the applicable provisions of the Ohio Revised Code and with the rules and regulations adopted by this board; and

WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Codes Section 5739.09 (A)(1) allows the County to retain the real and actual cost of administering the tax; and

WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Section 5739.024(G) as enacted by House Bill 94 of the 124th General 
Assembly authorizes a Board of County Commissioners to adopt a resolution specifying that, for purposes of any lodging tax that  may be imposed by the board under Ohio Revised Code, section 5739.024 or division (C) of the Ohio Revised Code, Section 5739.02, “hotel,” as otherwise defined in Ohio Revised Code Section 5739.01, includes establishments in which fewer than five rooms are used for the accommodation of guests; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the Lorain County Board of Commissioners to amend Resolution No. 83-429, adopted April 29, 1983 to 
impose this lodging tax on transactions on establishments in which fewer than five rooms are used for the accommodation of guests.


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, that:

Section 1.
A county excise tax of three percent (3%) is hereby levied on all transactions within Lorain County on establishments for accommodation of guests.

Section 2.
Said tax shall be in full force and effective beginning January 1, 2014 and said county tax shall remain in effect from year to year without further action on the part of the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio

Section 3.
That, pursuant to ORC 5739.024, the Board of Commissioners shall establish rules and regulations necessary to provide for the administration and allocation of said tax to include, but not limited to, proper notification to all establishments a consistent reporting format, and structure to treat late or non-payment.

Section 4.
That, pursuant to ORC 5739.024, a uniformly applied amount up to thirty-three and one-third percent (33 1/3%) of the tax collected from each municipal corporation or township that does not levy an excise tax on such transactions shall be rebated to said municipal corporation or township.

Section 5.
That, pursuant to ORC 5739.024, the balance of tax collected, less the real and actual cost of administering said tax shall be deposited in the county hotel lodging tax fund and shall be spent solely to make contributions for the purpose of  promoting travel and tourism for Lorain County.

Section 6.
That collection and distribution the Convention and Visitors Bureau of Lorain County shall be made every calendar month from the preceding month’s collection.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of County Commissioners, in and for Lorain County, Ohio, hereby authorizes, for purposes of the Lorain County lodging tax to include establishments in which fewer than five rooms are used for the accommodation of guests.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR


James R. Cordes stated Soil & Water needs money for a match due by June 1 and his discussions with some townships on them providing funds that match the commissioners was not a success.
John Born, Henrietta Township and Soil & Water stated that an allocation is needed by June 1 in order for them to get match funds from state. The budget is around $106,000 and a full time employee needs to be hired to do engineering and survey work.  Last year the department started paying the arrearages in rent and is up to date at $22,000/month.  He indicated that that Brownhelm would consider donation but it is not in their budget this year.
Commissioner Williams said there was some negative from the township, some don’t even use this service

Mr. Born said the state will match the first $15,000 on a 1 to 1 basis and then it is usually 60% after but last year they did 80-85% match which is based on tipping fees from landfill

County Administrator Cordes said the county can not do in kind as a match, cash is needed in hand.

Commissioner Kokoski said $22,000 is needed, Mr. Born said they could use more, full time person will cost around $30-40,000/year plus benefits.

Commissioner Williams asked why the rent is at $22,000, County Administrator Cordes said that Maximus does the study.  Commissioner Williams said he would do $22,000, plus $9,000 match brining it to $31,000.  Mr. Born said he could discussion with townships on matching the $9,000 to be part of their budgets next  year and indicated that in years past there were about 6-7 townships that did contribute.
County Administrator Cordes said Soil & Water is a collaborative in Stormwater and they do other things for the county.

Commissioner Kokoski asked how much money is collected from the farm, Mr. Born said he is not sure and this can not be a match.

Commissioner Kalo said why don’t the county take the revenue from the farm and then give to soil and water and then they could get a match.  Mr. Born said that is an idea, he called Sandy Denes at office and she indicate there was about $9,700 still needs to be collected for 2nd half.  County Administrator Cordes said he would contact the landowner and take over contract.

Motion by Kalo to give Soil & Water $31,000 plus receipt of farm contract for 2nd half, seconded by Kokoski.
