JOURNAL ENTRY


Commissioners said the Pledge of Allegiance.


Commissioner Kalo presented a 1 year old male American bulldog/mastiff mix found on 19th Street, Lorain and will be available on Friday or there are 38 other dogs available

Commissioner Williams said there was an incident at the kennel this past weekend where two dogs where euthanized and the animal groups are upset at Dog Warden Szlempa

Warden Szlempa said when the kennel is at capacity he calls all the animal groups to see about a rescue, he would like to develop a policy that each of them be emailed when the kennel is at 75% capacity.  Right now there are 38 dogs which is 95% capacity.  He would continue to maintain the integrity of the neuter/spay program.  

Commissioner Kokoski asked if the spay/neuter program is putting the strain on the kennels. Warden Szlempa said there is a little lapse but when the weather gets warm more dogs seem to run and is very proud of since he has started 8 years ago euthanization rate was over 40% now it is at 1%.  Commissioner Kalo said there are rules in place and how many dogs have been euthanized this year, Warden Szlempa said 5. Dog Szlempa said there are many groups that are full as well and some are out of town when calls are placed and decisions have to be made for public safety.  Commissioner Kokoski said it would take less time to email than call.  Commissioner Williams said how long is spay/neuter, Warden Szlempa said usually go on Friday and Mr. Stella does the transport  Commissioner Williams asked if a deposit can be made on the dog like $3-400 and the adopted person can get the dog spay/neutered and once shown certificate will get the money returned.


Commissioners would like to see the Dog Warden put something together and get to them. Commissioner Williams will send Warden Email list of groups.

Pam Novak, Chief Financial Officer, County Transit has presented an alternative option to running the Cleveland Commuter service. 

The proposed route will be within the City of Lorain. This route would provide service to Meridian Plaza (5th and Reid), West Erie Ave., Mercy Hospital, Leavitt Rd. (Walmart, Super Kmart, Superior Medical Building), Cleveland Clinic (upon request), Amherst Plaza, Cooper Foster Park Rd, and Oberlin Ave.

This proposed route would take one (1) hour to make one full loop and riders would be able to transfer to Route 1 and 2. The service hours would be from 6:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. (12 hours per day). Based on ridership data from previous years, this route could generate approximately 2,000-3,000 trips per month.

The Cleveland Commuter service is currently running about 16 hours per day. The proposed route would run 12 hours per day. 

Options for the remaining 4 hours:

1) Run the Cleveland Commuter to the Westlake Park-n-Ride lot for 2 hours in the morning and then 2 hours in the evening. We would continue to provide service to the residents that commute to Cleveland during the week.

2) Increase the Dial-A-Ride service by 4 hours to help the current service provide Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) service. We are required to provide ADA service 3/4-mile on either side of a fixed route (map will be provided showing the extended service area).

This public hearing is being conducted on behalf of the Lorain County Board of Commissioners in order to make application for CDBG Community Development Allocation Program Grant Fiscal 2013.   The first public hearing was held on February 13, 2013 where the program and general guidelines for application were explained. Also during that presentation the eligibility requirements and application process were discussed.  During this second public hearing, I will present the basic grant requirements and proposed projects to be submitted in this application for CDBG Community Development Allocation Program Grant Fiscal 2013.  

The Guidelines for application are:

· Lorain County is permitted up to 20% of the allocation to administer the program and fair housing costs are included in this 20%

· The County cannot exceed 15% of its total allocation for Public Service projects 

· Lorain County is limited to no more than four (4) County activities in one given year  

· County’s that include a city that received a direct allocation for the FY 2010, FY 2011, and FY 2012 program years will be required to undertake at least one project in that city in FY 2013, FY 2014, and FY 2015.  There is no set dollar requirement.  This requirement applies to the City of North Ridgeville 
· The three (3) national objectives that proposed activities must meet are: 

1.  Benefiting low- and –moderate- (LMI) income persons

2.  Addressing slum or blighted areas

3.  Meeting a particular urgent need

· There are specific activities that we are encouraged to fund Public Service activities, i.e. Homeless Shelters and Meals on Wheels programs 

· The County’s fiscal year 2013 allocation is $290,000 and is $49,000 less than was allocated for the CDBG FY12 grant.

· This grant allocation includes the City of North Ridgeville’s project for $69,640

· The Community Development Allocation Program now includes competitive set aside grants.  These are Neighborhood Revitalization, Downtown Revitalization and Critical Infrastructure grants.  This year, Lorain County will be submitting a Downtown Revitalization grant for the City of Amherst.  In the past Amherst was permitted to independently apply for this grant however the State now requires the County to apply.

Process

Notification and applications for the availability of CDBG funds were mailed to the townships, villages and small cities on January 18, 2013.  The applications submitted were reviewed for eligibility under the CDBG guidelines and for compliance with the National Objectives.  This year, the Lorain County Community Development Department received eleven (11) Requests for Funding. 

Today she is presenting the projects for Lorain County’s CDBG Community Development Allocation Program Grant Fiscal 2013 application.  It is our desire, following the outcome of this public hearing, to submit to the Lorain County Board of Commissioners an application for approval on June 12, 2013.  The application will then be sent to the Ohio Development Services Agency, Office of Community Development prior to the June 21, 2013 deadline.
