Commissioner Kalo asked for discussions to place a levy and/or sales tax on the November ballot, we would need to start in order to get public hearings done


Commissioner Kokoski said yes we need to go forward with the public hearings.


Commissioner Williams said he has been going back and forth with the county and with the state doing a sales tax increase he does not believe it would be available for the county,  a ¼% county, ¼% state would generate $16 million.

Commissioner Kokoski asked Commissioner Williams were the cuts would be made because other than the sheriff there is no place left.
Commissioner Williams said we need to sit with each elected official and the judges for an overall reduction.

Commissioner Kalo met with Budget Director Hobart and there is about $44 million, with $5-6 million carryover, total around $50 million and the requests are over $56.4 million so revenue needs to be increased or cuts will have to be made next year.  There was an additional increase around $2.3 million for justice and $250,000 for veterans and also discussion previous on crime lab, transit.  In order to have a public hearing some language is needed for discussion purposes.

Commissioner Williams said he met with Assistant Prosecutor Innes and discussed lowering the property tax and offset with sales tax.  Commissioner Kokoski said it will not state it this way on the ballot.

Commissioner Williams said pass a resolution stating if the sales tax passes and term the levies of TB, Drug Task Force, 911 and use revenue from sales tax to fund these.  Commissioner Kalo said ½%. Commissioner Williams said no last year budget was $50 million, $4 million if sales tax totals 3.4 million.
Commissioner Kalo asked what the 911 levy generates.  Director Hobart said about $1.7-1.8 million.

Commissioner Kokoski said we need to keep the options open and proceed with the hearings.  Commissioner Williams said language is needed today and he did not receive information to late yesterday.  County Administrator Cordes said levies generate w/911 $2.7 million+ $500,000 -= $3.3 million

Commissioner Kokoski stated Commissioner Williams would like to eliminate all the property tax levies. Commissioner Williams said yes on passage of sales tax and in January 2014 forgive taxes and then place on the November ballot to eliminate.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the commissioners can ask the Budget Commission to stop collection of taxes but Commissioners can not just eliminate you would need to go to the voters to decrease to $0.

Commissioner Kokoski asked how much was generated by the levies; County Administrator Cordes said $3.3 million. Commissioner Kalo said eliminate property tax and put into sales tax.

Commissioner Kokoski said sales tax is the fairest tax, Commissioner Kalo said generates $4.5 million.

County Administrator Cordes said big things are happening with 911 and to put them into the general fund to scramble with other departments would be a challenge. Commissioner Williams said dedicate sales tax, Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said it will not be placed on the ballot this way.  County Administrator Cordes said 911 just did a consolidation with the Sheriff Dispatch, various entities are using the 911 center, and there is more software needed along with next generation and right now the levy is an individual support by the taxpayers.  He said the software is around $1.8 million but not sure if that is enough and this will be a struggle if they are within the general fund pool with many other departments that can order like; Courts, Vets, etc.

Commissioner Kalo said the taxpayers have supported the 911 and don’t want to put them in a competitive position with funding.
Commissioner Williams said in November 2014 the voters would have to vote to eliminate or not.  His concern is that the sales tax generates additional money and then the departments would continue to order their budgets because there are additional monies.  County Administrator Cordes agrees but there are significant cuts that have been made and there are fewer people doing additional work, very short staffs and there is money needed in the budget, would be a fiscal cliff, there is around $4-6 million needed and some revenue that was anticipated was not received, which increased the general fund burden and the money is well needed to restore the minimum service because there are a lot of mandated services.
Commissioner Kokoski said there was a service that used to be provided; switchboard, to call into the county now, it is a nightmare.

Commissioner Williams said to solve issue and reduce cost is to create a countywide IT department but other elected officials do not want to do this.  Commissioner Kokoski said there are confidential issues with the Sheriff and Courts. County Administrator Cordes said our IT handles common pleas court, but Clerk of Courts, Prosecutor, Sheriff, Recorder and Auditor has their own.  Recorders person is more officer manager as well as IT, not sure about Domestic and the Auditors office is more specialized with the mainframe and is outside of our IT’s ability

but could have some efficiency on consolidation. Commissioner Kalo said this would not make up the gap. Commissioner Williams said around $100,000+.

