Clerk stated today was the 1st sales tax hearing duly advertised in the Chronicle Telegram and Morning Journal on July 12 & 19, 2013 to be held today at 9:45 a.m. to consider the adoption of one or more of the following resolutions:

· For the purpose of providing additional general revenues for Lorain County, for a continuing period, an increase of the existing tax levied pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 5739.021 by the rate of one-quarter (1/4%) of one percent increasing the existing tax levied pursuant to Revised Code Section 5741.021 by the rate of one-quarter (1/4%) of one percent

· For the purpose of providing additional general revenues for Lorain County, for a continuing period, an increase of the existing tax levied pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 5739.021 by the rate of one-half (1/2%) of one percent increasing the existing tax levied pursuant to Revised Code Section 5741.021 by the rate of one-half (1/2%) of one percent

The 2nd hearing will be held on Monday, August 5, 2013 at 5:30 p.m.


Commissioner Kalo stated that if the sales tax is passed, the Board will adopt a resolution that would roll back the inside millage of property taxes rather than roll back the levies of 911, drug task force, etc., because these are needed.  The map from the state of Ohio displays all county tax rates and Cuyahoga County will be at 8%; Summit 6.75%; Medina 6.75%, Erie County just passed a ½ so they will be at 7.25% October 1, Huron 7.25% and Ashland 7%.  We have learned that keeping the sales tax low does not always bring more people here so we continue to get less and the sales tax is an economic basis where the commissioners could either impose or place on the ballot in order to support government operations.  He stated that him and Commissioner Kokoski have tried three times since they have been in office to put a sales tax on and all were not successful and the state continues to cut funding to the local governments, costs keep increasing.  The estimated revenue for next year is $44.5 million with a $5 million carryover and there are over $56 million in budget request with $2.3 million for Common Pleas and Domestic Relations and $300,000 veterans and this board needs to discuss and take action.

Commissioner Williams stated that his campaign promise was that he would not impose a tax and he will stand by that and have the citizens of the county told us what they want.  He said the deputy cruisers are in deplorable shape, he did a ride along and had a person in custody, the cruiser broke down, had to call a tow truck and then have another deputy come pick up the prisoner for transport and the person was intoxicated so these were all unsafe conditions.  If the sales tax of the county were to be at ¼% increase it still would be the lowest, at ½% is would be in line with the majority of the other surrounding counties.  He would recommend a 3 year temporary sales tax, which is the fairest tax because the payer decides what they want to buy.

1st sales tax hearing cont.

Betty Blair, former Commissioner for 20 years supports the Commissioners before she left on an increase sales tax and still supports an increase in sales tax.  She also serves on the transportation collation which promotes transportation in the county and it was a sad day when the county had to return federal/state monies because there was no match money to support transit.  Lorain County is the 10th larges county and service needs to be provided.  She is still a huge promoter of commuter rail and thanked Commissioner Kalo and Kokoski along with Congresswoman Sutton in their support but the rail has been placed on hold because there is no transportation plan.  She applauded the commissioners for putting the sales tax back on the ballot but not in favor of giving money back, every cent is needed.

Ron Friend, Amherst Township said the commissioners have gone this route before and the voters said no, why does it keep coming up and safety is always threatened.  Commissioner Kalo said that is the majority of the budget.  Commissioner Williams said the courts can order their budgets which then handcuffs the commissioners from operating their budget and decreasing from other areas that are in need and he is supporting the sales tax with a reduction.

Mr. Friend said the safety is the last place to take from.  Commissioner Williams agrees, he is a strong supporter of the Sheriff and don’t want to see cuts and the vehicles are deplorable, they have 200,000+ miles but the county can’t provide the monies that are needed in order to get vehicles.  

Commissioner Kalo said the commissioners have stayed away from cuts to the sheriff since the last majority cuts.

Commissioner Kokoski said the commissioners have cut other staff’s before the Sheriff but the Courts, Veterans and Board of Elections can order their budget and the county general fund receives the rest.

Mr. Friend said the Judges need to be spoken with.  Commissioner Kalo said the courts are overloaded. Commissioner Williams said he disagrees

Commissioner Kokoski said the local government funds have been cut $3.5 million since 2008 and loss of $6-8 million in interest income; we are a service agency not production.

Mr. Friend said when the economy gets better the tax would be cut. Commissioner Kalo said this is a temporary, 3 year. Mr. Friends said usually once a tax is there it stays.  Commissioner Kalo said it would be up the voters after the 3 years are over to see it continue or not. Mr. Friends said he never sees a rollback, Commissioner Kalo said Medina County just rolled their tax back a ¼%.

