Commissioner Kalo said in the discussions at the public hearing and feeling of the board is do to a 3 year temporary increasing ½% 

and had the clerk add to the agenda #13 concurrently with putting this on the ballot would reduce the inside millage collected by the county down to 1.4 mill and wording should be suspend.  Clerk stated she took this information from the resolution of Lake County.  Assistant Prosecutor Innes said suspend. Commissioner Kalo said suspend 2014, 2015 and 2016.  Commissioner Williams said he spoke with Assistant Prosecutor Innes prior to the meeting and it is very important to get the language in the ballot, like in #13.  Clerk stated the ballot language needs to be submitted today along with a resolution and then the board of elections, once approved by secretary of state will send it back to me for approval.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the suspension of the collection of taxes each year is not a voteable issue and an additional resolution should be passed not sure if it will fly if all together.  Commissioner Kalo said this was the problem years ago, when the tax was already in effect the ballot said to increase even though it was already being collected.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said he does not want to do something that could raise questions of validity and the Secretary of State will strike out want is not permissible and this could limit the county’s ability to not reduce in future due to debt service.  A resolution could be approved with intent to, have ability to approve annually, but the county has to be aware of the debt obligation and what if the numbers were higher next year so this could be illegal to do and he believes this is a danger.  Commissioner Williams asked Assistant County Prosecutor Innes what he means if we can not reduce, Assistant Prosecutor Innes said there are limitations how far you can reduce the millage, all debt obligation has to be covered.
Commissioner Kalo said the 3 year period should be ok, with what is set aside. Commissioner Williams said the budget issues for the next 3 years should be ok and he is ok with putting it in the language, because if we are signing a resolution it is a guarantee to do.

Commissioner Kalo said in 3 years if the county decides to place this sales tax back on the ballot, would it handcuff the language or does it become another ballot language.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said yes, there are a lot of questions and he is not comfortable.

Commissioner Kalo said he does not have a problem with the language that it would be concurrent suspend up to 1.4 mills of inside millage collected by Lorain county, because up to would give county ability if we needed 1.37 in other years.  He apologized knowing this is the day we have to do this.

Commissioner Williams said he met with County Administrator Cordes on this and there was discussion. County Administrator Cordes said it is important that the ballot language reads and understands what the county is doing and we can not county on the meetings being published and/or the newspapers to get the message out, it needs to be clear.

Commissioner Kalo said the passage of the issue will raise the tax ½% of 1% and suspend up to 1.4 mills of inside millage collected by Lorain County upon passage.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said then #12 and #13 should be combined into one resolution and submit various ballot languages to board of elections.
County Administrator Cordes said this is a hell mary pass, we raise the tax, reduce inside millage and if not pass we are out of it.

Commissioner Kalo said this is the last opportunity today to do anything.

Commissioner Williams said his concern is the up to, people can read into this and it should be stated 1.4 mills.

Commissioner Kalo said if this is renewed in 3 years and ballot language is changed it becomes a replacement.
Commissioner Williams said this is a touchy issue have language as 1.4 mill and if in 3 years we have to do this then it would be a replacement, but this is a dire need.
Commissioner Kalo and Kokoski said they would both prefer also to have the 1.4 mill in the language or submit both ways suspend 1.4 mills or up to 1.4 mills and let’s see what the state says and would have ballot language back next week. Clerk stated no, ballot language does not come back for at least 45 days prior to election and she spoke with Board of Elections yesterday and was comfortable with what was submitted in draft prior to discussions today and it is up to the state to take things out, but a resolution needs to be passed today along with the ballot language has to be submitted by 4 pm today to the board of elections.

Commissioner Kalo said we need to pass a ½% sales tax increase, temporary 3 years and concurrently suspend 1.4 mills collection of inside millage and suspend up to 1.4 mills upon passage of sales tax.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said he does not believe this would matter with suspend or up to.

Commissioner Williams said we have stated it would be 1.4 mills, just keep it this way.

Commissioner Kalo said get rid of #13 and include in #12 and asked the Clerk to read.


