WHEREAS, Lorain County Community College has served Lorain County in so many ways since it’s founding in 1963 as Ohio’s first community college with a permanent campus. Lorain County residents spearheaded the drive to be among the first in the state to bring convenience, affordable higher education to our community by gaining voter approval for local funding; and

WHEREAS, since that time, more than 300,000 Lorain Countians from every community have attended the college. Working partnership with our community, this college has been able to impact the economy, workforce development, and ultimately Lorain County’s qualify of life; and
