CLERK OF COURTS – TITLE OFFICE LOCATION

Commissioner Williams stated employees were present from Clerk of Courts and asked if they were here to discuss the location of the title office.  He stated there are 4 title offices in the county; 1) 21st and Broadway; 2) move from Visitors Bureau on SR58 to Kresge Dr., Amherst; 3) Elyria and 4) North Ridgeville.  He feels that #1 and #2 would be to close and an office should be moved to the southern part of the county to provide better service

Bob McDonald, Deputy Clerk of Courts said the office located at Visitors Bureau has air quality issues and it could cost over $41,000 to fix, so therefore the BMV office located at Kresge Dr., is moving to Lighthouse Village, SR58 so this space would be good for them. There are over 17,000 cars that travel this daily, off the highway and will provide passports and title service.  He stated that Mr. Nabakowski has mentioned that he would like to see an office in Oberlin but the population density is 25,000 and this include children.  The Lorain County thru July had $198,000 income, minus $81,000 employee cost for total of $118,000 profit that goes into the general fund; Amherst office was $145,000, profit $30,000.  If the Amherst office was moved north, the passports could double, only did 16,000 passports and using the numbers from Lorain office that was 35,000 title transactions at a cost of $5.52/transaction and it would take 15,000 transactions to cover the cost if moved to the southern part due to the population.
Commissioner Williams asked how much of these transaction in the Amherst office was from the southern part of the county. Mr. McDonald said his not sure most business comes form Amherst, South Amherst and southern part of the county.

Commissioner Williams said he does not believe having #1 and #2 this close, need central location, move more south.  When he was at the Kipton Town Hall meting last night people were saying Amherst was to far to go to do business.


Mr. McDonald said that Mr. Nabakowski has indicated that he would like to have a location in the southern part but there possible could have other county departments located there as well in order to sustain the revenue.  Commissioner Kalo said he spoke with Mr. Nabakowski about this.  Commissioner Williams said he is not asking for another office to be located he is asking for the office locations to be looked at and have a better location to service more people.

Mr. McDonald said that Ridgeville office did around $200,000.

Commissioner Kokoski said the townships closer to Elyria use Elyria office. Mr. McDonald said a lot go to the Amherst office for the convenience because getting into downtown Elyria is difficult sometimes for parking, etc.


Mr. McDonald said the Lorain office does not do passports due to the federal government won’t allow and Kresge Drive move is only 
2 ½ miles north and will generate more and if Lorain office was consolidated we are telling City of Lorain we do not want to be there
Commissioner Kalo said the Lorain office has traffic from Sheffield, Sheffield Lake, Avon, etc.

Commissioner Williams said all these offices are located in the northern part of the county 


Jean Tucker, Deputy Clerk of Courts said the Amherst office has received business from Vermilion this moving here is more central from the highways
Commissioner Williams said he is not disagreeing but he feels the office on 21st and Broadway and now Kresge Drive are too close.


Ron Nabakowski, Clerk of Courts said the Amherst office will continue with the passports and will see how this location does for 2 years and will look into an office close to Oberlin and stated he will not close the office in Lorain, this is the biggest city in the county, poorest, lost bus service and their downtown is starting to revitalize so he could seeing moving more north on Broadway.

Commissioner Williams said this is not about the City of Lorain it is about being more centralized to better service the county residents.

Mr. Nabakowski also inducted he is still working with the legislators to make the title office and registrar one stop and believes that the licenses should be handled by law enforcement due to security not registrars.


Commissioner Kalo said he is fine with the locations.


Commissioner Kokoski said the Amherst location is not far from where it was

Commissioner Williams stated service needs to be provided to the southern part of the county and all title offices should be reviewed, need a strategic plan for better service
