A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING SUPPLEMENT OF A CERTAIN SUBLEASE AND SUPPLEMENT AND TERMINATION OF CERTAIN AGREEMENTS OF LEASE AND SUBLEASE, WITH CATHOLIC HEALTH PARTNERS AND/OR ITS AFFILIATES, AND AUTHORIZING TERMINATIONS IN CONNECTION WITH THE RELEASE OF CERTAIN PROPERTY.

WHEREAS, the County of Lorain, Ohio (the "County") has issued various Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds (the "Bonds") to finance and refinance the costs of "Hospital Facilities," as defined in Section 140.01, Ohio Revised Code, for the benefit of Catholic Health Partners, formerly known as Catholic Healthcare Partners (the "Corporation"), and its nonprofit affiliates, and for the better provision of healthcare services to the residents of the County, and in connection with the issuance of such Bonds, the County has entered into certain leases and subleases of Hospital Facilities with the Corporation and certain of its affiliates; and


WHEREAS, Mercy Franciscan Senior Health and Housing Services, Inc. ("Mercy Franciscan"), an Ohio nonprofit corporation and affiliate of the Corporation, no part of the net earnings of which inures or may lawfully inure to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual, and which has authority to operate Hospital Facilities, has granted a leasehold interest to the County in certain of its property (the "Mercy Franciscan Existing Facilities") pursuant to and as defined in the Agreement of Lease dated as of September 1, 1999 (the "Mercy Franciscan Lease"); and

WHEREAS, Community Mercy Health Partners, formerly known as Mercy Health System – Western Ohio ("Community Mercy Health Partners"), an Ohio nonprofit corporation and affiliate of the Corporation, no part of the net earnings of which inures or may lawfully inure to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual, and which has authority to operate Hospital Facilities, has granted a leasehold interest to the County in certain of its property (the "Community Mercy Health Partners Existing Facilities") pursuant to and as defined in the Agreement of Lease dated as of August 1, 2001 (the "Community Mercy Health Partners Lease"); and

WHEREAS, Laurel Lake Retirement Community, Inc. ("Laurel Lake"), an Ohio nonprofit corporation and affiliate of the Corporation, no part of the net earnings of which inures or may lawfully inure to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual, and which has authority to operate Hospital Facilities, has granted a leasehold interest to the County in certain of its property (the "Laurel Lake Original Leased Premises") pursuant to and as defined in the Base Lease dated as of December 1, 1993 (the "Laurel Lake 1993 Lease") and has granted a leasehold interest to the County in certain of its property (the "Laurel Lake Existing Facilities") pursuant to and as defined in the Sublease dated as of May 1, 1997 (the "Laurel Lake 1997 Lease"); and

WHEREAS, the County has subleased the Laurel Lake Original Leased Premises to Laurel Lake pursuant to and as defined in the Lease dated as of December 1, 1993 (the "Laurel Lake 1993 Sublease"), and

WHEREAS, Mercy Hospitals West ("Mercy West"), an Ohio nonprofit corporation and affiliate of the Corporation, no part of the net earnings of which inures or may lawfully inure to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual, and which has authority to operate Hospital Facilities, has granted a leasehold interest to the County in certain of its property (the "Mercy West Existing Facilities") pursuant to and as defined in the Agreement of Lease dated as of August 1, 2001 (the "Mercy West Lease"); and

WHEREAS, the County has subleased the Mercy Franciscan Existing Facilities, the Community Mercy Health Partners Existing Facilities, the Laurel Lake Existing Facilities, the Mercy West Existing Facilities and certain other hospital facilities, comprising in the aggregate the "Existing Facilities," to the Corporation pursuant to and as defined in the Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of May 1, 2006, as amended by the First Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of November 1, 2007, the Second Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of March 1, 2008, the Third Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of August 1, 2009, the Fourth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of August 1, 2010, the Fifth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of June 1, 2011 and the Sixth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of May 1, 2012 (as supplemented and amended, the "Master Sublease"); and

