COMMISSIONERS REPORT


October 16, 2013

Commissioner Kokoski attended a Town Hall meeting at the City of Lorain and many of the people at today’s meeting were in attendance.  There was a lot of good information shared and hopefully a lot of progress will be made.  She did a survey interview on the phone with Mental Health who were interviewing elected officials and residents to make better the issue of mental health in Lorain County.  She also attended a “Christmas in the Woods” event near Pennsylvania with lots of crafts, etc that was enjoyable and she highly recommended it.

Commissioner Kalo attended the Town Hall meeting at the City of Lorain and attended NOACA Executive Board and Governing Board on Friday discussions on the changes in bylaws.  Medina voted them down.  They had discussions in Executive Committee on what their actions would be going forward because it requires a unanimous vote and some changes and maybe line items too.  He, Commissioner Williams and County Administrator Cordes met with Andrew Young and Brad Dicken to talk about Issue 1, which is the increase of sales tax with the rollback of property tax and it will be on the ballot in November.  He thanked the Chronicle Telegram for their endorsement.  It explains the needs of the County along with what we have done in the past five years in cutting back $14 million in expenses.  Also, he was called by the Commissioners Association to testify in Columbus yesterday on the State and local government fund committee on House Bill 186, which is a revamp of how indigent defense is performed in the State of Ohio along with the financing model.  Lorain County since I have been in office with Commissioner Kokoski has spent $14,426,000.00 on indigent defense with only $4,500,000 in reimbursement from the State.  The original intent of the law in 1976 was that we would be reimbursed 50%.  We have been fighting this and it is up to 40% this year.  There is legislation in Columbus to turn the authority over to the State for funding, which would be by 2019 the State would pay 100% for indigent defense and also have a process where they would inspect the bills and make sure that the representation is adequate.  We would all agree that 99.9% of the time is a wonderful representation and also a guaranteed funding.  Because it is sort of an unfunded mandate, they guaranteed us 50% but they have averaged 31% so it actually becomes an unfunded mandate that we have to pay for in regards to paying for indigent defense counsel.

Tomorrow in Oberlin at 4:30 to 6:00 p.m. the Ohio Rights group will hold a public forum with Cheryl Schumann, a national advocate, in regards to medical marijuana and explaining the process in getting it on the ballot for next year.  

Commissioner Williams attended the NOACA meeting which was a good meeting and ODOT talked about future projects.  The endorsement interview with Administrator Cordes and Commissioner Kalo was fun.  He also attended a Tea Party meeting on Saturday and talked about support of Issue 1.  The good news is that 70% of the participants were in support of Issue 1.  It is a great group and you definitely have to be prepared because they are going to question you on everything and make sure we are doing what is needed with taxpayers’ dollars.   He attended the Veteran’s Community Day held at Black River Landing and met with the Mayor of Lorain, and it was a great and fun event.. 
Also during the weekend he attended some great soccer and softball games.

On Monday, he talked with the legal counsel at SERB and they mentioned that both parties would agree to public negotiations, and he is still waiting to talk with our counsel more on this.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Joe Thayer, Service Representative for Sheet Metal Workers, said he reviewed the specifications for the Board of Elections roof replacement bid and did not see specifications to utilize local workers and contractors.  The Commissioners are looking for support of the sales tax in November, and he would like them to show support for the people who live and work in Lorain County before they ask the residents for more money when there are things that could be done to tighten things up.  He wanted to know if the language used in the specifications could be changed.  Commissioner Kalo said he thought there may already have been some language used for other bids regarding local labor.  Mr. Thayer requested that this language be used for every bid project.  He also wanted to know why heating and air conditioning was not involved in part of the bid for the Board of Elections project.  Administrator Cordes said there is not money available for HVAC.  It is a shingle roof but in the back is an area where the HVAC is located on a rubber membrane roof and it will be patched for now.  He said it does not make sense to lift off the equipment, fix the roof, and put the old equipment back on it and put new roof penetrations in two or three years.  So it will be put on hold for now and would be publicly bid and would probably require a seal bid once funds become available.

Mr. Thayer also reviewed public records at the Board of Elections and noticed contractors for heating and air conditioning, painting, etc. had signed in to do work.  He wanted to know how contractors are chosen by the County.  Commissioner Kalo said it depends on the issue and normally it is sent out for larger work.  For example, if a roof is leaking they would send Maintenance to patch it.  The smaller jobs would normally go through Karen Davis.  Mr. Thayer wanted to know if the County has a list of contractors they use for service and emergency calls.

