Ron Nabakowski, Clerk of Courts gave a power point presentation.


Mr. Nabakowski stated he saved monies in different areas by;
· Transferred all bank accounts to a different financial institution with lower fees

· Partnered with the Records Center to create a scanning station for court records, reducing the need to send paper files between the offices

· Hosted two high school students from the Workforce Development Agency’s Summer Youth Employment Program

· Eliminated non-public office hours in the Legal Division that were instituted in 2009 as a way to cope with a reduced budget

· Organized and hosted a BCI&I training session for Lorain County law enforcement agencies and court clerks on fingerprinting and criminal disposition reporting 

The state Certificate of Judgment (CJ) lien category is up 22% over 2010.  They are projected to reach 5400 filings by the end of 2013.

State liens are judgments in favor of the state for such things as unpaid taxes, or overpayments for workers’ compensation and unemployment benefits.   *2013 end-of-year number is projected.  Through the end of October, the Clerk’s office had issued 4509 state CJs.

Certificate of judgment filings are post-judgment, meaning there is no court involvement in the issuance of CJs. This is a clerk responsibility. 

Most CPOs are filed pro se, without the assistance of an attorney, which requires more time at the counter with Clerk employees to answer questions.  The Clerk is prohibited by statute from collecting any court costs for the filing, issuance, registration, or service of a civil protection order. 


Mr. Nabakowski said the criminal case filings for this year will be between 2150 and 2200 new cases.

Filings for Domestic Violence (DV) CPOs require a substantial amount of Deputy Clerk time.  These have significantly increased since 2010.  *These filings are projected to reach 460 by the end of this year. As is the case with stalking CPOs, the Clerk cannot charge court costs to obtain a DV petition. 

After a slight dip in filings over the last couple of years, the Lorain County Court of Appeals caseload is projected to reach about 200 new cases at the end of the year.

The Ohio Revised Code changes necessitated the creation of a new civil case designation:  the Certificates for Qualification for Employment (CQE)  CQEs are designed to eliminate barriers to employment for individuals with criminal convictions facing collateral sanctions. Lorain County currently ranks fourth in the state for the number of CQE filings
HOWEVER.. CASE FILING STATISTICS do not tell the whole story REGARDING THE WORKLOAD IN the clerk’s in the office

The Clerk of Court is the Cheapest Collection Agency in the State
For an average of $38 dollars in initial filing fees and 2% in poundage, creditors can collect on their judgments in common pleas court for literally pennies on the dollar.  Collections agencies typically tack on fees equivalent to 20% or more of the judgment.  Even the Ohio Attorney General collections division is permitted to charge fees equal to 10% of the amount they collect.

They collect the maximum amount in fees allowable by law, but cannot recoup the total amount of funds required and expended on garnishments to subsidize this taxpayer-supported service. 
· Garnishment filings have increased over 30% since 2010.

· Garnishments are very labor intensive for clerks to process.  All of the paperwork is filed and docketed in the underlying case.  Checks from the bank or employer are received, along with statutorily required reports, and docketed, and disbursed to the creditor until the judgment is paid in full.  In many cases, this can take years.
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The Clerk brings in extra money for the General Fund by providing notary applications on behalf of the Lorain County Notary Commission.

        SHERIFF 

Sheriff Stammitti said he reviewed his budget request for 2014 after the failure of the 1/2$% general fund sales tax.  He originally asked for $12,355,700 in the jail fund based on an additional 5 corrections officers approved by the board and costs associates with the Elyria Jail Annex.  He has met with Jail Captain Hammond and Jail Administrator Laubenthal to adjust these monies based on the anticipated budget shortfall of the county.  The jail budge is now adjusted to $12,055,700 based off cuts proposed by Captain Hammond from Jail Budget of $300,000, this then takes the jail budget down to $12,055,700 which is a very lean budget based off past years. In 2012, jail spent $12,201,443.19 and project to spend in 2013 $12,300,000.  Also these figures do not include the project health care increase which was just implemented by the Commissioners which would cost the jail an additional estimated $234,000.00.  Therefore, he is asking for and projecting the 2014 budget of $4,911,622 which is cut form 2013 budget which was $5,084,624.00, a cut of $173,002.00.  Sheriff Stammitti said the Lorain County Deputies Association is in contract negotiations as their collective bargaining agreement expired October 31, 2013 and if they receive a 3% raise, which other bargaining agreements have received in the county, this would be an additional $118,000 which includes PERS..
Sheriff stated in 2008 the general fund budget was $6,300,000.00 as there were more deputies and employees, unfortunately in 2009 the budget was slashed 20% to $5,200,000.00 and he kept the “status quo” since then and even reduce the budget  another $288,378.  The workload continues to increase and he predicts that crime statics will be up due to increased improper use of prescription medications and illegal drugs, especially heroin, which causes more thefts and burglaries, etc. To fee these terrible addicted habits.

