Commissioner Williams said in speaking with Sheffield Village Mayor Hunter at the town hall meeting he indicated they hire a private attorney on staff in order to save money.  Commissioner Kalo said he is happy with the service that is provided. Commissioner Kokoski said this company has been with the county for a long time and has the historic knowledge

County Administrator Cordes said for his 20 years here he was involved in the personnel department, in the 90’s there was a team of 4-5 people and other appointment officials did not want the county to do all personnel matters and that is their right but they did agree to use the consulting company CNA so then there is continuity and stated that the $95,000 would not even included a hired employee with all in benefits, etc.  Commissioner Williams said in speaking with others and Tom Smith, former democratic chair and attorney he states he provides services on a contracted basis to various entities and offers a good rate.  County Administrator Cordes said several years many local firms would like to work with the county and he likes to spend money locally but the outside influence; social, family, political, etc.  is tremendous and with having an outside county company there is no influence



Commissioner Williams said he received a call from LaGrange Mayor stating that they send a letter about 7 months ago indicating they were going to opt out of the county insurance plan. They received a quote that would save them $47,000, but was not aware of a clause in the contract that they could not go with the same provider; they would have to go to another provider for 1 year.  Commissioner Kalo said City of Avon was in the same situation and they ended up going to a different provider after opting out of county insurance.  Commissioner Williams said he would asked that a waiver be given to LaGrange and send a letter to all entities letting them know of this clause with the insurance company.  County Administrator Cordes said there is $27 million in experience and he had several conversations with Avon and LaGrange with Assistant County Prosecutor Innes present and this county has taken all entities; 1 person to a group of 20+ because these entities could not get a good group rate anywhere else and we do not give experience on individuals it is done as a whole group.  He stated that MMO would know each

entities experience and this way could give a better deal so that is why that clause is included.  Commissioner Williams said changing insurance companies for one year he thinks is unfair but does understand about the cheery picking but this would save LaGrange a lot of money.  Commissioner Kalo said this is advantageous selection and it would drive up the cost of county insurance, we could eliminate self insurance which in then would harm the small entities through the county.  County Administrator Cordes stated that the medium us to be $14.4 million now up to $17.6 million and down to 15600 contracts as well as cash reserves, the majority of claims are for the older groups and if numbers continue to decline we would have to discuss a plan.  He also indicated that LaGrange is probably saving money due a higher deductible plan with reimbursements, there is no way entities can just go out and get the same plan that is offered to the county.  Commissioner Williams said the county does have a good plan and it would mean a lot o to the Village to save this $47,000 and he is sure that Mayor will be in contact again.
Commissioner Kokoski said that is a why an exit plan is in place to protect the county and MMO has a huge advantage.
