2014 LORAIN COUNTY SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT DISTRICT

LITTER AND OPEN DUMP ENFORCEMENT AGREEMENT

WITH THE LORAIN COUNTY SHERIFF'S OFFICE
WHEREAS, the Lorain County Solid Waste Management District (District) developed a solid waste management plan that was ratified by the Lorain County political subdivisions and the Lorain County Commissioners.  The Plan Update was approved by the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (Ohio EPA) on April 18, 2012.  The Plan Update includes a Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Program.  The program includes requirements to work with local law enforcement to determine the feasibility for increased litter law enforcement by 2014.  In addition, consistence with ORC 3734.57(G)(7), revenue from disposal fees may be used to provide financial assistance to local law enforcement agencies having jurisdiction with the district for enforcing anti-littering laws and ordinances; and

WHEREAS, the Lorain County Commissioners have determined that the solid waste district should implement the Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Program beginning in 2011.  The Sheriff's Office and the District have developed this Agreement outlining the responsibilities of both departments including the services, term, payment, deliverables, revisions and other requirements.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises, covenants and agreements contained herein, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and adequacy of which is acknowledged herein, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1.
Agreement
The District agrees to fund at a not-to-exceed cost of $177,000.00 for calendar year 2014, enforcement of Ohio anti-litter laws and implementation of the Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Program.

The Sheriff's Office agrees to employ two (2) deputies assigned full-time to investigate open dump complaints and to prosecute violators, assist in public education of Ohio litter laws and penalties for violations, and enforce all littering and unsecured load laws.  The solid waste deputy’s primary responsibility is litter law enforcement; however, consideration in the performance of these duties must be

made for the prevailing responsibility of the Sheriff to preserve public peace.  The solid waste deputy serves as the Sheriff's office liaison 
with the District, and will keep the District apprised of all solid waste activity in their jurisdiction for compliance with any state or local rules and regulations.  The solid waste deputy will be expected to attend meetings of the Lorain County Commissioners and other District meetings upon request of the Commissioners or District Director to report on specific local litter and open dump enforcement issues.

The District and Sheriff's Office has prepared a specific scope of services or work plan that identifies the details of the work (duties, patrolling hours, jurisdictions, etc.) expected under this Agreement.  The scope of services is included as Attachment A to this Agreement.

2.
Term
The term of this Agreement shall commence on the 1st of January, 2014 and terminate on December 31, 2014.  The Agreement must be renewed and approved annually by the Lorain County Commissioners.

3.
Payments
The District shall allocate, in their budget, an annual amount of $177,000.00 for the services of the two (2) full-time deputies in 2014.  The District shall be responsible for payment of all compensation for the deputies.  The Sheriff shall provide invoices to the County Budget Director for fuel, motor vehicle and other non-payroll costs.

4.
Deliverables
The Sheriff's Office agrees to file quarterly program status reports to the district by the fifteenth of the month following the close of each calendar quarter.  The forms for these reports will be provided by the District.  The first report is due April 15, 2014, the second report is due July 15, 2014, the third report is due October 15, 2014 and the final report is due January 15, 2015.  The quarterly reports should include all 2014 activities since the approval of this Agreement or the previous quarterly report.

All financial books and records of the Sheriff's Office that pertain to the Agreement shall be open to inspection pursuant to Section 9.235 of the Revised Code and shall be held to standards consistent with generally accepted accounting principles.

5.
Revisions
If the Sheriff's Office wishes to revise any portion of this Agreement, a program revision form must be submitted to the District and approved in writing by the District Director prior to the revision becoming effective.  The District has the authority to reject any revision if the request is not in compliance with the District's Solid Waste Management Plan and the approved program.

6.
Financial Review
Pursuant to Section 9.235 of the Revised Code, the financial books and records of the Sheriff's Office that pertain to this Agreement shall be open to inspection by the District.

7.
Disposition of the Unspent Funds or Funds Expended on Illegitimate Purposes
At the end of 2014, funds not expended during the year in fulfillment of the services and activities listed in Section 1 of this Agreement and the approved budget must be returned or repaid to the District.  Upon receipt of the final quarterly report for the contract year from the Sheriff's Office on January 15, 2015, the District will issue a closeout report that states any remaining funds the Sheriff's Office is due or owing to the District.  Repayment shall be made to the District by April 15, 2015.

