     	WHEREAS, Ken Carney, Lorain County Sanitary Engineer submitted a letter dated May 29, 2018 as follows:
	“In February of 2014, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners adopted Resolution No. 14-117 which established the Lorain County Sanitary Engineer Building Sewers and Connections Rules and Regulations.  These rules and regulations established contractor licensing requirements, permit procedures and specifications for materials and methods of construction associated with individual sanitary connections.
With the continued expansion of sewerage facilities in the unincorporated areas of Lorain County, it has become necessary to establish Uniform Standards for Sewerage Improvements along with Uniform Standard Sewer Details.  In October of 2013, the most recent version of UNIFORM STANDARDS FOR SEWERAGE IMPROVEMENTS and UNIFORM STANDARD SEWER DETAILS were developed by the City of Cleveland, the Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District, the Cuyahoga County Department of Public Works and the Municipal Engineers Association of Northeast Ohio.  As a member of the Municipal Engineers Association of Northeast Ohio, these standards and details are available to the Lorain County Highway and Sanitary Engineer.  Additionally, a good portion of the sewer system owned and operated by Lorain County is tributary to the Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District.

Donald Kolojeck, LaGrange. He stated the Commissioners had a meeting on or about April 12, 2017 on the Pheasant Run Project. There were 2 resolutions for sewer projects and resolution 125 for water meters in Pheasant Run. Resolution 125 states very specifically to replace water meters. There was nothing after this, no ifs, ands, buts or caveats. After this meeting, he had several conversations and prior to the plumber coming out, had conversations with Bob Klaiber regarding his issue and concerns. He said that Bob Klaiber on all those conversations assured him that water meter would be replaced with no problem.  Mr. Kolojeck said on March 14, 2018 a plumber came to his house and refused to replace the meter. He had Bob Klaiber on his phone when he was refusing to replace the meter, the plumber refused to talk with Bob Klaiber, the plumber called the project engineer and told him not to install the water meter. Mr. Kolojeck said he has subsequently received a letter that was very intimidating, threaten and harassing from County Prosecutor Will.  He does not appreciates being threatened and harassed when he made the arrangements for this water meter to be replaced per that resolution and the failure is on the part of the commissioners, their agents, servants and or assigns. He talked with Bob Klaiber again yesterday about this and he had him on speaker phone along he had a witness with him because all previous conversations were only between him and Mr. Klaiber and he is tired of being run around. During this conversation Mr. Klaiber said and he quotes “he lacked intimate knowledge of the project”. If this guy is running a project why does he not have intimate knowledge of the project. Why does he not have intimate knowledge of the plans and specifications that people seem to be deviating from.  He would not provide him copies of the plans or specifications via email or get them to him so he could review them to see why things were being changed.  Things are being changed on the county’s side not his side.  He had no knowledge of changing in the requirements that the plumbing project or the engineers sanitary engineer or anyone else had made to the resolution that was now getting in the way of their water meter being replaced. He did speak with Clerk Upton yesterday and she did give him the Administrators contract which he did call but did not receive a call back. He also put in several calls to the project engineer at KE McCartney with no returned call. Because this debacle is caused by the commissioners, agents, servants or employees him and others of Pheasant Run will seek to hold al of you accountable and responsible especially for considering that Dennis Will wrote this threaten them with legal action because your plumber is not replacing the meters.
