		WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Section 5709.61 through 5709.66 sets forth language authorizing counties with the consent and agreement of affected municipalities, townships and villages therein to designate areas as Enterprise Zones; and

		WHEREAS, the Council of the City of Vermilion, Ohio entered into an Enterprise Zone Agreement on March 29, 1999, Ordinance No. 99-5 and 99-6, and as affirmed by the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio by Resolution No. 99-310, on April 29, 1999, designating the area as an “Enterprise Zone” pursuant to Chapter 5709 of the Ohio Revised Code; and

		WHEREAS, the City of Vermilion Local School District and the EHOVE Vocational School Superintendents have been officially notified of the Enterprise Zone Tax Abatement Agreement; and

 		WHEREAS, the City of Vermilion has aptly provided adequate due notice to the City of Lakewood, Ohio of the anticipated relocation; and

		WHEREAS, the City of Vermilion, Ohio passed Resolution No. 2018-69 on November 5, 2018 authorizing said Agreement,

		NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners that after reviewing said agreements between the City of Vermilion, Ohio, and Defense Soap Holdings, LLC dba Defense Soap, we hereby approve the Ohio Enterprise Zone Agreement as follow:
OHIO ENTERPRISE ZONE AGREEMENT
This Agreement (hereinafter “Agreement”) is made and entered into by and between the City of Vermilion, Lorain County, Ohio, a municipal corporation, with its main offices located at Vermilion Administrative Office, 5511 Liberty Avenue, Vermilion, Ohio 44089 (hereinafter “Vermilion” or City), and Defense Soap LLC, (hereinafter “Company”), currently located 13000 Athens Avenue, C313, Lakewood, Ohio 44107 and Defense   Soap Holdings LLC, with its primary offices located at 13000 Athens Avenue, C313, Lakewood, Ohio 44107 (hereinafter “Property Owner”).                                                                                                                 
WITNESSETH:
WHEREAS, City of Vermilion, has encouraged development of real property and the acquisition of personal property located in the area designated as an Enterprise Zone; and
WHEREAS, the Company is desirous of a new business location, i.e., construction of a new twelve thousand four hundred six (12,406) square foot facility in Vermilion to replace their current leased facility. The project will take place on land currently owned by the Company and/or Property Owner (Lorain County, Ohio permanent parcel number 01-00-004-109-007) and the facility will house wholesale distribution of healthy skincare alternatives for the commercial sports market hereinafter “Project” or “Project Site” within the boundaries of the aforementioned Enterprise Zone provided that the appropriate development incentives are available to support the economic viability of said Project; and
WHEREAS, completion of the Project is necessary for the Company to invest in expansion of operations which will result in the retention of six full-time and 2 part-time and creation of a minimum of six new permanent full-time jobs within the boundaries of the aforementioned Enterprise Zone, provided that the appropriate development incentives are available to support the economic viability of said Project; and
WHEREAS, the Council of City of Vermilion by Ordinance No. 99-5 adopted on March 29, 1999 and by Ordinance 99-6 adopted March 29, 1999 and as affirmed by the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio by Resolution No. 99-310, on April 29, 1999, designating the area as an “Enterprise Zone” pursuant to Chapter 5709 of the Ohio Revised Code; and
WHEREAS, the Director of Development of the State of Ohio determined that the aforementioned area designated in said Ordinances Nos. 99-310 contained the characteristics set forth in Section 5709.61 (A) of the Ohio Revised Code and certified said area as an Enterprise Zone under said Chapter 5709; and
WHEREAS, the City of Vermilion with the approval of Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio has the appropriate authority for the stated type of project and is desirous of providing the Company and/or Property Owner with incentives available for the development of the Project in said Enterprise Zone under Chapter 5709 of the Ohio Revised Code; and
WHEREAS, the Company has submitted a proposed agreement application to the City of Vermilion/Lorain County, and said application (hereinafter “APPLICATION” and attached as Exhibit A); and
WHEREAS, the Company has remitted the required state application fee of $750.00 made payable to the Ohio Development Services Agency with the application to be forwarded with the final agreement; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor of the City of Vermilion and the Lorain County Community/Economic Development Department have investigated the application of the Company and has recommended the same to the Vermilion City Council (and The Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio) on the basis that the Company is qualified by financial responsibility and business experience to create and preserve employment opportunities in said Enterprise Zone and improve the economic climate of the City of Vermilion and Lorain County; and
WHEREAS, the Project site as proposed by the Company is located in the Vermilion School District and the EHOVE Vocational School and such Boards of Education of these school districts have been notified (Exhibits “B” and “C”) in accordance with Ohio Revised Code Section 5709.83 and been given a copy of the Application; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor of the City of Vermilion, pursuant to Section 5709.69, has provided adequate 30-day notice to the City of Lakewood of the intended relocation and expansion of the Company and has been given a copy of the Application; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 5709.62(C), 5709.63(A), or 5709.632 and in conformance with the format required under Section 5709.631 of the Ohio Revised Code, the Parties hereto desire to set forth their agreement with respect to matters hereinafter contained:
NOW, THEREFORE, inconsideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter contained and the benefit to be derived by the parties from the execution hereof, the parties herein agree as follows:
1. The Company and/or Property Owners shall construct and equip a new twelve thousand four hundred six (12,406) square foot facility to be located at 3390 Liberty Avenue, Vermilion, Ohio 44089.

The Company and/or Property Owner shall commence the Project on or after November 15, 2018 and all acquisition, construction and installation will be completed by December 31, 2019, or such later date as may be approved by formal resolution of both the Vermilion City Council and the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio and agreed to in writing by all parties as an amendment to this Agreement. 
2. The Company shall create within a time period not exceeding three (3) years after the commencement of operation the hiring of six new full-time employees based on the following schedule: two new full-time employees in year one (1), two new full-time employees in year two (2), two new full-time employees in year three (3).

The increase in the number of employees will result in approximately $150,000 of additional annual full-time payroll for the Company. The retention of six (6) existing full-time permanent jobs and two (2) part-time positions will result in a retained payroll of approximately $331,094. 

