Mr. Arnold said he continues to do quality samples and within a year they should have solid data.
Commissioner Kokoski asked if this ties into the Board of Elections. Mr. Romancak said yes, this project activates with heavy rain and the stormwater basin by the Board of Elections and holds 6.8 acres.  He stated there are a few problems with recreational people that a guardrail was installed along with signs.  Mr. Cordes said this was a collaborative effort with Lorain County Port Authority, Community Development, Elyria and Sheffield Township and Stormwater District.  Mr. Cordes said he wants the boat removed along with the brush cut back
Mr. Arnold said there is grass in the bottom of the basin at BOE, but waiting for it to be dry so they can replant grass along the channel and control weeds.
Commissioner Lundy said this is a huge benefit to the taxpayers. He remembers parking across the street from the Board of Elections and was told to move his car because the water was almost up to his doors.  Commissioner Sweda said several times homeowners along Clinton along with Sheffield Township Hall were underwater and they have even lost some vehicles.
Mr. Romancak said he has received 2 calls; 1 prior to this project being totally completed from a homeowner thanking everyone involved because this is the first time the banks have not overran and his house was not wet. He then received a call the other day stating the same thing, so we know that these projects are working.
Mr. Cordes said we are bringing in federal funds. Mr. Romancak said yes, Clinton was done by leftover funds through restoration and the Willowcreek, Eaton and Margaret Peake and Fortune were EPA.  
Chip Wendt, Coldwater Consulting said this was a great project and being a resident of Huntington Township it is a value to the taxpayer 
and has an ecological impact. The lake has become a sports destination for fishing so we know the work is helping. Commissioner Kokoski asked if this was a natural or force ditch. Mr. Wendt said some is forced because creaks, ditches do meandering with natural radius control. Mr. Cordes asked if trees would be planted. Mr. Wendt said there were 100 trees planted but on this project there is enough volunteer vegetation that will occur.
	Commissioner Sweda said this is exciting and the pictures are unbelievable, so much benefit for the owners. 
	Mr. Wendt said the federal, state and local leaders always look at the Maumee and Huron basins, but Lorain County has partnerships
	Mr. Romancak said on October 12 – 400  tree planting will occur at Margaret Peake Fortune ditch, Eaton Township.
	Commissioners thanked them for this and the work is incredible.
