	9:40 a.m.	Crime Lab Levy – Elizabeth Doyle, Director
	Elizabeth Doyle said she became the Director to the Lorain County Crime/Drug Lab in April of this year and very excited as to her predecessor getting this program to where it is at, she is very excited and has a lot of passion over the past 13 years.  She stated the levy is needed for many reasons; The safety forces no longer due testing in the field due to the fentanyl and how dangerous it is that is why we are part of Operation SOS (surge of synthetic) it’s a federal program. They bag the evidence and the lab test it and try to get the results within 45 minutes, where the state lab is an hour away and could take several hours/days to get a test.  These pills in this picture look like a prescription drug because they have the symbol but no they have fentanyl in them.

She said this levy would also support the police departments, officer/public safety. The lab test in order to try to prevent overdose and 
get that information out as well as warrants and indictments are handed down to the people that are selling it. Also preform OVI/DUI testing that come in from the field.    The Courts have been using a diversion plan which require more urine drug screening and the staff does testify often with the lab being so close.
The Crime/Drug Lab also supports the public by getting the drug dealers off the streets, we have a quarterly newsletter on the website that lets the public know what is out there.  There is information on the addiction recovery and they give answers for the victims involved. 
In this picture, there were over 500 pills labeled as OxyContin, but actually it was U4770 and they teamed up with Lake County Crime/Drug Lab which is small like there and solved this new drug that was on our streets, very harmful.

	Ms. Doyle stated that the overdoes submissions to their office are down but still not down to the 2015 levels

	Commissioner Sweda asked if the Narcan is helping. Ms. Doyle said in 2017 Narcan first became popular and it is continually used by the 1st responders.  Commissioner Kokoski said Dr. Phil had a show on Narcan the other day.  Ms. Doyle said they have Narcan available in the public and employee area because you never know.
	
	Ms. Doyle said they are testing 11 types of drugs and now they have received a lot of new probationers yesterday.  They also do juvenile fingerprinting. This is a list of all the fentanyl out there, could be more but the MTMP is like a bath salt, but this mix is similar make of paint and the toxic is extreme deadly to humans.

	Ms. Doyle said they do fingerprint because sometimes it is more convenient for people to come to the lab, rather than going to the sheriff’s office because you have to be screened etc. there. She would like to do a pamphlet or training video for officers and also do toxicology testing of alcohol.  Also do more latent printing. They using do 10-12 test per day, yesterday they had 60-70/test, so our space is not ideal since we are in an old cafeteria with that equipment still in place.  If the lab was moved to a permanent location they could get accredited and apply for grants.  She would also like to see a county evidence room since that is what is needed in the county. A place that is secured, centralized and can get to the evidence quickly.

	Commissioner Kokoski said the lab does a wonderful job and how the tests are handled. Commissioner Sweda thanked her and the team
	Mr. Cordes said the lab started several years ago in the old title office that was housed in a basement, which was torn down for the new justice center and it was not a good fit for the justice center or the courthouse.  We have a building on Broad Street that the front could be renovated to fit the lab if the levy passed and continue these services that are needed in this county.  There is a small levy that passed decades ago and Cavanaugh was in charge at LCCC when the 1994 lab was closed.  He stated the county tried to put this on several years ago but there was a divide in relationships and since that the county has improvement with efficiencies and continue to pursue nee avenues.  He stated Domestic Relation uses the lab for fingerprints for all. Ms. Doyle said she knows that there is a backlog of 150 that need to be printed.  
Commissioner Kokoski said the last levy attempt was prior to the opiate epidemic and that would be great to receive grants.  Mr. Cordes said the funds that are received now are inadequate and funds have been supplemented to keep the lab going and if no new revenue is received not sure what the provisions will be in the coming year.  			_______________________(discussion was held on the above)

Philips, Avon Lake is glad that Commissioner Sweda offered opportunity for public input because that is one of the problems with your public input accept for today, you don’t give public input on agenda items. This is one of the constructive criticisms he would like to make. Prior comments, meetings that the fact that this needs to change came from David Ashenhurst had made a comment. [bookmark: _GoBack]Gerald W. Phillips, Avon Lake back to the subdivision regulations the language to the proposed changes in section 609 or 60102 were made by Christine Brandon. There is no legal input from the Prosecutor Gerald Innes, the last time he checked, Christin Brandon was not a licensed attorney. He respects Christin Brandon and value her efforts on the changes. He wanted to talk about the problems with public input. At prior meetings, prior comments were made by himself and David Ashenhurst and to date no changes were made and the public comment on the agenda is item c which comes after item b, after the resolution after the vote. There is no input for comments on agenda items and this is a problem, but commissioners don’t have a monopoly because the City of Lorain has no comments at all. He said there is also no comments made on reports you should allow for 3 minutes on each agenda item and 5 minutes at end of agenda, just like Avon Lake they do group items so there is more time to speak. The reason you have the Phillips 3-minute rule is because of the sales tax issue where there was a lot of people and if you had a total time limit you could have avoided the problem. He hopes something gets done, comments always made but nothing is ever addressed. He said if you value people and criticize you will allow the public office and you are elected officials elected by the people and if you don’t want to the job then you won’t get allected and that is why there was discussion of a District7, people are not happy in this county.

Theresa Shay, Elyria said in 2016 the commissioners hoped to establish funding for transportation from the money from 0.25% sales tax and it was to be 50/50 split; 50% transportation and 50% other county needs. 74% of the voters were not approving the sales tax but the sales tax was voted by the commissioners alone in 2017 and the day after a meeting she attended. The bulk of money went to shore up county departments and combat opiate crisis and very small to buses. She was here the day that United Way said the sales tax was not enough for public transit and Move would not support unless more went to transportation and Commissioners pulled a fast one on them, did not listen to the public. This was one of her first meetings and she was shocked. She was also shocked when commissioners overrode the taxpayers and passed the sales tax and a commissioner said the state raises taxes all the time and no one says anything then.  She said we are in dire straits not enough been done, sales tax has gone to elsewhere and the 50% was ignored towards buses what about honesty and integrity and adding more taxes is not ok. Having poor people pay for the opiate crisis and now you are raising dog tags, poor people can’t afford tags as is and she does support the dog kennel and what they do but can’t afford it. When she first came to Lorain county 25 years ago she was homeless and beaten up person from another state and had 2 dogs and was very expenses to buy and has been since and we need a dog kennel but should not be hardship in getting tags or adopting dogs. Did you forget the financial status of the neighborhood it is in.
