This Agreement is entered into between the Ohio Department of Mental Health and
Addiction Services, Office of Support Services, 2150 West Broad Street, Columbus, Ohio
43223, hereinafter referred to as OSS, and Lorain County Sheriff's Office, 9896 Murray Ridge
Road, Elyria, Ohio 44035, hereinafter referred to as Customer.

WHEREAS, both parties desire to have certain goods and services, including
pharmaceuticals and pharmacy services, provided to Customer.

WHEREAS, OSS and Customer are authorized to enter into this Agreement by Ohio
Revised Code, Section 5119.44.

NOW THEREFORE, the parties in consideration of the covenants herein contained
have agreed and do agree as follows:

I.  SERVICE DESCRIPTION:

OSS goods and services are offered to conserve public resources to the benefit of the public
when deemed feasible by the Director of OhioMHAS, and are not to be used for resale to
others.

A. The Ohio’s Pharmacy Service Center Section of OSS ("Warehouse") agrees to provide
forms, medical supplies, selected pharmaceuticals, and related pharmacy services, as
authorized by Ohio Revised Code § 5119.44, to Customer if deemed feasible by the
Director of the Ohio Department of Mental Health and Addiction Services.

B. The Central Pharmacy Inpatient Section of OSS ("Pharmacy") services include:

1. Policies and Procedures: Development, maintenance, and distribution to Customer of a
pharmacy policy/procedure manual, and collaboration with Customer in amending
and/or training its staff on applicable policies and procedures. All pharmacy policies,
procedures, practices and records shall be maintained to meet Ohio Drug Laws.

2. Medication Dispensing:

Dispensing of medication to Customer from inpatient orders submitted by Customer,
and maintenance of patient profiles with all records of dispensing entered into the
Pharmacy computer system.

a. Communication with appropriate medical/nursing staff for clarification of
drug orders.
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b. Monitoring all drug orders for:
i.  Drug/drug and drug/food interactions
ii.  Drug allergies
iii. ~ Over and under drug utilization
iv.  Therapeutic duplication
v.  Appropriate dosage and durations of drug therapy.

Participation in drug dispensing error monitoring and reporting.

4. Education/information on dispensed medications to be provided upon request.

Medication pickup and or delivery:

a. Medication pickup and or delivery by OSS Transportation when possible or
alternate delivery service through UPS, Federal Express, etc., as arranged
through OSS.

b. Pickup of medications at OSS by authorized representatives of Customer.

D. Customer shall provide the following:

1.

A copy of a current Terminal Distributor license from State Board of Pharmacy
(category 3) prior to purchasing or storing prescription medications.

List of approved personnel authorized to order non-dispensed pharmaceuticals.

List of approved physician prescribers/medication administrators authorized to order
dispensed pharmaceuticals:

a. A completed Prescriber Data Record (Exhibit A) for each prescriber who
writes orders at the customer facility.

b. Current list of nurses or other individuals administering medications and
transmitting telephone and/or fax orders.

Phone Service: Phone line extension and access to fax machine required for transmittal
of physician’s orders.

Local retail pharmacies will be utilized to procure patient medication when the
Pharmacy is closed. Customer shall be responsible for securing accounts with local
pharmacies.

Customer is responsible for accountability, security and storage of medications within
the facility.

PRIVACY PROVISIONS:

A. Protected Health Information ("PHI") means individually identifiable information

received from or on behalf of Customer relating to the past, present or future physical or
mental health or condition of an individual, provision of health care to an individual, or the
past, present or future payment for health care provided to an individual, as more fully
defined in 45 CFR § 160.103, and any amendments thereto.

If applicable, Customer shall provide to Pharmacy a copy of its current Notice of Privacy
Practices and any relevant information on changes to or agreed upon restrictions relating to
legal permissions for the use or disclosure of PHL.

C. Pharmacy agrees that it shall not receive, create, use or disclose PHI except as follows:

1y Pharmacy shall receive from Customer patient names, identification numbers,
dates of birth, drug or food allergy information, addresses, phone numbers and
diagnoses, via mail, hand delivery, fax, telephone, or electronic transmission, in
order to fill and dispense back to Customer prescriptions for Customer to
distribute to individuals served by Customer, and shall disclose PHI in invoices
and reports back to Customer relevant to Pharmacy's performance of that
function.

