Commissioner Williams asked Harry Williamson, Century Link to come and speak today regards to telecommunications.
Mr. Williamson, Jr., Communications Workers 4370 President Century Link said it is important to keep the local workforce and he is here on behalf of them.  He is also President of AFL-CIO and will get the membership to endorse Issue 11, Transit and also understands the importance of Issue 10.
Mr. Williamson asked where the county was with the rfp on the telephone system and stated that Century Link has very knowledgeable loyal employees that have 35-40 years of service. Jack Kirchner, Century Link said he has been in contact with Mr. Smith and he has been very helpful on them reviewing the equipment and they can encompass the whole network overall, replace defects, have a 24/7 support and a 4 hour turnaround.  Century Link is here to help, do the patching don’t want to displace the IT department, but this would free them up to actually do the work they were hired today and work on employees computers, server and emails system. He stated that Jan Rauscher has also been working with Mr. Smith and everyone is dedicated.
Mr. Cordes said yes in the past the county has had specific telephone techs that were trained but is harder to find such.  Mr. Kirchner said Century Link has no upfront costs.
