WHEREAS, The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and the Army Corp of Engineers (Corps) have released a 371 page draft regulation for Definition of Waters of the U.S. under the Clean Water Act; and


WHEREAS, both agencies are seeking a rule change to give the federal government more authority to expanding the definition of “navigable water” in the Clean Water Act; and


WHEREAS, the rule change proposed by the EPA and the Corps would subject almost all physical areas with a connection to downstream navigable water, including features such as ditches, natural or man-made, culverts, storm channels and roadside ditches,  ponds and flood plains, green infrastructure construction and maintenance to the jurisdiction of the Clean Water Act; and


WHEREAS, the proposed rule change, if adopted, will cause significant harm to local farmers, stall the development of business, take control of land use for sustainable food production out of our local providers’ hands, and negatively impact county-owned and maintained infrastructure such as roadside ditches and flood control channels; and


WHEREAS, the cost to our farmers, municipalities and taxpayers will be enormous; and


WHEREAS, it is impractical for the federal government to regulate every ditch, pond and rain puddle that may have some tenuous connection, miles away, to a body of water currently defined and “navigable’.


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Lorain County Board of Commissioners hereby strongly opposes the EPA and Corps regulations that have been proposed to re-define the current definition as well as implement additional enforcement with respect to the Clean Waters Act and the water of the United States.

A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR THE GUARANTEE OF THE PAYMENT OF PRINCIPAL AND INTEREST BY LORAIN COUNTY ON THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF BONDS BY THE LORAIN COUNTY PORT AUTHORITY ISSUED FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE LORAIN COUNTY VISITORS BUREAU, INC.
WHEREAS, on November 20, 1997, pursuant to Section 4582.22 of the Ohio Revised Code, Lorain County (the "County") formed the Lorain County Port Authority (the "Port"), and adopted modifications to the Port on April 19, 2001;

WHEREAS, the County formed the Port for the purposes of enhancing, fostering, adding, providing and promoting transportation, economic development, housing, recreation, education, government operations, culture and research, and for assisting the County in maintaining businesses in the County and attracting new businesses to the County;



WHEREAS, the County understands that the Port plans to issue up to $1,210,000 in maximum aggregate principal amount of revenue bonds (the "Bonds") for the purpose of (i) refunding the Port’s outstanding $1,245,000 Taxable Development Revenue Bonds (Lorain County Port Authority Bond Fund) Series 2003A (Lorain County Visitors Bureau, Inc., Project) (the “Series 2003A Bonds”) originally issued for the purposes of financing the costs of acquiring, constructing, installing, equipping or improving “port authority facilities,” as defined in Section 4582.21 of the Ohio Revised Code, comprising the headquarters of the Lorain County Visitors Bureau, Inc. (the “Project”), (ii) financing certain improvements to the Project by lending the proceeds thereof to the Lorain County Visitors Bureau, Inc. (the “LCVB”) pursuant to the Loan Agreement between  the LCVB and the Issuer (the “Loan Agreement”) and (iii) paying certain costs of issuance related thereto; and
WHEREAS, the Port has requested that the County guarantee the payment of principal of and interest on the Bonds;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County (the "Board"), that:

Section 1.
The Port is issuing the Bonds for the following purposes (i) refunding the Series 2003A Bonds, (ii) financing certain improvements to the Project by lending the proceeds thereof pursuant to the Loan Agreement to the LCVB and (iii) paying certain costs of issuance related thereto. 

Section 2.
The Port, as issuer, and the LCVB, as borrower, are the primary obligated parties on the Bonds.

Section 3.
Pursuant to Section 4582.25(A) of the Ohio Revised Code, the County determines that the financing of the Project is an "authorized purpose" (as defined in Section 4582.21(B) of the Ohio Revised Code) of the Port. Therefore, the County agrees to subsidize the Project by undertaking to guarantee the payment of principal and interest due on the Bonds, and only if, the LCVB is unable to make such payments fully and in a timely manner and the Port is unable to make such payments, without the necessity of using any reserves therefor, fully and in a timely manner.   Further, the obligations of the County hereunder shall terminate when the Bonds have been paid in full.
Section 4.
In accordance with Ohio law and the provisions of this Resolution, the County shall execute a guaranty agreement (the "Guaranty"), guaranteeing the payment of principal and interest due on the Bonds. The President of the Board of County Commissioners is hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver the Guaranty simultaneously with the issuance of the Bonds, and the Guaranty shall have terms and conditions consistent with this Resolution and such other terms and conditions as the President of the Board of County Commissioners determines are necessary and appropriate and in the best interests of the County with the necessity or appropriateness of such changes being conclusively evidenced by such officer's execution thereof
Section 5.
As used in this Resolution, "Continuing Disclosure Agreement" means the agreement which shall constitute the continuing disclosure agreement made by the County for the benefit of the holders and beneficial owners of the Bonds in accordance with Rule 15c2-12, prescribed by the Securities and Exchange Commission pursuant to the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended (the "Rule").
For the benefit of the holders and beneficial owners from time to time of the Bonds, the County agrees, in accordance with, and an "obligated person" with respect to the Bonds under, the Rule to provide or cause to be provided such financial information and operating data, financial statements and notices, in such manner, as may be required for purposes of the Rule.  In order to describe and specify certain terms of the Continuing Disclosure Agreement for that purpose, and thereby to implement that agreement, including provisions for enforcement, amendment and termination, the County Administrator and at least two County Commissioners are authorized and directed to execute and deliver, in the name and on behalf of the County, the Continuing Disclosure Agreement, with any changes or amendments that are not inconsistent with this Resolution and not substantially adverse to the County and that are approved by the County Administrator and two Commissioners on behalf of the County, all of which shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution of the Continuing Disclosure Agreement or  amendments to it. The Continuing Disclosure Agreement shall be subject to the availability of funds and the annual appropriation to meet costs the County would be required to incur to perform it.

Prior to making any filing in accordance with the Continuing Disclosure Agreement or providing notice of the occurrence of any other events, the County Administrator shall consult with, as appropriate, the County Auditor, legal counsel and bond or other qualified independent special counsel to the County. The County Administrator, acting in the name and on behalf of the County, shall be entitled to rely upon any legal advice provided by any such counsel in determining whether a filing should be made.

Section 6.
The County Administrator and other County officials, as appropriate, are each authorized and directed to execute any transcript certificates, financial statements and other documents and instruments and to take such actions as are necessary or appropriate to consummate the transactions contemplated by this Resolution.
Section 7.
The Clerk of this Board is directed to deliver a certified copy of this Resolution to the County Auditor.

Section 8.
The Bonds are not general obligations of the County and are not secured by a pledge of the full faith and credit of the County. The owners or holders of any Bonds shall have no right to have any taxes levied for the payment of the Bonds. Similarly, the Guaranty is not a general obligation of the County and is not secured by a pledge of the full faith and credit of the County. As beneficiaries under the Guaranty, the owners or holders of the Bonds shall have no right to have any taxes levied for any payment due under the Guaranty; however, they shall be entitled to enforce the payment of principal of and interest on the Bonds from: first, the lodging excise tax receipts of the County and, second, all of the non tax revenue funds of the County, which receipts and/or funds shall be made available therefor to the extent necessary. The County authorizes the pledge of the lodging excise tax receipts and all of the non-tax revenue funds of the County to the payment of principal of and interest on the Bonds, to the extent such payments are necessary.
Section 9. This Board finds and determines that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board and that all deliberations of this Board and of any committees that resulted in those formal actions were in meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.

Section 10. This Resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its adoption.
