COMMISSIONERS REPORT










Commissioner Kokoski 
said they received an email from a resident who lives on Oten Drive in Eaton Estates regarding flooding issues.  The resident requested a response in writing of how the problem would be addressed, and she thought it would probably be handled by the Storm Water District.  Mr. Cordes said there are several problems at Eaton Estates that has been addressed for several years, but they would not be able to respond in writing as to how the problem would be handled.  The problems have existed for decades.  Fixing the sewers in accordance with EPA mandates may have added to the problem.  Many residents in the area had illegal tap-ins to the sewer system and package plant and a lot of infiltration during rainfall was getting into the plant.  The illegal tap-ins were taken out and they smoke tested everything.  There is still a ton of infiltration occurring there and about 70% of the clay laterals are failing and are taking in a lot of water.  Water that used to drain off of some of the properties through the plant and into the creek does not drain there anymore.  There has been some work done in that area with regard to storm water, but he did not know of any plan currently on the drawing board to address specific issues at Eaton Estates.  Mr. Cordes said he would have to take a look at the issue.  He also mentioned that he has had conversations with the Engineers office concerning a project at Cresthaven near the turnpike.  There is some land there and a retention basin that they are looking into to get grant money for.  There is a half million dollars available every year for projects.  If land is adjacent to the turnpike and you can prove there is water runoff off from the turnpike or its ramps you can be eligible.  Commissioner Kalo commented that the grant is similar to what was received by the city of Amherst; and Mr. Cordes said that was correct.  Mr. Cordes said there are some homes in Eaton Estates that are flood prone.  He had visited Mr. Rishoni’s property with Don Romancak.  When they walked through the property about half of the neighborhood approached them to talk about the ditch.  Mr. Romancak and Bob handle storm water issues and were present at today’s meeting but did not have anything to add to what Mr. Cordes had stated.  Mr. Cordes said he would address this issue but was uncertain if he would be able to give a satisfactory answer to the homeowner.
Commissioner Kokoski also mentioned there was an article in the Morning Journal today about the retention basin in Sheffield Township, and she wanted to know if the County was involved with that.  Mr. Cordes said the issue is still way back on the drawing board.  They are trying to procure land and it is hard to procure land when it is mentioned in the Journal.  Commissioner Williams said Sheffield Township has acres that they are willing to donate; but Mr. Cordes said we are not looking for land in Sheffield Township.  He and Mr. Romancak have been trying to negotiate for land but wanted to keep it low-key so they would not have problems with procurement.  They have an idea of what to do and it would help parts of Elyria Township. Sheffield Township and south Lorain.  He did have a meeting with Commissioner Kalo and city of Lorain administrators to talk about a joint project because that would relieve some of the flooding on Clinton Avenue for homes that have had flooding problems for years.  Commissioner Kalo also added the Fire Department and Township Hall.  Mr. Cordes said they could demonstrate some cross political boundaries collaborations that would work.  They first have to find the land, then it has to be engineered and then quite a few things would need to be done after that.  Without the land being in the proper location it would not resolve the problem.  Commissioner Williams said he thought Sheffield Township had been working with the Engineers.  Mr. Cordes said he believed that Bill had some conversations with them because they were doing some work in Elyria Township.  Mr. Cordes said was again you fix one problem and create another.  There were some issues in Elyria Township which acerbated a condition in Sheffield Township.  He is looking at a secondary piece of land that would work in Sheffield Township, but first would have to have the primary land.  Then there is a secondary piece that does lie in Sheffield Township, but there is no sense in having the Sheffield Township piece if we do not have the other piece.  It will not do the job by itself.  He was sure that Bill had spoken to them because the Fire Station had been taking in water because they cleared up some of their ditches and put in a bigger tile and that pushed more water into Sheffield Township.  Commissioner Kalo commented that everything goes north anyway.  Mr. Cordes said people do not understand that work on one end of the ditch causes a problem at the other end of the ditch.  He asked the Commissioners who he should contact at Sheffield Township; and Commissioner Williams asked him to call the Trustees.  He mentioned that he had a conversation with their Board yesterday at Sheffield community night held at Crushers Stadium, and there are some issues because they are moving in one direction which is the opposite of what we are looking at doing.  Mr. Cordes said he would talk with them and was unaware they were doing anything because they were asking for their assistance.

