Lorain County Engineer issued a highway use permit to Verizon North, Inc., Ashland to install two service lines for house number 17375 and 17405 Hallauer Rd., starting at 1,000’+- east of SR58 on west of road and bore under road to east side then service lines to said houses, Pittsfield Township and Columbia Gas Cooperative, N. OHEPA issued a water quality certification to the City of Avon Lake for construction a regional sanitary sewer system in Lorain County. This allows the city to impact up to 9.64 acres of wetlands and 1,850 feet to streams along existing right of way in Carlisle and Eaton Townships and the City of N. Ridgeville, Avon and Avon Lake. Avon Lake plans to install 135,000 feet of new sewer line, 15 pump stations and a force main to convey wastewater to the city’s existing treatment plant.  Once complete, the expanded system will replace individual residential septic system sin Carlisle and Eaton Townships.  Public hearing was held on February 18, 2009 in Elyria and EPA responded in writing to the comments. Copies of response are at www.epa.ohio.gov/dsw/401/lorco_oct09.aspx.  Issuance of the water quality cortication can be appealed to the Environmental Review Appeals Commissioner, many appeals must be filed within 30 days of issuing the final action; therefore, OHEPA recommends that anyone wishing to file an appeal contact ERAC at 614-466-8950 for more info (CC: ENG)
