Attendees reviewed the assumptions regarding their respective approaches to formulating a business plan for the West Shore Commuter Rail WSCR.  The NOCRC approach for the business plan involves the expenditure of $250K for a plan that would explicitly detail the rail alternatives for the project.  The understanding held, and continues to be held, is that the business plan could then be incorporated into an Alternatives Analysis process for obtaining federal funding for the WSCR. It is the position of the county commissioners that the only process that they would support is one that insures that federal requirements are met.  This Alternatives Analysis, AA, would be anticipated to be $414,000 with the use of the federal Earmark of $344,000 obtained by Congress member Sutton. 

 John Hosak of NOACA stated that it is uncertain that the FRA would permit data from one consultant study to be incorporated into another.  Brian McCann concurred stating his  belief that such would be very likely to be incorporated, but it is still uncertain.

The NOCRC believes that the business plan would fulfill that requirement based upon previous work done by the proposed study team. Yet, as stated above, there exist no guarantee.  Again, NOCRC asserts that the business plan data generated could be done within 6 months for a cost of $250,000 with that full amount then becoming the local match for any further AA.

Therefore:

Given the need for both sides to come to a unified resolution as to how to proceed, the NOCRC agreed to participate and cooperate with the Lorain county commissioners on pursuing an AA subject to certain specific conditions. These conditions are to be incorporated into the RFQ or RFP for any further work on this project.

The following agreement:

1.
NOCRC will contribute one-half of its cash on hand in the West Shore Commuter Fund to the appropriate account for the local match upon completion and publication of the RFP. Upon indicia that the project will occur, for example, a project identification number, pledged funds and the balance of cash on hand then will be contributed.

2.
The county commissioners and NOCRC will begin immediately, intensely and earnestly to fundraise for the remainder of a $70K local match.

3.
Brian McCann, as consultant and representative of NOCRC is to be included in the formulation of the RFP.

4.
The RFP will be issued within 60 days upon initialing of this memoranda unless otherwise agreed upon by the parties.

5.
The contract shall be awarded to the appropriate bidder according to regulatory requirements within 90 days after initialing of this memoranda unless otherwise agreed upon by the parties.

6.
All other matters for the study to be determined, jointly, but in any event, the final AA is to be delivered within 8 months of the award, or by February 2, 2010, whichever comes first. Subject to law, time is of the essence unless otherwise agreed upon by the parties.

7.
The organizations shall function as a coalition that is informal and unstructured, named the West Shore Commuter Rail Task Force.  It is anticipated the NOCRC, the Lorain County Community Alliance; (LCCA), the Lorain County Commissioners, the cities along the corridor, All Aboard Ohio, and Erie, Lorain, and Cuyahoga county entities may be members of this coalition.

All public statements by the task force are to be approved by Commissioner Blair and Brian McCann, regardless of who is designated to make them.  This coalition is anticipated to make numerous public presentations and policy statements consistent with this understanding, and these shall be vested by Commissioner Blair and Brian McCann.

As the AA process unfolds, it is anticipated that there shall be public meetings to discuss finding of the rail alternatives for the WSCR.  As part of the RFP, some of the coalition members may be hired or retained for that purpose within satisfaction of federal rules.

The terms of this understanding shall be communicated to all governmental and private entities ASAP, and shall constitute a unified, final, and definitive effort to make the WSCR a reality after approval from legal entities.

WHEREAS, Lorain County, Ohio has been designated as the Lead Community responsible for administering the grant provided from the State of Ohio Department of Development to implement project activities identified in the Region 4 Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP), as a result of the enactment of Title III of Division B of the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008 (HERA); and

WHERESAS, Region 4 includes the City of North Ridgeville, Ohio, the City of Norwalk, Ohio,   Huron County, Ohio, Lorain County and Huron County, Ohio;  hereinafter Lorain County referred to as Lead Community, and the other Communities as Participating Communities; and

WHEREAS, Region 4 has been allocated two million three hundred seventy-six thousand three hundred seventy-two ($2,376,372.00) dollars from the State of Ohio Neighborhood Stabilization Program funds; and 

WHEREAS, Lorain County, as the Lead Community is responsible for preparing the grant application, including the selection of eligible project activities, and administering the grant in accordance with the NSP rules and regulations.

NOW, THEREFORE, Lorain County and the Participating Communities hereby agree to the following terms of this Cooperating Agreement:

1. Lorain County and the Participating Communities agree to implement the NSP in compliance with Community Development Block Grant requirements as modified by the Housing Economic and Recovery Act of 2008 (HERA), the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development NSP Notice, the State of Ohio Amended Consolidated Plan, and the NSP application guidelines.

