SENIOR – OHIO FARMERS MARKET NUTRITION PROGRAM

Pat Littleton, Executive Director, Lorain County Office on Aging explained the Ohio Senior Farmers’ Market Nutrition Program.  This program received 502 coupons for Lorain County, last year received 385.  This program helps older Ohioans enjoy locally grown fresh fruits, vegetables, herbs and honey. Eligibility is a senior 60 years of age or older and has an income of $20,035 or less as a single person or $26,954 or less for a household of two.  Participants will receive 5-$5 coupons valid from May-July and 5-$5 coupons valid May-October and is available on a first come first serve basis.  If an individual is homebound, they may have someone be their proxy.  These coupons are good at participating famer’s markets and roadside stands. Coupons may not be used to buy produce that the farmer has purchased from a wholesale or non-local farmer and may not be used to purchase flowers, potted plants, crafts, eggs, nuts, rice, popcorn dried produce, dried herbs, baked goods, processed foods, such as jams, apple butter, apple cider or maple syrup.  In addition, lemons, oranges, limes, grapefruits, pineapples, mangos and bananas are not grown locally and can not be purchased with coupons.  Participants need to select produce equal to the amount of coupon, no change will be given and all coupons need to be redeemed by October 31, 2009.  

Ms. Littleton said coupons are not yet available, they are at the printers and should be available next week and the list of complete farmers should be available next week as well.  Information and applications are available at Lorain County office on Aging, 230 N. Gateway, Elyria. Call 326-4800 (Elyria); 949-8146 (Northeast); 666-6502 Wellington.
