June 18 2009

Commissioner Kokoski said Tim Lubbe is present to discuss #14 under board correspondence relating to the jury bus.  Commissioner Kokoski said she was not aware that this service was discontinued.

Tim Lubbe, Court Administrator, Lorain County Court of Common Pleas General Division said in order to assist the Commissioners in reducing the costs to the general fund the Court agreed to discontinue use of the jury bus from May through September.  This results in the jurors having to walk form Washington Avenue parking to the Justice Center.  Because of the health reasons or age of the jurors it has become a serious issue, some have even collapsed and does not want to see a lawsuit because of this and we ask the Board to look into restoring the service.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if the Courts paid for this.  Mr. Lubbe said the Courts never had a line item in their budget for this cost and no money is available.


Commissioner Blair said last time this was discussed she thought the courts agreed to pay for this.  Mr. Lubbe said yes, but the county would put the money into their accounts for this purpose and the courts don’t have any money.  


Commissioner Kokoski asked how much this would cost until the end of the year.  Mr. Lubbe said his conversations with Mr. Cordes the biggest concerns is 1) aging of bus and cost of keeping it updated is enormous and 2) budget reductions and manpower that has a cdl to drive


Mr. Twining said the decision was made to stop this service because of the budget situation and this is a prime example to approve the sales tax.  


Commissioner Kalo said the Board will look into this and asked what the average jurors are.  Mr. Lubbe said no average could be form 30 to 100+ and there is no parking available close, this service is needed and has become a crisis.

Commissioner Kokoski wished all a Happy Father’s Day and wished her Shari & John Pena a happy 10-year anniversary.

A minor detail in this scenario is the substantial shortening of life expectancy of the Oberlin facility, the time until it’s full and a new landfill needs to be construction.  They believe Allied Wastes proposal for the county is the worst possible course of action  If anything, the tipping fees should be raised not lowered. This might make up revenue effects of any losses of volume the facility and certainly have the highly desirable effect of lengthening the Oberlin facility useful life (cc: LCSWMD)

He regrets that he will not be able to attend the public hearings on the transit but offered five suggestions; 1) have Hall put the information on the tv channel 2) do not wait for one year to follow up on the hearing results, 3) do not adopt option #1 to cease all transit, 4) do have available for the hearings how communities can help. He hopes the tax passes and will work hard but it does require public education.  He also stated that if the transit were ceased all together the sales tax would not pass.

Commissioner Kalo said presentations will be made to the communities and letters will go out.  He said it is not the intend to cease all transit if the sale tax does not pass it will happen.

2nd PUBLIC HEARING – CDBG FY09


Linda Blanchette said today is the 2nd public hearing on the 2009 CDBG formula grant application recommendations.  This public hearing is being conducted on behalf of the Lorain County Board of Commissioners in order to make application for CDBG Fiscal 2009 Formula Grant.   The first public hearing was held on May 15, 2009 where the program and general guidelines for application were explained. Also during that presentation the eligibility requirements and application process were discussed.  During this second public hearing, I will present the basic grant requirements and proposed projects to be submitted in this application for CDBG Formula Fiscal 2009.  

Guidelines for application:

· Lorain County is permitted up to 15% of the allocation to administer the program but not more than 20% if the administrative cost includes a fair housing activity

· The County cannot exceed 15% of its total allocation of Public Service projects unless it requests a waiver from the Ohio Department of Development (which we have requested -20%)

· Lorain County is limited to no more than six (6) County activities in one given year.  The acquired cities are limited to no more than three (3) activities each

· The three (3) national objectives that proposed activities must meet are: 

1.  Benefiting low- and –moderate- (LMI) income persons

2.  Addressing slum or blighted areas

3.  Meeting a particular urgent community development need

· There are specific activities that we are encouraged to fund i.e. Homeless Shelters and Meals on Wheels programs 

· The cities of Lorain and Elyria are entitlement communities and therefore operate their own programs and receive their own funding

· Lorain County is required to administer the programs for its acquired cities. An acquired city is defined as having an LMI population of 25 percent or greater. Lorain County’s acquired cities are Amherst and Sheffield Lake.  The Cities of Avon, Avon Lake, and Oberlin are not considered acquired cities due to their small percentages of low to moderate income population. They are now competing with the townships and villages for funding

· Acquired cities have the responsibility and authority to: A) identify and select their own projects based on their allocated amounts less 15% which is permitted for county administrative fees. B) each acquired city is limited to no more than three activities

· The County’s fiscal year 2009 allocation is $371,000.  This total includes $30,000 earmarked to the City of Amherst and $30,000 to the City of Sheffield Lake.   

Pocess

Notification and applications for the availability of CDBG funds were mailed to the townships, villages and small cities.  The applications submitted were reviewed for eligibility under the CDBG guidelines and for compliance with the National Objectives.  This year, the Lorain County Community Development Department received eight (8) Requests for Funding.

Today we present the projects for Lorain County’s CDBG fiscal 2009 application.  It is our desire, following the outcome of this public hearing, to submit on behalf of the Lorain County Board of Commissioners an application to the Ohio Department of Development, Office of Housing and Community Partnerships prior to the June 26, 2009 deadline.
