LCT 2ND PUBLIC HEARING
             PROPOSED ROUTES, SCHEDULE AND FARE CHANGES

Richard Enty, Lorain County Transit said today was the duly advertised day for the 2nd public hearing on the Lorain County Transit 
proposed routes, scheduled and fare changes. The first hearing was held at the Lorain Public Library on Monday, June 22, 2009.  Mr. Enty presented the following powerpoint presentation.
Need for Service Reductions;
*Transit is not a mandated operation of County Government.
*Lorain County has no dedicated local funding source for Transit
*Ohio spends far less money on transit than other States
*Cuyahoga County has dedicated one penny on every dollar from sales tax for GCRTA operations (eff. 1975)
*Two prior times a transit tax went to the voters it was soundly defeated in Lorain County

· According to GCRTA GM Joseph Calabrese:

· Between 2000 and 2008 The State of Ohio has cut funding to Transit systems by 63%. 

· States typically provide on average 23% of the funding for transit in this nation. Ohio provides 3% and that amount is being cut.

· The States of Michigan, Pennsylvania and Illinois provide $42.38 per capita on public transit, Ohio was spending $1.43.

· In 2006 the County lost $3.5 million in State Local Government Revenue Sharing funds as a result of redefining the urbanized area.  

· That $3.5 million dollars still comes to Lorain County but are sent directly to the Cities, Villages, and Township instead of being sent to County government.

· In 2005 County Commissioners provided $1,000,000 to LCT from the County’s General Fund.  Revenues are declining and the County no longer has the funds.

· In 2008 the County was set to cut $500,000 by reducing service and cutting routes, but Governor Strickland stepped in with a fuel cost reduction grant that enable operations to continue, plus funds of 

· $ 60,200 funds to pay for our County’s segment of RTA’s Rte. 55 F Avon Lake Flyer.

· Federal Transit grants are a 50/50 match for operating costs and 80/20 match for capital costs.  

· Passenger fares, advertising revenue, brokerage income and the County General Fund are the major local revenue sources for County Transit operations.

· In addition, NOACA and the State of Ohio provide funds to LCT.

· At this point in the year the County’s transit budget is now $880,000 short at the rate of current expenditures and incoming revenues. 

· The County General Fund does not have the required local match dollars.  Taxes that our citizens are sending to the State and Federal government will not return to Lorain County due to our lack of local funding to attract matching dollars

Mr. Enty asked if the Board had any comments or questions.


Commissioner Kokoski said in what Mr. Enty spoke of, this would take us to the $880,000 deficit. Mr. Enty said yes, by refunding the ada services gives 109 hours per week back.


Commissioner Kalo asked if the three-connector communities received letters showing them what it would cost to maintain.  Mr. Enty said no but would do it today.  Mr. Enty said as of last year the connectors cost; Amherst was $153,551; Avon/Avon Lake was $160,054 and Oberlin was $147,932.
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George Pelly-Bugala, 329 E. Herrick, Wellington asked if the public could receive a copy of presentation, Mr. Enty said yes.

Clerk Upton highlighted the following that was received;

There were five emails received by LCT;

1) Lewis Bohn, stated that his mother has used the transit for 10 years for work and he has used it to attend Lorain County Community College. They both have disabilities.  If dial a ride and the fixed routes are discontinued they will be lost, they have no other means of transportation.

2) Gabrielle Hill, Oberlin said she uses the bus for doctors, to pay bills and shopping. She said there has to be a place they could campaign for more money through the government agencies.
3) Michael Uliczny uses the bus for work and he is mad about the cuts.

4) Jim Popiel, Lorain is pleased about the creative scheduling and saving route 43 a mix of routes 41 and 42, which there are many people that use.  Eliminating planned bus stops in residential areas could help increase the numbers.

5) Amy Hess has been a driver for 5 years, many people need this service.  How will they get to work, doctors, etc.  Unemployment rates will increase if the service is lost.

