A RESOLUTION ALLOCATING A PORTION OF THE COUNTY OF LORAIN, OHIO’S RECOVERY ZONE BOND VOLUME CAP ALLOCATION UNDER SECTION 1400U-1 OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1986, AS AMENDED, TO THE TREASURER OF THE STATE OF OHIO AND TO NATIONAL BRONZE & METALS, INC., FOR THE ISSUANCE BY THE TREASURER OF RECOVERY ZONE FACILITY BONDS UNDER SECTION 1400U-3 OF THE CODE FOR THE ULTIMATE BENEFIT OF NATIONAL BRONZE.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners (the “Board”) of the County of Lorain, Ohio (the “County”):


Section 1.  Findings and Determinations.  This Board finds and determines the following matters (unless otherwise defined herein, capitalized terms are defined in Section 4):

(a)
In Resolution No. 09-538, this Board designated the entire geographical territory of the County as a Recovery Zone under Section 1400U-1 of the Code.     

(b)
Under Section 1400U-1(a)(3)(A), the State of Ohio has allocated to Lorain County $21,716,000 of the State’s recovery zone bond volume cap limitation for the issuance of Facility Bonds to benefit projects located within the jurisdiction of Lorain County.

(c)
This Board finds that the Treasurer is an eligible issuer of Facility Bonds for projects located within the jurisdiction of Lorain County.

(d)
This Board has now determined  to allocate a portion of its Volume Cap to the Treasurer, as an Eligible Issuer of Facility Bonds, and to National Bronze, as the ultimate beneficiary to use the proceeds of such bonds for the eligible costs of “recovery zone property”. 

(e)
All formal actions of this Board relating to the enactment of this resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board, and all deliberations of this Board and of any of its committees that resulted in those formal actions, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22, Ohio Revised Code.


Section 2.
Allocation of Volume Cap to Ultimate Beneficiary.  This Board allocates $4,935,000 of the County’s Volume Cap to the Treasurer and to National Bronze for the issuance of the 2009 Bonds to finance the 2009 Project.  This allocation is contingent on delivery of an opinion of bond counsel that the issuance and use of proceeds of the 2009 Bonds are in compliance with the requirements of the Code, including Section 1400-3 thereunder.  This allocation will terminate on November 30, 2009 unless the 2009 Bonds are issued on or before November 30, 2009.

Section 3.
Authorization for Execution of Documents.  This Board authorizes and directs the County Administrator and all other County officers and officials to sign, deliver, or file any documents, agreements, or certificates in connection with the allocation of a portion of Lorain County’s Volume Cap to the Treasurer, as issuer of 2009 Bonds for the benefit of National Bronze,  as may be required by ARRA, the Code, the Treasury Regulations promulgated under the Code, and any other statute or regulation as the County Administrator deems necessary and appropriate.  
Section 4.  Definitions.  Words and terms are used in this resolution with the following meanings:
“ARRA” means the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009.
“Code” means the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.
“Facility Bonds” means Recovery Zone Facility Bonds, authorized under Section 1400U-3 of the Code.
“National Bronze” means National Bronze & Metals, Inc.
“Recovery Zone” means the area designated by this Board in Resolution No. 09-538 as a recovery zone, under Section 1400U-1 of the Code, meeting as least one of the following criteria:

(1) 
any area designated as having significant poverty, unemployment, rate of home foreclosures, or general distress, 

(2) 
any area designated as economically distressed by reason of the closure or realignment of a military installation pursuant to the Defense Base Closure and Realignment Act of 1990, and 
(3) 
any area for which a designation as an empowerment zone or renewal community is in effect.

“Treasurer” means the Treasurer of State of the State of Ohio.


“Volume Cap” means the portion of the recovery zone bond volume cap limitation allocated to be used for the issuance of Facility Bonds in Recovery Zones in Lorain County, as described in Section 1(b) of this ordinance.


“2009 Bonds” means Facility Bonds issued by the Treasurer for the benefit of National Bronze to finance the 2009 Project.


“2009 Project” means the eligible costs of “recovery zone property” under Section 1400-3 of the Code, located within the jurisdiction of Lorain County.

