WHEREAS, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners received Federal Funds to complete the FTA required Alternative Analysis for the proposed commuter rail service between Vermilion/Lorain and Cleveland.  Request for Proposals were publicly advertised and five (5) proposals were received.  

WHEREAS, a interview committee of five (5) reviewed and evaluated all proposals and agreed to interview the top three (3) firms.  Interviews were held on Wednesday, October 21, 2009 in the County Administration Building.  It is the committee’s recommendation that the County enter into an agreement with Parsons Brinkerhoff, Inc. to complete the study as the most qualified firm for this project.

WHEREAS, Parson Brinkerhoff and their team have agreed to complete all work identified in the RFP within the budget of $364,800.00 (Three Hundred Sixty-four Thousand Eight Hundred Dollars and no cents) and within eight (8) months of award date allotted this project.

Lorain County Post Construction Rules (comprehensive storm water management) and amendment to Erosion & Sediment Control Rules 

Clerk Upton noted today was the duly advertised 1st public hearing on the Lorain County Post Construction Rules (comprehensive storm 
water management) and amendment to Erosion & Sediment Control rules. The 2nd public hearing will be November 19 at 9:45 a.m.
Nancy Funni, Administrator – Lorain Soil & Water Conservation District said the team consist of; herself, Wayne Mileti & Bill 

Holtzman – Engineer’s Office, Christine Brandon-Community Development Department and Jerry Innes-Assistant Lorain County Prosecutor.

Ms. Funni stated the Rules were adopted June 28, 2008 for Lorain County Erosion and Sediment Control Rules and would like to amend the following;

· Section 2.2 – change title Terms Defined to Definitions to match Post-Construction

· Section 2.2 – adding definition of Clean Water Act

· Section 6 – Monitoring for Compliance Enforcement – 6.1 – removing the last sentence in that paragraph to match the enforcement in Post Construction.  This will expedite the enforcement of a stop work order.

· Change payment from the Lorain County Commissioners to Lorain Soil and Water Conservation District

Lorain County Post Construction Rules (Comprehensive Storm Water Management)

· Lorain Soil and Water Conservation District will be administrator of these Rules in cooperation with the Lorain County Engineer’s Office.

· Purpose of this regulation is to establish technically and economically reasonable storm water management standards to achieve a level of storm water quality and quantity control that will minimize damage to property and degradation of water resources for Lorain County.  This is disturbing one (1) acre or larger.  However less than one (1) are not exempt from compliance with all other provisions of these Rules.

· This is for development or re-development.

· Will help reduce water quality impacts to receiving water resources that may be caused by new development or re-development

· Help control storm water runoff, incorporate storm water quality and quantity controls into site planning

· Maximize use of storm water management practices to help with flood and erosion control.

Commissioner Kalo asked how much money is being received, because he has a problem with redirection with the budget.  Ms. Funni stated 

said there has been nothing collected but could be around $1,900.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the clean water act was mandated by the EPA and no money was provided, but another program that 

he is not sure how the Prosecutor’s office will prosecutor if a violation occurs.  Ms. Funni said she has spoken with the EPA relating to the budget situation in the county and they have indicated that the county needs to be in compliance and will face fines up to $10,000.

Commissioner Kalo asked if there were any comments or questions from the public, none being, Commissioner Kalo moved, seconded by Commissioner Blair to close the public hearing. Upon roll call the vote taken thereon, resulted as: Ayes: Kalo & Blair / Absent; Kokoski out sick.
