PUBLIC HEARING

December 10, 2009
2ND SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL
This 2nd public hearing was held today on the intent to designate solid waste facilities and invitation for designation.  There was a formal motion made last week to have a second public hearing today due to the discrepancy of notices not being sent to the legislative authority of each municipal corporations and townships within the District and the Director of EPA.

Mr. Billman, Director, Lorain County Solid Waste Management District asked if there was anyone from the public.

Commissioner Blair asked Mr. Kidder, Allied Waste/Republic to come up to speak.

Mr. Kidder said the request of designation has been asked for a reduction because other landfills out of county, specifically Cuyahoga County at $1/ton and they pay $4/ton to Lorain County.  They had a contract with the City of Cleveland for the disposal of solid waste and lost the contract to another landfill because of a lower fee structure. This contract was awarded to another contract for one year and then can go back out to bid in July 2010.  They continue to ask so they are more competitive in the bids is a reduction as part of this designation process.  They are not asking for a $1/ton they are asking that the fee be lowered from $4/ton to $2.40/ton and there are several things in the proposal that was submitted on Monday of this week.  There were certain elements injunction with the fee reduction.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if there was a copy. Clerk stated that the bids were opened on Monday through Purchasing Department and she will go obtain a copy.  Mr. Kidder said they are asking for this reduction until 2012 so they can be competitive and profitable because the other landfills should change there fee structure and they are committed to brining all Cuyahoga county waste they control to this landfill, which is significantly more due to the merger between Republic Services and Allied Waste.  
Commissioner Blair thanked him for elaborating.

Commissioner Kokoski said an article stated that Allied/Republic is making a lot of money even without the fee reduction. Mr. Kidder said he is not sure where this was heard or what news article it was read from but they are a profit traded company, books are rolled up into a national. Commissioner Kokoski said in Waste/Recycling, Republic earnings jumped by $30 million in the 3rd quarter.  Mr. Kidder said this is on a $9 billion corporation this is not significant, looking at the total company. They operate individually as independent profit and loss centers, a good quarter is a good thing, nothing wrong with this for a corporation this side, but on local level the contract they lost was an $8 million annual contract and obviously $8 million to Lorain County landfill, there would have been a profit that is gone.  If this continues and get a temporary reduction in the fees until 2012 so they can stay competitive in Northeast Ohio.  They currently employ 400 people in Lorain County and this jobs are affected directly if they are competitive or not.  This jobs can be gone and loose the contracts like the City of Cleveland, which is the single largest contract in Northeast Ohio and was lost because of fees being $1 less per ton so we can remain competitive and hopefully profitable these corporations don’t exist unless they make money, whether it is local or national and he would hate to see them get smaller in Lorain County and they are the only company that he knows of in Lorain County in 2009 that despite switching to automation in the residential contracts, they might be the only company that added 20 jobs.
Commissioner Kokoski said in the proposal that the Clerk just received states there would be a 10% discount to all county residents on the posted gate rates for all solid waste in the landfill.  Mr. Kidder said any resident that comes to the landfill in their truck, car, etc they can use the drop-off area and they will receive 10% discount.  Commissioner Kokoski said the Board needs to review this proposal.

Mayor Tony Krasinko, City of Lorain said he received notice of the intent to adopt or designate a solid waste facility per ORC 343.014 as part of the solid waste plan. The City of Lorain stand point as to what Mr. Kidder was speaking of, does not sound like what was advertised for the intent to designate facility.  Under the code the designation of the facility is for in county solid waste is generated shall be disposed of in a manner at a designated facility essential eliminating competition but locking in all solid waste to go to the designated landfill and generate additional dollars with the tonnage coming in.  Are we talking about a fee restructuring, where it is lowering out county tipping fees or what was contemplating in this resolution for designation of a in county landfill.
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said there is a preliminary designation and had to have providers submit proposal and there was only one received. By doing this preliminary designation, similar to getting architect and you have to evaluate and rank and then the Board reviews for negotiating the contract and then there is a final designation and part of this process is also looking at fees.

