EXTENDED AGREEMENT FOR COUNTY ENGINEER

TO SERVE AS SANITARY ENGINEER

This Agreement entered into at Elyria, Ohio on this 30th day of December, 2009 by and between the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio (hereafter called “Board”) and the Lorain County Engineer, Kenneth Carney , (hereafter called “Carney”).


WHEREAS, pursuant to O.R.C. Section 315.14, Carney, as Lorain County Engineer is authorized to perform the duties of Sanitary Engineer for the Lorain County Sanitation District as described in Chapter 6117 of the Revised Code pursuant to an agreement between the County Engineer and Board of Commissioners.

IN CONSIDERATION OF, the mutual covenants herein contained, the Board and Carney agree as follows:

I. This extended agreement is effective January 1, 2010 on a month to month basis.  Carney shall perform the duties and services of Sanitary Engineer, as described in Chapter 6117 of the Ohio Revised Code, on behalf of the Lorain County Sanitation District, under supervision of the Board.

II. Carney shall receive annual compensation of $31,918.64 for performance of the duties as Sanitary Engineer; said sum to be paid biweekly with payment of the county regular payroll, and subject to standard payroll deductions such as PERS and taxes, as are deducted from Carney’s salary as Lorain County Engineer.

III. Carney shall be entitled to receive increases in the compensation at an increase authorized by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners in compliance with the non-bargaining employees compensation.

IV. The terms and provisions of this agreement may be cancelled with a 30-day written notice by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners.

Clerk has provided a sample resolution acquired from Ashtabula County removing such designation of the County Engineer as Tax Map Designee.  There is a MOU that is being reviewed.  

Ken Carney, Lorain County Engineer said several discussions have taken place and he expects in the middle of January this completion 

would have to occur for payroll reasons.
