Received 54 Columbia Township signature petition vs. Lorain County Wastewater Debt Fee Option E that was established by Commissioners is unacceptable. The following needs addressed;

Sect. A: Under option E the 1510 WWTP accounts will be paying $11,593,116.30 over the next thirty years.  Which leaves the greatest part of the debt to be paid during the hardest economic items. The 1510 WWTP residential accounts were told they would have the option of paying the amount owed in full without interest or by payment. We expect this option.
Sect. B: The 1510 WWTP residential accounts are also being told they will be paying for 49% of the Amherst debt. While the 1592 Amherst accounts pay only 51% of their debt and 0% of the WWTP debt. We expect this to either extend to the entire district, be added to the WWTP and divided by all, or paid by the Amherst accounts.

Sect. C: The 25,544 district accounts, including the 1510 WWTP accounts are being assessed for a capital improvement fund. According to Ken Carney, as stated in the paper, the 1510 WWTP accounts are already paying into a capital improvements fund as of the $6 increase in 2006. We don’t expect to pay twice. We also fee the EPA fines and cost pertaining to them should be covered by the general fund. We were not responsible for the decades of negligence leading up to these fines. (cc: Pros/Eng)

Mary Jo Vasi, Elyria request a preliminary study to repair Glenwood St., Columbia Township to allow access to property which is land locked due to the fact that this street has not been maintained for use of travel or reasonable access to property owners or public use and was dedicated on May 3, 1927 (cc: Engineer)

Clerk of Courts Nabakowski said with the cooperation of the Commissioners in extending title and passport services to the eastern part of the county has resulted in increased traffic and revenues for the county, the office is now profitable. He also thanked the Ohio Clerks of Courts Association campaign for long-overdue title fee increase and with the increased passport sales and title fee increase; he is able to request transfer of $250,000 from Certificate of Title Administration fund to the General Fund. He is also asking for cooperating in extending services to the western part of the county in the vacancy in the headquarters building go “Visit Lorain County”.  Many business in this area would be served as well as some excellent opportunities for increasing passport business in this location and will make the debt instruments issued by the county’s Port Authority more secure.

Katie Powers, 1st grade teacher, Lear North Elementary School, N. Ridgeville thanked Solid Waste for providing the school and more than 300 1st graders materials about recycling and appreciates Ms. Schnell for her friendliness, helpfulness and the lesson she installs in the students (cc: personnel/lcswmd)

Northern Ohio Poison Center has served over 302,000 citizens in Lorain County. During 1st quarter of 2010, 359 human exposure calls were handled. Of the 837 total calls, during 1st quarter, 359 calls had documented poisoning exposure; remainders were information. There were 272 of these 359 poisoning exposure calls that the center triaged and medically managed. This saved the citizens 207 unnecessary ed visits and medical evaluating resulting in a cost saving of over $280,000. During past 3 months, NOPC was consulted by physicians on 25 hospitalized patients in the county healthcare facilities, resulting in savings of more than $2,1000 per patient in 2005 dollars, saving the county approximately $52,500 dollars.  The center relies on federal, state and local grants to subsidize the operations. NOPC operates 24 hours seasonal influenza/h1n1 influenza hotline for Rainbow/University Hospitals and Cuyahoga County Board of health and would like to extend this service to Lorain County at a modest fee of $6,300 and would cover cost of 3 calls a day for January 1 – May 15, 2010
