JOURNAL ENTRY


Richard Enty, LCT presented staff recommendations to the transportation routes and were authorized by previous board resolution and presented to the public through public hearings and requirements of the FTA.  He thanked the Board for the additional monies to operate and without this money, transit would not be operating at all but service will be reduced to four basic routes.  Route 1, 51, 2 and 52, there are no more connectors, end all other routes, hours will be 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. – Monday through Friday and no weekend service.  Paratransit/ADA will operate within the ¾ mile to each side of the fixed routes. He thanked County Administrator Cordes for entering into a contract with ODOT for the brokerage program.  He displayed the map of the new routes with the blue 151 and red 252 services and will cut hourly service to every 2 hour service and with these four routes carry 42%.  

Commissioner Kalo said the blue/red route would run from Meridian (4th & Reid). Mr. Enty said will start at Meridian at 6 am then transfer at mall at 6:30 a.m. will pick up 51 transfer points to routes to LCCC and transfer at 7:30 p.m. and back to Meridian.  Mr. Enty said the reroute on 1 to accommodate Job & Family Services/WDA and the green line has been discontinued of RT1 and now will go north from Broadway.  There will only be 2 paratransits operating use to have 6 or 7.  County Administrator Cordes said the paratransit will be tough because a lot of people will fall outside the ¾ mile that will want paratransit.
Commissioner Kalo said the transit routes to be lost will be: East and West side of Lorain, Metropolitan Housing, Super Kmart, West 21st to Oak Point, All of Amherst, Cleveland Clinic, Route 2, Sheffield Village, Sheffield Lake, Avon, Avon Lake, North Ridgeville, South of Broadway and Vermilion service to the west.  Mr. Enty said correct this was to balance the budget.  

County Administrator Cordes asked how close we come to CHP and EMH for ridership.  Commissioner Kalo said not close at all, 42 use to run to CHP.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if the cities have been approached to contribute.  County Administrator Cordes said correct.

Commissioner Kokoski said what about contacting CHP, EMH, Cleveland Clinic and the Mall to see if they would contribute, which this money could become match money.  County Administrator Cordes said changes need to be made and have discussions with outside agencies which will occur after the session with FAA, we will have discussions with FTA.  
Mr. Enty said the breakage program has been working; a man that manages an apartment complex in North Ridgeville off Center Ridge Road that will have 12 students attending LCCC and he gave him information for a van pool, VSI.  He also spoke with a Vet that attends LCCC and he was able to help him through the brokerage which is a good program to continue.  This program provides discounted passes to the public that are on public assistance or service programs and the county has received $212,000 and this year receive $140,000 from the state.

Mr. Enty said if this change is approved today it would need to be implemented because the last day of service is January 15 so this would start January 18.  County Administrator Cordes said cash infusion received has been spent at an alarming rate due to expenses.  The maintenance facility transit which was done with no general fund monies and the intermodal hub was put on the back burner. 

Mr. Enty thanked 1st Transit as well as the bus drivers.  Commissioner Kokoski asked how many jobs will be lost.  Mr. Enty said 32 operators and 9 drivers on the fixed routes.  

Commissioner Blair said there is no other alternates and need to accept, moved the motion.

Commissioner Kokoski said if monies were received how quickly could another route be added. Mr. Enty said 1st Transit said they could recall an employee and it would not take long to implement.

County Administrator Cordes said the county is not done, staying engaged with the FTA and viable transit operation keeps us eligible for a brokerage money, state odot, stimulus money and fta matching dollars, if the county were to completely close it would have taken yeas to get a transit program up and running.  

Mr. Enty said many people are disappointed and want to take action.  Commissioner Blair thanked John Housek and Sarah Meyer from NOACA for being present.  Commissioner Kalo thanked First Transit for helping the county.

He invited all three commissioners to attend the banquet on April 15, 2010.  He knows that Commissioner Blair has served as President in 1982-1983 and has a good idea what the association is about. He thanked the Board for allowing him to speak.  County Administrator Cordes congratulated the township on their recent acceptance of Mr. Rowland’s’ property to make a park in their township.  Mr. Scheithauer said he will be getting an NRAC application.

Frank Whitfield, 1705 West Avenue, Elyria said he is a student at LCCC and works at Urban League.  He asked what the public can do to get more bus routes and interested in the van pool that was discussed for students in North Ridgeville.  County Administrator Cordes said the van service is not affiliated with the transit or county, transit helps in referral process trough the brokerage program and will provide information.  He stated that communities need to support the transit; only one left is Sheffield Lake.  Mr. Whitfield asked why south side of Elyria was cut out when many people will be affected.  Mr. Enty said service will be provided south of Broad Street to Chestnut Ridge and the routes were looked at with the most service.  Mr. Whitfield asked how counties get a van to help with transport.  Commissioner Blair said he needs to speak with Mr. Enty on this program.

