WHEREAS, on November 20, 1997, pursuant to Section 4582.22 of the Ohio Revised Code, the County of Lorain, Ohio (the “County”) formed the Lorain County Port Authority (the “Port”), and adopted modifications to the establishment and governance of the Port on April 19, 2001;


WHEREAS, the County formed the Port for the purposes of enhancing, fostering, aiding, providing and promoting transportation, economic development, housing, recreation, education, government operations, culture and research, and for assisting the County in maintaining businesses in the County and attracting new businesses to the County;


WHEREAS, the Port has issued and may, from time to time, issue bonds (the “Bonds”) pursuant to the First Amended and Restated Master Trust Indenture, dated as of October 1, 2006, by and between the Port and U.S. Bank National Association, as trustee (the “Trustee”), for the purpose of (i) paying the Costs of Port Authority Facilities or parts thereof (as such capitalized terms are defined in Section 4582.21 of the Ohio Revised Code), and (ii) the payment of the costs of issuance of the Bonds; 

WHEREAS, to facilitate the issuance of the Bonds, the Port secured an Irrevocable Letter of Credit in the initial stated amount of $3,000,000 (the “Original Letter of Credit”) from Lorain National Bank (the “Bank”) to secure the payment of the principal of and interest and premium, if any, on the Bonds and, to induce the Bank to issue the Original Letter of Credit, entered into a reimbursement agreement with the Bank and the Trustee (the “Original Reimbursement Agreement”) and, to induce the Bank to issue the Original Letter of Credit, the County executed and delivered to the Bank the County Non-Tax Revenue Contribution Agreement (Reimbursement Guaranty) (the “Original Guaranty Agreement”);

WHEREAS, to facilitate the issuance of the Bonds to finance Projects and to promote economic development within the County and the jurisdiction of the Port, the Port, with the support of this Board, caused the Bank to replace the Original Letter of Credit with a letter of credit in the initial stated amount of $8,000,000 (the “Letter of Credit”) and, to induce the Bank to issue the Letter of Credit, entered into a First Amended and Restated Program Reserve Letter of Credit Reimbursement Agreement with the Bank and the Trustee (as amended and restated, the “Reimbursement Agreement”) and, to induce the Bank to issue the Letter of Credit, the County executed and delivered to the Bank a First Amended and Restated County Non-Tax Revenue Contribution Agreement (Reimbursement Guaranty) (as amended and restated, the “Guaranty Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, as a condition to providing its rating on an additional series of Bonds in the estimated principal amount of $2,000,000, a rating service has required the Port to arrange for the delivery of a satisfactory irrevocable standby letter of credit confirming, in whole or in part, the obligations of the Bank under the Letter of Credit in the initial stated amount of $1,500,000 and, on request of the Port, the Bank has assisted the Port in arranging for the issuance of an initial such letter of credit (the “Confirming Letter of Credit”) by the Federal Home Loan Bank of Cincinnati (the “Confirming Bank”); and

WHEREAS, as a condition to the issuance of the Confirming Letter of Credit, the Bank has requested that the Port enter into a First Supplement to Amended and Restated Program Reserve Letter of Credit Reimbursement Agreement (the “First Supplement”), by and between the Port, the Bank and the Trustee, pursuant to which the Bank will amend, restate and reissue the Letter of Credit (as reissued, the “Reissued Letter of Credit”);


WHEREAS, as a condition to the issuance of the Confirming Letter of Credit and reissuance of the Reissued Letter of Credit, the Bank has requested that the County consent to the First Supplement and acknowledge and confirm its continuing obligations to the Bank under the Guaranty Agreement;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County (the “Board”), that:

Section 1. 
This Board hereby finds it to be in the best interest of the County for the Confirming Bank to issue the Confirming Letter of Credit to the Trustee, for the Bank to issue the Reissued Letter of Credit to the Trustee to replace the Letter of Credit, for the Port, the Trustee and the Bank to enter into the First Supplement authorizing and providing for such transactions, and for the Port, the Trustee and the Bank to arrange for the issuance of additional confirming letters of credit from time to time hereafter as contemplated by the First Supplement, including entering into additional related supplements or amendments of the Reimbursement Agreement (collectively, “Confirming Credit Transactions”), thereby enabling the Port to issue additional Bonds and promote economic development within the jurisdiction of the Port and the County.  In order to induce the Bank to issue the Reissued Letter of Credit pursuant to the First Supplement and thereby permit the issuance of the Confirming Letter of Credit to the Trustee, and to induce the Confirming Credit Transactions as contemplated by the First Supplement, the County hereby acknowledges and confirms its obligations under the Guaranty Agreement, acknowledges and confirms that the County obligations to the Bank under the Guaranty Agreement will continue, unamended, unabated and unimpaired from and after the execution and delivery of the First Supplement, the reissuance of the Reissued Letter of Credit, the issuance of the Confirming Letter of Credit, and the implementation from time to time of any other Confirming Credit Transactions contemplated by the First Supplement, and that all such obligations will continue regardless of whether the obligations of the Bank under the Reissued Letter of Credit are satisfied by the Bank or by the Confirming Bank (or by a financial institution issuing any other confirming letter of credit to the Trustee in a Confirming Credit Transaction; provided that, in accordance with the First Supplement, the pecuniary obligations of the County under the Guaranty Agreement will not be increased by the Confirming Credit Transactions; and provided further that the County shall have no obligations whatsoever under the Guaranty Agreement to the Confirming Bank or any other financial institution providing a confirming letter of credit to the Trustee in a Confirming Credit Transaction. In order to evidence the foregoing acknowledgments and confirmations and to induce the Bank to issue the Reissued Letter of Credit pursuant to the First Supplement and thereby permit the issuance of the Confirming Letter of Credit to the Trustee, and to induce the Confirming Credit Transactions as contemplated by the First Supplement, the execution and delivery by and on behalf of the County of the Consent and Confirmation of Guaranty Obligations of County attached to the First Supplement (the “County Consent”), substantially in the form of the County Consent (and First Supplement) as are on file with the County, is hereby authorized and approved. The County Administrator, each County Commissioner and each other officer of the County, alone or together with any of the others, is authorized and directed to execute and deliver the County Consent on behalf of the County, with any changes or amendments that are not inconsistent with this Resolution and not substantially adverse to the County and that are approved by the County Administrator on behalf of the County, all of which shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution of the County Consent.  


Section 2.
The Bonds are not and will not be general obligations of the County and are not and will not be secured by a pledge of the full faith and credit of the County.  The owners or holders of the Bonds shall have no right to have any taxes levied for the payment of the Bonds.  Similarly, the Guaranty Agreement is not a general obligation of the County and is not secured by a pledge of the full faith and credit of the County.  As beneficiary under the Guaranty Agreement, the Bank shall have no right to have any taxes levied for any payment due under the 

Guaranty Agreement.  

Section 3.  
The County Administrator and other County officials, as appropriate, are each authorized and directed to execute any certificates, financial statements, consents and other documents and instruments and to take such actions as are necessary or appropriate to consummate the transactions contemplated by this Resolution (including, in addition to all other actions contemplated hereby, delivering written consents from time to time consistent herewith and in form and substance similar to the County Consent with respect to any Confirming Credit Transactions occurring after the issuance of the Confirming Letter of Credit) and in connection with the performance of the Guaranty Agreement.


Section 4.
This Board finds and determines that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board and that all deliberations of this Board and of any committees that resulted in those formal actions were in meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.


Section 5.
This Resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its adoption.