Commissioner Kokoski said we need to look at the departments that they control. Commissioner Williams said we do have control of everything through the budget. Commissioner Kokoski said no because the courts, veterans, elections order their budgets there is not a lot of discretionary departments left.  

Commissioner Williams said there is another process and that is to challenge the courts but the data would have to be completed and look at the census from 2000, in 2010 there were about 17,000 people, how many judges added 1 and that office is around $300,000, County Administrator Cordes said it was significantly more with the all in cost.
Commissioner Williams said if we continue to take more money from the taxpayers, when does it stop. Commissioner Kokoski said ask the state the same question, put on a ¼% shove it down the resident’s throats; with a $ 2million dollar surplus and not give counties back the local government funds. Commissioner Williams said he does not disagree. Commissioner Kokoski said the state does not have to cut they have a big surplus, so again this put the burden on our county and our constituents and this is not fair. Commissioner Williams said two wrongs don’t make it right.  Commissioner Kalo said it is not wrong, we are still required to provide services.  Commissioner Kokoski told Commissioner Williams the whole board needs to be in agreement in order for this to work and if you are not then figure out how to cut $4-5 million in the budget with only the departments that are in their control, there is no way to do it, unless you cut the sheriff. 
Commissioner Williams said he would like to collect data and compare our criminal justice system to other counties and prepare for a legal battle.  Commissioner Kokoski asked how this would be paid for. Commissioner Williams said it is around $10-15,000. Commissioner Kokoski asked how are you going to say they are not doing what they need to do when they are over $1 million less this year compared to 2008. Commissioner Williams said yes but they replaced with grants and special funds.  Commissioner Williams said other counties believe our courts is the Cadillac system.  Commissioner Kalo said the indigent attorney fees possibly will be 50% reimbursement and he has a meeting Friday afternoon in Columbus.

Commissioner Williams said reduce property tax and offer some relief.

Commissioner Kalo said need public discussions at the hearing, but will not jeopardize 911 funding, TB is contracted out and we have to be responsible, need to make a decision to increase or cut and pass a budget by the end of the year.

County Administrator Cordes said something needs to be passed today or there will not be another option this year.

Commissioner Kalo said rollback property tax language upon passage of the sale tax; Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said we don’t need this for today only need the options for taxes.

Commissioner Williams said resolution today and if sales tax passes, he believes townships are good with this and he would have this prior to the hearings so it is presented this way that for 2014 if the sales tax passes the property taxes will be forgiven for 2014 and put on November ballot to zero out taxes.

Commissioner Kalo said he would prefer to have this resolution prior to the hearings so the language is clear.  Clerk stated possible hearings would be July 17 and 24 and then information night meetings on July 23, etc.

County Administrator Cordes asked if this there would be enough money with a ¼% and the needs that are now. Commissioner Kokoski said option of ¼ or ½ and have the hearings.
County Administrator Cordes said TB services are mandated under code and general fund still needs to pay.

Commissioner Kalo said next week is ok; Commissioner Williams wants 5:30-6 meeting for the public. Commissioners said July 17 & 24
Commissioner Williams said a temporary sales tax 2-3 years and forgive tax collection.

County Administrator Cordes said he has told the board what is needed and he understands the discussions but to put 911 in the pool in not a good idea with all the other things that are needed.  