Commissioner Williams said if the economy with higher investment returns, in 3 years money might not be needed and if we ask for too much then the orders will be to spend, a 3 year temporary with a reduction to 1.4 mill inside mileage and would cost around $30-40/$100,000 house.
Mr. Friend asked how would this work. Commissioner Williams said pass a 3 year temporary, ½% sales tax and in a separate resolution reduce the inside millage by 1.4 for years 2014, 2015, 2016 and since the property taxes are collected 1 year in advance the homeowners would see a reduction in 2015, 2016 & 2017.  Mr. Friend said at the end the it would be raised.  Commissioner Kalo said each year this resolution would have to be passed on the inside millage.  Commissioner Williams said since the majority of the board will be here until 2016 do the resolution for 3 years, Assistant Prosecutor Innes said he would review but could probably do the 3 year resolution.  Commissioner Williams said if he is not reelected, Commissioner Kalo & Kokoski still would be here and they would still be held accountable for the 2015/2016 tax reduction, because they would be up fro re-election.

Mr. Friend said ever little bit adds up.  Commissioner Kokoski said no tax on food, gas or medicine

Commissioner Williams said the county does not receive the full 6.25 sales tax, state receives the majority.

Commissioner Kalo said the Sheriff’s budget is 12.5 million and in 1995 a ¼% sales tax was passed generating $7-8 million which is still $4 million short to fund the jail from the general fund.

Commissioner Williams said the estimate shortage this year is $8.5 million, ¼% would bring in according to Auditor Snodgrass $17 million. Commissioner Kalo said the $17 million is a high number and Budget Director Hobart does not have a figure
Commissioner Williams would like to see $600,000 go to the Sheriff for vehicles, safety is a concern he noted that the Hidden Valley area, Amherst Township has had some major burglaries lately and they have been brave to go in the home when residents are there and additional deputies are need.  Mr. Friend asked if this could be in writing

Commissioner Kalo said a ¼% with roll back would drop the budget even, with a ½% and roll back would have additional monies for deputies, building and grounds, etc.  He stated the Commissioners would have to pass a resolution next week on what sales tax will be on the ballot along with roll back of inside millage.  

Mr. Friend said he is just tired of taxes.

Commissioner Williams said this Board the majority of the time agrees, sometimes they are controversial but this board has stuck by their word when they discussion in a public meeting as to what they would do or not.
Commissioner Kalo said he does not like taxes just like anyone else does but it is the commissioner’s job as elected officials to provide service
Kirstin Hill, Penton Farm Market, Amherst Township said they pay sales tax to vendors on product that are not sold. She said the community needs to have dialogue at all times especially when revenue needs to be generated and the residents would have confidence in their leaders.  She understands the records are public but elected officials should provide this in a larger scale as a public service rather than waiting to be asked for something. 

Budget Director Hobart said there are spreadsheets at the back to the room

Ms. Hill said even historic information as to all the county departments and their budgets with revenues and expenditures and how this county compares to other counties.

Commissioner Williams said the courts continue to order their budgets and they can show a reduction, but only because they receive some grant monies and compared to other counties and judges we are over staffed and the commissioners could sue the judges but then it goes to supreme court and the judge’s rule with the judges.  He stated the judges need to compromise and the county needs to continue to work with the legislators to change the court system.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT


July 31, 2013
Commissioner Kalo attend Chamber meeting and discussions where moving forwarding and improving economy
Commissioner Kalo thanked Ted Wallingford and bringing the rock city concern to benefit Easter Seals to Quaker Steak and stated that Grafton Mayor Flannigan, Sheriff Stammitti and he were going to be celebrity bartenders.

Commissioner Kalo attended NE Ohio Sustainable Communities at LCCC last night based on the report and thanked Grace Galluci, NOACA and Medina County Commissioner Steve Hambly

Commissioner Kalo had a conference call regards to NOACA code regulations.

Commissioner Kalo received a letter form Amtrak dated July 25 stating they are committed to providing safe, sustainable, economical passenger rail service to communities throughout the region. Amtrak is aware of the significant investment the county has made at the historic depot, converting it to an intermodal transit center.  They have tried very hard to identify a way to use that facility for passenger rail, at a reasonable cost. One challenge, has been reequipped for grade-separated access to platforms. At existing station on River Road, Amtrak can make improvements to platform and facilities at much less cost than what is required to allow them to use new transit center.  Nevertheless, they agree that passenger experience would be improved markedly if our trains could stop at the transit center.  If certain conditions are met, Amtrak agrees to county’s request that they relocate Elyria passenger stop to Transportation center, and pledge $2.9 million toward the cost and would like to do a MOU. They would encourage the county to continue to work with representatives.
County Administrator Cordes said ongoing work with Amtrak has been for over 9 years but there has been no success with Norfolk Southern railroad.  There have been discussions with FTA on transportation on reduction of service, transportation center, warehouse for maintenance of buses and the condo.  There was a meeting scheduled with all stakeholders and railroad, but the railroad was unable to attend so they requested sometime in September/October, so you can see, working with the railroad has been difficult.  He stated that the FTA is getting anxious on a plan and they have been good partners but they need answers or the money needs to be returned.

Commissioner Williams
said the SR57 will receive monies from the Turnpike to start May 2014 and money from NOACA

Commissioner Williams said he was disappointed to see more money going to Cuyahoga County but a future project may be I90/SR2 from SR611 to Oak Point, 3 lanes a meeting will be held on September 16

Commissioner Williams said due to the rain for the charity softball game there was not a lot in attendance but they all had fun, so another game will be held in the future