David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said Garrison Keillor is 71 years old today. Mr. Ashenhurst suggested the Commissioner put everything they can into the ballot language and push to include the millage would be suspended and suggest that it would be up to 1.4 to the extend allowable by law and cite the section of the Ohio revised code because what if the debt ceiling requires 1.35

Commissioner Kalo said there are not enough pages to cite the revised code.

Mr. Ashenhurst 

Commissioner Williams said the simpler approach is a temporary 3 year sales tax with a roll back of 1.4 inside millage for those 3 years. Commissioner Kokoski said the general public does not know what inside millage is, so you need to say a roll back on property taxes.

Commissioner Kalo said we need to state this publicly how we are going to state this.

Commissioner Williams said this is why he brought this up today because when he was speaking with people they want to see that it is part of it don’t care about an extra resolution and if it is in the language they would have support.

Commissioner Kokoski said it is the three T’s; teaching, trust and transparency and putting the resolution of #13 as part of the sales tax resolution it is all together.

Commissioner Williams stated the Clerk is working on some language. Clerk Upton said yes, please wait while she confers with Assistant Prosecutor Innes to create something.  

Assistant Prosecutor Innes said #13 should state suspend the collection. Clerk stated she took reduce rate and put within the whereas.

Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners do not do a lot of back room deals; there is much discussion that happens out here as you can see.


Commissioner Kalo said we have 1.6 mills now to collect and the difference between the 1.4 is dedicated to debt; loans, justice center and the suspension would be on 1.4 mills.  If you take $4.3 million, Mr. Ashenhurst said the county is suspending as much as you can with out jeopardizing. Commissioner Kalo said correct, that is why we need to make sure the ballot language is proper and only takes us right there and will combine #12 and #13 and should state suspend collection so we will only collect .2.

Commissioner Kokoski said she received a call from a constituent yesterday after she bought a car and stated she paid a lot in sales tax why would the county raise it.  Commissioner Kokoski stated that at the 6.25%, 5.5% goes to state, so county only gets a ½% and jail gets a ¼% and out of the jail which does not survive on the ¼% the county general fund of ½% needs to supplement the other $4 million dollars and hopes people realize this is the county residents justice system, jail, the services that are relied upon every day, this is not a huge increase, we are one of the lowest sales tax in state of Ohio and one of the largest counties in the state and one of the lowest inside millage in the state and hope to education everyone and help them understand exactly what county government does and she is going to have a pie chart on property taxes because the county does not receive much either.
Commissioner Kalo said this is hard to configure it all on the floor and which this was mentioned earlier.

County Administrator Cordes said this is a bit of a hell marry pass, putting everything on the table we are in a hold and do not see anymore one fix issue that would take care of it and we have cut to the muscle only bone left and this would hurt.

Commissioner Kokoski said at the first hearing Mr. Friend spoke and he is very skeptical of public officials saying they are going to do something and how does he know that it would be guaranteed and it is important to include within ballot language.

Commissioner Kalo said Mr. Cassidy was more entertaining.

Commissioner Williams said he was at a festival and was told that no one ever sees property taxes reduction. 
Commissioner Kalo said the county has done it before with levies, by decreasing T.B.

Please note that these financial institutions are recommended to be designated as "Depositories of Active and Inactive Monies of Lorain County, Ohio." This recommendation is made in compliance with the provisions of the Uniform Depository Act, Chapter 135 of the Ohio Revised Code.

It is to be stressed that the Active Money Deposits will fluctuate due to seasonal in- flow and out-flow of monies, which is caused by tax collections and settlement schedules. In the designation of the "Depositories for Active Monies", I have indicated such deposits could be made up to the maximum limit per allowed bid.


Please note counties can no longer make a bid award for “Interim Money”. This restriction is found in the O.R.C. Chapter 135.


Chapter 135, Section 135.33 (C) requires the original resolution of designation of depositories be certified to the Treasurer and to the depository bidder.


Your considerate attention and cooperation in approving the required resolution will be appreciated.