WHEREAS, the County has assigned its rights under the Laurel Lake 1993 Lease and the Laurel Lake 1993 Sublease to JPMorgan Chase Bank, NA (formerly known as J.P. Morgan Trust Company, National Association), as successor trustee to Society National Bank (the "Trustee"), pursuant to the Assignment of Rights Under Base Lease and Lease dated as of December 1, 1993 (the "Laurel Lake 1993 Assignment"); and

WHEREAS, the County entered into a Lease with Humility of Mary Health Care Corporation ("HMHCC") dated as of December 1, 1993 (the "HMHCC Lease") and assigned its rights under the HMHCC Lease to the Trustee pursuant to the Assignments of Rights Under Lease and Sublease dated as of December 1, 1993 (the "HMHCC Assignment"), and such HMHCC Lease and related instrument have previously been terminated; and


WHEREAS, the Corporation, Mercy Franciscan, Community Mercy Health Partners, Laurel Lake and Mercy West have requested the County to release a portion of the Mercy Franciscan Existing Facilities, a portion of the Community Mercy Health Partners Existing Facilities, all of the Laurel Lake Existing Facilities and a portion of the Mercy West Existing Facilities pursuant to Section 2.25 of the Master Sublease, which the Corporation and such Affiliates have represented are not otherwise needed for the operation of the Existing Facilities as Hospital Facilities, from the Mercy Franciscan Lease, the Community Mercy Health Partners Lease, the Mercy West Lease and the Master Sublease, so that such property may be converted to other use, and the amendment of such leases and such Master Sublease must be authorized by this Board to effect such releases; and

WHEREAS, Laurel Lake, pursuant to the terms of the documents as a result of the refunding of the related bonds, has requested the County to terminate the Laurel Lake 1993 Lease, the Laurel Lake 1993 Sublease, the Laurel Lake 1997 Lease, the Laurel Lake 1993 Assignment and the HMHCC Assignment, so that the property that is the subject thereof may be converted to other use, and the termination of such leases, sublease and assignments must be authorized by this Board to effect such terminations; and

WHEREAS, in connection with such releases and terminations, the Corporation may be required to take certain remedial actions to preserve the tax-exempt status of certain related bonds issued by the County for the benefit of the Corporation and its nonprofit affiliates, and in connection therewith, the County may be required to file IRS Forms 8038 and related tax documents; and

WHEREAS, the various subleases which are referenced in this Resolution contain provisions indemnifying the County for its related costs;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio:

(ii) A First Supplement to Agreement of Lease (the "First Supplement to Community Mercy Health Partners Lease") with Community Mercy Health Partners;

(iii) A Second Supplement to Agreement of Lease (the "Second Supplement to Mercy West Lease") with Mercy West;

(iv) A Third Supplement to Agreement of Lease (the "Third Supplement to Mercy West Lease") with Mercy West;

(v) A Termination of Base Lease and Lease (the "Laurel Lake 1993 Lease and 1993 Sublease Termination") with Laurel Lake and the Trustee;

(vi) A Termination of Sublease (the "Laurel Lake 1997 Lease Termination") with Laurel Lake;

(vii) A Termination of Assignment of Rights Under Base Lease and Lease (the "Laurel Lake 1993 Assignment Termination") with the Trustee;

(viii) A Termination of Assignments of Rights Under Lease and Sublease (the "HMHCC Assignment Termination") with Laurel Lake and the Trustee;

(ix) A Seventh Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease (the "Seventh Supplemental Master Sublease") with the Corporation;

(x) An Eighth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease (the "Eighth Supplemental Master Sublease") with the Corporation;

(xi) A Ninth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease (the "Ninth Supplemental Master Sublease") with the Corporation; and

(xii) A Tenth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease (the "Tenth Supplemental Master Sublease") with the Corporation, for the purposes stated in the preambles hereto.