Administrator Cordes said they always try to use local contractors, and there are a few that work on particular systems that are routinely used if it is not an emergency. The County requests at least three quotes for work if it is not an emergency.   With some of the Community Development projects they send out twenty or twenty two invitations to bid on work.  Mr. Cordes said the State sanctioned the County and they lost the CHIP grant because the County was working hard to do what you are asking us to do and they did not like it.  They made the County re-do the procedure and penalized them.  Mr. Thayer interjected that this had to do with the removal of prevailing wage requirements for residential work.  Administrator Cordes said the County does call local contractors for non-emergency issues.  With emergency work they try to figure out who the best firm is to at least get something temporarily done so they can go back and re-assess it and get competitive quotes.  Mr. Thayer wanted to know if there was a qualification process for contractors to get on that list or if it was based on the County’s past experience with the contractors.  Administrator Cordes said the County has a relationship with some contractors that they have worked with for years, but they will work with other contractors as well.  Contractors are welcome to make themselves known to the County and can bid on projects.  He prefers to use local contractors all the time, but the seal bid process is perplexing because the big guys from across the border can squeeze out the locals.

Mr. Thayer said the City of Lorain has a 5% local participation break on their bids.  Administrator Cordes said about a decade ago the County gave a 3% preference to all the local vendors and the County received a lot of grief from vendors outside of Lorain County.  The County had to do away with that because they ended up in litigation and were sued.  When that program went away it changed the whole landscape of the competitive nature of using local vendors.  He was curious as to how the City of Lorain is doing that in a similar way the County did.  It would be a matter of time before they run into the same problem that County has had when someone challenges them.  He was aware the County had some problems, but the County waited until they were sued before they changed the policy.  Commissioner Kokoski wanted to know what the County could do legally to give preference to local bidders; and Administrator Cordes responded by saying it would be difficult to do that, but something that could be looked at again.  Commissioner Kokoski stated that the County goes by who is lowest and best and having someone local is best.  Administrator Cordes said the County was challenged with federal dollars and therefore could not use the program, but when it was local dollars they were able to utilize the program.  Commissioner Kalo mentioned that Erie Blacktop was one of the contractors that sued the County.  Administrator Cordes said he would look into having some dialogue with legal counsel to address this issue.  Mr. Thayer believes that the State cracked down on the County due to a lack of sufficient amount of local bidders.  He has no disrespect with Karen Davis or anyone else in the County, but thinks there is a lack of enforcement with prevailing wage law.  There are millions of dollars out there based on violations of prevailing laws, workers’ misclassifications, and 1099’s.  When there are contractors not bidding on jobs because of prevailing wage, a red flag should go up, and you would not want them anyway because most likely they are cheating.  There have been some intense meetings about projects and issues regarding prevailing wage, workers not getting paid right, and people getting loans not doing certain things.  Mr. Thayer requested that the County clean up these issues because the contractors they want to bid see this going on and do not want any part of it, and it has nothing to do with prevailing wage.  The political attitude in Columbus is different because they are not very friendly with prevailing wage law as evidenced by the current governor.  This needs to be fixed to encourage more participation in the bidding process.

Mr. Thayer also raised concern about the County paying out $350,000 to Clemans Nelson.  Commissioner Kalo told him that they also handle Human Resources work for the County and not just negotiations.  Mr. Thayer stated that in the interest of the sales tax, that is a lot of money to give to a company that specializes in union busting, whether it is legal services or consulting.  They are not even located in Lorain County and these services should be done in-house at the County.  

Rob Scheithauer, Elyria Township Trustee, declared his support for his union brothers and sisters.  He wanted to know if the County had sold any land bank property yet.  There is a resident who lives on Route 254, where the property went down, and they are interested in purchasing that parcel.   Administrator Cordes said the bank foreclosed 2/3 of the way and the title is still in the old landholder’s name.  The County is trying to get it to the Auditor’s sale.  Before a quit deed is done, the County would like the bank to put some more money in because they have some responsibility for the property.  As soon as the land is in the possession of the County, there would be an open auction.  Mr. Scheithauer wanted to know when that would occur, but Administrator Cordes said he did know.  The County is working on about 190 properties and they placed a few that are delinquent in taxes into the Auditor’s sale to capture and repurpose back into the community to make the tax base stronger.  It could take a while but Administrator Cordes reassured him that the person would be contacted.  If the parties do not come to a mutual arrangement and it goes to the Auditor’s sale, someone could capture the property at the Auditor’s sale.   The only way the County would get the property is if no one captures it at the first or second sale, and rather than reverting to the State, which is what used to happen with abandoned property, it would revert to the Land Bank.  The County has no way of preventing someone from bidding on the property.  Mr. Scheithauer wanted to know if the budding property owner had the first shot at bidding; and Mr. Cordes said it is an open auction, but he would make sure they are aware of it, and they could not use additional funds to outbid someone.  
Mr. Scheithauer also stated for the record that he is a proud retired Local Union 33 Sheet Metal worker.