Sheriff said he cooperates with the Commissioners in saving the jail budget even more monies in 2013 by placing 2 former employees under 911 with the transfer warrants office  over to 911.  IN 2008 there were 231 full time employees now there are 216, down 15 employees.  He understands the frustration over dealing with several departments in their budget and in this time of tight budgets we all must remember that asking for increases in budgets will not fly with the public, we must all learn to deal with some cuts and/or keeping what we have right now. The men and women at the Sheriff’ office have taken their lumps over the past several years in cuts, but we need to maintain what they have right now and this facility never closes it operates 24 hours a day, seven day a week to bring about quality of life efforts to the citizens of the county.

Sheriff said in order to save the $300,000 the City of Elyria jail annex for women will close and be moved back to the jail. This was a good venture but due to constraints and emergency medical transports to EMH and medical staff not being on duty 24/7 they cost factor increased.  This estimate of savings was derived form 5 – 1st year corrections officers.  There will also be other savings as decrease in medical costs for hospital transports, as nurses will be on station to evaluate any and all medical concerns and possible transports, lost time of deputies at hospital and lost travel time for jail supervisors with at least two site visits per day.  He stated he did notify Elyria Police Department Chief Whitely about the possible closure but would need a letter opting out of the 90 days.  Captain Hammond will draft it and sent to Assistant Prosecutor Innes to review, Commissioners agreed.
Sheriff budget hearing cont.

Commissioner Kokoski said if the females are moved back to the county jail will the census increase. Sheriff said no, they are already included in the daily count.  

Commissioner Kalo asked about the jail expeditor. Sheriff said that Sue Smink monitors this daily and credits the jail administrator for monitoring this daily because there are some people that just don’t belong in jail and then there are those that do belong and don’t believe that bigger jails are the answer.

Commissioner Kalo asked about the $1 million dollars Attorney General office is to distribute relating to heroin epidemic, around $.10 cents/residents.  Sheriff stated the AG is hiring more through BCI and have seminars, etc. to teach people about this drug.  Commissioner Kalo said this morning there was an arrest on fenadayl. Sheriff said yes, he is thankful that Narcan has been implemented but there are many people that still have the needles in their arms, some people just make a make choice/decision and it is affecting the whole county.
Commissioner Williams said there was a young man recently that died from heroin, he came from a good family, working parents, star athlete, etc but he tried it got hook and then died, this drug is very addictive and would encourage people not to judge, some of the people are not junkies, they are young kids, seniors it is a cheap/addictive high.
Sheriff stated that Cavanaugh, Drug Task Force has worked with all narcotics agencies in the county and this is affecting everyone, rich, poor, etc.


Christine Winrod thanked the Commissioners and Sheriff but asked if this budget was true, could they be cut in midyear etc.  Commissioner Kalo said the county has a $1.3 million shortfall and with the review by Budget Commission the numbers are coming in and they have always been conservative. Mrs. Winrod said the Sheriff is paramount and asked if smothering were to happen would other areas of the budget be cut before them.  Commissioner Kalo said this board has always cut other places before cutting Sheriff.  Mrs. Winrod said she just wants to feel safe that if she calls 911 a deputy will be there, this department is on a short shoe string budget and they are needed.  Commissioner Kokoski said Sheriff has always been number one priority and they have cut other places first and even added officers to the department while cutting other departments.