8.
Terminations
This agreement may be terminated by the District upon the occurrence of any of the following:

a.
Failure to implement any of the listed activities in Section 1 and Attachment A.

b.
Improper use of District funds for items other than personnel used to implement activities in Attachment A;

c.
Failure to provide the deliverables listed in Section 4 of this contract to the District by the due dates;

d.
Notification from the Sheriff’s Office stating a wish to terminate the contract, and return any and all contract funds awarded;

e.
A serious shortfall in District funding; and

f.
The rendering of a decision by a court that this contract agreement or the contract awarded under this agreement exceeds the authority of the District to award contracts, or is in any other way unlawful, in whole or in part.  Termination will occur immediately upon notification of the occurrence of an above listed event.  Notification of termination will be sent by certified mail to the Lorain County Sheriff’s Office.  Further expenditures of District funds beyond the effective date of termination are prohibited.

9.
Equipment Disposition
Any equipment to be purchased shall be negotiated under separate agreement with the solid waste district.

10.
Entire Agreement
This agreement shall constitute the entire agreement between the parties, and any prior understanding or representations of any kind related to the subject matter of this agreement preceding the date of this agreement shall not be binding upon any party except to the extent incorporated in the agreement.

11.
Amendment
This agreement shall not be amended except in writing signed by all parties.

12.
Validity of Provisions
Each provision of this agreement shall be valid and enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by law.  If any provision or application of a provision shall, to any extent, be judged invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this agreement and the application of that provision to the other circumstances shall not be affected.

 13.
Assignment
This agreement may not be assigned by either party without prior written consent of the other party.

14.
Governing Law
This agreement shall be governed by the laws of Ohio.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT


December 11, 2013


Commissioner Kokoski attended the OPWC meeting this past Friday and Engineer Carney has post all projects in the paper

Commissioner Kokoski attended CCAO winter conference and rode with Clerk Upton and Safety Risk Manager Jackson and thanked them for driving. Sunday night attended the reception for Larry Long, former executive director, Monday attended 911 and spoke about the PSAP (Primary Safety Access Points) and the state has around 308 but would like to decrease to about 93.  She stated if each county had two it would be above that number including backup.  County Administrator Cordes stated they do not count backups and said in the “80’s” it was 911, then in “90’s” it became E9111 but we have had the advantage in this county to consolidate and collaborate with many agencies and have become a model for others.  He also stated that next year hope to bring a private/public partnership on board which would be the first in the state.  Commissioner Kokoski said there could be more grant monies available. Commissioner Williams said he spoke with a man from the reserve and said there is money for the 911 centers but needs to be discussed in executive due to confidentiality and security.

Commissioner Kokoski said she also attended the facility management meeting, did chair yoga, at lunch there was a man that spoke about communication in a crisis. On Tuesday she attended the Dog Wardens and stated many counties microchip the dogs when adopted and would like to look into this. She said the conference was very good, lots of networking but not many engineers due to they are having their own conference next year.


Commissioner Kalo attended the Alliance summit this past Friday and thanked Manning, Lundy and Boose for attending as well as Policy matters and Ohio Township Association.

Commissioner Kalo attended CCAO winter conference as well and his first meeting was Sunday at 2 pm on Metropolitan Affairs and discussed biennial, medical marijuana. Local government funds and he was re-elected President of NE District.  Congrats to Larry Long for his many years of service and support and also Josh Hahn, Policy Analyst will be leaving to go work with Attorney General and congratulated Nick Kostandaras, Summit County Councilman as being elected President to the committee.  He also congratulated Mike Challender, Sustainability Coordinator for being elected to the Natural Gas Board.
Commissioner Williams said the CCAO conference was good did a lot of networking with southern part of the county and looking at a company expanding to our county with a distribution center.
Commissioner Williams said they will have to keep a close eye on the 1st quarter budget.