3. The Company shall provide to the proper Tax Incentive Review Council any information reasonably required by the Council to evaluate the Company’s compliance with this Agreement, including returns filed pursuant to section 5711.02 of the Ohio Revised Code if requested by the Council.
The Company is required to supply a copy of the Ohio Department of Taxation State Tax Return Form 913 to the Tax Incentive Review Council for each year the Agreement is in effect or required to be reviewed. The Company shall file a financial statement with the Clerk-Treasurer of the City of Vermilion annually covering the preceding year. Said statement is to be filed no later than January 31 each year the tax abatement is in effect. 
4. City of Vermilion hereby grants the Company a tax exemption for real property improvements made to the Project site pursuant to Sections 5709.62, 5709.63 or 5709.632 of the Ohio Revised Code and shall be in the following amounts: 75% for Years 1 through 10, on the maximum of one million six hundred thousand in all building improvements for ten (10) years. The exemption commences the first year for which the real property would first be taxable were that property not exempted from taxation. No exemption shall commence before December 31, 2019 or extend beyond December 31, 2029.

The exemption commences the first year for which the real property would first be taxable were that property not exempted from taxation. Each appraisable improvement will receive a ten (10) year exemption period.  
No real property exemption shall commence prior to December 31, 2019 or extend beyond December 31, 2029.
5. It is the responsibility of the Company or Property Owner to file, as appropriate, tax form DTE 24 or any other appropriate tax forms with the Lorain County Auditor to effect and maintain the real property exemption granted under this Agreement. 
6. The Company and/or Property Owner hereby agrees to pay Lorain County, Ohio an annual fee equal to the greater of 1% of the dollar value of the tax exemption approved under this Agreement or five hundred dollars ($500), and further agrees that in any year in which the value of the approved tax exemption exceeds two hundred fifty thousand dollars ($250,000), the fee paid to the Lorain County shall not exceed two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500). The fee shall be made payable to Lorain County once per year for each year the Agreement is effective on the day and in the form of a Company check. This fee shall be deposited in a special fund created for such purpose and shall be used exclusively for the purpose of complying with O.R.C. Section 5709.68 and by the Council created under O.R.C. Section 5709.85 exclusively for the purposes of performing the duties prescribed under that Section.
7. The Company and/or Property Owner shall pay such real and tangible personal property taxes as are not exempted under this Agreement and are charged against such property and shall file all tax reports and returns as are required by law. If the Company and/or Property Owner fails to pay such taxes or file such reports and returns, all incentives granted under this Agreement are rescinded beginning with the year for which such taxes are charged or such reports or returns are required to be filed and thereafter.
8. The City of Vermilion and Lorain County shall perform such acts as are reasonably necessary or appropriate to effect, claim, reserve, and maintain exemptions from taxation granted under this Agreement, including without limitation, joining in the execution of all documentation and providing any necessary certificates required in connection with such exemptions.
9. If for any reason the Enterprise Zone designation expires, the Director of the Ohio Development Services Agency revokes certification of the zone; or City of Vermilion and/or Lorain County Board of Commissioners revokes the designation of the zone, entitlements granted under this Agreement shall continue for the number of years specified under the Agreement, unless Company and or Property Owner materially fails to fulfill its obligations under this Agreement or City of Vermilion and/or Lorain County Board of Commissioners terminates or modifies the exemptions from taxation granted under this Agreement.
10. If the Company and or Property Owner materially fails to fulfill its obligations under this Agreement, or if the City of Vermilion and/or Lorain County Board of Commissioners determines that the certification as to delinquent taxes required by this Agreement is fraudulent, the City of Vermilion and/or Lorain County Board of Commissioners may terminate or modify all exemptions from taxation granted under this Agreement and may require the repayment of the amount of taxes that would have been payable had the property not been exempted from taxation under this Agreement.  
11. The Company and/or Property Owner will be found in default of its obligations under this agreement if it does not substantially meet its investment and job creation/retention goals and remain in operation at those levels at the Project Site for a minimum of five years from the date of this Agreement. The penalty for facility closing or substantial reduction in investment and/or employment will be a finding of default and shall require the repayment of the amount of taxes that would have been payable had the property not been exempted from taxation under this agreement. 
12. In any three-year period during which this agreement is in effect, if the actual number of employee positions created or retained by the Company and/or Property Owner is not equal to or greater than seventy-five percent of the number of employee positions estimated to be created or retained  under this agreement during that three-year period, the Company and or Property Owner shall repay the amount of taxes that would have been payable had the property not been exempted from taxation under this agreement during that three-year period. In addition, the City of Vermilion and/or Lorain County Board of Commissioners may terminate or modify the exemptions from taxation granted under this agreement. 
13. The Company and Property Owner hereby certifies that at the time this Agreement is executed, Company and Property Owner do not owe any delinquent real or tangible personal property taxes to any taxing authority of the State of Ohio, does not owe delinquent taxes for which the Company and or Property Owner is liable under Chapters 5733, 5735, 5739, 5741, 5743, 5747 or 5753 of the Revised Code, or, if such delinquent taxes are owed, the Company and or Property Owner currently is paying all delinquent taxes pursuant to an undertaking enforceable by the State of Ohio or an agent or instrumentality  thereof, has filed a petition in bankruptcy under 11 U.S.C.A. 101, et seq., or such a petition has been filed against Company and or Property Owner. For the purposes of the certification, delinquent taxes are taxes that remain unpaid on the latest day prescribed for payment without penalty under the chapter of the Ohio Revised Code governing payment of those taxes.
14. The Company and or Property Owner affirmatively covenants that it does not owe: (1) any delinquent taxes to the State of Ohio or a political subdivision of the state; (2) any monies to the state or a state agency for the administration or enforcement of any environmental laws of the state; and (3) any other monies to the state or a state agency or a political subdivision of the state that are past due, whether the amounts owed are being contested in a court of law or not.