2. If necessary for the proper management and administration of Pharmacy or to
carry out legal responsibilities of Pharmacy. PHI may only be disclosed to
another person/entity for such purposes if:

a. Disclosure is required by law; or

b. Where Pharmacy obtains reasonable assurances from the person/entity to
whom disclosure is made that the PHI released will be held confidentially,
and only may be used or further disclosed as required by law or for the
purposes of the disclosure; and

¢c. Person/entity agrees to notify Pharmacy of any breaches of confidentiality.

D. Pharmacy shall comply with Subpart C of 45 CFR Part 164, and will establish and

maintain appropriate safeguards to prevent any unauthorized use or disclosure of PHI and
will implement administrative, physical and technical safeguards that reasonably protect
the confidentiality, integrity, and availability of the electronic PHI that it creates, receives,
maintains or transmits on behalf of Customer.

Pharmacy agrees that it shall immediately report to Customer, in writing and within 72
hours of discovery, any unauthorized uses/disclosures of PHI and any security incident
resulting in the loss or disclosure of unsecured PHI of which it becomes aware. Such
report shall include identification of affected individuals whose PHI has been or is
reasonably believed to have been accessed, disclosed or lost. Pharmacy shall take all
reasonable steps to mitigate the potentially harmful effects of such breach.




Pharmacy shall ensure that all its subcontractors and agents are bound by the same
restrictions and obligations contained herein whenever PHI is made accessible to such
subcontractors and agents.

. Pharmacy shall make all PHI and related information in its possession available to the
individual or his/her personal representative, or to Customer, to the extent necessary to
permit Customer to fulfill any obligation to allow access for inspection and copying in
accordance with the provisions of 45 CFR § 164.524 and ARRA, or to account for
disclosures of PHI in accordance with 45 CFR § 164.528 and ARRA.

. Pharmacy shall make PHI available to Customer to fulfill Customer’s obligation to amend
PHI and related information in accordance with 45 CFR § 164.526, and shall, as directed
by Customer, incorporate any amendments or related statements into the information held
by Pharmacy and any subcontractors or agents.

Pharmacy agrees to make its internal practices, books and records relating to the use or
disclosure of information received from or on behalf of Customer available to the U.S.
Secretary of Health and Human Services, or the Secretary’s designee, for purposes of
determining compliance with the privacy and security regulations and any amendments
thereto.

Upon termination of this Agreement, Pharmacy agrees, at the option of Customer, to return
or destroy all PHI created or received from or on behalf of Customer, except to the extent
that Pharmacy is required by law to retain the PHI. Pharmacy agrees that it will not retain
any copies of PHI except as required by law. If PHI is destroyed, Pharmacy agrees to
provide Customer with appropriate documentation/ certification evidencing such
destruction upon request by Customer. If return or destruction of all PHI, and all copies of
PH], is not feasible, Pharmacy agrees to extend the protections of this Agreement to such
information for as long as it is maintained and to limit further uses and disclosures to those
which make the return or destruction infeasible.

Either party may terminate this Agreement at any time for the other party’s material

issuance of a notice of termination pursuant to this Section, both parties must participate
in a mandatory dispute resolution process involving the respective Chiefs or their
designees. However, no dispute resolution or notice period is required for termination in
accordance with the provisions of Section II and no notice period is required if payments
are not received in accordance with Section IV of this Agreement (Billing).

MODIFICATION:

Either party of this Agreement may, in writing, request a modification or amendment to
this Agreement from the other. The party receiving the request shall have forty-five (45)
calendar days to respond to the request. Such modification or amendments to this
Agreement shall become effective only when signed and dated by all parties and
approved by such governing bodies for each as provided by law. Terms of modification
shall include time frames for implementation along with prospective cost estimates for
the change. In the event of an emergency good or service required by either party, the
other party shall make reasonable efforts to comply with such request.

LAW APPLICABLE:

This Agreement is made pursuant to and shall be construed and interpreted by the
applicable law of the State of Ohio and only Ohio courts shall have jurisdiction over any
action or proceeding concerning the Agreement and performance thereunder.

APPROVALS:

This Agreement shall not be effective until all statutory approvals necessary to the
contracting powers of both parties hereto are granted, including but without limitation
thereto, the approval of the Director of the Ohio Department of Mental Health and
Addiction Services and the Chief of OSS.