Commissioner Kokoski also mentioned that she and her fellow commissioners attended a gathering at the Children’s Development Center.  A grant from the Lorain County Solid Waste Department helped to provide the center with rubber mulch for the playground area.  There was also cooperation with other entities that helped to provide a nice place for the children to learn and play.  She thanked them for the visit to the playground and for recognizing the Lorain County Solid Waste Department. 

Commissioner Kalo said he was pleased with the Children’s Development Center, and thanked Tim Harr for doing a great job with the organization.  He also mentioned that he has friends who requested help in recognizing a deceased relative who served in World War II, Sergeant Paul Ritsko.  He thanked Marci Kaptur’s office, Nick Turner, Sherrod Brown’s office, Pat Rugala, and Representatives Lundy and Ramos for the State and U.S. flags provided for the ceremony.  Representative Ramos did a great job talking about the history.   Paula, the niece of Sergeant Ritsko, and her husband Pete also attended.  They will travel to France to honor the 70th anniversary of their uncle dying and a book has been written about it.

Commissioner Kalo said he received a letter this week from the Lorain County Veteran’s Services in reference to their budget hearing.  They had requests regarding the housing part of it and he told the County Administrator about it.  Commissioner Williams forwarded the email that he had received from Tim Lubbe in regard to his proposal into discussing two projects that are coming up – software and relocation of the Adult Probation Department, which is available if anyone wants to see it.  He does not want to spend the money to relocate the department to the Fifth floor.  Commissioner Kalo asked Mr. Cordes if he thought Director Terry Stone felt that the Broad Street building would be a good location for Veteran’s Services.  Mr. Cordes said they toured the building months ago and he heard a few positive comments, but could not say if the Board was willing to commit, but Mr. Stone seemed favorable about the location.  He did not pursue conversations aggressively after the meeting because Adult Probation became a major issue, and he was trying to remain fluid with the options because the Board of Commissioners had not made any firm decisions.  He did not want to move Veteran’s Services into the building and then be told to repurpose it and move them around again.  Also, Commissioner Williams was seeking a solution for them at their present location with regards to what they stated some of their concerns were.  Commissioner Kalo said “Going by the law and the Ohio Revised Code, we do not have the ability to tell them where they should go.”  His understanding of it after speaking with Sam Betounes is that if we give them a viable place they are fine with that, but we cannot be the final determination.  He asked Mr. Innes if that was correct; and Mr. Innes replied by saying that we have an obligation to provide them with a location.  But Commissioner Kalo asked if they have to agree with it; and Mr. Innes was reluctant to agree with that.  Commissioner Kalo said it is a gray area determining who has the final determination and this has been discussed for about one and a half years.  He would like to see Adult Probation and some dollars put into the Courthouse that was spoken about in 2010 and 2011.  If there is room on the third floor, they had asked for PSI to go there, but he did not know if it could be constructed and cleaned up enough to keep the building operating.  Mr. Cordes said he would not be able to answer that without getting additional information, but he would move forward if the Board made a decision about Veteran’s Services.  He wanted to clarify that there have been three different opinions about Veteran’s Services and Adult Probation; and, he would need at least a majority decision on a few things so he can accomplish what the Board as a whole has decided.  Commissioner Kalo said moving Veteran’s Services would probably please the City of Elyria because it would be a nice feature to have in their downtown area.  It would repurpose the building that is there now that already has a couple of tenants in it.  He still does not think the Court House building should be shut down because once it is shut down it will fall into more disrepair by not being occupied.  He does not think it is in poor condition.  It has been looked at by the City of Elyria Building Department, the County Facilities staff, Mr. Cordes and Commissioner Kokoski.  If some clean up is done and improvements, PSI could be put in there as well.  The Courts should be happy with that since it would be right across the street from the Justice Center.  Mr. Cordes said many possibilities exist and eventually the Crime/Drug Lab would need to be relocated.  The Crime/Drug Lab and Adult Probation are not a good fit.  They have some shared space that create anxiety in getting their work done, and so the Lab needs moved which will leave some space.  Commissioner Kalo asked if they would fit in the old Columbia Gas building, but Mr. Cordes did not recommend it because they handle some controlled substances, although it could be secured, but it would be an exposed location.  He believes the Crime/Drug Lab will continue to grow in the community, as well as the Coroner’s office.  The needs will be there, the population will grow, and services will be required.  Therefore, it should be in a location that allows for expansion and security.  It actually could go in the same building with Veterans Services on Broad Street.  The annex building could be repurposed or removed from inventory and could be discussed with the Commissioners at some future date.  They wanted to move PSI to put them with their other employees, but he did not know if that was possible, and they had looked at this about three or four years ago when he thought it would be taken care of.  Commissioner Kalo asked if his fellow commissioners had an opinion about it.  He would like to finalize this issue and believes the Commissioners are responsible for deciding the location of the Adult Probation Department.  He would like to get this done without spending $2,500,000 to $3,000,000.   