2. This Cooperating Agreement is funded with funds from the State of Ohio NSP allocation. This Cooperating Agreement remains in effect until the NSP funds and program income received are expended and the funded activities completed and closed out, and that the Lead Community Grantee and the Participating Communities cannot terminate of withdraw from this Cooperating Agreement while it remains in effect.

3. Lorain County, Ohio and the Participating Communities are obligated to take all actions necessary to assure compliance with the certification required by Section 104(b) of Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, including Title VI of the Civil Rights of 1964, the Fair Housing Act, Section 109 of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 and other applicable laws.                                                 

4. The Participating Communities agree that NSP funds are prohibited for activities in, or in support of, any Cooperating unit of local government that does not affirmatively further fair housing within its own jurisdiction or that impedes Lorain County actions to comply with its own fair housing certification.

5. The Participating Communities agree that it has a policy prohibiting the use of excessive force by law enforcement agencies within its jurisdiction against any individuals engaged in non-violent civil rights demonstrations.

6. The Participating Communities agree that it has a policy of enforcing applicable State and local laws against physically barring entrance to or exit from a facility or location, which is the subject of such non-violent civil rights demonstrations within jurisdictions.

7. This Cooperating Agreement does not contain a provision for veto or other restriction that would allow any party obstruct the implementation of the NSP Program during the period covered by this agreement, which is April 1, 2009 to March 30, 2013.

8. The Participating Communities agree that pursuant to 24CFR 570.501(b), if the Participating Communities undertakes assisted activities with NSP funds, that it is subject to the same requirements applicable to sub-recipients including the requirement of a written agreement as described in 24 CFR 570.503. The Participating Communities also agrees that the Sub-recipient Agreement must be executed prior to disbursement of NSP funds, and that said Sub-recipient Agreement must remain in effect during any period that the unit of local government has control over NSP funds and activities, including program income.

Legal Form and Sufficiency

This Cooperating Agreement has been reviewed by legal counsel of Lorain County, and it has been determined that the terms and conditions of said agreement are fully authorized under State and local law and that said agreement provides legal authority for Lorain County.

This notice services that on February 4, 2009, Lorain County submitted, along with the amended countywide 911 plan, required by OAC 4901:1-8-03(G)(H) and certified that the countywide wireless E911 was fully implement on February 20, 2008.  Lorain County has expended the cots associated with implementing Phase 2, as outlined in 4931.65(A) and acknowledged that, as the statues is currently written, once the fund is exhausted, allocations will cease and each jurisdiction will receive no further funding for public safety answering point (PSAP) personnel costs through the fund.  The certification was submitted on behalf of Lorain County 911 and does not include other jurisdictions and/or PSAPS, therefore this letter only applied to 911 centers. 4) Apollo Theater Structural Renovation Phase 1 – College recently purchased landmark since 1914 and continue to operate local movie theater will transforming it into a carbon-neutral venue for college and community based arts program. Code compliance cost estimate is $1.2-1.4 million

Cordes said Lorain County is aggressive with the project list, trying to get clarity on shovel ready projects.  There is no centralized effort, most jurisdictions can go to the website and submit projects.  He also stated that the State was here last week and they are very impressed with what Lorain County is doing and they use our model of collaboration for the state.
Rebecca Jones, LCCDD said #13, Neighborhood Stabilization Project is comprised of Lorain and Huron Counties, City of North Ridgeville and City of Norwalk.  Lorain County is the lead agent and the plan will be submitted by February 27 relating to the federal funds that were received.  To view the lists go to www.loraincounty.us.


Chuck Beckler, Lorain said with the economy situation, does anyone believe the ½% increase projection will collect $15 million.  He is requesting on April 1, the June 30 – 2nd quarter total sales tax collected in 2008 and what was collected in the same period in 2009 and put on the agenda July 2, 2009.  Then for the period July 1 – September 30, 2008 total collections in the same period in 2009 and put on the agenda October 1, 2009.  Having collected 6 months of new sales tax, will there be enough revenue to keep the Commissioners a plan, doors open and lights on.  On October 29, the Commissioners should be ready for plan b, explain to the voters what they should know, the progress and needs for the ½% sales tax, this will be your last ditch effort.  After the November 3, 2009 election some of the stimulus package should be secured, hopefully the ½% sales tax is passed, so as to have enough funds to bring back the sheriffs department to make the jail and county safe again. From this day forth, lets join together and get the message out to make sure that the ½% sales tax, so we can get the county government make to as normal as possible.