There was one fax received by Commissioners office;

1) Phillip Copeland, Elyria uses the dial a ride but is concerned with the fixed route.  The transit service is an easy target for people that do not speak out.  He is aware of the county’s financial burden but what about the stimulus money.  A dedicated sales tax is needed but might make it hard to pass with the economic times.  The reduction or elimination of service is a sign of a decreased quality of life and with help move us to a third world country.  He pays a lot in property taxes on his home and business and would like his tax money to go to LCT as much as we spend on highways.
There was one letter received by LCT;

1) Richard White, Elyria uses the bus for doctors, shopping, etc. He said; *Totally against elimination of fixed routes, *Remains neutral on proposal of dial a ride bus services, *Supports elimination of all Sunday services, until economy picks up, *Supports elimination of all transfer while implementing a $5 all day pass and *Supports the changing start time for LCT#21 from 5:30 am to 9:30 pm to 6:30 am to 7:30 pm, unless time change affects residents along the Bell/Morgan loop who need the earlier times to attend their jobs.

Donald Noffsinger, 777 Washington, Lorain said he knows the county would like to see the general fund continue to grow but why not roll out the interest and use if for the bus.  What about grant money?  He will submit to Sherrod Brown and Betty Sutton a tax, just like sin tax, a tax on pets.  The total would be 5¢; 3¢ to LCT and 2¢ to animal league, kennel, etc.  Why did the county buy 15 new buses, a ¼% tax was approved and then you took $500,000 away.
Commissioner Kalo said the City of Lorain income tax not passed, this was not a county tax.

Commissioner Kokoski said 80% of the county’s general fund goes to the justice system.  If the tax passes,  it will free up some general fund money that goes to the justice ssytem to take care of some non-mandated services.  She suggests to everyone to register to vote, this tax needs to be passed, it is the responsibility of the Commissioners to keep this county safe.  This is mandated, things like the transit are not, people are accustomed too this service.  If the tax fails, there will be no service.  If the tax passes, the transit will continue at same service.
Commissioner Kalo said the service would be looked at if the tax were passed.

Mr. Noffsinger said if residents qualify for Medicaid they can get transportation through Job and Family Services for medical appointments only with a 14 hours notice.  If you are on Medicare you qualify for a spend down on dial a ride services.

Commissioner Kokoski thanked him for sharing this information but stated  Job & Family Services are also facing cuts with the budget.

Mr. Noffsinger said why does the federal government cut the poor of the poor, go to the rich and cut them off.

Commissioner Kokoski said it would cost an average person that makes around $50,000, $6/month to pass this sales tax.


Ben Bossom, 224 W. 15th Street, Lorain said he requires the bus, his wife is in a wheelchair and they go to doctors, groceries, etc.  He suggested if the routes are cut, cut them all at the same time, so it is easier to plan.  He said someone in LCT, a driver or higher up is recycling the tickets, they take from the box and give them away.  He suggests an automated system with scanners and shredders. You put the money in the box; it counts it before being locked in the vault.
Commissioner Kokoski asked if anyone could get into the box, Mr. Enty said no, only if the driver is handed the ticket.
County Administrator Cordes said there have been problems and this has to do with the work program and the funding we get to distribute the tickets.  It has gotten a little worse within the last money, we have received reports that people are reselling these tickets and we have followed up but have not been able to catch someone in the act.  This is contained within the work program through NOACA, the tickets  have been fraud proof and not easy to duplicate.
Mr. Bossom said he has seen where places like; churches, job and family and the Elyria office buy tickets, they give to individuals and they resell for $1, either green or yellow.  County Administrator Cordes said the county does not get a reduction in revenue, if someone resells, because those business have already paid for them.  There would be a problem if it was fraudulent, where people print and hand out because this would be a loss of revenue.  Mr. Bossom said he has seen someone take an eraser, pencil it in to look like the next month.  Why don’t we have ID cards that are rechargable. County Administrator Cordes said these are good suggestions and the county has already looked into several but the county has a hard time finding money to print the tickets now.

Mr. Enty said the county does have money to buy electronic fare boxes from the capital money received.

Mr. Bossom said the image of LCT sucks, they get a bad rap.  What about putting a booth at the festivals, do a logo raffle and the winner wins a t shirt, picture on the bus, etc., get people involved.

Commissioner Kokoski said money was given by the government for capital improvements but not operations; this is why we get buses. She stated that RTA has a dedicated tax and this county has tried to supplement the funding but cannot longer do this and there is not a specific tax for the transit.