Section 5.  Effective Date.  This resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its adoption.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT




Commissioner Kokoski spoke with several Judges this week regarding the sales tax.  She along with Commissioner Blair attended the Team Lorain County Executive meeting and they will put the issue of the sales tax in front of the full board, but there was a consensus that they were all in favor of this.  She also attended the Solid Waste Policy meeting on Tuesday.


Commissioner Kalo received a letter from the Prosecutors office stating there is a shortage in professional fees for the Judges and attorney fees so they can continue to practice. This needs to be paid by September 1 or penalties will be assessed.  In the past this was paid from global accounts which are short but it needs to be done.  Commissioner Kokoski said this was to be done last week. County Administrator Cordes said discussion was held with the departments and there has been consensus by the board to pay these and he was instructed to find resources.  He has gone through the budget and pulled money through the regulatory compliance and all the attorney’s licenses can be paid from this and the court payment could have similar money from here to professional services.  He stated the county could cover the current paperwork. Commissioner Kalo said a resolution needs to be adopted. County Administrator said no he will put paperwork through the transfer and appropriation process.  
County Administrator Cordes said he is waiting on revenue numbers, which should have next week, and the sales tax is down $1 million and the other revenue could have increased.  The county departments are doing well with their budgets and working through the cuts.
Commissioner Kokoski said some departments have lived within their budgets what will happen to the other departments.

County Administrator Cordes said there was a meeting last week with departments relating to their budgets and a concern was with the departments that struggle to stay within the confines given by the board. What happens to them in the 11th hour when they can’t meet payroll, etc.  Commissioner Kalo said in the past the Board has been agreeable to advancing money with a slim chance of every getting it back.  County Administrator Cordes said reluctantly empathetic, there have been funds given from next years allocation but really never followed through.  There are many departments that are concerned that have made due with fewer resources and they would be penalized for making it work and for those that do not make it work will be awarded because they have shortfall, etc.  He is not sure how to handle these questions but indicated the Board would hold the line.  Commissioner Kalo said the piggybank is empty, don’t come back.  County Administrator Cordes said some departments asked then why was the budget prepared in certain ways and it was indicated that various departments asked for different authorities to operate within their budgets and those things were given, and he was surprised that some departments did not know this.  He stated that in 2005 the Board allowed the departments to manage their budget in the aggregate.  Another question that was asked was why then do they have to send transfers, etc. to the Board for approval and he indicated that so the Board can see what is going on.  County Administrator Cordes said the PERS is short because the contribution went up but the board said a few years ago they would not fund this, they gave a 3% increase to the budget on the aggregate number not on each specific line item so they needed to shore up their pers how every they saw fit.  County Administrator said those departments that have made it work are very concerned what will happen for those that have not made it work come up to the board and put the board on the spot in helping them do whatever they have to do, some departments are running out of time.
Commissioner Kokoski said the board did a quarterly budget so we could see where everyone was at. County Administrator said some will not make it.  He said everyone was aware of their budget and back in 2005 once we got their budget they were left alone to be big girls and boys and they knew how to take care of their own departments.  The freedom that was granted by this board to be a little less macro than micro has now caused problems.  He would suggest this, they still have money, the only thing that we took from the quarter appropriation was the salary and pers accounts. They still have the ability to move money from the other accounts to make decisions relating to the salary accounts.  He is not indicating they don’t have the ability to still move money, he has not looked but do know that some people have issues in the 3rd quarter with the salary accounts and there is only about 6 weeks left.


Commissioner Kalo said last night he attended the complete count committee and working on getting the census and thanked Ron Twining, Christine Brandon and Ashley Scott for working on this with Betty Halliburton, US Census. Working on a structure to get to the communities and homeless and we have a video being plugged into to the broadcast and looking for people to work to start in September until next year.  More information is available at www.2010census.gov.

Commissioner Blair said a group of her high school friends took a tour of the Black River on the Port Authority boat, which is a guided tour by a Metropark Naturalist.
She also said the NOACA executive board met on Monday and will give the match money for the commuter rail.