Mayor Krasinko said garbage hauling is not his expertise but it does raise concern with the City of Lorain as he thinks with the City of Elyria and seeking bids for trash haulers.  The concern for the City of Lorain that anything that give explicitly that all solid waste generated by the city must then be dumped at lorain county landfill and could put a stop to all other competition and you never want to create a monopoly and would recommend the Board weigh this carefully make sure all basis are covered so we are not eliminating competition just for the sake of generating the fee.  When an outside hauler obtains a contract and hauls outside to another county, are they still paying an in county rate even though they are taking outside. 
Mr. Billman said there is a process if the Board does a designating and can offer  a waiver to the company and could include a $2 fee that Allied pays the county for everything that is outside.  Commissioner Kalo said if a competitor came in and hauled outside the county now, there is no $2 fee.

Commissioner Kokoski said City of Lorain voted down curbside.  Mayor said yes they chose not to do a volume base system and will not receive solid waste funding. So for their residents to pay an additional $2/ton for an outside company, would not receive any benefit of solid waste dollars back into the city would be an unfair fee passed on the city residents unless they do receive solid waste monies to reduce such fee or enjoy the savings brought on by competition even though it is taking solid waste out of the county.
Ed Neiger, Columbia Township Trustee said the townships’ problem is the residents are having a lot of trouble with Allied Waste. They set up a separate phone line and had over 3-40 calls complaining about Allied Waste, they are a monopoly. The residents are currently talking with Mr. Gentiley, Ohio Attorney General Office and received letter from Mr. Rumply, who has been designated by the Attorney general to come into Lorain County, they have a landfill outside of the county.  Republic was to give up some territory and Rumply has purchased and integrating this into their system and come into lorain county and give residents to go to another waste hauler if they so choose.  Columbia Township would be glad to have them come in but they would have to solicit their own customers. They were told by Metro they needed 1500, there are many elderly people that are having trouble with the carts.  He also understood from the Attorney Generals office there has been another company ordered to come into the county.

John Piwinski, New Russia Township Trustee said the landfill is in this township. They have looked at the fee structure and monies are generated for the grants which could be jeopardized.  Other counties waste should be looked at because the Board has the right to reject any and all bids and negotiated waivers.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if the Township reduced the fee for Allied, Mr. Piwinski said yes they did reduced it temporary from August 1, 2009 – December 31, 2009 from $1.54/ton to $1/ton and if this continues could result in looking at reduction of employees.  Mr. Piwinski said they are not in favor of the reduction but did it as a good faith effort in the contract and they can request a fee structure due to economic hardship and did not see a total impact but this was only based on fee structure with other landfills not competition
Commissioner Kokoski said the proposal from Allied and we could negotiate.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said yes. Commissioner Kokoski said not in favor to proceed today.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if there was any more comments, there was none.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said this was a public hearing on the preliminary designation, Mr. Greenberg, GT Environmental and Mr. Bauer, Solid Waste Legal Counsel were not present based upon the cost involved but this can be an option if the board would like to hear comments further.  The board can close the hearing today and take this comments under consideration. The board can go with the preliminary designation today and then go through negotiations and then approve a formal designation.
Commissioner Kokoski would like to hear from Mr. Greenberg and Mr. Bauer.

Mr. Neiger asked if he could get a copy of the proposal. Commissioner Kokoski said the Clerk will get you one.

Dan Talarek, Lorain County Treasurer said there is no increase in salaries or extra employees, total cost is $372,980.71
Commissioner Kalo asked if there is an ability to increase fees for more revenue.  County Administrator Cordes said the county has made some one time shots have been made such as; healthcare premium holiday to alleviate deficit in 2009 between the ¼% jail and ½% general fund savings at least $1.5 million.  The county has also been looking at bringing advances back and the biggest one is the workers comp not seeing a benefit until 2011.  The healthcare contracts are being reviewed looking at limit reissuance, which last year was around $950,000 and looking at loss ratio to cost of insurance and should be able to bring down the cost of around $1.5 million.
Commissioner Kalo said there is a hole of $3 million in 2010 and could be in 2011 due to inflation cost.  The one time shots that the county has does now, like shutting down transit that we can not do again and his concern in 2011 with no increase to general fund we are looking at least $3.5 million in cuts.  

Mr. Talarek said for the last 3 years the County Commissioners Association and County Treasurers Association has tried to raise the fees that are collected by the Treasurer and Auditor that go into the general fund and nothing has been done by the state legislators.  We all need to get together and work on this because the structure has not been changed since 1956.  Mr. Talarek said 2 years ago the county made $8.3 million in investment earnings, last year was $5.8 million by the skin of our teeth this year we will make $2.9 million, the only change he made to the budget he reduced the investment earnings down to $1.9 million.  