Chuck Becker, 2022 Homewood Dr., Lorain said he is concerned over the bus service.  He retired 22 years ago from the postal service, making $17,000; today they make around $50,000 and he has to survive.  He does not know how he should survive over the years without savings, but the people that use this bus service are low pay or no job at all and they have to survive how he survived.  He asked the Board if they feel the fares are adequate to run the bus service, Commissioner Kokoski said no transit service is able to run on the fare box alone, it takes federal money to make a transit system work and if we increased the fares to have it work, no one would be riding and stated most other communities have a tax that supports the transit.  County Administrator Cordes said the county is the seconded highest in the state with fare prices and the county does have an automatic kicker which just recently increased the fares up to $2.20/ride and not sure if he finds this fair to the riders especially with a more wait time.  Mr. Becker said he agrees but you only provide 40% of the people, 60% will not ride, you are not solving problems by cutting service and you are losing the people that really use the system. Commissioner Kalo said we are causing a hardship.  Mr. Becker said the government has provided this service and the money and now there is a problem that needs solved and no way can do it.  No one knew that the county would go through a budget crisis, and when a temporary sales tax was passed the estimated yield was not collected and do not know if the Commissioners and anyone else involved with the need of this tax and wonder if the public that was really in need were registered and went to the polls to vote.  He owns a vehicle to arrive at meeting, it takes fuel, insurance, wear and tear and what it costs probably more than the bus trip.

John Peshek, 1063 Foster Avenue, Elyria said there is no tax to support the bus system, why not.  Commissioner Kokoski said if citizens want to get involved, this maybe could be an option.  County Administrator Cordes said the county is the taxing authority for the transit and each individual community could have their own tax in place for such service as a sale tax or imposed tax.  The county was just defeated in a ½% sales tax for the criminal justice system and not sure how a tax would be approved.  He stated that Cuyahoga County has a 1% dedicated sales tax for the RTA and they have problems with there revenues.  Commissioner Blair said there was discussion of a property tax issue for transit, but she was never in favor of just sales tax for transit because the amount of money that would have been generated would have been more than what was needed and it would have been mirrored with another issue and the Board had money in previous years to support transit and we do not anymore.


Frank Whitfield asked what it would cost to get another route.  County Administrator Cordes said this could be obtained from Mr. Enty.  Mr. Whitefield said the transit was cut because the county has no money.  Commissioner Blair said the board gave transit money which increased from state/federal monies.  Mr. Whitfield asked what cutbacks in the Commissioners office has there been, he said personnel from each one of them; pay cuts, vehicles, etc.  Commissioner Kokoski said they drive personnel vehicles, no pay raise – this is determined by the state and wages frozen for 2-3 years.  Mr. Whitfield asked what sacrifices have you as individuals done to show the public.  Commissioner Kokoski said employees were laid off, etc, Mr. Whitfield asked no, what personally has each Commissioner or the top people have done for sacrificing.


Chuck Becker asked if the airport issue will be discussed.  Commissioner Kalo said no the board needs to review the FAA information.  Mr. Becker said it was noted in the paper that the airport and transit was to be discussed.  County Administrator Cordes said it can be discussed within certain parameters.


Tom Fifer, 13797 Halle Road, Carlisle Township and see two tremendous assets that are failing and falling by the wayside and felt if action was done early the county would not be in this predicament or not as bad. The bus service is for a property type low income person that has to use it, for ways to get to the doctor, job, etc and it is an extreme hardship. At the same time, the airport has been here for years and taken millions of federal money and to mothball both of these tremendous assets and not anticipate, is terrible and just shut them down, like the shelters and garage that was built for the transit, sewers and hangers at the airport and 150 acres was for an industrial park that has not been marketed, highway to rt10, etc. how can you just let this go.  Services are being lost to the police department, libraries, sheriff but if we don’t maintain assets we will not draw new people into the county to reinvest. If the medical chopper is lost which can make a difference in someone’s life this would be tragic.    He stated the Board needs to do this, this is why you were elected, do not look at the public to find and solve the problems or this group will be remembered that they were the ones that let the assets go.  Let’s find partners to run the assets get money from BFI. Commissioner Kalo said the board has been working on these issues for years and have made it publicly.  Mr. Fifer said he does not want a rebuttal, he just wants to voice his concern, why does anyone want this thankless job.  He stated there is a 5,200 ft. runway that qualified for money, which backs up Cleveland Hopkins and is a level class 3 airport.  He also stated that why he never hears about the county engineer he does not know who he is and never asks for money, always see trucks out, etc.  Mr. Carney stood up.  Commissioner Blair said he has dedicated source of money to run this department from the motor vehicle tax.  Mr. Fifer said things need changed and change now, can’t wait and sunshine laws will not protect all these other people and there will always be flack, let’s limit it and get things done.