Commissioner Kokoski said could we not put the amount that would be generated from the property tax as their budget.  County Administrator Cordes stated that there are a lot of people that tell us where the money goes and not blaming anybody everyone is trying to do their jobs the best they know how but some people have a little bit more persuasive things as ordering but don’t want to see a levy that has been supported take a back seat to other areas and we just received a drug task force levy, this is a big challenge again in front of us.
Commissioner Kokoski said people would be happy with the rollback.  Commissioner Williams said he spoke with business owners and individuals and they said enough is enough and property taxes continue and could close up and go elsewhere. County Administrator Cordes said we receive the small percentage of property taxes. Commissioner Williams said he understands he explained.  County Administrator Cordes said the percentage to the county is very small, we do collect it but goes out faster elsewhere. Lorain County is 87th in the state for inside mileage with 10 mill limitation, but 9th largest county and 87th or 88th county lowest in sales tax and operates under certain restrictions making it impossible for the county to balance revenues.  Commissioner Kokoski said what does the state get from the county’s sales tax, Commissioner Kalo said $30 million/%, around $160-170 million just on sales tax and income tax the state receives another ¾% plus the 1% that was to be temporary and repealed ½ and understands the state needs to do things to balance but our county is suffering.
Commissioner Williams said take .5 mills of inside millage to the Veterans if the sales tax is passed.  Commissioner Kalo said the Veterans have to show the need. County Administrator Cordes said he reviewed last night and the codes said the board shall levy a tax up to .5 mills to meet the needs of the Veterans.  If a levy is .3 mills and then lower our inside mileage by .3 this would be a wash and not trying to jeopardize, need to shore up with out someone trying to capture the extra mileage.  Commissioner Williams said Vets can order and if we dedicate inside mileage with the passes of the sales tax this would be one less department that could order a budget.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said can’t give up inside mileage and can not levy a tax just for Veterans.  Commissioner Williams said he would like to shore up and take out of general fund.  Commissioner Kalo said the state legislators would have to amend the revised code and Commissioners only review the Vets budget.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes he spoke with the Veterans and they need to go to the legislators to give authority, Commissioner Williams said the Vets Commission at the state doesn’t want to do it.
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said separate resolutions for each ¼ and ½ percentages for general operating would have to be done.
Commissioner Kalo said board is comfortable with suspending property taxes if sales tax passes and discuss at hearing. Commissioner Kokoski said permanent and if not needed could reduce.  County Administrator Cordes said put a permanent and temporary for discussion.  Clerk stated you can put as many issues on the ballot but this would have to be adopted today in order for the public hearings.

Commissioner Kalo said put a ¼% and ½% for a continual period and suspend collection as well as a temporary, 3 year a suspend collection.  County Administrator Cordes said the Meg levy is a perpetuity, could be suspension of collection but don’t take completely away. Hearings will be held July 17 at 9:45 a.m. ad July 24 at 5:30 p.m.

Commissioner Williams said inside mileage the temporary sales tax for 3 years for ½% = $16 million would board consider suspend inside millage to a higher percentage. We have a 1.6 inside millage and keep at least 1.2, County Administrator Cordes said the debt service is around 1.4, Budget Director said it is around 1.7 million so go 1.8 million

Commissioner Kalo said .25, County Administrator Cordes said generate around $9 million and bring down to $8.8 million. Commissioner Williams said it would be $7.8 million on ½% sales tax; Commissioner Kokoski said then why not go with ¼% because ½% does not make sense. Commissioner Kalo said take property tax off and place with sales tax which is a burden on people that have less because they expend more dollars on taxable items based on their income.  Commissioner Williams said no, Commissioner Kalo said yes there are numerous studies and if your household makes $50,000 annually you still buy clothing, etc.  Commissioner Kalo said they would all have the right to vote on the other levies that would be rolled back rather than mess with inside mileage and raise the sales tax.  Commissioner Williams said his concern is the ½% to much and then others would want it.  Commissioner Kokoski said these are the discussions for the public hearings.  Commissioner Kalo said we need to know how much it would cost on a $100,000 valuation and there is no sense in the hearing if we do not all agree and don’t confuse the public.  Commissioner Kokoski said we receive more calls when property taxes were raised then sales tax.  County Administrator Cordes said when property tax comes it is usually a big figure but sales tax is nickels and dimes and more people are willing to do sales tax rather than property owners.

Commissioner Williams said the Cleveland route should be cancelled all together and the local share of $46,000 and hold until after we see what happens after the sales tax.