Legal descriptions of the real property to be released from the Mercy Franciscan Lease and Schedule 9 of the Master Sublease are attached hereto as Exhibit A.  Legal descriptions of the real property to be released from the Community Mercy Health Partners Lease and Schedule 15 of the Master Sublease are attached hereto as Exhibit B.  Legal descriptions of the real property to be released from Schedule 3 of the Master Sublease and which are the subject of the Laurel Lake 1993 Lease, the Laurel Lake 1993 Sublease and the Laurel Lake 1997 Lease are attached hereto as Exhibit C.  Legal descriptions of the real property to be released from the Mercy West Lease and Schedule 10 of the Master Sublease are attached hereto as Exhibit D.

The First Supplement to Mercy Franciscan Lease, the First Supplement to Community Mercy Health Partners Lease, the Second Supplement to Mercy West Lease, the Third Supplement to Mercy West Lease, the Laurel Lake 1993 Lease and 1993 Sublease Termination, the Laurel Lake 1997 Lease Termination, the Laurel Lake 1993 Assignment Termination, the HMHCC Assignment Termination, the Seventh Supplemental Master Sublease, the Eighth Supplemental Master Sublease, the Ninth Supplemental Master Sublease and the Tenth Supplemental Master Sublease shall be substantially in the forms presented to this Board of County Commissioners and on file with the Clerk, subject to such changes, insertions and omissions as may be approved by this Board of County Commissioners, which approval shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution of such documents as aforesaid.  Solely in reliance on representations of the Corporation, it is hereby determined that the First Supplement to Mercy Franciscan Lease, the First Supplement to Community Mercy Health Partners Lease, the Second Supplement to Mercy West Lease, the Third Supplement to Mercy West Lease, the Laurel Lake 1993 Lease and 1993 Sublease Termination, the Laurel Lake 1997 Lease Termination, the Laurel Lake 1993 Assignment Termination, the HMHCC Assignment Termination, the Seventh Supplemental Master Sublease, the Eighth Supplemental Master Sublease, the Ninth Supplemental Master Sublease and the Tenth Supplemental Master Sublease will promote the public purpose stated in Section 140.02, Ohio Revised Code, and the County will be duly benefited thereby.


SECTION 2.  That any member of the Board of County Commissioners and the County Administrator of the County and any of them be and they hereby are authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the County such other certificates, documents and instruments in connection with the purposes and determinations set forth in the preambles hereto and the amendments and terminations effected by the First Supplement to Mercy Franciscan Lease, the First Supplement to Community Mercy Health Partners Lease, the Second Supplement to Mercy West Lease, the Third Supplement to Mercy West Lease, the Laurel Lake 1993 Lease and 1993 Sublease Termination, the Laurel Lake 1997 Lease Termination, the Laurel Lake 1993 Assignment Termination, the HMHCC Assignment Termination, the Seventh Supplemental Master Sublease, the Eighth Supplemental Master Sublease, the Ninth Supplemental Master Sublease and the Tenth Supplemental Master Sublease as may be required, necessary or appropriate, including but not limited to lease terminations, mortgage terminations, IRS Forms 8038, and memoranda of lease and sublease.


SECTION 3.  That all documents and certificates, the execution and delivery of which are authorized by this Resolution, are subject to the approval of the County Prosecutor.


SECTION 4.  That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable and, if any section, phrase or provision shall, for any reason, be declared invalid, such declaration of invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this Resolution.


SECTION 5.  That all resolutions or parts thereof, in conflict with the provisions of this Resolution are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby repealed.

SECTION 6.  That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with the law, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code, and the rules of this Board adopted in accordance therewith.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT




Commissioner Kokoski said the land bank meeting was held yesterday and there are two part time employees to maintain mowing and they are intermittent so will also work at solid waste with no benefits. She asked Jim Cordes to explain the article regards to the land bank is out of money

County Administrator Cordes said the land bank is not out of money, not close and receiving revenue.  Lorain County land bank has been very successful in this program even able to get additional money from the AG office.  The demolitions have slowed down due keeping a money available for a match if the AG releases more money, but AG has extended the deadline for all 18 land banks to use their money by January 2014.  There have been over 175 demos.  He stated the land bank has hired two part time employees to maintain the demolished lots but this is done as a community service because the land bank does not own the lots and once mowing, etc has been done a lien is placed on the property.  It is still the responsibility of the local entity to take care of these issues.  
Commissioner Kokoski said she is proud of the success and eventually these sites will be productive and start paying taxes.  County Administrator Cordes said the land bank has received over $13,000 from bank owned parcels that liens were placed on
Commissioner Kalo said the money is being churned by demolition in the county.