Jim Waingrow, Representative of Lorain County Job & Family Services, mentioned at last week’s meeting there was a lot of discussion about Clemans Nelson.  Mr. Cordes had participated in a grievance meeting that led to arbitration that is coming up at the end of the month.  Clemans Nelson assigned an attorney, Peter Nevada, to handle the arbitration.  Mr. Waingrow requested policies, rules, guidelines, standards, and operational procedures from Peter Nevada in reference to discharge of an employee.  The response from Mr. Nevada was that his request was too vague for a response.  The problem with Clemans Nelson is that they are an outside firm and they would not provide him with any information.  He would like the County to reconsider using Clemans Nelson in the future because they do not have the best interest of the County at heart and employees need to be treated right.  

Harry Williamson, President of AFLCIO, commented that Commissioner Kokoski said earlier that local is best; and he asked if any effort had been made to retain a local firm.  Commissioner Kokoski did not think so, and she said Clemans Neslon has all the historical knowledge of all twenty contracts at the County and to bring in another firm and start all over and learn all of the intricacies of all the various contracts would be challenging.  Mr. Williamson, however, thinks it may be better to have someone outside of the County only because of the political nature of County government; and he believes there are competent and capable individuals in Lorain County that would be neutral and better serve the taxpayers.  Clemans Nelson’s fees are astronomical; and he requested that the Commissioners look into retaining a local firm.  

Mr. Williamson also thanked the Commissioners for attending the City of Lorain forum.  For the record, he wanted to know if all three Commissioners are in support of organized labor, and each Commissioner responded with a “yes.”  It was also brought to his attention by his UAW brothers and sisters of Local 2192 that they are only allowed to wear a UAW pin.  He wanted to know if that was part of their CBA or a work rule; and he thought they should be allowed to wear their UAW pins.  Commissioner Kalo responded by saying that they currently wear their pins on Friday’s; and he also mentioned that in the last agreement there is a Friday allowable for the UAW’s label and that was also confirmed by Mr. Waingrow.
Mr. Williamson also recommended that it would boost the morale of employees if the Commissioners would do a walk thru and talk with employees about their problems and issues.  He found out that employees go to the restroom and someone knocks on the door because they are in there for five minutes.  This is not acceptable; and Commissioner Kokoski concurred that it is not acceptable to the Board either.  Mr. Cordes said the next morning after the Commissioners found out about it, he addressed all of the simple issues outside of bargaining issues and contacted the representatives of the bargaining union and spoke with them about it.  He also received a call yesterday morning from Mary Lou Golski about things that were handled at the supervisor’s meeting with respect to a couple of their concerns.  Commissioner Williams mentioned that he has been at the Job & Family Services building, and attends Veterans Commission meetings there, and he has already made arrangements to do a walk thru this Friday.

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Mr. Williamson also shared concerns about the represented members who have been denied overtime but the supervisors are allowed to work overtime.  Mr. Cordes said Ms. Golski makes operational decisions, but he would ask her about it.  At the City of Lorain forum, Mr. Williamson was appalled to hear about employee’s wages, and even Commissioner Kokoski made comments about employees being eligible for food stamps.  Mr. Williamson said that is unacceptable; and he requested that these individuals be allowed to work some overtime.  For the record, he made it clear that the Lorain County AFLCIO supports their brothers and sisters of UAW Local 2192; and he urged the Commissioners to give them a fair and equitable contract.

Mr. Williamson also had concerns regarding the Golden Acres property that was discussed earlier.  He asked Mr. Cordes if he sits on the Board of the Lorain County Port Authority; and Mr. Cordes responded by saying that he is the Chairperson.  Commissioner Kalo mentioned that the Board appointed him to the Lorain County Port Authority.  Mr. Williamson felt that there was a conflict of interest since Mr. Cordes has voting rights as Chairperson of the Lorain County Port Authority.  