Commissioner Williams said last week he discussed the video streaming and video archiving for $4,000/year.  Commissioner Kalo said he is not familiar with this. Commissioner Williams said it is just like facebook and asked if IT Director Smith could look into it.  Commissioner Kokoski said she is happy with Hall.  Commissioner Kalo said he would like to see if Hall could add this feature on our webpage.  Commissioner Kokoski said last week Commissioner Williams said other departments could use it, who is interested. Commissioner Williams said he spoke with Don Attie, Veterans and stated that this is just a webcam set up anywhere and hooks into the computers and it is live stream.  Commissioner Kokoski said she would like to see the efforts spend on having Hall putting the video on the website.  Commissioner Kalo agreed with this but they both indicated that a company can present so there is better understanding.
Commissioner Williams said he also discussed the contract with CNA and there has been some miscommunication going on and for the record he would like to know where the board stands.  Commissioner Kalo & Kokoski are both fine with CNA.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Harry Williamson said Commissioner Williams discussed the filming of the meeting, how much does this cost.  Board said around $25,000/year.  Mr. Williamson stated that Commissioner Williams has presented a proposal to do live video streaming and archiving for $4,000/year and there are a lot of people that cannot see this meeting because they do not have cable, are handicap or elderly.  Commissioner Kokoski said that is true, she cannot even watch the meeting because she has satellite but Hall has been here way before she was a Commissioner and he does a good job. Commissioner Kalo said he does not understand live streaming and what equipment is needed etc.  Mr. Williamson said why not have someone present, this would save the county over $20,000, it’s a no brainer, save money, it is live there is no editing.  Commissioner Kokoski said there is no content edit with Hall he just adds speaker’s names and includes additional trailers of other meetings and dog adoptions and she would like to see this video be placed on the website and she is always interested in saving money and would listen to a presentation.  Commissioner Williams said he spoke with IT Director Smith and he was told that he could not look into it. Commissioner Kalo said he had only seen one email and it was during budget time, budget concerns were more of a priority to him rather than steaming videos.  Commissioner Kokoski said Morning Journal every once in a while will live stream the meetings.  Commissioner Kalo and Kokoski said a presentation can be made, Mr. Williamson said he will work with Commissioner Williams on some contacts.


Mr. Williams asked about the contract with CNA and here is another way to save money, how much does this cost. Commissioner Kalo said around $75-80,000 annually, the county does not have a human resource department so they do contracts, negotiations, personnel, etc.  Mr. Williamson said on behalf of labor and taxpayer there are local attorneys and firms in this county that can provide the same service with fraction of the cost.  Commissioner Kokoski said last week County Administrator Cordes explained this and the politics that are involved and with an outside county firm there is no pressuring.  Mr. Williamson said he has negotiated for over 25 years and there are professional people throughout this county and the Commissioners can sit at the table during the discussion.  Commissioner said they are updated on all discussions.  Commissioner Williams said local government entities use local firms and not have politics.  Mr. Williamson said this is another way to save the county money and the board just keeps going with the same, why keep spending taxpayer’s money.  Commissioner Kalo said the county’s human resource department went away years ago because not the whole county wanted to come on board so CNA works with all county departments to keep uniformed. Commissioner Williams said more money if add all departments, County Administrator Cordes said general fund departments and the county has over 20 different contracts not sure what political subdivisions have maybe 1-3, so yes it would be cheaper for them in some aspects.  Mr. Williamson said why can’t the county shop annually for this service.  Commissioner Kokoski said she spoke with others in the past regards to the county contracts and human resources and she looked at Gary Johnson proposal but there was nothing in black and white savings and CNA has the historic knowledge.  Commissioner Williams said Mr. Johnson gave a proposal and not sure where his savings were.  Mr. Williamson said the county should be getting the best bang for their buck. Commissioner Kalo said sometime the best bang is not always going to save money in the long run.  Commissioner Williams said there are different viewpoints.  Mr. Williamson said the county needs to look at these areas in saving money.