15. The Company and Property Owner and the City of Vermilion acknowledge that this Agreement must be approved by formal action of the legislative authority of the City of Vermilion and Lorain County as well as final approval by the State of Ohio as a condition for the Agreement to take effect. This Agreement takes effect upon such approvals.
16. The City of Vermilion and Lorain County have developed a policy to ensure that recipients of Enterprise Zone tax benefits practice non-discriminating hiring in its operations. By executing this Agreement, the Company and or Property Owner is committing to following non-discriminating hiring practices acknowledging that no individual may be denied employment solely on the basis of race, religion, sex, disability, color, national origin or ancestry.
17. Exemptions from taxation granted under this Agreement shall be revoked if it is determined that the Company and or Property Owner, any successor enterprise, or any related member (as those terms are defined in Section 5709.61 of the Ohio Revised Code) has violated the prohibition against entering into this Agreement under Division (E) of Section 3735.671 or Sections 5709.62, 5709.63 or 5709.623 of the Ohio Revised Code prior to the time prescribed by that division or either of those Sections.
18. The Company and/or Property Owner affirmatively covenants that it has made no false statements to the state or local political subdivision in the process of obtaining approval for the Enterprise Zone incentives. If any representative of the Company and or Property Owner has knowingly made a false statement to the state or local political subdivision to obtain the Enterprise Zone incentives, the Company and or Property Owner shall be required to immediately return all benefits received under the Enterprise Zone Agreement pursuant to O.R.C. Section 9.66(C)(2) and shall be ineligible for any future economic development assistance from the state, any state agency or political subdivision pursuant to O.R.C. Section 9.66(C)(1). Any person who provides a false statement to secure economic development assistance may be guilty of falsification, a misdemeanor of the first degree, pursuant to O.R.C. Section 2921.13(D)(I), which is punishable by a fine of not more than $1,000.00 and/or a term of imprison of not more than six months.

WHEREAS, the boundaries of the Board desires to create an incentive district (the "Incentive District,") the boundaries of which and the parcels located in the Incentive District, and the designation of the Incentive District are therein being set forth in Exhibit A, and, as certified by the County Engineer, the Incentive District is located in the County, is not more than 300 acres in size, and is enclosed by a continuous boundary; and
Resolution No. 18-729 cont.

WHEREAS, as required by R.C. Section 5709.40(A)(5)(f) (as referenced in R.C. Section 5709.77(E)), the County Engineer has certified with respect to the Incentive District that the existing public infrastructure serving the parcels within the Incentive District is inadequate to meet the development needs of the Incentive  District; and
WHEREAS, the real property located within the Incentive District is hereinafter called the "Property"; and 
WHEREAS, Amherst Hampshire Farms, LLC (the "Developer") owns two of the parcels located in the Incentive District, i.e., Lorain County Permanent Parcel Nos. 05-00-062-102-024 containing approximately 24.31 acres of land and 05-00-062-102-006 containing approximately 0.88 acres of land (collectively "Developer's Property"); and
WHEREAS, the Developer intends to develop Developer's Property into a residential development for the purpose of allowing one or more builders to construct approximately 50 single family homes thereon (the "Project"); and 