Commissioner Kokoski wanted to know if the One Park Landing building would be suitable for Veteran’s Services.  She had a concern about Elyria not being a central location and some people are leery about one-way streets in Elyria.  Mr. Cordes said there used to be two locations for Veteran’s Services both in Lorain and Elyria.  Under new administrations in the State years ago, they wanted one-stop type arrangements, and Veteran’s Services was put in one location much like the Board of Elections.  It was thought that the North Ridge corridor would create a central area.  Mr. Hunter may think that Sheffield Village is the center (“heart’) of Lorain County; however, the center of the population base in Lorain County is in the corridor between Elyria and Lorain.  About 70% of the residents can get there within a few minutes commute.  This is why they were moved there to begin with.  Regarding the One Park Landing building, two different directors of Veteran’s Services have looked at the building, and they believe the location may be too small.  Commissioner Kokoski said if they had that location and a satellite office in another location that seems like a more central location with easy access and no problem with parking.  Commissioner Kalo thought they had a duplicating staff at that time based on what the people were doing as investigators/caseworkers.  Commissioner Williams said they had talked about having a satellite office in the southern part in which one person would go there in order to reach veterans.  When he got out of the air force he knew what he was looking for.  He asked Mr. Cordes when he decided to leave the military what was he looking for; and Mr. Cordes replied “a job.”   He said when you get out they do not hand you a job, you have to go find one; and that is probably the reason why it was at Job & Family Services, that makes the most sense.  You could spend $700,000 to $900,000 to redo the office at Broad Street for them, or you could spend $100,000 or maybe up to $200,000 and give them everything they need at Job & Family Services, with offices, so they do not have the HIPPA violations to worry about and make it a useful space.  We went through there in 2011 and they liked it, but one thing they did not like was having to walk to the center of the building.  That was one of the issues – either putting a new doorway in there or taking the existing office area they have and building offices there for them.  Commissioner Kalo thought that they had said that they do not want to be in that location anymore.  Going back to reading the Ohio Revised Code and reflecting back to our counselor as to who has the final determination of their location.  Mr. Cordes interrupted to say that it is mute right now as to who has the authority right now – it is can we find a solution.  Commissioner Williams made some salient points about creation of a one-stop so people can be served on multiple levels with multiple needs, and in that building is Veteran’s Services, rehabilitation, Workforce Development, and Job & Family Services, many agencies co-exist there to hopefully have a seamless process of services.   At the same point, if Veteran’s Services is not happy there, we do not have the ability to tie them to that one-stop network.  Regarding HIPPA, it has been overstated and become the catch all phrase when people want to demonstrate that they need something because we are violating HIPPA.  The people that tell you that you are violating HIPPA probably could not even tell you what HIPPA stands for.  There is some sensitivity with HIPPA, but they are not as great as what people report them to be if you are not in the healthcare industry or accessing medical records.  Commissioner Williams said but as far as arguments for the move, we could correct that at that facility.  Commissioner Kalo responded to Commissioners Williams that he was not arguing that it is not a good place to be with all the other services that surround it, but in regards to what the Veteran’s Services are saying is that it is not meeting their needs.  Again, with the grayness of legislation, they are standing on the fact that they have the ability, like asking for $3.1 million in their budget for a building, and that is what we are trying to avoid if we can find suitable offices for them that they agree with and can move into.  Mr. Cordes said he had talked with a few board members, and has liked working with Terry Stone who has been very agreeable and they have been able to foster a good relationship.  He did not particularly dislike Don, but they had challenges on a relationship issue and he did not wish him any ill will, but Terry has been more open about working together.  The sense I get is that they do not want to be co-located with Job & Family Services and Commissioner Kalo agreed. That will be a challenge no matter what we do at the current location.  Commissioner Kalo said board members have said that multiple times publicly.  If that is one of the stumbling blocks how can we overstep that unless they are going to move Job & Family Services and keep them in the building.  He is trying to address this and get it done.  Again, they sent a letter to the commissioners, and we have been working on trying to find them a new location for about a year and a half.  We can reshow them that one if the Board agrees to it to relocate them.  Concurrently, he is looking at doing something in the Courthouse and moving PSI into it, which would not be as much money as moving to the Fifth floor.  We would need the Fifth floor for eventual expansion of justice needs over the next forty or fifty years which is what the Justice Center building was meant for.  