Terry Varney, 509 Dewey Avenue, Elyria said she takes the bus because she has no driver’s license. She takes three buses; #21 at 6 am to transfer point then to SuperK, then #31 to the Amherst connector, if this link was cut there is no other way to get to work.  It was stated bus 11 has 26 runs, they only have 13 from point to point.  Mr. Entry said this was a typo.  She asked why were more drivers hired, just to be laid off.   Commissioner Kokoski said 1st Transit is the employer of the drivers.  Commissioner Kalo said he does not believe this was the intent.  
Ms. Varney said she also agrees with the $5 pass but if you are going to eliminate all transfers, break it up during the day, rather than evening and morning because this is the most time people go to and from work.

Elizabeth Stewart, 1824 E. 37th Street, Lorain said she has a bad leg from an auto accident and cannot drive. Mr. Eric Brueing buys her a monthly pass and she has seen people rip drivers off.


Joseph, Fuller Road, said he has cerebral palsy, he is in a wheelchair and he has no close family.  He can barely survive on the monthly SSI of $664, he cannot afford the $5 bus pass, and he has cut back on food and has lost weight. He has an aide that sees him 2 times per week.  He rides the bus to the mall to have social interaction, or he would go insane sitting in his apartment.  He is only one voice, one person and would like them to listen to his heart. He has heard that RTA wanted to buy LCT, but LCT said no.  

Commissioner Kokoski said RTA would take over LCT if there was a dedicated tax, but if the county had a dedicated tax we would be able to run it ourselves.
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Annette Porter, 4611 Meister Road, Lorain uses the Amherst link 3-4 times/week and has heard there has been a drop in passengers, this is not true this link continues to grow and the drivers would say another bus and driver is needed for this route.  Once life support is discontinued, you die, well if you remove the Amherst link, this is just like taking a life support from the people.  How will patients get to and from the Cleveland Clinic if this is taken away, there are multiple users for dialysis, doctor appointments, groceries, seniors, handicap, etc. what about the people that are getting an education at high school and/or college.  If you cut this link, you cut a life support, you severate it, people will have no way to get to work, no way to support their families and children.  These buses are a life link, a life support an essence, you cut, you cut people’s livelihood.  This is not just a bus, peoples lives are at stake.  She quoted Proverb from the Bible, 21.13 and the Lord speaks, he says the one who shuts his ears to the cry of the poor, he too will cry out and will not be answered.”  You have heard the cries of two people consecutively right in order and hope that you have heard their cries, God Bless you and thanked the Board for allowing her to speak.

Wilbur, Burnette, 3455 Lowell Avenue said he is a dialyses patient, the buses are needed. You mention safety, if he is forced to drive, he will endanger his life as well as others.  When you get dialyses, he receives cramps from his feet to his stomach and comes out of his hands.  He gets these bad; he has to physically push down on his hands to get it out.  If he drove, he would endanger lives. This is how important the bus is to him.  He is to take care of his mother, but the nurses have told him to stop because he can no longer drive.

Commissioner Kokoski said her sister was on dialysis and went to Metro 3 times/week but it was the power of prayer that made her better.


Felicity Sinnema, 224 W. 15th Street, Lorain said the bus drivers are very important to her, without them she would not have a good day.  She has seen people place the tickets in the box and when they are not looking, they take them out.  Other people put lots of pennies or do not have the right amount.  Without buses, she would be unable to travel to Elyria to see her 8-month-old daughter who is in the custody of Children Services. She is fighting to get her back but she also gets a hot meal in Elyria and with no longer services on Sunday, people miss church.

Ann Hess, 1632 New Mexico, Lorain is a bus driver and the service is needed and is willing to pay more in taxes she takes pride in her job.


Kim Lester, Columbia Station, is a bus driver said the service is needed she usually takes people to churches to get a hot meal, if this is cut they will not eat, this will really effect the riders and some bus drivers.

George Perry-Bugala said this is the 2nd hearing, 1st hearing was Monday at Lorain Library, there were more people in attendance because it was held at night, more people work during the day.  There was not one Commissioner at the Monday meeting and should have been.  This has made it clear that the Board does not care; you sit in good chairs, sit in air conditioning, and do not be extravagant this is not a mandatory service but it is essential.  If you do the right thing, people will vote but if you do not people will not vote it will become a Bush league, put your money where your mouth is.