Also the City of Elyria has forwarded to NOACA the USEPA notice of intent to sue under the federal clean water act relating to LORCO permit to install and this has been the first time this has happened._________________(discussion was held on the above)

The crossings were inspected by PUCO and findings were to have county highway department make repairs and bill railroad.  The Engineer has performed minor asphalt patching at the time to remove road hazard that exited due to pot holes.  Also CSX intended to resurface these crossing sometime this summer, which has not been done and hope to have this addressed before the winter.  Also Elyria Township has an issue with drainage problem existing along west side of CSX rail; ditch needs to be cleaned to eliminate the flooding that occurs on the properties to the west due to condition of the railroad ditch

PUBLIC COMMENT

Dave Noll, Lorain County Deputies Association, address Sheriff’s office; will not give out his address, he lives in Cleveland. He has an 

issue with the recent press that was given as of last Friday and has a problem when looking at the gas situation, for example, no one has a crystal ball, no one knows what money or expenses will be or what will happen. Last year, we were looking at $4/gallon, early part of this year looking at $2/gallon.  People elected the board to be good stewards of the money and make financial sound decisions.  It is his understanding so far that $1.1 million has been collected last month from the sales tax which by resolution 09-57 is for justice and that purpose alone.  He has a problem and the association has a problem selling this to the association.  The negative aspect trying to push the sales tax is not going to work and scaring the people and telling them that there is going to be more cuts, is not the way to approach it, he believes.  When he looks at his personal budget it would be nice to say the prices have gone up and this is going up, he is going to start saving, or stop paying something and you can not do this.  You have to continue to pay and make sacrifices and when times are getting better, he is not investing money right now, but he is not stockpiling either. He does not think this is the right approach, he thinks what the Commissioners need to do is look at the people and say we have collected so much money, so what we are going to do is to attempt to restore the services that we can as of right now, and then rely on your affirmative vote in November to keep these services intact.  If we could restore some of these jobs, not saying all of them, but have more than enough money right now to restore these services and tell the public that they are not interrupted again, we need to pass this tax. This is a much better approach than trying a negative approach in scaring them saying we are looking at more cuts.  He does not want to believe that, he believes there is a fantasy in there and don’t believe we will have to do more cuts right now.  Looking at the numbers and the financial review they had done does not indicate that.  He thinks it is time to look at this, the officer’s safety is well at risk, he has and Captain Drozdowski can attest to this, there have been many occasions; one on a Friday night from four to midnight, one officer was patrolling the entire county.  He would not go out if it was him and they are reviewing this now, should he go out, should he put his life at risk to be the one officer out there patrolling that much territory, he does not believe he should, he does not believe anybody should be served with this.  Eventually, what is going to happen, there is going to be a catastrophe and if this is what it takes to wake up, that is wrong; we don’t need to wait for the catastrophe we need to have some foresight and avoid this catastrophe. Somebody is going to get hurt, either a citizen or a deputy and probably killed. There was a K-9 officer on patrol and the k-9 officer was killed in East Cleveland, so having a k-9 officer is not going to protect that officer.  Something needs to be done and look at this seriousness, we need to look at what the people are going to say, we want to support this levy and knows that we need to support it, he knows we need that money but it is how we are going to support, or how we are going to ask the people to support it.  He thinks a positive approach is going to work much better. If you tell these people, look, we collected this much money, we anticipate this much more money coming next month, it looks to him that it will be $5-6 million before the end of the year. 