Mr. Talarek said due to the TARP money the banks do not want our money and then if the banks do need it they can borrow it from the feds and get it for free.  Last year we were getting a 2% cd the best investment we have is at .30%, StarOhio is at 0.12% and use to brag about how the money was generated because the taxes were not raised and unfortunately this is not the case now and do not see this changing.
County Administrator said with the county spending down with the reserves and carryover this has also decreased the amount of money to invest. Mr. Talarek said yes which has an impact on the county’s portfolio.  He said two years ago when the everyone heard there was $15 million of extra money and in that two years, the local government money was shifted due to the population the county general fund has lost $3.5 million in each year, so the actual total comes to $14.9 million the county ahs lost in 2 years.  The sales tax is down $2.5 million and expenses are up.

Commissioner Kalo asked if there would be a return to the general fund. Mr. Talarek said he will double check the figures but don’t expect anything being returned.

County Administrator Cordes said that not everyone has agreed with the policies in the last few years, but the money has not been spent, we have a lowest tax base.  Mr. Talarek said out of the 88 counties in the state of Ohio that have the inside mileage, Lorain County has the 87th lowest and we are the 9th largest county.  Mr. Talarek said the sales tax was needed and if people can go to Cuyahoga County and pay $1.50 more for every $100 you spend and this is what is going to happen when the sales tax goes off in April, they will keep cuyahoga county government running efficiently, god bless you.

Commissioner Kokoski aid banks have been changed because of fees. Mr. Talarek said yes, banks have been changed and out of the 20+ years he has been Treasurer and this year they went over $100 million in investments.  

Commissioner Blair said there has been many creative ideas. Mr. Talarek said yes we did issue a bond in house equaling $1.3 million sewer bond and worked with United American Capital Corporation and Vorys, Aster, Seymour & Pease the County Treasurer purchased these 5 year bonds, saving the county $200,000 with a 6%.

Mr. Talarek said under ORC 135, the money collected by the treasurer all interest goes into the county general fund, the only interest that does not go into the general fund is metropolitan park district and motor vehicle monies.  Commissioner Kokoski said there was a resolution stating that the mvgt money goes to the engineer.

Dan Talarek, Lorain County Treasurer said as the Chairman of the Board of Revisions he is really representing Commissioner Kokoski and County Auditor Stewart.  There are only 2 people working in this office, 1 retired last year for a total payroll of $88,308.28.  Last year there was over 2,000 cases because many people felt the values should have been lowered.  Unfortunately in Columbus, the Board of Tax Appeals out of 13 employee they have 3 left and anytime someone wants to repeal these cases you can go to Common Pleas or go to Board of Tax Appeals, which is sending everything back to the Board of Revisions.  There was a triennial update and the average of the values went down about 6%.  This 6% is only $1-2 tax dollars and when you dispute it is only on the fair market value no tax dollars.  He said due the economy not doing any better there is some discussions that we will probably equal or double what the Board of Revisions saw this year. (Budget Department had a note that additional funds were given for sick/vacation payout)

Judy Nedwick, Lorain County Recorder said her salary totals are $763,777.18 and includes one employee that retired in November with 30 years of service.  The department laid off 2 full time and 1 part time employee, the person that retired was the office manager and will not be replaced but request the $21,000 to bring the management consisting of 4 people back up to the 80 hours, they have only worked 72 hours. There are 12 full time employees; 4 in non-bargaining working 72 hours, 8 bargaining and 2 full time on layoff.  One lady runs the copy room, which is union and when she is off the copy department is closed. They have generated well above this year, surprisingly extra revenue because a law had changed due to non compliance in July bringing in $27,000 to the general fund  She served as President of the Recorders Association and her term is up but within this year she has travel extensively and have discussed with the state for increases and gets shout down, but they are starting to listen, hopefully this will make them self sustaining.
Commissioner Kokoski said they did not receive any additional funding and stayed within their budget. County Recorder Nedwick said they are still looking into what can be brought back to the general fund.________________(discussion was held on the above)

Ron Nabakowski, Lorain County Clerk of Courts said in 2009 they laid off 6 deputy clerks from general fund and the legal division is working short hours from 10 am – 4:30 p.m., cutting out the 2 hours from phone calls and counter service.  They are trying to stay on top of the criminal work and the civil cases are around 2 ½ - 3 weeks behind. There has been no salary increases since 2008 and took 10% this year, having 2 retires and 6 layoffs.  There are over 1000 mandates from the general assembly they are meeting some of them but not all.  In the civil division, the foreclosures are up about 12% with all the layoffs in the county because people are around 90 days or more late and next year this will be a even bigger problem.  
Commissioner Kalo said will the increase in the foreclosures help out, since this has not been raised for 2 years.  Clerk Nabakowski said this has helped.  Under HB10 the court costs have been increased which will go to the general fund.  He stated the N. Ridgeville office has been paid off, the titles have been better and will probably give around $50,000 back and hope that this office will be profit within 2 years.