Chuck Becker, Lorain wished everyone a happy new year.  He said going into 9.8 million federal aviation administration funding of the airport and making it work for 20 years, somewhere there was a mistake.  When ever a local government gets involved with the federal government, they usually come up short and this will cost more to the county in financial fees.  Are the users of the airport paying a fair share to keep it viable and there are no up front monies in the county to make this type of facility to continue on a path of fiscal responsibility.  This board needs to make decisions.


Tom Dus, Skyinsurance (business located at airport), he wants to comment on some issues that were just discussed.  He stated that he is thrilled to be at the airport and been there over 20 years.  He said you need to look at what the airport has done over the years; Ford Motor Company expands the Avon Lake plant because there is an airport located here. There are times Ford flew in jets with critical parts in order to get them to the Avon Lake plant and without this airport no expansion would have been done and it would have gone somewhere else. He also stated Teletech, Amherst people fly into the airport regularly and if it was not here, they would not be here.  Lorain County needs to be thoughtful what this airport has done and will continue to do.  He said the federal money that has come back over the years has been millions of money which equals taxpayer dollars to keep viable and does not have to be 1st class it can be 2nd class and needs to continue to contribute.  As a user, tenant and supporter of the airport, he said this airport is needed and there are a lot of large employers in the county that spend a lot of money on taxes that contribute to the funds that need this airport that we do not hear about and Ford will not come in here and say that they will just say what other airport is available or locate elsewhere and this is not the attitude that needs to be conveyed to the large employers or anyone else  He is hopeful that it will continue and a task was put out for a proposal of different airport funding and not sure what the outcomes was.  County Administrator Cordes said the county has stayed fully engaged with funds for the airport and finding solution to the problem and continue to provide upgrades etc.  Mr. Dus asked if there was any method of a meeting to discuss further funding mechanisms.  County Administrator Cordes said a letter was sent out and asked them for revenue enhancement mechanisms but no response received.  Assistant County Administrator Twining said the only proposed financial contribution was made by Johnson Aviation, but has received several emails and phones calls from tenants at airport but less than 15 people for discussion. There have been 2-3 people that have been very helpful with providing discussion with professional organizations to help. County Administrator Cordes said he has never heard from Ford that if the county did not offer an airport that they would not be here, it would be nice if a letter was given by Ford stating this.  He said there are a few hundred people that use or care about the airport and there are over 305,000 that do not care about the airport and this is difficult.  He said that it will be an uphill battle with the FAA but have had several discussions with them over the years and it continues to be the same line; they do not operate airports they only regulate them.  He told the FAA that this is no longer an acceptable partnership in Lorain County and if they would regulate operation they could operate themselves, the county needs assistance.  There have been millions of money that was given to the airport but he is not sure where it went; there are de-pleatable assets, the last airport authority sold everything including the paperclips, the FBO is an empty shell building, this board did not do this they did not have over paid the staff, that airport did not produce enough in good times and this board has continued to try to run a more efficient operation reducing the amount of burden on the taxpayers do a couple of hundred dollars and simply we do not have the couple hundred of dollars now.  There needs to be a look at sustainable and heard millions of dollars were received from federal money, millions of dollars have not come for millions of years, right now we get about $150,000 from FAA for crack sealing, taxiway maintenance, the millions of dollars came in years ago to put the runway in and about 7-8 years ago homeland security money was given to install the fence but have not seen substantial federal dollars in over a decade.  Assistant County Administrator Twining said some time in 2007 $1.6 million in federal money was going to be given to the county for fire suppression equipment department but we would have had to pay $750,000 annual and require staffing.  The county lost the 139 and 135 certificates.  He said it is nice to receive money but these are unmandated services and if they would pay for operating he could find the money for brick and mortar.  County Administrator said monies that were received had been rolled over to accumulate to around $450-600,000 to use on the taxiways and crack sealing, this is 4 years worth of allocations. 
County Administrator Cordes asked Mr. Fifer if he had a vested interest at the airport.  Mr. Fifer said no, he has no license, he was a combat fighter in Vietnam, supported the air show and life flight and he is an independent business man, working in construction and this is an asset the county should not just mothball, no pilot licenses, don’t own a plan and said he has an interest at the airport and transit.  If the county knows we are not going to receive any funding then why don’t the county just shut them both down, why wait.  Commissioner Kalo said the concern is the state and federal level and looking at receiving money for transit. Mr. Fifer said at what point, when the money is not available, Commissioner Kalo said it is a service that the county had provided.  Mr. Fiffer said to sell the county this is an assets how to you promote and market the county without these assets.  County Administrator Cordes said he agreed that it is a lot of money to run these services and plans will be presented but we need to stay idle. 

 Mr. Fifer asked how the Engineer does what he does, Commissioner Blair said he has funds from motor vehicle gas tax.