Commissioner Kalo said we should discuss alternatives because people still depend on this and Mrs. Novak has numbers to present.


Commissioner Kalo said the Oberlin service cost proposal, year 2013 – effective September 1, 2013 with 4 hours per day


Pam Novak, Chief Financial Officer, Transit said Commissioner Williams asked about the remaining 4 hours of the Cleveland service and put towards Oberlin, which they get 2 days per week, 7 hours a day and local share is $3,200, 3,200 from fta and City of Oberlin would receive 11 hours and they pay portion of around $30,000


Commissioner Kalo said the commuter service with 4 hours per day to Westlake park in ride is around $6,000 and then would have 7/11 hours/day to Oberlin service.  Mrs. Novak said yes and the other entities would be Oberlin College and Green Circle growers.  He said he is comfortable with this service rather than just cancelling the whole Cleveland route because it is still taking our county workers to work then go onto to RTA.


Commissioner Williams said cancel Cleveland all together and have Oberlin and west side route.

Commissioner Kokoski said she tends to agree with Commissioner Williams because the Cleveland route was for casino routers to bring in fare boxes and unfortunately we can not provide the continual service and need to put service on west side of Lorain and Oberlin.

Mrs. Novak said it cost around $6,000/month


Commissioner Kokoski said the Cleveland route was a test. Commissioner Kalo said there is no need to go to downtown Cleveland but there is a need to get to Cleveland via transit to rta on a transfer point and this is around $1,500/month.


Commissioner Williams said we need Oberlin route.


Commissioner Kokoski said we need to stay within the county. 

Commissioner Williams said most people drive to get to Cleveland via driving straight there or going to a park in ride now, so they will continue.

Commissioner Kokoski said keep all in the county

Commissioner Williams said keep in the county and he is afraid if the tax doesn’t pass then we will pull the service again.


Commissioner Kalo asked what the increase of west side.  Mrs. Novak said the cost is $68,000, plus $50,000 county give to transit now.

Commissioner Williams said keep money now with transit but no agreeing to give more money. Commissioner Williams said with the Cleveland route it is 12 hours Westside and 4 hours Cleveland and no more money and if spend money and if levy fails.  Commissioner Kalo said stop Cleveland route and don’t do anything else right now, Commissioner Williams said correct.  He stated that this the tax fails then routes would be cut.  County Administrator Cordes said FTA wants to know the information on the buses, rolling – capital stock, center, service etc. He stated that Commissioner Williams spoke about have local communities put a tax on for their transit service and after January 1, if not 65 years of age, homestead exemption will be lost.  He also stated there was discussion today relating to roll back taxes, crime lab, coroner, transit, etc.  He stated the Coroner office needs to be looked at relating to an office and facility, need to be invested can not keep using others.  Commissioner Williams said what about a tax for these services, Clerk stated whatever decision the board makes needs to be done today in order to advertise this Friday for any options that will be placed before voters.  Commissioner Kokoski said why would you do levies if talking about rolling back taxes.  Commissioner Williams said he feels property taxes will be dead in November but if we do ½% sales tax could put towards crime lab and coroner. Commissioner Kalo said this would be adjusted within their budget, can not continue to run on a 2002 budget and he believes in past years discussion it would cost $30-36/household on around $100,000.    County Administrator Cordes said the board will have to address the coroner at the end of the year with more deaths occurring.

Commissioner Williams said cancel Cleveland route all together and wants to see what happens with the tax on the ballot.

Commissioner Kokoski said she hopes that the increase in revenue from other resources will begin next month

Commissioner Kalo said cancel Cleveland service effective August 16 with no additional service to Oberlin because there will not be a Lorain route.


Mrs. Novak said she will work with City of Oberlin, Green Circle Growers and College to have the service within Oberlin and would be part of picking of employees from Lorain and taking them to Green Circle Growers.  Commissioner Kalo asked her to work up this proposal and present.

County Administrator Cordes said we can juggle but maybe there will be no transit at the end of the year because FTA has made a strong inquiry and wants their answers now.