Commissioner Kalo said NOACA annual summit was last week and very informative and no money from FTA on transportation

Commissioner Kalo congratulated Jim Gills, Lake County Engineer, he won the Walter Ernfelt award

Commissioner Kalo spoke with the Prosecutor regards to an email he received from Mr. Klimas, Lorain National Bank and the payout received by former Auditor Stewart. He stated that Mark Stewart retired last year as Auditor and returned for a few hours doing board of revisions stuff, resigned and then collected 1000 hours sick leave in amount of $18,000 according to the newspaper article that was on Sunday.  He stated that in Mr. Klimas email he was distressed to hear about this and how can you ask the business community and the general population to support a tax increase and waste money like this.  He would like an explanation that justifies what appears to be a ‘favor’ being offered to a friend at the expense of taxpayers and refers to Issue 1, which Lorain County voters will consider on the November ballot. If voters approve the three-year, half percent sales tax increase, the commissioners have vowed to cut residents’ property taxes.


Commissioner Kalo said he was not aware of this, that money came from the real estate assessment which is controlled by the Auditor and stated Mr. Stewart would have been considered a new employee. Commissioner Kalo stated that in 2005 Commissioners then Kalo, Kokoski & Blair changed the personnel policy to reflect any new hire would receive 250 hours and Mr. Stewart retired in December and would have been a new hire in April, not eligible for 1000 hours and this money should be collected back.  

Commissioner Kokoski said how are you allowed to work 1 day and get paid out?.

Commissioner Kokoski said it makes the county look bad, a black eye for us.  She asked Lorain County Assistant Prosecutor Gerald Innes to consult with Prosecutor Dennis Will for guidance on how the county’s employment rules may apply in the case and said that taxpayers should be reimbursed.  

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said there is no limitation addressed by the Ohio Revised Code.  He gave the information to Auditor Snodgrass to review and stated the policy was 250 hours.
Commissioner Kalo said he spoke with Administrator Cordes and it looks like vacation was taken in 1993/1994 but not collect sick and back then it would have been cash out at ½ of 920 and is the rate of pay of $18+/hour reflect the 1990’s employment or current pay in board of revisions.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the rate of pay is Deputy Auditor.  Commissioner Kalo asked when the Prosecutors office expects a reply from Auditor Snodgrass, Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said hopefully shortly.

Commissioner Kokoski said she hopes the county money is recouped; this makes the county look bad and especially trying to promote a sales tax increase and decrease property taxes, looks like the county is wasting money again

Commissioner Williams said the bigger problem is Columbus regards to PERS, there is a ton of wasteful spending and it is a shame that the legislators are elected and they do not do anything.

Commissioner Kalo said there are only 8 former commissioners that sit in the house/senate majority are former recorder, auditor, and treasurers

County Administrator Cordes said there was a major reform to PERS but it failed to address the politicians but then the employees are criticized. Politicians get 35% retirement at low rate, work somewhere else and then get a higher salary, which was not addressed from the Government, Senate, State and House

Commissioner Williams said this is both parties it impacts budgets and a change is needed. County Administrator Cordes said there is a challenge when employees come to the county from other political subdivisions and it then becomes the county’s liability, there needs to be  civil service reform but the county provides the minimum guarantee benefits in accordance with the Ohio Revised Code for the exception of two extra holiday

Commissioner Williams said he had a conference call with a company this past Friday on relocating to the county.
Commissioner Williams said he attended the Hispanic event at LCCC what a great event and thanked Tim Carrion; Hispanic Month is September 15-October 15
Commissioner Williams said Charleston Coffee House, Broadway, Lorain is hosting comedy nights, what great local entertainment