Jim Slone, President of Lorain County CAP Counsel, thanked the Commissioners for the meeting in Lorain; and he commented that people are surprised the Commissioners are having Town Hall meetings and it is not even election time.  It is appreciated and he would like the Commissioners to be more accessible to the people in Lorain County.  
Mr. Slone attended today’s meeting on behalf of UAW Local 2192.  He was very discouraged to hear about the treatment of employees and it reminded him of what his dad told him about working at General Motors in the 1950’s.  If an employee went to the restroom, and the restrooms were full, security would come and pull you out, or if you were there and your pants were not down, they would put you on notice.  This is 2013 and employees should not be treated this way.  He was speaking today on behalf of organized and unorganized labor; and employees should not be treated this way in America.  Some countries, like China, treat their employees like trash.  If an employee gets hurt, they drag them out and bring in someone else to replace them.  This is how he felt when he left the meeting last Thursday night.  This is what Job & Family Services thinks about their employees.  They could really care less.  The elected officials and appointed people make up 1% and the people who work for them are the 99%.  Commissioner Kokoski interjected that the Board was livid too when they heard about the restroom breaks incident; and she was not sure if this was occurring agency-wide or if one supervisor was treating employees in that manner.  She has friends that work at Job & Family Services and none of them have notified her about these kinds of problems.  When the Commissioners found out that someone was coming into the restroom rushing people out, they had Mr. Cordes take care of the issue immediately.  Commissioner Kalo said he understood that this was a single incident, and it was addressed the next day; however, Mr. Slone said he was told there are a number of supervisors treating employees that way.

Mr. Slone also raised concerns about the wages for employees who are members of UAW Local 2192.   He could not believe that some employees have to change their tax structure once a week so they can take their children to eat at McDonald’s.  This is how Wal-Mart treats their employees, but County government should not treat their employees this way.  They need a living wage.  It made him ill that County would treat their employees this way; and he requested that the Commissioners negotiate a contract that is equitable for everyone.  He realizes that the County has taken some tough cuts from Columbus, but they need to work this out for the benefit of everyone.

Mr. Slone also suggested that the Commissioners use a local firm instead of Clemans Nelson and keep the money here in Lorain County.  The County wants a sales tax increase, which he felt is needed, but the County is wasting money.  For example, Children Services appropriated $30,000.00 to find a new Director, and the Interim Director had just received a $4,500 per year raise.  Children Services would probably hire a new Director within the range of $80,000 to $95,000; and the temporary Director would probably become the Director and earn $115,000 or $120,000.  When there are employees of UAW Local 2192 earning $10.00-$12.00/hour wages and other employees hired at a $100,000 salary that is just not acceptable.  He asked the Commissioners to get rid of using Clemans Nelson; and he will fight like hell for a standard of living wage for employees.  Something is wrong when an employee leaves their job at Job & Family Services to work as a Line Cook at Oberlin College earning  $20.00/hour.  The County is loosing some valuable people.  Mr. Slone made it clear that was has happened in the County the last two to three months has brought the UAW, AFLCIO and Federation of Labor closer together than they have ever been in history.  

Jerry Donovan, UAW Local 2000 retiree, is stunned by the lack of accountability.  He thanked Mr. Cordes for responding to some of the complaints that were filed last week. Commissioner Kokoski hoped that was not indicative of other departments; but Mr. Donavan said you would not know unless you check it out, and sadly you may find out it is.  
Mr. Donovan also referred to Clemans Nelson as hired gunslingers from Columbus.  Leadership starts at the top and they set the tone, and the end result falls back on the Commissioners.  Clemans Nelson’s website shows that they have philosophical differences, not only with unions, but proclaiming how different they are from unions to the point that they want to destroy unions, and yet the Commissioners continue to retain their services.  Therefore, he assumed that the Commissioners support this philosophy.  He went on to say that Clemans Nelson has twenty years of negotiating contracts, but if we look at what happened twenty year ago in Lorain County, it is no wonder we are in the mess we are.  He does not think there is anything to preclude the Commissioners from hiring a local firm, and there needs to be a different philosophy of negotiating contracts for each side.  The same things should not be argued over and over again, and it is time to stop doing things the same old way and think outside of the box.  Money is not the only problem in terms of a need for a sales tax increase.  The morale of employees needs to improve.  He blames the people in Columbus who have put the Commissioners in a position that they do not have control over departments they are technically responsible for.  Knowing that some of the Directors answer to Columbus and not to the Commissioners something needs to be done.  There needs to be some changes made in the state laws that would allow some of the control to come back to the County.  Commissioner Williams mentioned that the State had made some changes years ago to give the County some control, but the current Director has protection.  A new Director would be appointed by the Board as an at-will employee.  