Kelley Field, UAW 2192 said the City of Lorain does their bargaining with their Prosecutor and the county has spent $30,000 in search of a Director for Children Services using CNA which is above and beyond what they are already getting paid. Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners are not doing this, Children Services is and firm is from Bay Village.  Ms. Field said it is still county money.  
Ms. Field said they were told that the county hired additional security at Job & Family Services as well as authorized overtime for management to come in at 5 am, when the computers do not even go on line until 7 am.  County Administrator Cordes said the State JFS requested the additional security and he was surprised how the training was done with the additional security and when the Commissioners became aware it was looked into.  He stated there is an ongoing dispute at the agency and this agency still has to serve over 49,000 clients.  Ms. Field said she believes the overtime has been reduced but there is still additional security and there has even been security cameras added with certain employees parking underneath which prevents the clients from easy access.  Mr. Cordes said the security cameras have been in the works due to incidents in the parking lot prior to this disagreement as well as at the other end of the building by WDA and it was a coincidence that they were installed that same week, he would have waited due to the perception.  Ms. Field asked if these monitors are permanent and monitored.  Mr. Cordes said these cameras fully monitored and the departments use to have deputies for security but due to saving money went with a private security.  Mr. Cordes said employees were told not to park in the back lot if the dispute continued.  Ms. Kelly also questioned the use of county cars because the Director has been driving to and from work.  Mr. Cordes said these cars are JFS and the county insurance is through CORSA and will ask Mrs. Golski what the car is being used for.

Jim Slone, taxpayer said all the money that is being spent is taxpayer money and yes cheaper is not always better.  Commissioner Kalo said contracts are different it is usually lowest and best budget. County Administrator Cordes said usually all contracts are sealed which is not his choice because he believes things can be negotiated but this is state law and the county has increased the stands in order to use more local.  Mr. Slone said he broke his heart to see the Amish being trucked in daily to do the roof at board of elections.  He said the levy failed and it seems the Commissioners are taking it out on the taxpayers, but there was no real effort made by the Commissioners to get it passed.  Commissioner Kalo said only speaking engagements.  Mr. Slone also stated there was a walk out last week of fast food restaurant workers because of their wages, well some workers in the county are able to qualify for county/state benefits because of their wage this is unfair.  Mr. Slone welcomed Mr. Cordes back.  Mr. Slone asked why there was county transit buses parked at JFS. Mr. Cordes said JFS requested a few vehicles if the buildings need to be secured but the buses were only going to be used to block off parking lots, they were not going to be used to bus in workers like the rumors he heard and he knows that both sides are trying to get this disagreement resolved.

Jim Waingrow, UAW International Rep thanked Commissioner Kokoski for a call back and he did speak with County Administrator Cordes and stated that Children Services is located in this building which is part of the UAW and would meet during lunch in various meetings rooms but now were told no if a union meeting and wants to know why this is an issue now. County Administrator Cordes the county provides a lot of in-kind service to various agencies like Team Lorain County, Chamber, Small Business Develop and this in kind is used as their match monies.  Mr. Waingrow said what is the difference, meeting, union meeting etc they have been denied use of building.  He stated yes there is a disagreement with UAW and JFS and they have followed the letter of the law and CNA is taking a directive from the Commissioners and there is no closer of agreement than before.  They had asked that someone with authority sit at the table so Sandy Morocco has been att4nding but she looks to CNA for direction as well just as the same with Lisa Thatcher before.  Mr. Waingrow said nothing has changed, need someone else than CNA there are a number of issues and not outrageous but the answers are always no.  County Administrator Cordes said he is not aware of any other issues and have always followed up on any issue that has arose and there are a few things the county does not like and hope that this disagreement can be resolved and would offer to speak with Mr. Waingrow as an open discussion no negotiations.  Commissioner Williams said all three commissioners should be involved in these discussions and come to solution. Mr. Cordes said that is negotiations and he is not doing that he is just offering verification.  Commissioner Kokoski said she is surprised to be hearing the things that have been said today.

Commissioner Williams said the Commissioners need to hear it all. Assistant county prosecutor Innes said he would caution the Board.  Mr. Waingrow said he would prefer to just have a discussion with Mr. Cordes off the record to make sure that all data is being verified on both sides, Mr. Cordes agreed.  Mr. Cordes said he has only heard of economics and that there was a mediator called. Mr. Waingrow said he did receive a call from SERB mediator.  Commissioner Kokoski said she hopes this is close to being resolved and hopes that this disagreement does not go further because these workers are very valuable and we appreciate all they do.