WHEREAS, to assist the Developer with the completion of the Project, this Board desires to make or cause to be made the public infrastructure improvements in the County described in Exhibit B attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein (the "Public Infrastructure Improvements"), that once made would benefit or serve the Property; and
WHEREAS, the County and Amherst Hampshire Farms LLC (the Developer") desire to enter into a tax increment financing agreement (the "TIF Agreement"), which TIF Agreement would provide for, among other things, the payment of service payments by current and future owners of the lots to be located on Developer's Property; ("Owners"); and
WHEREAS, this Board has determined that it is necessary and appropriate and in the best interests of the County to provide for service payments in lieu of real property taxes ("Service Payments," as further defined below) with respect to certain parcels within the Property, pursuant to R.C. Section 4. Seventy-five percent (75%) of the increase in the assessed value of each separate parcel to be located on Developer's Property (as it may be combined and/or subdivided) within the Incentive District subsequent to the effective date of this Resolution (the "Exempted Portion of the Improvement") shall be a public purpose, and shall be exempt from real property taxation for the period. Specified in Section 3.
Section 5.  The County shall at its sole cost and expense construct, or cause to be constructed, the Public Infrastructure Improvements, more fully described in “Exhibit B”.
Section 6. As provided in R.C. Section 5709.79, each Owner of a parcel with Improvement within the Property is required hereby to make annual service payments in lieu of taxes to the Lorain County Treasurer (the "County Treasurer") on or before the final dates for payment of real property taxes. Each such payment (including interest and penalties) shall be charged and collected in the same manner and in the same amount as the real property taxes that would have been charged and payable against the Exempted Portion of the Improvement with respect to the parcel if such Exempted Portion of the Improvement were not exempt from taxation. The payments in lieu of taxes are collectively referred to herein, together with any penalties and interest, as the "Payments in Lieu of Taxes” or “PILOTS". The County Treasurer shall remit all Payments in Lieu of Taxes, together with any associated roll back payments received in accordance with R.C. Section 319.302 (the "Property Tax Rollback Payments") in respect of the Exempted Portion of the Improvement as to each parcel within the Developer’s Property, to the County for deposit in the Lorain County/Amherst Hampshire Farms LLC Tax Equivalent Fund established in Section 7 hereof. This Board hereby authorizes the County Administrator or other appropriate officers of the County to provide such information and certifications and execute and deliver or accept delivery of such instruments as are necessary and incidental to collect those Payments in Lieu of Taxes and Property Tax Rollback Payments and to make such arrangements as are necessary and proper for payment to the County of the Payments in Lieu of Taxes and Property Tax Rollback Payments. 
Any late payments shall be subject to penalty and bear interest at the then current rate established under R.C. Sections 323.121 and 5703.47, as may be amended from time to time, or any successor provisions thereto, as the same may be amended from time to time. Payments in Lieu of Taxes and Property Tax Rollback Payments are collectively referred to herein as the "Service Payments." The Service Payments shall be allocated and deposited in accordance with Section 7 of this Resolution.
Section 7. This Board hereby establishes, pursuant to and in accordance with the provisions of R.C. Section 5709.80, the Lorain County/Amherst Hampshire Farms LLC Redevelopment Tax Equivalent Fund (the "Fund"), into which shall be deposited all of the Service Payments distributed to the County by or on behalf of the County Treasurer in respect of the Exempted Portion of the Improvement to each parcel to be located on the Developer’s Property, as provided in R.C. Section 5709.79. Pursuant to RC. Section 5709.80, this Board hereby establishes separate accounts within the Fund, designated as the Amherst Township TIF Accounts (the "Accounts"), to collect Service Payments attributable to parcels located in the Incentive District.  This Board hereby provides that all of the moneys deposited in the Fund and the Accounts shall be used to pay any and all acquisition, construction, installation, financing costs (including Developer shortfall payments, which are hereby recognized as financing costs) and any and all other direct and indirect costs of the Public Infrastructure Improvements.  
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Developer has agreed to make shortfall payments to cover the amount the debt that relates to the sanitary sewer improvements but only to the extent that the Service Payments made by the Owners are insufficient to pay the amount of the debt related to the sanitary sewer improvements.
The Fund and the Accounts shall remain in existence so long as Service Payments are collected and used for the aforesaid purposes, after which said Fund and the Accounts shall be dissolved in accordance with R.C. Section 5709.80. Upon dissolution, any incidental surplus money remaining in the Fund and the Accounts shall be transferred to the general fund of the County, as provided in R.C. Section 5709.80.  This may only occur after all acquisition, construction, installation, financing (including Developer shortfall payments) and all other direct and indirect costs of the Public Infrastructure Improvements have been paid.  For avoidance of doubt and to be clear, when Developer shortfall payments have been collected from, they shall be remitted to the Developer. 
Section 8. The TIF Agreement between the County and the Developer, substantially in the form attached to this Resolution as Exhibit C, is hereby approved and authorized, with changes or amendments thereto not inconsistent with this Resolution and not substantially adverse to the County as determined by the County Administrator. The County Administrator, for and in the name of the County, is hereby authorized to execute the TIF Agreement and any amendments thereto deemed by the County Administrator to be necessary. The approval of changes or amendments by the County Administrator, and the character of the changes or amendments as not being inconsistent with this Resolution and not being substantially adverse to the County, shall be evidenced conclusively by the execution thereof by the County Administrator.
Section 9. This Board hereby authorizes the County Administrator, or other appropriate officers of the County, to provide such information and certifications, and execute and deliver or accept delivery of such instruments, as are necessary and incidental to collect the Service Payments and to take such actions as are necessary or appropriate to implement the transactions contemplated by this Resolution, including the filing of one or more applications for exemption as provided in R.C. Section 5709.911.
Section 10. The TIF is subject to annual review by the Lorain County Tax Incentive Review Council (TIRC) pursuant to R.C. Section 5709.85. The TIRC (consisting of the members described in R.C. 5709.85(A)(2)) shall review all agreements granting exemptions from property taxation and shall determine whether the owner of the exempted property has complied with the agreement. 
Section 11. The County hereby incorporates by reference the nondiscriminatory hiring policies adopted pursuant to Resolution No. 06-320 for use in connection with construction of the Public Infrastructure Improvements.
Section 12. The County Administrator, or any other official, as appropriate, is authorized and directed to sign any other documents, instruments or certificates and to take such actions as are necessary or appropriate to consummate or implement the actions described herein or contemplated by this Resolution.
Section 13. Pursuant to R.C. Section 5709.78, the Clerk to the Board of Commissioners is hereby directed to deliver a copy of this Resolution to the Director of Ohio Development Services Agency within fifteen days after its passage. On or before March 31 of each year that the exemption set forth in Section 1 hereof remains in effect, the County Administrator or other authorized official of this County shall prepare and submit to the Director of the Department of Development of the State of Ohio the status report required under R.C. DESCRIPTION OF THE PUBLIC INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS
The Public Infrastructure Improvements may include, but are not limited to, the following, all of which are expected to benefit or serve the Property:
Extension of a sewer main and connection to the City of Lorain sanitary sewer facilities from the intersection of Linda Drive and Kay Drive, north to State Route 2, including all costs associated.
Extension of a sewer main from the eastern boundary of Developer's Property, westerly to the proposed cul-de-sac to be installed on Developer's Property. 
Additional public improvements including but not limited to the following, as the Board of Commissioners may deem necessary: 
Ditch cleaning and widening; streetscape and other improvements including, but not limited to, grading, draining, curbing, paving, resurfacing, constructing or reconstructing roadways; storm sewers, natural gas lines, sanitary sewers, water mains, sidewalks, driveway approaches and aprons, public parking spaces and structures; electrical lighting; installation and/or relocation of fiber optic and other information technology infrastructure; removal and placement of utilities; installation of the desired conduit; environmental remediation; land acquisition; demolition; traffic control devices, including traffic lights, signs and other markings; installing public benches, seating areas and trash receptacles; planting trees, shrubbery and other landscaping materials; together with all other necessary and appropriate appurtenances; financing costs associated with the Improvements including Developer short fall payments, recognized as financing costs.