Commissioner Williams asked Commissioner Kalo if he knew what the courts were looking for in Adult Probation; and Commissioner Kalo responded by saying “offices, that is what our discussion is, offices.”  But, Commissioner Williams was asking about what their requirements are.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if he wanted to know about the footprint, and Commissioner Williams said he wanted to know what it will take in order to meet the requirements for Adult Probation at the old Courthouse.  Commissioner Kalo asked if he was referring to requirements or requests; they are requests and not requirements by the law.  Commissioner Williams said he wanted to know what they are requesting to have done there.  “They are meeting with an architect today to look at the old Courthouse and to see what the cost would be; and, it may be premature to say that we would throw in a few hundred thousand dollars into the Courthouse when we do not know what it is going to take to make it functional for Adult Probation.  The building is set up for a courthouse and to go through and try to run it efficiently as an Adult Probation office there are issues there.  The reason they are taking us to litigation is that they are saying the building is in bad shape and also preventing them from running their department efficiently.  So just going through and doing cosmetic repairs to the old Courthouse is not going to get us out of the lawsuit.  Commissioner Kalo said he was not concerned about the lawsuit because we all have the ability to litigate.  “We all would like everything to be nirvana, but I do not think we could ever have nirvana in government.  First of all it is taxpayers dollars involved and second of all you have to be able to do the job within.  Adult Probation is in there.  Again in 2011, we talked about putting money into it, but at that time you talked about different things for the Courthouse – closing it or a homeless shelter you joked about.  We did not do anything with it and they have been asking to do it.  In regards to the amount of dollars that have to be spent, and with what we are working with in our budget, and the Veteran’s Services dollars, there is a finite amount of money.  If we can go in there and do something that is adequate for it to operate, I think that is the most responsible thing to do at this point.  Commissioner Williams said if we are only going to address cosmetic issues at the Courthouse.  We are looking at putting in several hundred thousand dollars there.  Commissioner Kalo said we need two of us to agree on that to look at it.  Everything is circumspect; nobody knows anything at this point.   I was bringing it up again.  It was addressed two or three years ago and I am trying to clean up a lot of these things on our desks.  Commissioner Williams said he is looking at it too and that is why he sent the emails out to the Courts.   They are willing to take anything that is over a million dollars, and we have to start looking at the breakdown. If we are going to spend $300,000 on the Courthouse, that is $300,000 that we can go through and do the renovations on – that is great, but if we still go through the litigation, and they win, and the Court’s decide to go with the Judges, we are still going to have to pay either additional money to meet the renovations that they need, or we are going to have to move them which will cost additional money.  I would like to avoid the entire litigation, and move it to the Fifth floor, because we can have a true hall of justice there, and be done with it.  I think in the long run, the more we spend and more time we spend on this debating it, we are going to end up costing the County more money.  ; either through litigation or through doing renovations that are not going to address what their concerns are.  Commissioner Kalo said in reading this email from Mr. Lubbe, the first issue about the Adult Probation Department - “We had a number of lengthy discussions where the Court has questioned the actual cost for commissioners to locate the Probation Department facility” -  and then they talk about the million dollar cost and the Court responsible for the rest.  He read the rest of the email and highlighted the part where it says “The Court cannot and will not waive the legal and ethical conflict with the commissioners, which would allow Mr. Innes or anyone else from the Prosecutor’s office to provide legal representation.  Commissioner Kalo said therefore he cannot ask questions to Mr. Innes although he has a concern.  He may have to ask for the opinion of the Attorney General, since he cannot use the local Prosecutor, and wanted to know if the Court is allowed to use fees as a dedicated revenue stream to pay off debt service.  He has never heard of that and has concerns on how that is a guaranteed ten or twenty year bond for a couple million dollars or million and a half dollars going forward.  He had talked about this before and had questions but was not allowed to ask Mr. Innes per the Court’s email response.    