Rose Fergeson, 603 W. 21st Street, Lorain takes care of her brother and herself and rides the bus to work. Social security does not care if you do not have enough money to live on. She takes a bus from her house to the transfer point to SuperK to Amherst link, how will she go to the doctor.  From the doctors she takes the Amherst link back to 42 and then to Community Hospital, etc., this takes all day and gets groceries and the bus drivers are wonderful.

Barbara Thomas, 600 Kendal Drive, Oberlin said she has worked in the field of aging for over 30 years.  She attended the Monday meeting and a lot of people were there, she must ask the Board as elected leadership how do we come up with new solutions.  She knows that the fares do not support the operation; we need to get the public educated, get the word out.  We cannot sustain, it needs to improve, encourage people to use. She followed LCT for a year, encouraging people to use and saw some buses that were not in a condition to be on the road, no seat belts and drivers needed better training.  We  need to get leadership beyond the county coming together to solve the problem, not waiting for a year for it to fail like it will if cuts are made.  She asked the Board to get citizens like herself and others together, she has offered for two years to do an advisory committee and with change in leadership, this never came about.  We need to get people together to solve this problem to get people to help support what ever it is going to cost financial, it is not an option, it is a necessity. It is a necessity for jobs, for medial care, it is an essential for people to have basic needs meet. You have heard it here, she heard it all at the Library. We cannot let this fail, we cannot leave it in a condition that it has been, and we need to improve.  For 17 years, she worked in aging in Cuyahoga County and came to Lorain County for the last 17 years they had a dream to provide what they had. She was delighted over these 17 years to see LCT improve and the Dial A Ride in Oberlin in successful, probably the best in the county.  We need to see it work like that in the rest of the county, we need to improve, not sustain and we need to bring the leadership together to make it happen and the funding.  She was most impressed in the last month in half to realize that we have all these federal grant opportunities to help people remain independent. She did a lot of research to see who was collaborating to get proposals in for the July 15 deadline.  She was direly disappointed that Lorain County was not at the table collaborating with other counties in the state to do this; it makes her wonder if all the possibilities were explored.  She is now collaborating with people in Columbus for other areas that hopefully Lorain County will get a piece.  Why are not county leaders there, leadership needs to be followed through. She asked the board to call upon the citizens to help them because they have no one else to depend on, you heard it from the heart and we need to respond accordingly.

Gerald Dixonson, 3901 Washington Avenue, Lorain said he is here to be supportive but there might be some possibilities for money from the federal government.  He said LCT was very instrumental in helping his cousin, which was indigent.  His cousin was found living with her 8-year-old daughter in public housing with no heat. She turned herself around by riding the transit getting up early in all kinds of weather to go to LCCC, graduated with an associate degree, then attended CSU, taking the LCT to the Oberlin route where she would catch the RTA and graduated with a degree in physiology, master degree from TULSA and a lot of these people rely on this transportation to get them to and from.  This really help her pull herself out of the rut and we are proud of her, without this transportation she would not have done it and he shares this story because there are a lot of other people that are in the same position.

Debbie Coombs, 216 Moore Road, Avon Lake said her council member told her that they donated $16,500 to the transit.  County Administrator Cordes said he has met with Mayor Zuber earlier this week relating to discussing of collaboration with connector service.  He said Avon Lake only has amount $15,000 they can commit and the service from RTA will continue to September 2009.  Ms. Coombs asked if they have donated money towards the connector to keep it running, County Administrator said the Mayor has around $15,000 towards this project, but no money for the connector.  Ms. Coombs said she is attending LCCC this fall and needs the connector. Commissioner Kalo said all connectors are going to be cut.  Ms. Coombs said the bus drivers are all wonderful very hard working people and they do a good job, if routes are cuts, jobs will be cut and they have car and house payments too

Commissioner Kalo said letters would be sent to the communities to see if they can help with the connector service.

Commissioner Kokoski said hopefully the communities will come thorough with the money.

County Administrator Cordes said he has had discussions with some of the communities and does not believe they will be able to step to the plate to eliminate any reduction of service.  They might be able to keep vital service within community but they do not have the economics to balance this budget of the transit on the connector services.
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George Pelly Bugala said the ridership is slow, bus is inadequate, no weekend service in Wellington. The Board needs to rise to the occasion; no serious people will live here.