Commissioner Kalo said we are hoping so we can open up next year.  Mr. Noll said exactly, but you do not hoard money to open up, you spend it, we do not have the luxury of hoarding money right now, in hopes that it might get worse or better, we don’t know what they are going to do. Commissioner Kalo said neither do they. Mr. Noll said then we address that then, if they get worse then you lay off again, but bring the people back if the money is collected, these people, you passed this resolution that told them that is what the money was used for. Commissioner Kalo said the money that is coming is being saved to keep where it is today, Mr. Noll said this is not what the resolution stated, Commissioner Kalo said criminal justice system. Mr. Noll said then lets use it for that, Commissioner Kalo said it will be in 2010. Mr. Noll said why can’t we use it now, why are we sitting on the money. Commissioner Kalo said if the sales tax does not pass there will be even more severe cuts.  Mr. Noll said we do not know that, he don’t know that, you don’t know that, no one knows that, Commissioner Kalo said correct, this is why we are doing based on, Mr. Noll said what you are doing is going to fail the tax, the negative belief.  Commissioner Kalo said if the association does not want to get on board with this, Mr. Noll said he is not saying.  Commissioner Kokoski said one at a time please.  Commissioner Kalo said it is going to be something you guys will have to carry, we have talked with you, we have worked with you, we have worked the Sheriff’s department, we have been working with every elected official in this county and if you choose not to then, then the public can decide, if you choice to be on board we need that then the public will make that decision also.  Mr. Noll said he can not speak for the association, there has not been a vote yet, but he thinks the general consensus is that they are in support, but what he is saying, is how we spend that money now that it is being collected is very important for the passage of the tax.  If the people out there see you sitting on money with their safety being compromised, it will not pass and this is the bottom line.  Commissioner Kalo said that is your opinion..  Commissioner Kalo said they are the budgetary authority and we have to open up this county with some semblance of safety out there, if the dollars are spent now and the public decides not to support or maintain the sales tax, think how bad it will be with $6 million less. Mr. Noll said he is just saying the board is making the wrong decision by a negative approach.  Commissioner Kokoski said the budget this year is figured with last year’s carryover and the next year this is no carryover.  The money that is sitting aside in justice is carryover to get us were we are at right now, she brought up last week to the administrator about taking an advance for 2010 for the deputies, but if the sales tax does not pass then you are crippled  for 2010.  Mr. Noll said then you cripple them and then deal with it then.  He said they are doing other things with the townships trying to resolve that issue, working with the trustees to set up some type of political entities similar to the central ambulance where they can vote on their own levy. We would love to see this pass, Commissioner Kalo said so would we. Mr. Noll said he knows, but they are taking steps too, but they need help and he can’t expect to tell his membership to go out there by yourself, get killed and tell your wife we are sorry or tell your husband we are sorry. This is what is going to happen, someone is going to get hurt and then guess what, you guys will make a decision, because you will have to under public pressure. Commissioner Kokoski said there is no money, Dave. Mr. Noll said eliminate it completely, don’t put people out there in safety and risk that you are putting them out there now, it is insane, would you like to be out there alone. Commissioner Kokoski said no.  Mr. Noll said he does not think anyone of you would, they are out there alone several times and he has to deal with these people and their grief and angry, you have to do something, this is all he is saying.  We talked about the hospitalization fund that took four months before anything was ever addressed since those hearings about maybe we would do a holiday. Commissioner Kalo said they were talking about this previously. Mr. Noll said four months have past since the hearings and nothing has been done yet, talked about it but nothing has been done.  Commissioner Kokoski said the premium holiday is only to shore up the shortfalls for this year, not to bring anybody back.  Mr. Noll said there is money there, they uncovered this money.  Commissioner Kalo said you did not uncover any money, aware of the dollars that were there, it is normal budgetary. Mr. Noll said why, when the consulting company says 18%, we are at 65%, there’s no money there.  County Administrator Cordes said the consulting company said that you lied, Mr. Noll said he did not lie.  County Administrator Cordes said he had the owner/principle of the company in his office, Mr. Noll said bring him in, County Administrator Cordes said he prepared to do this and you should watch your statements. Mr. Noll said he is not watching anything, he is allowed to make statements. County Administrator Cordes said you should conduct yourself a little more civil, you did not uncover anything, we were well aware of what was there and working on it before.  Every time we try to have a discussion with you, we don’t see it your way, you become indigent and loud and rude, Mr. Noll said no he does not, County Administrator said yes you do.  Mr. Noll, well, guess what, we are on the verge of making some changes here and that is what is coming up, County Administrator said indigent, loud and rude. Mr. Noll said there is nothing rude about it, you are stewards of the finances and the people of this county do not believe you are doing a proper job, they have a way of recalling that. Commissioner Blair said there is no recall. Mr. Noll said there is a removal of office.  