In 2008 there was a$130,000 in interest income this year, the portfolio for federal agency bonds is at 30 basis points now only get 1.96% which is down a quarter million dollars due to the economic situation.

County Administrator Cordes said there is a postage issue with the foreclosure department.  Sally Pack, Clerk Courts office said she is working with Lisa Hobart, Budget director because they have paid over $144,000 back to the general fund and should have been the postage account.  County Administrator Cordes said he was concerned why this was paid into the general fund and not the postage.

Commissioner Kokoski said the office was given over $125,000 in addition to the budget this year coming from the foreclosure, do you need additional.  Mr. Nabakowski said there this was collected on a quarter basis. Commissioner Kalo said this is a pass through on the judges accounts it is not additional general fund.  
Commissioner Kalo said Mr. Nabakowski was a former Commissioner and do you see any additional cost savings to the general fund and with the one time moves to save as much as they could this year, did you see extra from the title fund with cash for clunkers.  Mr. Nabakowski said yes. Commissioner Kalo said the county did not see it in the sales tax. (Budget had a note that any additional funds are through additional revenue for reimbursement from the Foreclosure funds. Also advance of $15,802 was given for workers’ comp and deducted from their 3rd quarter salary allocation.

Judge Edward Zaleski, Lorain County Court of Common Pleas said he is going to turn it over to Tim Lubbe, Court Administrator. Mr. Lubbe said they have centralized office supplies, using postcards because they cost less, also working with vendors as to copiers and legal publications.  There will be a cost return to the general fund relating to a rolling program on purchasing vs. leasing and when funds are available the copiers will be purchased saving money.  Also the printers were assessed and certain printers cost more so all personal printers were eliminated and did networking which is a cost savings per page.  In respect to personnel in the last 10 years, no general fund employee was hired without the direct approval from the Commissioners.  The court has brought in 8 additional employees with the increase of foreclosures funded out of fees, there were 3 probation employees hired paid from through grants and a mediation department that is fee supported.  As a result of the funding decrease the court experienced last year, they have also laid off personnel and had wage reduction.  Commissioner Kokoski asked how many. Mr. Lubbe said 2 employees were laid off in the probation department and reduced the jury commission hours.  The duties are being reallocated with other staff members assisting probation department.  They are the only justice department that does not have their own IT department, they utilize the Commissioners department.  As a result of the increased caseloads there is greater need for judicial officers (Judgeships/Magistrates) and the court has appointed the existing staff attorneys to the role of a magistrate which they are getting 2 for 1, with no additional cost to the general fund, only doing more with less.  The court is in the process of implementing a court qualification program for interpreters because the professional service accounts are costly so they have looked at local qualified people that will perform at a lower cost.  They have eliminated outside court reports, there is a pooling system that was put in place between the county court reporters to share roles as well as doing transcripts.

Commissioner Kalo said he was at the CCAO winter conference and he received a rough draft of the Judges.org and they are working with a budget resource manual.  He said Judge McBride, Clermont County former Commissioner and explaining the process and now do journalized entry with video recording. Mr. Lubbe said the system is ok, but there are better systems out there and said they are also working with the Commissioners web page person to develop their website and have been patient rather than going to an outside company.
Mr. Lubbe said with respect to personnel is the jury sharing, which is a lot of money to pay residents so some judges bring in 1 panel to review cases rather than 2 panels.  
The broad benefits to the general fund in 2008 in the special projects accounts they returned to general fund $152,261 money that was split between Clerk of Courts and Sheriff office.  In 2009 they will return $190,704.  He said in response to the fee increase for the foreclosure funds, this answer is no because in 2008 money was given to the Sheriff and in 2009 there was no money given because in a recent Attorney General Opinion in February 2009, it states they can not do this (it specifically states that courts specialized funds can not be used to subsidize the county general fund) and they even asked the county prosecutor if they could.  Commissioner Kalo asked if there were other fees, Mr. Lubbe said fees can be increased but fees do not come back out.