Mr. Dus said no other county than ours in the state of Ohio has more than we do other than Hopkins, Toledo or Columbus Airport.  If the county is $200,000 apart with the funding and adjustments then we need to discuss closing the airport to get people’s attention but don’t close, a meeting needs to be held.  Assistant County Administrator Twining said quarterly meetings were held and have asked Johnson Aviation to set a date between January 18 through February 2.  County Administrator Cordes said the industrial park has continued to be marketed and applied for continuous grants for additional resources and two people were coming to the park but the down turn in the economy affected this.

Phil Lewis, President Condominium Association at Airport said their attitude towards the airport has been to cooperate in anyway they can to make there presence a desirable presence and heard a proposal was made to lease the whole airport to someone for $1/year and put us all on there own completely and he is not sure that this is possible, but a concept like this needs to be discussed and we need to get out of this dilemma and he would participate in any discussion to see how this can become sustainable, survive and not be a burden on the taxpayers.

Herb delaPorte, 640 Cleveland Street, Elyria (Lifecare) said he has an invested interested in LifeCare and many people worked hard to get this contract for Metro.

Ralph Keys, 82 year Lorain County resident and very strong in aviation.  The things that have disappointed him in remarks have been “haven’t seen”, well he understands why you have not seen because when the meetings were held at the airport and he attended these meetings and saw Betty & Lori a few times but the other gentleman there (Cordes) never attended and how can you take over something you do not understand.  You condemn a group that gave a lot of time with no compensation and made decisions that were proper and just and it irritates him to hear the words where they are being condemned and called criminals.  County Administrator Cordes said no one called them criminals.  Mr. Keys said you did one time at a Commissioners meeting back with discussions on the airport when it was first being taken over.

John Gregory, 120 Oberlin Road asked if the county has asked other communities about contributing to the airport.  County Administrator Cordes said when the reserve unit was there it was good and there use to be cooperation between Lorain and Elyria and when both those cities left the county took over this burden. With regards to funding to millions of dollars and the FBO was purchased for $1.8 million and then airport authority sold all the resources and nothing has been done to ask the communities.  MR. Gregory said why not.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the cities are broke.  Mr. Gregory said he understands everyone is broke the economy has effected everyone, he manages a business and this could be done and the airport authority board ran a good business.  Commissioner Blair said there were a lot of negotiations before the county purchased this and not sure that all communities would give, just like NOACA dues are set by population and some pay their fare share.  Mr. Gregory said this is a county airport and the bigger companies use it, tax money goes back into those cities and if everyone leaves, there will be nothing left and we all need to work together.  County Administrator Cordes said the board does not want this and the money became tight but we did the best we could with what we had.  Commissioner Blair said we need to find a way out of this and could look at the leases.  Commissioner Kokoski said the county is just trying to be revenue neutral and we do not want to see if close but we need to provide our safety services and the other mandated services, airport is not mandated but we would like to provide airport and transit. 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County Prosecutor Innes said last year the county promoted a sales tax and everywhere we went said, why is the Sheriff being cut, before airport, then transit was being cut, cut elections department and no one likes government when services are cut as long as it is not what they like. He spoke with the FAA and asked what he needs to discuss with his board, the FAA is saying they are going to put the board in jail, EPA is saying they are going to put us in jail if we don’t do the clean water act, people in Brentwood and ODNR are going to put us in jail if we do not fix the dam, transit authority going to put us in jail, courts will put us in jail if we don’t fund courts, everyone wants us to fund there thing but no one wants us to cut.  He is glad to hear the people at the airport would like to meet.

Tom Dus, Skyinsruace said the revenue neutral thing, if the county could include the tenant rent and property taxes that go to the general fund he pays at airport in revenue he could commit to them today he would come up with the $200,000 shortfall, don’t see this being a problem but he see it being a problem with the aviation community if this facility closes.  We do not need this facility closed we want it revenue neutral and better off to commit to do this rather continue to talk.  Assistant County Administrator Cordes said the letter was sent on December 4 asking to runt he airport at revenue neutral and if we can not do this the airport would close.  Mr. Dus said there have been 2 tenants lost because they can not stay in limbo.
David Ashenhurst, Oberlin wished everyone a happy new year, former councilman in Oberlin and discussion has been healthy but with all due respect to the last speaker, a project that makes the airport revenue neutral using funds that go to the general fund with property taxes would not be revenue neutral.  County Administrator Cordes said 90% of the property taxes do not come to the county.  Mr. Ashenhurst said if anybody’s taxes go for their program rather than the general fund then we do not have police protection and other things that are funded and this is not a definition of revenue neutral.  County Administrator Cordes said we only receive 10% of the property taxes, not sure if this high.
County Administrator Cordes said before we attend the TID meeting this will have to be suspended because he has a discussion with the FAA at noon today.