Mr. Thayer asked if the Commissioners had any discussions about charging rent to the Lorain County Chamber of Commerce or any other organization that is not paying rent for using County Property.  If the County is tightening their belt, they should go after money out there that is not being looked at.  In-kind donation is fine when the County can pay the bills, but they should be charging for rent.  Commissioner Williams said he has brought up this issue and there was a time the County could have brought someone in to pay rent.  Commissioner Kokoski said the County cut the amount of money that used to be given to the Lorain County Chamber, Team Lorain County, GLIDE, and various economic development entities, and in-kind is almost all they are receiving now.  According to Mr. Cordes, the Lorain County Chamber of Commerce already received their last funding from the County, and they have not provided funding except for in-kind to Team Lorain County for two years now.  The County does not charge rent or provide funding for the Distance Learning labs on the fifth floor.  Through the Lorain County Growth Partnership, it makes sense to have these activities working together in the same proximity.  On the fifth floor, Lorain County Community College, Team Lorain County, Lorain County Chamber of Commerce, Lorain County Community College, and the Port Authority are working together toward job creation, retention and expansion in Lorain County.  

Mr. Thayer wanted to know how Frank DeTillio’s salary is funded; and Administrator Cordes responded that the County does not pay his salary and it is a non-profit organization.  When he researched public records, he could not find Mr. DeTillio’s source of income.  Administrator Cordes said he would find out by asking Mr. DeTillio.  He also mentioned that Team Lorain County is contracted with the college, but the college is reimbursed.   Mr. Thayer said the County gave $25,000 to the Lorain County Chamber of Commerce; and he wanted to know where the money came from, and Mr. Cordes said it was funded by the General Fund.
Public comment cont.
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Mr. Waingrow wanted to make clear to the Commissioners that Clemans Nelson is telling him that they are calling the shots.  He was also concerned that Mary Lou Golski does not attend any of their meetings.  Administrator Cordes said that he would like to have a senior staff member attend these meeting to be able to respond to policy and procedure matters.  He also would like the supervisor to speak at the negotiations meetings with respect to work, rules, policy and practices, but the economics would be handled by the lead negotiator because the Board does have input on economic matters.  Once or twice a year, it would be important to have someone go to Job & Family Services and participate in a labor management meeting.  

Commissioner Kokoski raised concern about the working conditions (lice, bed bugs) at Job and Family Services, and she asked Mr. Cordes about exterminators.  Mr. Cordes is aware that the employees serve challenging clientele at times, and there is a monthly contract for exterminators.  If there is a specific problem someone could be brought in right away rather than waiting monthly.  Mr. Cordes said there was communication sent to the employees advising them to let management know if there were any problems.  Commissioner Williams received a message via social media from an employee who said the communication from management was insulting by insinuating that employees did not know the difference between stink bugs and bed bugs. 

Kelly Fields, Chairperson for Job & Family Services, UAW 2192, concurred that the jest of the email was that management had addressed the situation by getting an exterminator and there was a heavy infestation of stink bugs that could just be vacuumed.  She felt it was insulting and it upset a lot of employees, and there could have been a better explanation as well as letting employees know they could contact them if they had any questions.  Ms. Fields sent an email to Mr. Cordes regarding her concerns, but he had not had an opportunity to check his emails.  Commissioner Williams assured Ms. Fields that any situation concerning bed bugs would be handled immediately.  Mr. Cordes informed Ms. Fields that he would review the email she sent to him.   

Mary Springowski, UAW Local 2000 member, also raised concerns about Clemans Nelson, and she stated that familiarity breeds contempt.  The labor law good faith bargaining principals apply to conducting negotiations in which two parties meet and confer at reasonable times with open minds and the intention of reaching an agreement over a new contract.  Clemans Nelson has repeatedly told the Commssioners that they want a new contract, but the other party is not complying, and the Commissioners need to make sure this is done.  

Ms. Springowski also commented about the Director of Job & Family Services saying that she wrote a letter to the State Director, and forwarded a copy to Jim Slone, recognizing the Director’s civil service protection.  Civil service protection was put into place not to be used against the public, but to protect people from political wrangling.  This should not preclude them from having to do their job.  As Co-Administer of the department, she should have equal say with the State.   She requested that the Commissioners contact the State Director to let them know there is a problem with her not coming to the table, and that the Commissioners are partially responsible for her conduct and how she is doing her job.  Locally, the Commissioners are the only ones to turn to concerning this matter.  As a taxpayer, she does not want to see any more $350,000 paychecks going to a company that has no interest in getting a contract and does not address their problems in a serious manner.  It is time to stop passing the buck, and that means no more shell games.