FORM OF TIF AGREEMENT
This Tax Increment Financing Agreement (this "Agreement") is made and entered into as of November 14, 2018 by and between the COUNTY OF LORAIN, OHIO (the "County"), an Ohio municipal corporation, and AMHERST HAMPSHIRE FARMS LLC (the "Developer"), an Ohio limited liability company with its principal office located at 6232 Oak Point Estates, Lorain Ohio 44053.
RECITALS:
1. On June 28, 2018 the Developer acquired fee title to certain real property situated in the County, known as Lorain County Permanent Parcel Nos. 05-00-062-102-024 containing approximately 24.31 acres of land and 05-00-062-102-006, containing approximately 0.88 acres of land (Developer’s Land”). Developers Land is part of the real property depicted in attached hereto as Exhibit A (the “Incentive District”) Each parcel to be located on Developer’s Land is hereinafter referred to as a “Parcel” (whether as presently appearing on county tax duplicates or as subdivided or combined and appearing on future tax duplicates).
1. Provided appropriate economic development incentives are available, the Developer desires to complete infrastructure and other work to enable one or more builders to construct residential improvements consisting of approximately 50 single-family homes (the “Project”) on Developer’s Land.
1. In connection with the development of the Project, the County intends to cause the construction of certain public infrastructure improvements that will benefit or serve the Incentive District.  These improvements are described in Exhibit B attached hereto and are hereinafter called (the "Public Infrastructure Improvements").
1. The construction of the Project and the Public Infrastructure Improvements will help create and preserve jobs in the County, will lead to economic growth in the County and will generally benefit industry, commerce, distribution and research.
1. Pursuant to Ohio Revised Code ("R.C.") Section 5709.78, the County may create an incentive district and declare improvement to parcels of real property within that incentive district to be a public purpose (“Improvement”). 
1. Pursuant to Resolution No. 18-729 passed November 14, 2018 (the "TIF Resolution"), the Board of County Commissioners for the County (the "Board"), (i) created the Incentive District, (ii) declared certain improvements to be made by the County in the Incentive District to be for a public purpose pursuant to R.C. Section 5709.78 and that 75% of the Improvement (the "Exempted Portion of the Improvement") is exempt from real property taxation for a period of ten (10) years. , (iii) specified the public infrastructure improvements  that will benefit or serve the real property located in the Incentive District, (iv) provided for payments in lieu of taxes by certain owners of real property within the Incentive District and (v) established a redevelopment tax equivalent fund.  The TIF Resolution requires the Developer and all future owners of the Project Area (each individually an "Owner" and collectively the "Owners") to make annual service payments in lieu of real property taxes (the "Payments in Lieu of Taxes", as defined below) equal to the real property taxes that would have been payable had the Exempted Portion of the Improvement not been exempt from real property taxation pursuant to the TIF Resolution.
1. WHEREAS, the TIF Resolution authorizes the Payments in Lieu of Taxes and the Property Tax Rollback Payments (as defined below) (collectively, the "Service Payments") to be used to pay for all or any portion of the Public Infrastructure Improvements.
1. WHEREAS, through the TIF Resolution, the Board has approved the terms of this Agreement and authorized its execution on behalf of the County.
1. WHEREAS, the County and Developer desire to enter into this Agreement on the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth to provide for the collection of and disbursement of the Service Payments and to enable the construction of the Project and the Public Infrastructure Improvements, including guarantee of payments with respect to that portion of the Public Infrastructure Improvements which relate to sanitary sewer improvements.  
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and covenants contained herein and to induce the Developer to proceed with the construction of the Project, the Developer and the County hereto agree as follows:
Section 1. Construction of Public Infrastructure Improvements/Developer Guarantee. The County shall construct or cause to be constructed the Public Infrastructure Improvements in cooperation with the Developer, which will benefit or serve the Incentive District.  Such Public Infrastructure Improvements shall be financed with Service Payments deposited into the Accounts (as defined below).
The County will construct these public improvements at its sole cost and expense and obtain financing in order to meet obligations of improvements, including but not limited to installation of a sanitary sewer line to the development and any capitalized interest.  Public improvements beyond the sanitary sewer, which are determined to be necessary by the County, that serve the District will not be subject to the Developer guarantee.
The Developer and its principals shall execute and deliver a Guarantee, a copy of which is attached hereto.  This Guarantee extends to the cost of the sanitary sewer improvements or the sum of $530,000.00, whichever is less.  The County shall provide Developer with proof of the cost of the sanitary sewer improvements upon their completion by the County, such costs to include only labor and materials paid to third parties by the County for such improvements.
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Section 2. TIF Exemption and Agreements Related Thereto.
1. The Incentive District shall have a 10-year life commencing on the earlier of (i) the first tax year, after the date of the Resolution, in which ten (10) single-family homes are conveyed to third party homeowners by a builder and appear on the tax list and duplicate of real and public utility property (or would appear if not for the exemption by the Resolution), and (ii) tax year 2025, and terminating 10 years after commencement.  The Resolution does not allow for the exemption to commence in different tax years on a parcel-by-parcel basis.  
1. In accordance with R.C. Sections 5715.27 and 5709.911, the Developer and/or the Owners shall file or cause to be filed a completed application for an exemption from real property taxation (DTE Form 24 or its successor form) with the Lorain County Auditor (the "County Auditor") for the Exempted Portion of the Improvement to each lot or parcel located in the Project Area (“Parcel”). The County agrees to cooperate with the Developer and other Owners for this purpose, and to cooperate with the County Auditor, the Ohio Department of Taxation and other public officials and governmental agencies in the performance by the public officials and governmental agencies of their duties in connection with the TIF Resolution and this Agreement. The Developer and the County agree that this paragraph and Agreement do not constitute consent for any other exemptions under R.C. Section 5709.911(B) or R.C. Section 5709.914(B).
1. Subsequent to the passage of the TIF Resolution and the execution of this Agreement, the Developer shall file a declaration of covenants (the "Declaration") substantially in the form attached hereto as Exhibit C and incorporated by reference herein. The Declaration shall bind future Owners of the parcels, their successors and assigns to the terms of the TIF Resolution and this Agreement, including, but not limited to, the obligation to make Service Payments (as defined in the TIF Resolution and in Section 3 hereof) and the obligation to file exemption applications as provided in Section 2.B hereof The Declaration shall be filed with the Lorain County Recorder.
1. The County shall perform such acts as are reasonably necessary or appropriate to effect, claim, reserve and maintain the exemptions from real property taxation granted under the TIF Resolution and this Agreement, including, without limitation, joining in the execution of all documentation and providing any necessary certificates required in connection with such exemptions.
Section 3. Service Payments. As provided in RC. Section 5709.79, each Owner of a Parcel on Developer’s Land is required hereby to make annual service payments in lieu of taxes to the Lorain County Treasurer (the "County Treasurer") on or before the final dates for payment of real property taxes. Each such payment (including interest and penalties) shall be charged and collected in the same manner and in the same amount as the real property taxes that would have been charged and payable against the Exempted Portion of the Improvement with respect to the Parcel if such Exempted Portion of the Improvement were not exempt from taxation. The payments in lieu of taxes are collectively referred to herein, together with any penalties and interest, as the "Payments in Lieu of Taxes." The County Treasurer shall remit all Payments in Lieu of Taxes, together with any associated roll back payments received in accordance with R.C. Section 319.302 (the "Property Tax Rollback Payments") in respect of the Exempted Portion of the Improvement as to each Parcel located on Developer’s Land, to the County for deposit in the Fund and the Accounts (established in the TIF Resolution and as described in Section 4 of this Agreement). This Board hereby authorizes the County Administrator or other appropriate officers of the County to provide such information and certifications and execute and deliver, or accept delivery of such instruments as are necessary and incidental to collect those Payments in Lieu of Taxes and Property Tax Rollback Payments and to make such arrangements as are necessary and proper for payment to the County of the Payments in Lieu of Taxes and Property Tax Rollback Payments. Any late payments shall be subject to penalty and bear interest at the then current rate established under RC. Sections 323.121 and 5703.47, as may be amended from time to time, or any successor provisions thereto, as the same may be amended from time to time. Payments in Lieu of Taxes and Property Tax Rollback Payments are collectively referred to herein as the "Service Payments.” The Service Payments shall be utilized to pay any and all acquisition, construction, installation, financing costs (including Developer shortfall payments, which are hereby recognized as financing costs) and any and all other direct and indirect costs of the Public Infrastructure Improvements, as provided in the Resolution.
Section 4. Tax Increment Equivalent Fund. Pursuant to the TIF Resolution, the Lorain County/Amherst Hampshire Farms LLC Tax Equivalent Fund (the "Fund") and the associated TIF Accounts (the "Accounts") have been established and shall be maintained in the custody of the County. The Accounts shall receive all Service Payments distributed by the County Treasurer to the County pursuant to R.C. Section 5709.79. 
The Fund and the Accounts shall remain in existence so long as such Service Payments are collected and used for the purposes described in this Agreement and the TIF Resolution, after which the Fund and the Accounts shall be dissolved in accordance with R.C. Section 5709.80. Further, except as otherwise provided in this Agreement or the TIF Resolution, moneys deposited in the Fund and the Accounts shall be used as described in Section 5 hereof.
Section 5. Use of Service Payments Deposited into the Fund and the Accounts. The County agrees that the Service Payments deposited into the Fund and the Accounts shall be used to pay all costs associated with the Public Infrastructure Improvements, including, without limitation, the items of "costs of permanent improvements" set forth in R.C. Section 133.15(B), and incurred with respect to the Public Infrastructure Improvements so long as funds are available. Costs of permanent improvements shall include financing costs and reimbursement of any shortfall payments paid by the Developer or pursuant to the guaranty. 
In the event there is a shortage between the total amount of Service Payments collected (and deposited) and the amount necessary to amortize and pay the portion of the Public Infrastructure Improvements which relate to the sanitary sewer improvements over a 10-year period, the Developer shall make and pay this shortfall.
Funds shall be disbursed to the County so long as there are eligible costs incurred by the County that are outstanding. The County shall certify the costs incurred for the Public Improvements. Cost certifications will be kept on file and shall advise Developer of the cost of these improvements which relate to sanitary sewer improvements and provide evidence thereof to substantiate these costs. The County will review and determine the total costs that were incurred and that are eligible.
Reimbursements to the County will be made twice annually after the Service Payments are received. Payments are anticipated to be made by May and November of each year so long as Service Payments are received by the County and there are outstanding Public Improvement Costs.
Should all eligible project reimbursement costs be paid (including repayment to the Developer of any shortfall payments), any money remaining in the Fund hereof shall be used by the County, at the County’s discretion.  For avoidance of doubt and to be clear, when amounts are paid by Owners as reimbursement for shortfall payments made by the Developer, these amounts shall be remitted to the Developer.
Section 6. Release. Upon satisfaction of the Developer's obligations under this Agreement and expiration of the periods of exemption under the TIF Resolution, or other termination of the obligations of the Owners to make the Service Payments, the County shall, upon the request of the Developer, execute an instrument in recordable form evidencing such satisfaction or termination.
Section 7. Estoppel Certificate. Upon request of the Developer, the County shall execute and deliver to the Developer or any proposed purchaser, mortgagee or lessee of any Parcel, a certificate stating: (a) that the Agreement is in full force and effect, if the same is true; (b) that the Developer is not in default under any of the terms, covenants or conditions of the Agreement, or, if the Developer is in default, specifying same; and (c) such other matters as the Developer reasonably requests.