Commissioner Kokoski recommended that they send a letter to the Attorney General to ask him that question.  Mr. Cordes said we have a quandary here because the Attorney General does not answer legal questions from anybody with regards to what would be outside of the Prosecutor’s office.  However, Mr. Innes stated that you could ask us to ask the Attorney General the question, and I think we can do that for you.  But, Mr. Cordes said he would be worried about Mr. Chandra coming back and then indicating that you had crafted the question in such a manner, and told Mr. Innes you know that would happen.  They have already insinuated some unsavory doings while you were trying to help us, and you were subject to some abuses yourself, I believe, by Mr. Chandra.  It could get challenging to be able to get the Attorney General to come in on that with an opinion.  Commissioner Kalo asked Mr. Cordes to give him clarification on who else to ask in regards to using special funds,  fees as a dedicated revenue stream for a ten or twenty year bond.  Mr. Cordes said what if you get an Attorney General’s opinion back that says you cannot, and the Judges still say you can, does it really matter.  Commissioner Kalo said he thinks it does with regards to clarification when they are saying they are going to do this, and they have said they are going to help pay for it.  Not that I agree with the Fifth Floor, but maybe if they can pay for some of these things, maybe we could put together a project with restoration of the old Courthouse.  I think this opens up a couple more possibilities, and the ability for debt service.  Mr. Cordes said he would call the Attorney General’s office.  He does not want anyone suggesting the Prosecutor’s office is tainted with regards to this issue and giving them further ability to add that to litigation.  We do not have counsel now, and I have not engaged counsel, I am waiting, and I think it is just a matter of time.  Let me be honest with you, I do not want to expend funds prematurely if we do not need to, but I do have the engagement letter on my desk and it can be executed at any time.  He stated that he would contact the Attorney General’s office and get a course of action from them; and the Board of Commissioners agreed.  Commissioner Williams said he would also like to know from the Court’s, and maybe reach out to Mr. Lubbe, will they be agreeable to using those funds for the old Courthouse.  Commissioner Kalo said he did not know, but would like to clean this up by the end of summertime so they know what they are doing in the Fall.  He would like to see them stay in the Courthouse because having the building in operation will help it stay healthy.  Shutting down the old sandstone building would require talk about when it would be demolished, which he does not see that happening.    It is located in downtown Elyria and is a beautiful historic structure.  He went on to say that we have a Sheriff’s letter stating that he would rather see it stay in the Courthouse because of any additional traffic running through.  We are looking at another $600,000 per year in additional deputies in there for security reasons.  Commissioner Williams said that was from 2009 though.  I do not think it is an actual requirement because I have been to other court systems and they have not implemented it.  Mr. Cordes said they are meeting on a regular basis.  It is not if with regard to that, it is when.  I am surprised it has not happened quite frankly by now, but they continue to meet and get reports from the security committee, and we have a representative on that.  There are going to be some costs, but I could not say how bad they might be.  That proposal was cost out the last time there was a big go around on that, but I know it is coming, I just do not know when.  Commissioner Kalo said that is another issue we have to deal with.  He asked his fellow commissioners if they would like Mr. Cordes to call the Attorney General with regards to the ability to dedicate special projects money toward debt service over long term.  He asked if there would be an architect going through the building; and Commissioner Williams replied “I believe today.”  Mr. Cordes said it would have been nice if they would have notified the building owner; and Commissioner Williams said he did not know if they were actually going through the building.  Mr. Cordes said once again you can have anybody going through the building, but it depends on what you are trying to accomplish.  Similar to crafting a letter to the Attorney General, somebody could find that you crafted it in such a way that you get the answer you want.  You can bring people into a building and you can get them to give you the answers you want depending on what you ask them for.  I do not know that we are going to get anything that is going to be representative of something that is responsible within the scope of the dollars that we want to work with.