Commissioner Kokoski said the board needs to make $800,000 in cuts.  George Pelly Bugala said yes, but it does not have to be extravagant, this is service is an essential.


Mr. Taft, 15 Chestnut Street, Elyria said he moved to Elyria after living in a nursing home because there was an LCT bus right out his door.  He use to live behind Sheffield Center and after having a stroke, he could not walk too far or to long.  Now with all the cuts, he should have stayed in Sheffield because it was in walking distance of Apples, Marcs, etc.  He lives at Harr Plaza now and with no bus he will not be able to afford a $2.79 load of bread from the convenience store across the street.


James White, 94 Kendal, Oberlin is not a user of the transit but he sees many people that rely on this service.  He said that Ruth Krinder, retired Oberlin Senior Center, ran by the Neighboorhood House Association referred to LCT as the lifeline for a hard-core group of citizens in Oberlin. The Oberlin Senior Center has 2-300 people who attend regularly and is funded by the City of Oberlin and New Russia Township.  Most have autos but the hard core group live in subsidize housing, no funding, no relatives and no means of transportation.  He said the $880,000 cut should be made with some tweaking and it is incumbent upon the Board of Commissioners, if this service is taken away, what about the safety of residents, you are taking away the lifeline of these people and something else would have to fall into place.  An advisory council needs to be brought together from the county, cities, villages, townships, etc. to see what can be done for these people that ride the bus, you must do something.


Ms. Combs said the office personnel at First Transit are wonderful they dispatch and schedule you at the same time.

Commissioner Blair said the Board approved a purchase of service agreement today to provide non-emergency service through Job & Family Service from Ace Taxi and Life Care Wheelchair Services.  
Commissioner Blair referred to a comment;  why did the county purchase buses when service was being reduced. She stated that the county has the oldest fleet in the State of Ohio and a report from the state shows an allocation for rural transit transportation stimulus funds in amount of $834,000
Ron Twining, Assistant County Administrator said the AARA, stimulus money is for capital improvements only.  They will give you new equipment, new facility but no drivers or operating capital.  This money comes as 100% rather than the usual 80/20.  He stated that the county is out for bid on the 15 new buses, which will be paid for by the grant money.  In 2004 a study was done that determined that Lorain County had the oldest fleet in the State of Ohio and because transit did not have a lot of money we continued to put them together to put routes and drivers in service rather than buying replacement vehicles.  Now the maintenance cost is too high.  The county has bought seven surplus buses from Green County, which were warn but better than seven of ours.  We have leased six vehicles from MV because 13 vehicles were unsafe.

Commissioner Blair said the state is working on their 2-year appropriations and last year the county was saved by reducing routes because the county received a windfall of $635,000 but not sure, if we will receive anything this year. County Administrator Cordes said he just passed the Board the state budget that shows they cut $1.8 million and sliced another $5-6 million through Ohio Department of Transportation.

Ron Twining said the $600,000 was much appreciated but it was not for operational expense just capital improvements. If we did not have the 20% local match, which the county pleaded with the state and they came up with toll revenue taxes that paid the 20%.
Richard Enty said it is a long shot, but there is a bill pending in Congress, hopefully it is on the President’s desk now, that will allow transit systems across the county to use 10% of the economic stimulus money for operation purposes.  There could be money at NOACA through some highway projects which  are coming in less but will not know until September
County Administrator Cordes commended on a remark stated earlier that the county is not at the table with grant funding.  He said the county is at every funding stream possible, with the hat and hand, we just received welfare the work money and we will always continue to seek.  He stated in this county there has not been a huge amount of public support for the transit but the board has been supportive and provided general fund money to the transit to keep the buses running and without a dedicated revenue stream and no support, we will continue to not gain the respective dollars in the county.

Commissioner Kokoski appreciates everyone for coming and wishes we could do more to save as much as the transit as we possible can.  The problem could be breakdown of families, losing jobs, unfortunately, we will need to rely on our families, churches and friends to get a ride and hopefully some money will come through but right now, we have to cut $880,000.

Commissioner Kokoski moved, seconded by Commissioner Kalo to close the hearing. Upon roll call the vote taken thereon, resulted as: Ayes; all.