Commissioner Blair said for misfeasance, malfeasance or nonfeasance but there is no recall.  Mr. Noll said there is removal of office and he is not the first person to make an inquiry about this.  County Administrator said we don’t have to worry about you voting on this because you do not even live here.  Mr. Noll said there are many people being unprotected. County Administrator Cordes said you don’t.  Mr. Noll said that does not matter, he represents the deputies that do live here and are putting their lives at risk for you Jim.  County Administrator Cordes said nothing matters to you, the Board is all aware of the issues with the deputies.  Mr. Noll said nothing has been done to bring them back.  Commissioner Kokoski said how about the two solid waste deputies and the fact that another deputy would have been laid off if we did not pay for the workers comp.  There are three deputies that we have paid for, so if you are saying we have done nothing, and she wanted to do more, we want to do more but guess what there is no money.  Mr. Noll said according to Mark Stewart there is. County Administrator Cordes said the workers comp money actually because the deficit became later in the year would have resulted in the loss of two deputies if we did not cover it.  Not sure what you are aware of not, but it was in an excess of $70,000 that was moved from other funding, Commissioner Kokoski said actually from the healthcare plan for Gilda and Julie, County Administrator Cordes said to recoup expenses for salaries and instead of putting into the commissioners funds for our employees we put it into the sheriff’s. Commissioner Kokoski said when you say we are using this as a scare tactic, that is the fastest from the truth, we did not just pick our safety services, every single department in the county got hit the same.  Go talk to the prosecutor’s office. Mr. Noll said when he is talking about the scare tactics he is talking about coming out to people and say if this does not pass we will have 10% more cuts.  Commissioner Kokoski said there will be cuts but she does not know if it will be 10%, but there will be more cuts.   Mr. Noll said you don’t have a crystal ball.  County Administrator Cordes said that is right, but unfortunately this is the situation, we have to look forward and make assumptions based upon what we are seeing.  He said if they do not look forward, then they say they should have looked forward, we don’t have a crystal ball but we are looking at the revenues and he has offered you anytime to come in and talk about this, you have not been denied but you have not done this and again he will suggest to him if you have concerns he will be more than willing to do that.  County Administrator Cordes said with regard to the future if the revenue numbers continue to dip, we don’t have enough money for 2010 based upon the current projects in what we are seeing with inflationary costs going into 2010, we just will not have the money and we are required to open up.  If the money is used from the generated tax, those reductions become multiplied in 2010, if the revenue numbers stay flat for 2009, completely flat on the projections and they collected from the additional tax we will only be able to balance the budget in 2010 without inflationary costs and still be short a million and a half dollars.  Mr. Noll said what he is trying to stress is, lets say with an average deputy making $84,000/year and shooting for September, October, November and December the last four months and right now we have 10 out, if we could tell the public we could be in support of the tax, what would this cost you, you are looking at a third of $84,000, you would be saving on unemployment.  County Administrator Cordes said four divided by cost would be around $84,000, but round up to $100,000 with all the other things included.  Mr. Noll said if you took $100,000 from the $1.1 million that was collected last month and said to the public that we are going to try bringing back four deputies just for the balance of this year as an experiment, you are only spending $100,000, he thinks that the tax would stand a so much better chance of passing, to say we are trying to restore them we need your support to be able to restore them all and if you continue these would be in their position.  County Administrator Cordes said if the board finds $100,000 would you reopen the contract?  Mr. Noll said he can not speak for them. County Administrator said we come to the same point everytime, Commissioner Kalo said right.  Mr. Noll said we went through this it was in the big article that he put in all the concessions that were offered that were turned down, they made concession, they offered them to the sheriff and they were rejected on all three proposals.  Commissioner Kokoski said on concession, Mr. Noll said on concessions, we talked about hour cuts because you could not do longevity and everything else because everyone is in a different rank, some people are 20 and 15 years and to cut longevity would not have been a fair cut across the board, so they talked about salaries and different things and proposed them in meetings with the sheriff and they were turned down all three of them and this is what was addressed in the article, they tried.  