Commissioner Kokoski said the fees for foreclosure were increased and to be paid by the lender.  Mr. Lubbe said no, it is passed onto the individual or the equity in the home pays.

Mr. Lubbe said the jail cost the county a lot of money and the Judge Betleski serves on the community corrections board and have all reviewed the jail study and there is someone at the jail that alerts the courts daily if someone can be released from jail and the courts can put them on bond, they do this.

Commissioner Kalo said with the fail of Issue 4 and discussions with Sheriff Stammitti they were trying to keep a handle on the bed count and asked if there was a meeting with the judiciary to discuss.  Mr. Lubbe said meetings have been arranged and have implemented some short term things since the study was complete but we have to have all the judges on board and certain crimes have certain jail time.  
Mr. Lubbe said the indigent attorney fees is a huge line item and not an area the Judges have full control over but they eliminated no mileage reimbursement and require an itemized billing statement and will reduce the cost if they do not submit on time within 30 days.  Commissioner Kalo said reimbursement should be up to 38% by 2012.  County Administrator Cordes said the state failed to meet the reimbursement to the counties which should be 50% and has declined to around 20%.  Commissioner Blair said in 2010 it will be 31% and then in 2011 it will be 38.7%.  Mr. Lubbe said the courts have shifted $25,000 to these accounts until December 31, 2009 so they are covered.
Commissioner Kalo said looking at 2010 can the courts cut 3-5%. Mr. Lubbe said the courts will be returning around $150,000 which is about 3%.  Commissioner Kokoski said some line items are way under is this is where it is coming from, Mr. Lubbe said yes.
Mr. Lubbe said in 2008 the courts returned to the general fund $72,000+ and in 2009 it will be $172,858 and this year it will be around $150,000.  He would caution the commissioners to take anything away from the courts because the judges have been good stewards and whatever is not necessarily needed has been returned and would recommend approval as submitted.
Commissioner Kokoski said this is a large budget and some departments took 20% pay cut in salary line items and the courts laid off 2 people where there special funds. Mr. Lubbe said yes, but in 2009 this changed so they will not be able to do this in 2010. Commissioner Kokoski asked if in 2010 will there be layoffs. Mr. Lubbe said it would depend on the budget the Commissioners approve and in all canter they did receive a 25% pay cut with what budget was approved last year, County Administrator Cordes said a budget reduction not pay cuts.  County Administrator Cordes asked why was this figure higher, Mr. Lubbe said he believes the mathematical mistake that was made when the budget was received this year was to take the number from 2008 that was not the salary account it was the budget that was allocated in 2008 because the courts received additional funds that were given at the end of the year.
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Commissioner Kokoski said if the budget was frozen for next year, will people be laid off.  Mr. Lubbe said this is not his prerogative, what will happen and if the same budget is given as last year the courts will have to make significant decisions and he does not know where they will come from.  Mr. Lubbe said the Judge just indicated this might mean to cut jury fees.  County Administrator Cordes said they also have to walk. Mr. Lubbe said this another thing, if we are talking about true numbers this service is no  longer available and add this, it would be a loss to their budget.
(Budget had a note that additional funds given in professional services to cover payment to experts (doctors, investigators, etc). Additional funds given to Atty fees as set aside by the Board.  Discussion were had and all funds were exhausted that were set aside for Atty fees and he will be transferring funds from other line items within the department to get through the end of the year)

Dennis Will, Lorain County Prosecutor said the 4D salaries will be $457,400 and PERS is $64,036 for a total of $521,436 which is less than last year being $541,053. They have been very aggressive going after additional funds.