Section 8. Representations of the Parties. The Developer hereby represents that it is the owner in fee simple of a portion of the Project Area and has full power and authority to enter into this Agreement and carry out its terms. The County hereby represents that the TIF Resolution was passed by the Board on November 14, 2018 and remains in full force and effect. The County further represents that this Agreement is authorized by the TIF Resolution, and that the County has full power and authority to enter into this Agreement, to carry out its terms and to perform its obligations hereunder and thereunder.
Section 9. Successors. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the Developer and its beneficiaries, successors and assigns, including successive as well as immediate successors and assigns; and shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the County, and its successors and assigns.
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[bookmark: _BPDCD_1][bookmark: _BPDCD_2][bookmark: _BPDCI_3]Section 10. Agreement Binding on Parties; No Personal Liability; County Consents. All covenants, obligations and agreements of the County and the Developer contained in this Agreement shall be effective to the extent authorized and permitted by applicable law. No such covenant, obligation or agreement shall be deemed to be a covenant, obligation or agreement of any present or future member, official, officer, agent or employee of the County in other than their official capacity or , except as provided in the next sentence, of any individual person who is a partner, shareholder, director, member, manager, employee, officer or agent of the Developer other than in their capacity as a partner, shareholder, director, member, manager, employee, officer or agent, and neither the members of the Board nor any County official executing this Agreement, or , except as provided in the next sentence,  any individual person executing this Agreement on behalf of the Developer, shall be liable personally by reason of the covenants, obligations or agreements of the County or the Developer contained in this Agreement.  The Developer acknowledges that Thomas J. Oster and John C. Eavenson, together with the Developer, have personally guaranteed certain obligations relating to the payment of any shortage between the total amount of Service Payments collected from Owners and the total amount which is required to amortize the cost of sanitary sewer improvements over a ten (10) year period pursuant to a Guaranty Agreement of even date with this Agreement.  
Any consent of the County to be given under this Agreement may be given by the County Administrator and shall be given in writing.
Section 11. Amendments. This Agreement may be amended only by written instrument executed by both of the parties to this Agreement.
Section 12. Notices. Except as otherwise specifically set forth in this Agreement, all notices, certificates, demands, requests, consents or approvals given, required or permitted to be given hereunder shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given if actually received or if hand-delivered or sent by recognized overnight delivery service or by certified mail, postage prepaid and return receipt requested, addressed to the other party at the address set forth in this Agreement, or to such other address as the recipient shall have previously notified the sender of in writing, and shall be deemed received upon actual receipt, unless sent by certified mail, in which event such notice shall be deemed to have been received when the return receipt is signed or refused. The parties, by notice given hereunder, may designate any further or different addresses to which subsequent notices, certificates, demands, requests, consents or approvals, or other communications shall be sent. The present notice addresses of the parties follow:

Section 14. Counterparts. This Agreement may be signed in one or more counterparts or duplicate signature pages with the same force and effect as if all required signatures were contained in a single original instrument. Any one or more of such counterparts or duplicate signature pages may be removed from any one or more original copies of this Agreement and annexed to other counterparts or duplicate signature pages to form a completely executed original instrument.
Section 15. Severability. In case any section or provision of this Agreement, or any covenant, agreement, obligation or action, or part thereof, made, assumed, entered into or taken, or any application thereof, is held to be illegal or invalid for any reason, that illegality or invalidity shall not affect the remainder hereof or thereof, any other section or provision hereof, or any other covenant, agreement, obligation or action, or part thereof, made, assumed, entered into or taken, all of which shall be construed and enforced as if the illegal or invalid portion were not contained herein or therein; the illegality or invalidity of any application hereof or thereof shall not affect any legal and valid application hereof or thereof, and; each other section, provision, covenant, agreement, obligation or action, or part thereof, shall be deemed to be effective, operative, made, assumed, entered into or taken in the manner and to the full extent permitted by law.
Section 16. Captions. The captions and headings in this Agreement are for convenience only and in no way define, limit or describe the scope or intent of any provisions or sections of this Agreement. 
Section 17. Governing Law and Choice of Forum. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Ohio. All claims, counterclaims, disputes and other matters in question between the County, its agents and employees, and the Developer, its employees, contractors, subcontractors and agents arising out of or relating to this Agreement or its breach will be decided in a court of competent jurisdiction within the State of Ohio.
Section 18. Assignments. The Developer agrees not to assign this Agreement without the prior written consent of the County, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.
Section 19.  Entire Agreement. This Agreement and the TIF Resolution constitute the entire agreement between the Developer and the County pertaining to the subject matter contained herein and therein and supersede all other prior or contemporaneous agreements or understandings between the Developer and the County in connection with such subject matter.

DECLARATION OF COVENANTS AND CONDITIONS RELATIVE TO SERVICE PAYMENTS IN LIEU OF TAXES
THIS DECLARATION OF COVENANTS AND CONDITIONS RELATIVE TO SERVICE PAYMENTS IN LIEU OF TAXES (this "Declaration") is made and executed this 14th day of November, 2018 by AMHERST HAMPSHIRE FARMS LLC, an Ohio limited liability company with an address of 6232 Oak Point Estates, Lorain, Ohio 44053 ("Declarant").
WITNESSETH:
1. On November 14, 2018, the Board of County Commissioners for Lorain County (the "County"), pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Sections 5709.77 through 5709.80 (sometimes herein collectively called the "Act"), passed Resolution Number 18-729 (the "Resolution"), pursuant to which the County declared 75% of the increase in assessed value (the "Exempted Portion of the Improvement," further defined in the Act and the Resolution) of certain real property owned by Declarant described in Exhibit A, which is attached hereto and made a part hereof (the "Property"), to be a public purpose and exempt from taxations. The Incentive District shall have a 10-year life commencing on the earlier of (i) the first tax year, after the date of the Resolution, in which ten (10) single-family homes are conveyed to third party homeowners by a builder and appear on the tax list and duplicate of real and public utility property (or would appear if not for the exemption by the Resolution), and (ii) tax year 2025, and terminating 10 years after commencement.  The Resolution does not allow for the exemption to commence in different tax years on a parcel-by-parcel basis.  
1. Declarant is the record and beneficial owner of fee title to the Property.
1. Pursuant to the terms of the Resolution, Declarant and the County have executed that certain Tax Increment Financing Agreement (the "TIF Agreement"), dated	. A copy of the TIF Agreement is attached hereto as Exhibit B and incorporated by reference herein.
1. The Resolution and the TIF Agreement require the Owner or Owners (as defined in Section 1 hereof) of the Property to make semi-annual Payments in Lieu of Taxes (as defined in Section 1 of The TIF Agreement). The Agreement also requires the Owner or Owners to file certain real property tax exemption applications to effectuate the real property tax exemptions granted pursuant to the Resolution. Declarant wishes to acknowledge and declare that (i) the Property is subject to the obligation to make Payments in Lieu of Taxes, and (ii) the Owner or Owners are required to file real property tax exemption applications with respect to the Property.
NOW THEREFORE, Declarant hereby declares that the Property is and shall be owned, used, held, transferred, improved and occupied subject to the following terms, covenants, conditions and provisions:
Section 1. Covenant to Make Payments in Lieu of Taxes. Declarant declares for itself and its successors and assigns to or of the Property or any part thereof (the Declarant and each owner of a parcel upon which a home is hereafter built being individually referred to as an “Owner” and collectively as the "Owners"), that Owners shall make semi-annual service payments in lieu of taxes, including the payment of applicable penalties and interest  (collectively, "Payments in Lieu of Taxes", as further defined in the TIF Agreement and the Resolution) with respect to the Exempted Portion of the Improvement pursuant to and in accordance with the requirements of the TIF Agreement, the Act and the Resolution. Such Payments in Lieu of Taxes shall be paid to the Treasurer of Lorain County (or the Treasurer's designated agent for collection of the Payments in Lieu of Taxes), in such amounts as the real property taxes that would have been charged and payable against the Exempted Portion of the Improvement had the exemption from taxation not been granted and on or before the date on which the semi-annual payment of real property taxes would otherwise have been due and payable for the Exempted Portion of the Improvement, and otherwise shall be in accordance with the requirements of the Act and the TIF Agreement, including any interest assessed on any late payment of the Payments in Lieu of Taxes (currently established under R.C. Sections 323.121(B)(1) and 5703.47 as the same may be amended from time to time). No Owner shall, under any circumstances, be required in any tax year to both pay Payments in Lieu of Taxes with respect to the Exempted Portion of the Improvement and reimburse local taxing authorities for the amount of real property taxes that would have been payable to local taxing authorities had the Exempted Portion of the Improvement not been exempted from taxation pursuant to the Resolution.
Declarant further acknowledges that, notwithstanding the current configuration of tax parcels comprising the Property, the parcels within the Property may change from time to time in number, area and designation. Declarant acknowledges that the County has allowed or will allow the Declarant to subdivide the Property in accordance with applicable laws and regulations. Each subsequent Owner's responsibility under the TIF Agreement, including but not limited to responsibility for payment of Payments in Lieu of Taxes, is limited to that part or parts of the Property owned by such Owner and the Payments in Lieu of Taxes applicable to such part or parts of the Property.
Section 2. Exemption Applications. Declarant further declares for itself and on behalf of each subsequent Owner, that it and such Owners shall file all necessary applications and supporting documents to obtain the exemption from real property taxation authorized by the TIF Agreement, the Act and the Resolution and to enable the County to collect the Payments in Lieu of Taxes. Declarant shall either complete such exemption applications itself, or, at the County's option, it shall require subsequent Owners to complete DTE Form 24, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit C and incorporated by reference herein, to allow the Developer to file exemption applications on behalf of such subsequent Owners.
Section 3. Covenants to Run with the Land. It is further intended and agreed that the agreements and covenants in the immediately preceding paragraphs of this Declaration shall (a) be covenants running with the land, and that they shall be binding upon the Declarant and subsequent Owners, for the benefit and in favor of, and enforceable by, the County and any third party beneficiaries, against Declarant, subsequent Owners and the Property, by mandatory injunction or any other remedy at law or in equity, and (b) remain in effect until such date as is permitted by the Act, the TIF Agreement and the Resolution.
Section 4. The Developer Guarantees for short fall payments. Developer will agree to guaranty repayment of the debt for Lorain County in the form of a Corporate Guaranty, and Personal Guaranty of corporate owners
Section 5. Amendment. This Declaration may be amended by the Declarant but only with the prior written consent of the County.