Commissioner Kalo said the City of Lorain passed a responsible bidding language ordinance that got a lot of play in the newspaper, and I have talked with the building and trade guys off and on for two to three years in regards to this.  He had given Mr. Innes a hard copy of it.  I was not able to reach Karen Davis this morning for our final piece of responsible bidding language, and I know we follow under different rules being County government with the State ordinances versus allowed to have the local ordinances done.  If we can get together and look at where there might be some gaps that are covered.  It is a drug free workplace.  It is prevailing wage language.  It has the project size, when I was going by the State ordinances.  It has on our website the prevailing wage work; the quarter of a million dollar threshold, and on smaller projects the $82,000 threshold.  There are different scales of that.   Mr. Cordes said ours is not scaled.  We have added the responsible bidding language that was requested of us and have modified that a couple of times but has not been looked at in a couple of years.  Commissioner Kalo said the prevailing wage work is on there and that is all listed on our website, and the dates and changes of the prevailing language we have all of that   Mr. Cordes said but remember we had to take CDBG out of the prevailing wage because the State sanctioned us on our CHIP Program, and we lost several hundred thousand dollars because we were penalized by not being successful in getting another CHIP Grant.  We are out now for the Chip grant.  Commissioner Kalo you had the non-pleasurable experience of meeting with me down in Columbus when the administration pretty much beat us to death over what we were trying to do.  If we want to refresh our policy, we should keep in mind that certain aspects of what we do will not cleanly fit into that.  Commissioner Kalo said it has been all over the newspapers and the building and tradesmen have been talking about it, and they have been here before talking about it.  I sent them different programs that communities have and this came up in Lorain on Monday night with a lot of discussion, and it was passed by City Council.  I thought if I gave it to Jerry and or you to give to Ms. Davis to see where things line up at and what we are following if it enhances any of the current bidding language we have. This is just a discussion point and nothing for passage or anything.  Mr. Cordes said he would take a look at it.
Commissioner Williams brought up the Courthouse issue again and said he would like to ask Mr. Lubbe if the Court’s would agree to use those funds, if they are allowed to, for the renovation of the Courthouse.  Commissioner Kokoski said she thought he had already answered that question and Mr. Cordes agreed and said no it is not what they want and they are not going to pay for the Courthouse.  Commissioner Williams said do we want that in writing; and Mr. Cordes said even better we have it on a DVD.  Commissioner Kalo said he is still convinced that using the Courthouse is a way of keeping the building viable, maintained and operating, and is across the street from the Justice Center, for people who violate probation and have to go back and visit one of the judges.  
Mr. Cordes said he still has no answer about what they want to do with Veteran’s Services. There is no consensus on what needs to be done.  The issue is still sitting here.  Commissioner Kokoski said she does not want to pretend she knows what is best for Veteran’s Services, but would like to see them revisit the idea of using One Parking Landing and have a satellite office in another location if that is too small for them.  It seems like a perfect site for them.  Commissioner Kalo suggested that she call Veteran’s Services to see if they have a preference among the sites that they showed them; and asked if she would agree to agree with what they prefer.  Commissioner Kokoski said if they preferred the annex building it might be good for them, but did not think it would be good for the majority of veterans wanting to utilize their services.  Commissioner Williams had concerns about parking there.  Mr. Cordes said the annex building on Broad Street has fifty parking spots.  At one time they were interested in the old Columbia Gas building, and he would be more concerned about parking there because there is not much parking available.  They did like the building because there is a big conference room and has enough office space.  If we could cascade this, they may still be interested in this building.  We still have issues about the Coroner’s location and this has been going on for three years.  We have the issue of the Drug/Crime Lab which will need to be relocated.  We need to relocate the Veteran’s Services.  The larger building on Broad Street would offer some ability to collapse costs and control them better than three different little locations.  If we are going to make some moves, we need to look at that.  At one time Commissioner Williams wanted to remove the old Columbia Gas building from our inventory of assets.  We have these talks, but we do not get anywhere.  The last building I showed to Mr. Stone was the Broad Street building and there was considerable interest in the old Columbia Gas building.  With regard to the old Columbia Gas building, the PSI issue came up with the Court’s and the State.   