County Administrator Cordes said he can appreciate that, but he was not there and can’t comment but his question again is, if the board finds additional resources will the contract be reopened for discussion.  Mr. Noll said he will take that to them and let them vote.  County Administrator Cordes said why don’t you find this out first and then we can talk about finding the money.  Commissioner Kalo said we also have the issues of the Prosecutors Office that is working 85% and pretty soon we will not be able to get cases through the court either, you start getting one and not another you wrestle.  Mr. Noll said he is not saying that you should not do anything for everybody but he is saying a minimum amount for each department, he just thinks it would make, it would send a very strong message to the public.  Commissioner Kalo said if you can find $100,000 in savings through adjustments in that contract possibly we can look at, Mr. Noll said you are asking him to ask a lot of angry people.  Commissioner Kalo said these are negotiations no one is ever happy when you do cuts, we know that, but we have to come to some, the best negotiations in the world.  Mr. Noll said you want us to come up with $100,000, so that means you come up with nothing.  Commissioner Kalo said he did not say that, he said come up $100,000 make it happen, go back talk with your people then come back to us to work on. Mr. Noll said Robin Bell represents the Sheriff or whomever she represents told them if they make cuts and the county was restored there was no way they could get those restored, now he is suppose to sell that to these people.  County Administrator Cordes said Robin Bell represents the Sheriff, we do not usually involve themselves with other elected officials negotiations we just provide services for each department and he is not privy to what the discussions were at the table or do we try to involve ourselves, but he will indicate that why you are holding up that piece of paper and say that is your published ad, that is not a newspaper article, you paid for your published view, while not everyone watching knows that, that is number one. Number two, is you do state publicly to the media that they asked about freezing salaries and you said and they quoted you, it would only save four deputies so we decided not to do.  Mr. Noll said there was never a decision not to do it, what they were told at the time was and proposed it to the union was that if they cut those positions, took the freezes and what he asked her point blank was if the county regains solvency, can we go back and she said no and this is what he was trying to sell.  County Administrator Cordes said he is not saying this was not done at the table or discussed he is just talking about the representation that was made to the media. Mr. Noll said you know as well as he does, they are going to quote half of what you are saying.  Commissioner Kalo said they only quote 100% of them and half of you, Mr. Noll said it is very selective. Mr. Noll said he just wanted to come up and sorry if he got loud but he is getting people yelling at him constantly so it is getting very aggravating.  Commissioner Kalo said you have one department we have all of them yelling.  Mr. Noll said if you could do this, look at it, he will talk with them about what you recommended.  Commissioner Kokoski said are you considering this an advance from 2010 money, Mr. Noll said he does not know how, he would be glad to sit down with you ad discuss, Commissioner Kokoski said we need to do this.  Commissioner Kalo said taking advance on $100,000 and don’t maintain the sales tax in November, you would take an additional $100,000 next year would not be in the deputies budget.  Mr. Noll said he understands.  Commissioner Kalo said you understand but you will have to explain it to the people you represent.  Commissioner Kokoski said the public will see deputies coming back not realizing the crippling effect in 2010, they found money, they did not find money, they borrowed from future money.  Mr. Noll said the problem he has envisioned and knows this is going to happen because the Lorain County Fair Board pays those deputies to work down there so when these people work the fair and see 20 deputies there are going to say where the problem is.  County Administrator Cordes said lets put this out here right now, great point Dave, excellent one and will come up quick and they also have a misconception when they see the deputies in other places too.  He has had dialogue with the Sheriff concerning deputies at the fair and he said he only has one or two working security, and probably only one this year, but the rest of the deputies as you know, are on off duty assignment hired by the fair board or if you see them at the mall or movie theater, they are actually being paid off duty assignment by those business. One of the things that is very prevalent in almost every law enforcement contract they are allowed to use uniform in security patrol to bring extra comfort to a community they are providing for and help us as well as a visual law enforcement.  Commissioner Kalo said it is like a second job.  Mr. Noll said he just knows that people see this and hopes people are aware of this and they were going to put a sign out there and saying actually how many are on patrol.  He will talk with them and also get into discussions with the board.  County Administrator said please do, thank you David.