Prosecutor Will said the Prosecutor’s office took a cut reducing by 15% pay cut and reduction of hours for 9 months.  They were able to access a small portion of the stimulus monies working with the sheriff’s department and drug task force to offset 1 prosecutor off the general fund budget and reduce the 15% reduction to 10% in pay and number of hours worked in September 2009.  The department could not lay off due the operations and would have lost 30,000 hours and with the reductions of pay and hours we reduced the hours to 23,000 making this department more efficient and it would have been difficult to meet the duties under the statutory mandates.  They have been very aggressive going after the 4E money which is Children Services money.  He said no one prior to him taking office in 2005 went after this money, which offsets 45% of the cost of 4E money for salaries and additional Children Services provides additional money to offset some prosecutors and secretaries.  We discussed about taking this off line but the concern with this is there will be no reimbursement; last year received $300,000+.  They are requesting the 4e item off line out of general fund budget because it is 100% funded from the state and not costing anything from the general fund and the total allocation would be $249,750, pers would be $35,000 and workers comp is $10,300 for a total of $295,000 is less than the $302,481 reimbursement the office received from Children Services and Title 4E during the past 12 months.  He has requested this be taken from the budget and give the same budget as last year and doing so, they can increases back to 40 hours and salary levels back to the 2008 level.  A subsidized budget was received in the past years and his predecessor received $2,351,046.00, which was $45,000 subsidized by Children Services so roughly $2,300,000.00 and this year requesting $2,290,000.00 less than predecessors and factor in 4E money which he has requested this be taken off line would be $1,987,000.00.  Even with this proposal over 2 years the net effect was 14% per year reduction and 20% this year would be 9-10% over $800,000.  They never received a budget from the commissioners that reflected the increase subsidize of 4E and they have cut costs everywhere they can but unfortunately there stock is the people and working with 1 less attorney, 1 less secretary and 1 more courtroom and will have nothing left in the general fund.

Commissioner Kalo said are there any special funds.  Prosecutor Will said they have drug enforcement funds and used this $30,000 to match federal money.  The law enforcement fund can only be used for special purposes and try to maintain due to special investigations, cannot be used for salaries.

Commissioner Kalo said he spoke with George Koury stating with the downturn of revenue next year and the consensus of the board is to approve a ¼ budget is the department prepared to use any furlough days.  Prosecutor Will said they have been doing this.  Commissioner Kalo said he learned a lot from the Prosecutors and Sheriff’s Office working on Issue 4.  Prosecutor Will said OPAA is looking at revamping the domestic violence law increasing the penalties; this would be another unfunded mandate. (Budget noted the additional funds given through additional revenue that Dennis Will contributed to help fund his salary accounts)

Dr. Paul Matus, Lorain County Coroner said there are no additional appropriations being sought this year, but 2 years ago we had 7 positions (investigator/office manager) to conduct the operations 24 hours, 7 days a week, 365 days per year and we are down to 5 physicians.  They have bare bones in the office and doing the best the can in these circumstances.  The major issue he has today is under ORC mandating when an accident or casualty occurs in a county and an autopsy is done in an adjacent county and this comes as a result of the life flight situation here the cost is $1,2000 each and no control.  So far the bills that have been incurred in $20,000 from Cuyahoga and addressed this in a letter to the board, and money has been taken from all accounts, virtually nothing left and been reducing the number of drug screens even though it is important to get bottom of cases but he understands the situation. Some toxologies can range form $50-400 depends on the drugs and specialized testing. He does everything they can do to stay within the budget.  He also stated the doctors are working diligently 24 hours per day, nights, weekends, holidays and don’t know what else he could ask of them because they are doing a great job and thanked the Board for the support request that the budget be the same as last year.
Commissioner Kalo said based on the revenue for next year will furloughs be implemented.  Dr. Matus said he is down to 5 people and it would be very difficult with the days of sick, holiday and vacation and coverage is needed in a response and they will do what it takes to work and they have already reduced 2 people and it is a shame to lose talented people, we need people that know what is going on with the specialized training and expertise.

Judge James Walther, Probate Court said there will be no increase in pay, he is new to this being newly elected this year and assumed the Probate Court on September 29, 2009 and not having the sales tax pass he has had a crash course in budgeting this past few weeks.  This past year 3 employees are being paid from special funds (court computerization and indigent guardian fund) but don’t expect this to be there for more than 2 years.  The total salaries are $543,001.54 which does not include the $108,000 out of additional funds.
Commissioner Kokoski said there was an additional $10,482 given to the salary line item account.  Lisa Hobart, Budget Director said this was a transfer from a fund. Judge Walther said there was a surplus in the indigent guardianship and the balance in there will be around $88

Commissioner Kalo asked if there were any other funds that will be returned to the general fund. Judge said no, everything was zeroed out.