GUARANTY AGREEMENT

This Guaranty Agreement is made this 14th day of November, 2018, between and among Thomas J. Oster (hereinafter "Oster”), John C. Eavenson (hereinafter "Eavenson"), Amherst Hampshire Farms, LLC, an Ohio limited liability company, (hereinafter the "Developer"), and the LORAIN COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS, (hereinafter the “County”).  Oster, Eavenson and the Developer are hereinafter collectively called the "Guarantors" or individually a “Guarantor”.

WITNESSETH:

Whereas, the County has agreed to construct public infrastructure improvements (hereinafter the “Public Infrastructure Improvements”) and obtain financing in order to meet obligations relating to such improvements, including but not limited to installation of a sanitary sewer line to the development described below, and any capitalized interest as provided for by the provisions of a certain Tax Increment Financing (TIF) Agreement of even date herewith between the County and the Developer (the "Agreement"); 

Whereas, the Developer owns the real property and improvements commonly known as Lorain County Permanent Parcel Nos. 05-00-062-102-024 containing approximately 24.31 acres of land and 05-00-062-102-006 containing approximately 0.88 acres of land (collectively "Developer's Property"); and

Whereas, the Developer intends to develop Developer's Property into a residential subdivision to contain approximately fifty (50) homes to be sold by one or more builders to homeowners; and 

Whereas, pursuant to a Resolution passed by the County on November 14, 2018 and the Agreement, the County has (i) created an incentive district (the "Incentive District") in Amherst Township, Ohio and Developer's Property is located in the Incentive District, (ii) declared certain improvements to be made in the Incentive District to be for a public purpose and exempt from real property taxation, (iii) specified the Public Infrastructure Improvements to be made in the Incentive District, and (iv) provided for payment in lieu of taxes by the Owners ("Service Payments"); and

Whereas, Service Payments are to be made over a period of up to ten (10) years by Owners, the purpose of which is to reimburse the County for the cost of the Public Infrastructure Improvements; and

Whereas, to the extent that Service Payments made by the Owners are insufficient to pay the portion thereof which is attributable to the sanitary sewer improvements, Developer, and its principals have agreed to make such shortfall payments and to provide this guaranty; and

Whereas, capitalized terms used herein shall have the meaning ascribed to them herein or as set forth in the Agreement. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

The Guarantors, jointly and severally, hereby absolutely and unconditionally guarantee to the County that if there is a shortage between the total amount of Service Payments collected from Owners and the total amount which is required to amortize the cost of sanitary sewer improvements over a ten (10) year period, the Guarantors shall make such payments as and when required.  It is understood and agreed that public improvements beyond the sanitary sewer which are determined necessary by the County to serve the Incentive District are not subject to this Guaranty Agreement.

The Guarantors waive notice of the acceptance of this Guaranty Agreement.  

Guarantors shall be released from the operation of this Guaranty upon the first of the following to occur: (i) the debt service relating to the sanitary sewer improvements are repaid; or (ii) there is sufficient cash in the fund to retire the debt service related to the sanitary sewer improvements; or (iii) revenue from PILOTS (as defined in the Agreement) exceeds maximum annual debt service by 25%.

The Burger Battle campaign launched October 11th and ran through October 28th. The campaign consisted of ads running on Digital Display, Facebook, Geofencing and an on-air interview with Cleveland Now. 
· Overall, the campaign garnered a total of 526,497 impressions, drove 3,938 target users to click on the ads, and had an overall CTR of 0.75%. 
· The Digital Display campaign had the highest number of impressions, creating awareness to over 360k people. 
· The Facebook campaign was the leading driver of clicks, sending over 3,300 target users to the landing page. 
· Both tactics performed well above benchmark, showing the target audience was interested in learning about the Burger Battle event. 
· Overall, the campaign was more successful than last year in terms of impressions and CTR. The ads drove more users to the site, the vast majority accessed the site for the first time.
· On-site information shows when TV, Paid Social, and Digital Display all run together there is an uptick in traffic. We saw a notable uptick in October when the Cleveland Now interview aired. This shows when paid and earned media run incoherent, brand awareness increases.