Commissioner Williams said with regard to the old Columbia Gas building, when you give someone a facility that is oversized what happens – it is not ADA compliant.  So they would eventually need an elevator, which would be an additional cost.  Mr. Cordes said possibly, but under the Section 504 law that affects facilities, rather than simply the ADA law, especially for facilities in the public sector, you can move the services to a location as long as you can deliver the services, and they would have to make adequate arrangements to deliver whatever services they are providing on the first floor.   Commissioner Williams said once they were in the building they could put it in their budget.  You are looking at a huge investment in the future just for an elevator.  The elevator has to go in there if you are using it for any type of government function, especially for Veteran’s Services, where the majority of people that go there will need some type of assistance.  Mr. Cordes said the building has been used for fourteen years now as a government building.  However, Commissioner Williams said it would be used by the public and clientele would mostly be an aging population.  He would not want his uncles walking up and down the steps with their canes and walkers.  He wants that facility to come off the table.  He would like the building released from inventory and get back into the public sector.  He would like them to look at Job & Family Services and see what we can do in order to address their concerns, but Commissioner Kalo said they have already said they do not want to be there.  Commissioner Williams said one person said they did not want to be there and the other person said it was a fine location.  They have five board members who need to make a decision on that.  The other thing is they want to have a southern office. It would be more cost effective to keep them in the building, renovate it to meet their needs, and give them an office in the southern part of the county.  They could also have a van or truck to use as a mobile service.  At least they are reaching out to veterans in that way.  The veterans that they do serve, they are doing a great job, but it is a small percentage for all the veterans in Lorain County; and Commissioner Kalo said it is less than ten percent.  We need to reach out to the veterans and provide that service.  I have talked with veterans who are not even aware that we have Veteran’s Services in Lorain County.  They hear about it on the radio for Cuyahoga County, and call them, and are referred to Lorain County.  The primary focus should be on outreach in providing services to the veterans and coming up with a way to address their needs.  I recommend this and would like to see if they would be willing to do it.  We did not have a majority vote from their board.  Commissioner Kalo said the veterans did a presentation at their budget hearing that is done according the law.  Commissioner Williams said he hears different things from veterans who are actively involved who would like to keep it there.  Mr. Cordes said he would give Veteran’s Services three options and ask them to take it to their Board, if they chose one of the options, will the commissioners go with whatever they choose.  Commissioner Kalo said “yes”; they know their job and what their job is within the community better than we do.   
Commissioner Kokoski asked for clarification about the three options; and Mr. Cordes said current, Broad Street, and One Park Landing; and mentioned that he had brought up the old Columbia Gas building later in their conversation.  Commissioner Kalo asked if that was agreeable to the Board.  Commissioner Williams had concerns about the cost to renovate it.  Commissioner Kalo said Mr. Innes would probably have to do a reading of 5901 regarding housing, and he asked that he give them a refresher about it.  Commissioner Williams suggested that Mr. Innes review it, and then state who has final say, and then they would make a decision.   He said Jerry the way you took it was that you did not agree with them; but Mr. Innes interrupted and said he has not looked at it in a while.  His recollection is that it operates the same way as other commissioners' obligations are to find locations for departments, and basically they have the final say as to where that is; and he will look at it. Commissioner Kalo said he had looked at it before when it was brought up and just like any piece of legislation, you can look at it from both sides.  We will let Mr. Innes come up with an opinion next week, and have Mr. Cordes call Veteran’s Services with three or four options.  Mr. Cordes replied that he would not be here next week and that he would be in Nashville.  Mr. Innes said he would be going to Veteran’s Services this afternoon.
Commissioner Williams mentioned that he attended the Best of Lorain County, and enjoyed talking with vendors and tasting some of the food.  It was a well done event.  Last night was Sheffield Community Day at Crushers Stadium and the Crushers won.  He left at the top of the ninth while they were winning 7 to 1.  He had a fun time there and the kids enjoyed it.  It is one of the jewels of the county because for six people   he spent under $120 for table seats, food and everything else.  It was a great night at the ballpark.  Commissioner Kalo agreed that it is a great value for the family.  Commissioner Williams said if he would have paid for Indians tickets at Progressive Field, from where he sat at Crushers Stadium, he would have paid $70 per ticket.