Commissioner Kalo asked if there will be any furlough days implemented, Judge Walther said he would consider and will do what needs to be done to keep the doors opened.  He stated that there was an additional duty added to the office doing all non supportive defendants which is done on Wednesday around 150-200 criminal cases which was done years ago by Common Pleas then it was assumed under Domestic Relations and now with the separation of the courts in September 29, 2009 and now Probate does.  IN order to do this he has a secretary that acts as a Bailiff and does not have a court reporter, he uses the services of Ernie Smith, Commissioners IT Director do use the recording system and never calls in sick.  (Budget noted that additional funds given through transfer from Indigent Guardianship Fund surplus funds)

Doug Messer, Court Administrator – Lorain County Domestic Relations Court said discussions were cited in 2006 and expenditures were received, in 2007 the policies were changed in court administration, 2008 detention homes costs peak and in 2007-2009 terminated positions left unfilled and in December 2008 the court was cut by $635,882.00 The court heeded the warning and eliminated use of comp time, reduced the maximum vacation accrual to 1.5 times the annual allowance, eliminated sick time accumulation overtime, increased the use of on call staff to reduce overtime and need for additional full time staff, slowly reducing personnel costs through attrition, restructuring and use of part time staff, shifted employees from general fund to other funds as positions changed, maximizing the use of funds within the limits of statuary and administrative regulations, continue to seek funding to reduce costs to all revenue streams (i.e. grant to purchase, to both replace and add, electronic monitors versus continuing to lease units) and continually review transportation costs to maximize the funds spent on a necessary function.  The response to 2009 allocation was laying off 8 staff at Juvenile facilities, fiscal staff seeks funding; Children Services support Turning Point, court places cap on detention home; closes girls detention home; consolidates detention home activities to one building; staff positions remain reduced or changed to attrition and restructuring in the last 3 years and all services reviewed for funding source and cots.  The action by general fund department was to close girls dh, lay off 8 facilities workers, cap on delinquent children held and reduce supply spending. At turning point they solicited funding from alterative resources received monies from Children Services and utilized other accounts for specific staff.  At Pathways they maximized utilization of cross trained staff to reduce overtime, reduced costs wherever possible, despite bargaining unit raises and utilized other accounts for specific staff.  At Juvenile Probation they eliminated one full time juvenile clerk position through attrition, educed one full time position to part time, eliminated one part time transportation positions through attrition and eliminated one intake magistrate position through attrition. At Domestic Relations they reduced expense related to supplies and postponed filling of unnecessary positions.  At Domestic Support 4D they staff was adjusted to ensure dedicated unit, maximizing reimbursement to the county and staff positions reclassified to reduced costs.
The General Fund request in March 2009 was $9,449,085;

Detention Home original request was $2,394,081 and continuation of cap on dh, anticipated continued cuts and 3% raise for bargaining unit.

Turning Point original request was $384,086 and confirm monies from Children Services for 2010, utilized other accounts for specific staff and 3% raise for bargaining unit.

Pathways original request was $319,841 with 3% raise for bargaining unit and utilized other accounts for specific staff

Juvenile Probation original request was $2,638,389 and plan on delaying filling of Chief Probation Officer position, plan to eliminate one supervisory position with CPO position is field and continue with reduced staffing numbers
Domestic Relations original request was $23,907,058 and postpone filing of necessary positions when vacant and continue plan to reduced on-personnel spending
Domestic Support original request was $790,780 and postpone filing of necessary positions and review structure of department

Juvenile Complex original request was $14,850 and negotiate contract services and minimize supplies.

Mr. Messer said the concerns for 2010 should be no surprise that, given the impact of the economy on the standard of living in Lorain County; felony filings are up over 20% for the second half of 2009. This includes a 20% increase in felony 1’s ad 2’s, which often involves detaining the youth pending the outcome of the case.  They have utilized the funds, as opposed to general funds, to secure a grant for more electronic monitors, maximizing the accountability of the youth that cannot be held due to the cap necessitated by budget restrictions, court has gradual reduction probation staff had been done in anticipation of the coming general fund reductions.  With the increase in serious delinquent filings, this will place greater pressure on the system to adapt. The Court has seen filings for abuse and neglect increase by 10% in the second half of 2009.

Mr. Messer said he has had extensive discussions with the Directors about furloughs and received information from a legal opinion and recommendations on the least impact on services that are provided.

Mr. Messer said the attorney fees are cut by 70% if they do not comply with the timely submission and it has helped. They are also looking at collections on failure to pay costs and fines for money back to the general fund.

Discussions have taken place with County Administrator Cordes on the indigent attorney fees and was hoping to reduce these costs, but will transfer money to have this covered. County Administrator Cordes said the county is very low in the reimbursement to the indigent attorney fees.  Mr. Messer said this county is the lowest in the State of Ohio, lower than the general division and very hard to keep attorneys and would like to have this raised by resolution because the last time it was addressed was in 1990’s.  

Mr. Messer said they anticipate giving back to the general fund around $10-20,000, giving back last year was $70,000

Commissioner Kalo asked if the courts had any special funds and could there be another savings of 3-5%.  Mr. Messer said they had 2-3 higher retires this year, next year there will be around another 2-3, which will not be replaced and have shared court reporters and looking into mediation.  Mr. Messer said it is easier to adjust jobs rather than layoffs because it seems that you never get the positions back.
Commissioner Kalo said other counties in the state the Judges budgets are implemented by a journal entry, Mr. Messer said in smaller counties a lot of journalizing is done.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if there will be layoffs at the dh, Mr. Messer said they can not use any resources with transfers at the facilities because there are ratios.  Years ago there were 7 probation officers, now there are 3 but you need 1 worker for every 12 children.  Commissioner Kokoski said what about other areas, Mr. Messer said no there were things done by attrition and restructuring and there were about 15 employees since 2008.  County Administrator Cordes said Domestic did the same as the Commissioners in 2006/2007 by not filling positions and started to prepare.
 (Budget noted that additional funds given based on additional revenue received from outside sources. Also, since Domestic Relations has many departments, they are constantly moving funds around to cover (as you will see in this week’s board business)

Linette Gourd, OSU Extension thanked the board for the ongoing support and funding was providing in the amount of $243,000 which was a reduction of $50,000 from 2008.  The request this year is for $339,399 to include extension education and specialist support (3 educators and 1 specialist) in amount of $98,775; Secretarial and Program assistant support (2 secretaries, 3 program assistants and 1 program coordinator) in amount of $163,021; office rent is $35,028; janitorial is $5,040; law care/snow removal is $1,875; internet connection service $800; travel and staff development training is $2,260; office and educational supplies is $13,000; office equipment (copier) is $9,600 and postage is $10,000.  Other funds provide to make budget include; $17,400 provided by Solid Waste fund; $12,767 provided by Sea Grant; $36,929 provided by Family tuition Program Grant and $29,303 provided through other grants and program user fees..

OSU Extension, Lorain County provides an estimated $941,462 worth of economic impact directly the citizens of the county. The Commissioners provide OSU Extension $243,000 for every $1.00 spent in county funds, return to Lorain County is $3.87

· $70,176 – added dollars provide by OSU Extension in county from matching state and federal funds for salaries and benefits (county provides approximately 60% of funding and state and federal funding provide approximately 40% funding)
· $513,648 – value of adult volunteers with the 4-H program for county OSU extension. Commissioner Kalo asked if the extension thought about public/private sector partnerships like Willow way and Green Circle Growers. He 

said if there is no OSU Extension there is no 4H.  Ms. Gourd said there is a $400,000 endowment fund that was established 15 years ago and is all sponsorships and grants are given to the 4h kids.


Commissioner Kokoski asked if the money is spent each year. Ms. Gourd said the interest is spent each year around $15-20,000.

Commissioner Blair said they work very hard to raise money and is being used by local students.  Ms. Gourd said if OSU Extension is not here, 4H goes away and these kids will not be able to join any other 4H.

Commissioner Kokoski asked what is the minimum to keep the doors opened. Ms. Gourd said this would need to be discussed, partnerships could be looked at and there are grants that are being received but will not know until next year if received.


Commissioner Kalo said probably around $103,200 plus housing in order to qualify for 4h program.  

Commissioner Blair received an email from Craig Norton, member Lorain County Fair Board stated the board has provided for several years $3,000+ to the extension office for a person do due computer input.  County Administrator Cordes said the Commissioners by ORC give the fair board $3,300.

Commissioner Kalo asked if OSU could bring together the larger companies, farmers and others to raise $100-150,000 contributions to offset.

Commissioner Blair said another letter was received from the Master Gardner Program and how important horticulture is. Ms. Gourd said the county ranks 2nd in the State of Ohio.

Commissioner Kalo said the board committed up to $100,000 for Dial A Ride and could possibly do this for OSU.
Commissioner Blair said it is not just $100,000 it is $103,200 minimum amount and we will pass a ¼ budget. County Administrator said this could be a problem with them on a ¼ basis because they need leverage money with the state.

Commissioner Kokoski said she appreciated all the departments and hearing about the services and how important things are and can not make a commitment today because she is not sure where the gap is going to be until closer to the end of the year.
