Storm Water Issues & EPA Requirements

Ken Carney, Lorain County Sanitary Engineer & 

Brian McCartney, K.E. McCartney & Associates

Ken Carney, Lorain County Engineer and Brian McCartney, K.E.McCartney & Associates, Mansfield/Elyria, Ohio will discuss the storm water issues and epa requirements and give a powerpoint presentation on storm water management program.


Mr. Carney said this has been ongoing for the last 6 months coinciding with a resolution that was passed in November 2009 and there has been recent activity due to a grant that was applicable trough PSI/LCCC with the cities and villages, whereas the county is encompassing the rest of the unincorporated areas and then hopefully will become a county wide program.

Mr. Carney said Lake County implemented program there and it is voluntary working very well.


Mr. McCartney displayed a powerpoint presentation on the storm water management program.

Process of Forming a District

· Implementation of the $1.50 per month ($18 per year) temporary fee for developed parcels in unincorporated areas of the county to cover EPA mandated activities, I/I reduction, and start up costs.

· Develop overall business plan

· Determine existing cost of service through steering and technical advisory committees

· Determine required minimum cost of service to meet EPA regulations and drainage

· Public input

· Determine rate plan

· Implement final billing system 

· Once the County system is established and in service begin process of working with Municipalities

Billing Calculation

· Equivalent Residential Unit (ERU) developed based on average amount of hard surface area on residential property

· Typically 4,000 sq. ft. to 6,000 sq. ft. range is average in other counties in Ohio and across the country

· Non-residential properties measured for hard surface (impervious area) – ERUs calculated

· Example: 12,000 sq. feet of impervious surface area divided by 6,000 = 2 ERUs

Hard Surface Area

Displayed a picture of a building, parking lot and driveways. Some commercial areas will already have detention areas and possible will be given credits, but others become dumping grounds and make sure they work correctly and will be part of the steering committee recommendations.

Potential Revenue From Rates

· Initially a flat temporary fee of $1.50 per month for all developed properties in the unincorporated areas of the County will generate approximately $450,000 annually. This will be adjusted once impervious areas can be measured for larger commercial sites over the next year.

· April 2010

· Award contract for cost of service analysis business plan

· May 2010 to September 2010

· Public involvement

· May 2010 to October 2010 (Steering & Technical Advisory Committees) 

· Cost of service analysis, business plan, rate determination, final billing system implementation

Mr. McCartney said until the Steering & Technical Advisory committee meets he really can not give direct answers until public hearings are held.  The Board asked for copies of today’s presentation.  

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the county has been struggling last few years with Clean Water Act, Phase 2 in particular and have enacted legislation for erosion sediment controls and post construction and health department, engineer and soil and water have been doing the first 6 screenings and struggle to continue to fund, recently received EPA correspondence stating that the illicit discharge is something that has to be done by July 2010 and meeting to come up with a plan and this is all unfunded mandated things and hopefully this would be an affordable way to generate funds.

Commissioner Blair said Share Davis was facilitating the $80,000 grant that the Commissioners received on behalf of the Alliance, 

working with the Mayors. She emailed her yesterday, unable to attend but Mayor Hunter, Sheffield Village and Eric Norenberg, City of Oberlin Manger would like to the meet with the Commissioners to see how they could parallel this process and possibly become partners.  Commissioner Kalo said he thinks this is the intend from the southern to northern part of the county.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said storm water management is not a geographical border it is through regional approach and maybe if one upside to economic situation it would force political entities to work together.

Mr. Ashenhurst, Oberlin said he is interested in how the Alliance and this work together.  Of the 5 counties and not sure if the cities in 

these counties but Cincinnati was on City list and Hamilton County was on county list and should be incorporated. Commissioner Blair said they have several large townships surrounding. Administrator Cordes said it depends on who where the district was established and where you could go.  He said the intend is once more clarification and next several months working on this through committee he thinks the objective is to establish procedures and working relationship and bring it all together.  Mr. Ashenhurst asked how this fee, temporary – bills going out January 2011 and added to property tax, is there suppose to be a vote.  Administrator Cordes said only on assessments to property then hearings would be required but with fees you can place on tax bills.  

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the county is taking steps to comply with the EPA Phase 2 Clean Water Act mandates there is a 

special section of the Ohio Revised Code that this goes directly on the tax bills.  Mr. Ashenhurst said it is interesting and hope municipalities can bank the money, fee should go on developed parcels on the corporate areas as well and pile money up until this comes up. County Administrator Cordes said the county has a lot of work to do and no money to start, the difficulty is finding money to get ready to do some of things to charge fees and we need to have certain things done before it goes.  Collecting money and stockpiling never a problem it is the shortage that is a problem especially in first year.  He is trying to figure out a recommendation to the Board how to proceed forwarded for next year.  Mr. Ashenhurst said it would have been interested if Shara Davis could have attended because this discussion has been ongoing, Commissioner Blair said the August Alliance meeting will have the storm water discussion and she noticed Joe Reitz, Avon Lake was in the audience and asked if he had any comments.

Joe Reitz, Avon Lake Utilities said he is very interested in working together it has been a burden and Avon Lake Administration (Council/Mayor) has a limited budget for this and he does what he can do and it has been very tough and ongoing issues with EPA and lots of projects across the county that does not follow corporate boundaries.  He would be more than happy to discuss this with anyone.  Commissioner Kalo asked how it was going with the committee and incorporated areas. Mr. Reitz said it is ongoing, Shara has submitted the grant for implementation and waiting for response and there is a lot of discussion going on with all municipalities but budget constraints are limited.  Commissioner Kalo said Avon Lake has a separate utilities corporation of elected members don’t they have a budget that could pay for study. Mr. Reitz said they only handle sanitary and water, storm falls on him.  

Commissioner Kokoski said this is in litigation because there was an article in Crain’s magazine in February stating “North East Ohio Regional Sewer District (NEOSRD) is seeking to impose a fee on top of owners in 50 communities in Cuyahoga County and 11 towns in Lorain and Summit Counties.  How is their rule, are we working together.  County Administrator Cordes said over the months there has been a number of legal challenges to communities around Ohio and actually had input with Columbia Township and how this was going to be treated and there are a number of legal challenges that will come our way in working it out.  Commissioner Kokoski said they are getting fees from Lorain County and we are going to impose are we both imposing the same fees to the same people.  County Administrator Cordes said his understanding was we were close to resolving this issue.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said we have been working with NEORSD for some time along with County Engineers and Columbia Township and are fairly close to working toward a resolution, however Lorain County has a Sanitary Sewer District which has been in existence since 1983 (sanitary/storm/water district) and this under the statue covers the unincorporated areas, NEORSD is a different organizations that covers both municipalities and certain townships in unincorporated areas and this is why there is an overlap.  Municipalities in Cuyahoga County have done a lot of storm water management on their own and upset they are being doubled up. We are trying to work it out in the unincorporated areas and if we merge we would have to form a new district with municipalities, like Columbia Township is unique they have NEOSRD because of a contract and continue to discuss cooperatively and emphasis we have to avoid this double taxes on the residents.  County Administrator Cordes said some of the storm water from Columbia goes into Medina and Cuyahoga County and will continue to work on it and knows the goal of the board is that they do not want anyone to double bill.

Mr. Reitz said NEOSRD bills will hit June/July and they have a lot of input in residents in municipalities in objections and we will learn from them. He said the sewer district will take the sanitary and will pay for the storm as well.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said it gets complicated, watersheds in political boundaries like Rocky River that goes from Cuyahoga to Columbia, and this is why you have to work coordination.

Commissioner Kokoski asked about the resolution the board passed last year or this year and are these bills going out, the one that will pay for the grant money from Obama, $1.8 million. County Administrator Cordes said the stimulus money and no interest loan; he did not think we were going too.  Commissioner Kokoski said Brian is here, we should.  County Administrator Cordes asked if there were specific points to discuss, it has to do with storm water infiltration into the sanitary system.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if letters were sent to residents telling them they would be affected by this and why.  County Administrator Cordes said the direction he received last week in speaking with each Commissioners he sent the direction out the Sanitary Engineers office to get the letters out regards to the fee structure and what was being done and received a reply back that this was being done.  Mr. Carney shook his head yes.  Commissioner Kokoski said we need to explain why letters have been mailed and why there is a fee being imposed because it will increase/decrease bills.  

Ken Carney, County Engineer said the resolution was passed in November and the process was that his sanitary engineer department was going to notify all Township Trustees prior to notifying all the residents and have plans on mailing today all Townships, Trustees and Fiscal Officers and hopefully will get feedback before residents are notified.  County Administrator Cordes said over the last several years we have undertaken several very large construction projects by the demand of EPA to resolve problems that are small package plants and have around 1,400 users and deal with fines of EPA levied against the county prior to this board and is pleased to say we have done all these projects and reduced the fine down to a manageable level and when projects were completed they had to be paid for.  Some were by assessments that had hearings, some by fees, and some not sure how we were going to do it but we were under strict orders by the OHEPA that this work had to be done or we were going to be shut down, so we moved forward. So this year, last year while a lot of other things were going on and difficult things the county was facing, we had to restart paying for these things because we were in construction notes and had to go to bond and all this work was put into a jumbo bond and for the first time since we have been a sanitary/sewer district business.  Lorain County went to one standard flat fee for all users just like municipalities and there was an availability of $1.6 million dollars of stimulus money, Commissioner Kokoski said $1.8 million, County Administrator Cordes said the county was able to access this for the residents at no cost, which was not enough to do the complete projects on all the existing infrastructure in the sewer district and there was a low interest loan at about 3.4% and to do this huge project with regards to complete sewer district.  Commissioner Kokoski said when will this reflect in the bills, County Administrator Cordes said April of this year.  Commissioner Kokoski said this is why we need to discuss this and separate both issue. The Board passed this in November and the residents will receive their bills like tomorrow and nothing has been explained until the day before, the timing is not right.

Commissioner Kalo asked if the Brian or Ken could explain the rate structure and fees.

Ken Carney, County Engineer said the billing is done every 2 months, so this will not go out until at least May and this has been postponed until then. County Administrator Cordes said letters will be sent out letting them know that this charge will be forthcoming.  He understands the frustration because we should have been collecting January 1, 2010 and there have been 

different scenarios and issues being dealt with confusion of storm water, sanitary, this letter, that letter and something’s that someone of us thought were a being done, and it was not, so there was confusion and now leaves a shortage on the bond issue. Commissioner Kokoski said there was debt service due and no money coming in to pay for it.  County Administrator said correct, looks like an additional $67,000 should have been collected and there were some safeguards built in and he thinks we may get very close in getting by but will have to wait to see what the collections will be at end of year.  


Brian McCartney said the current plan is to notify the Trustees, first week of April and then notify all the residents week after that and give everyone roughly a month to look, talk and call into Engineers office to explain why this is and the letter clearly explains it and billing will be May 1, 2010.  He stated there were a lot of projects that were completed and wrapped into one bond and will have one utility fee for the district.  Commissioner Kalo said everyone will pay the same fee, rather than all different. Mr. McCartney said essential yes.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if these are the sewer back then were being assessed on the cost of the sewer, so the people with older sewers were being charged a lot less, compared to the new sewers because they cost more, but older sewers would need repairs because they were old. Commissioner Kalo said prior boards never enacted fee increases so this is why we decided to put everything together with all repairs, and fines, took to bond and have one aggregate amount for the entire district.  Mr. McCartney said the department will become solvent. Commissioner Kalo said this will also keep us up to date on all the repairs, etc. County Administrator Cordes said we now have sufficient MRE (maintenance repair expense), which is new; built into the fee.  Commissioner Kalo asked what the new fee would be per household?  Mr. Carney said per resolution there is a reserve of $1.45 (this is mre) but the cost per month is $9.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if this includes the bond.  Commissioner Kalo said we did storm water in the first discussion and it was $1.50/month on tax duplicate. Mr. Carney said this is storm water project (I&I) storm sewer removal from sanitary sewer system but INR is separate of $1.50 and there is also additional reserve for seed money for future grant projects.  

Commissioner Blair said option 3 said $19/month, plus $2.50 for Obama money.

Mr. Carney said it is option e, Resolution No. 09-810.

County Administrator Cordes asked how much is the county imposing all in on our own fee on users, Mr. Carney said strictly county 

portion for sanitary sewer customers over 3,100 would be $9/month.  Commissioner Kokoski asked how this would be collected.  Mr. Carney said they will do their own billing, 3,102 customers.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if this will be on tax duplicate or paper billing, Mr. Carney said paper billing, every 2 months and hopefully mid May for the first one.  He said we currently do our own billing now for our customers and adopted the other customers that utilize our sewers, laterals and taking over this billing and will be in one department.  County Administrator said the only thing that will go onto the tax duplicate is the delinquent accounts that are certified to the Auditor on an annual basis.

Commissioner Blair said she has other paperwork showing $9, County Administrator Cordes said this $9 is only the county portion but they will also pay a bill for treatment services.  

Commissioner Blair asked Mr. Carney to forward the letters to the board that will be sent out to the residents/townships, Mr. Carney said he would.

The Board thanked them for both attending on this very timely subject.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR

March 31, 2010

Administrator Cordes said there has been a struggle with the Project Ten incumbent worker training program over the last several months, with some repeal of waivers granted to the state when we tackled the difficult issue of matching funds and wages and things with companies with DOL, and about 18 months ago we were successful at setting a trend with those funds.  Changes at DOL came thereafter we were running a very successful program, and never underestimate that successful programs will be changed by somebody way up the line that does not realize the good work being done at a much lower level.  When they went through all their waivers, they denied the waiver for Project Ten for Incumbent Worker Training, and redefined the use of funds to be used for layoff aversion.  Some of the definitions of layoff aversion could be easily incorporated into incumbent worker training depending on how you massage the various methodology used to review the necessity of the training.   After that, we really did not receive any specific guidance from the state with respect to the new definitions from DOL.  The state lets us use those funds or reports our funds for recovery that are not being used appropriately at the local level.  We have been working as a group diligently, the earlier part of this year, to get a couple companies cued up and established of what we thought layoff aversion meant so we could push the state to provide that guidance out of Columbus.  While we were doing that, and were proposing to come to the Board next week, the state issued some guidance last week.  We were working with them, but did not expect that guidance that quick, and their definition of layoff aversion pretty well mirrors what we were thinking the definitions would be and how we would establish them locally.  So we were able to cue two companies for training very rapidly.  One of them would like to start some training as of yesterday because the training is starting with regards to the course work.  He asked Don Graves to give an explanation of these companies and get this project back on the fast track because it can do such good work in Lorain County, and he is pleased that we are moving ahead again after wiggling around all the changes at the federal level.  

Don Graves, Workforce and Economic Development Specialist/The Employment Network said there are two companies that we can cue up very quickly, both of whom meet the definition of layoff aversion very well.  The first is R.W. Beckett Corporation in North Ridgeville.  They are coming to us for training in areas of Shop Math and electrical applications, circuitry based electronics, to evolve a new product line they are working on to expand out from their oil burner business into some other areas and new controls.  They are requesting approximately $27,005.88 in Project Ten funds.  The grand total of the project is $60,311.76.  They have the best example of what a layoff aversion application should look like and will probably be used as the model for any future companies coming forward through this process.  The other company requesting funds is Western Enterprises in Avon Lake.  They are requesting funding for statistical process control training, which is quality control.  They have some business opportunities they are looking at getting into where they have to have a very tight quality control level even higher than their current outstanding quality control levels are, so they need to implement this new process to be able to effectively bid on and increase those opportunities and bring in some additional business that they do not yet have.  They are requesting $4,245.00 in Project Ten funds and the total cost of the project is $13,861.08.  They also have a very good application when it comes to the layoff aversion piece and both of these will probably be used as the gauges and measures for other companies requesting these funds.   

Administrator Cordes said we did not agenda this item because the leadership team was going to review these projects and they did approve them, but before we were going to move them to the state to make sure the state was agreeable to setting the tempo with that aversion definition so that there would be no recovery later.  Had we gone ahead and done it locally and found that the state disagreed with our interpretation of layoff aversion, and there was an audit finding, we would have had to make up the money out of the general fund.  So we felt it was prudent to engage them on a different level.  He is very comfortable with the interpretations that were established and sent down to clearly fit the definition of these companies; and Mr. Graves agreed with that.  There were two pools of money – dislocated worker money and adult worker funds.  One of the other pieces of guidance received from DOL, which was a change, was that in order to use the adult worker funds they now have to meet the low income threshold eligibility, and he felt that was unfortunate.  These are all dislocated worker dollars.  The reason the other pool is unfortunate that they have to meet that eligibility is because it is very hard to work with companies to establish whether their workers are eligible under the poverty guidelines.  Making those kinds of intrusions in the workplace become very difficult to get compliance with that and a lot of times companies do not want to disrupt their workforce.  However, we are going to face that challenge because we only have a limited amount of dislocated worker money.  We used to have 20% we could use for this program out of the dislocated adult worker funds and now we are down to 10%, which was another change that came out of DOL.  We are down to 10% and now that pool has been split with 50% of that money for poverty eligible recipients.  We are trying to work on protocols least intrusive that we can engage employers with otherwise we will exhaust our availability of resources rapidly with companies out there.  To the best of his knowledge, he thought we are the first ones to use these funds to combat layoff aversion in the state of Ohio.  Mr. Graves said with a program such as ours we would be the first one.  There may be others using formula dollars but no one using an innovative program like Project Ten, and have moved forward with the definitions like we have.  
Commissioner Kalo said we are benefiting with long standing companies in our community that have a lot of employees; and he asked if this falls into the job retention numbers.  Administrator Cordes said there has to be some indication that without the use of these funds the company is in jeopardy of a reduction in force, and he would clearly call these retention numbers.  Commissioner Kalo asked Mr. Graves if that is how it is classified at the state and have they come out with rules on the classification using these dollars; and Mr. Graves said when it comes to the incumbent worker training that layoff aversion falls under the retention category.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski said yesterday her assistant Shari Pena and Karen Davis took a few tours around the county to the Transit Maintenance facility and new collection center that should be opening around June or so.  There are still a few issues that need to be finished, but it will be good for the county.  They also toured the Train Station, which has not been one of her favorite things and as long as there is no general fund money going toward it she is okay with it.  There has been a lot of good work done there.  She was impressed with it and loves old buildings, and thought they did a nice job and are working like busy beavers.  Administrator Cordes said he was aware that she was not enamored with the color selection.  Commissioner Kokoski said it looked like Christmas/Ohio State and was too gaudy.  It was red and green with big red o’s with green around it.   Administrator Cordes said when you are restoring a building of historical significance you are forced to certain decision making, and these are the colors and motifs that were originally in these types of facilities.  While the work is very ornate and beautiful, he wondered about the colors too, but it is what it is.  Commissioner Kokoski suggested they may want to have bigger tv screens because the room is so massive and huge, and if it was not for the projector, the tv screens might be too small.  County Administrator Cordes hopes that they are large enough, but one of the challenges of the room is to make it into a useable space with modern technology while maintaining the historical significance of the structure, and because of limitations of cables and so forth, they had to be very innovative.  Later this year there may be some pre-tours of it.  It is going to be a great meeting space that will offer the third largest meeting space outside of the Palace Theatre and Spitzer Conference Center for large groups to meet and have better state of the art technology.  Commissioner Kokoski said  it only holds around 200 people; and Administrator Cordes said the biggest place is the Palace followed by Spitzer at about 300. However, Commissioner Kalo said the Palace holds 1300 seats.  County Administrator Cordes said he is not aware of any other facilities that offer this type of meeting facility other than banquet halls that will hold business meetings, and we are at about 200 or 240 with all the technology to support doing presentations.

Commissioner Kokoski also mentioned that she clocked how long it takes to walk from Washington Avenue to the Justice Center at three tenths of a mile and it is mostly going uphill, but she did not walk it.  She would not want to walk it and would not expect anyone else to, and would like to see the jury bus back.  
Commissioner Kalo said Monday morning he was invited to attend a press conference at the Great Lakes Science Center with Governor Strickland, Senator Sherrod Brown, Prosecutor Mason from Cuyahoga County, President Bob Snyder/Case Western Reserve University,  NRG Corporation, Richard Stubey from LEEDCO(Lake Erie Economic Development Corporation)/Great Lakes Development Task Force.  This was  a major announcement of the Offshore Wind Group that Lorain County became a part of last year.  LEEDCO has a design for offshore wind turbines to get preliminary costs and sighting issues discussed.  Senator Sherrod Brown is working on this power lock in Congress to lower the fees and costs of putting up alternative energy whether it is solar and/or wind.  Governor Strickland is pushing through the State legislature, senate and house to lower the principal tangible property tax on renewables for wind and solar.  The State of Ohio is heavily taxed on these issues.  The normal cost for one mega watt of solar is about $100,000 in fees and about $40,000 for one mega watt of wind.  We hope to be competitive between $6,000 and $10,000 per one mega watt like the surrounding states.  It is nice to see everyone is working cooperatively and it is nice to be part of the group in Cuyahoga who are working regionally and meeting with Ashtabula County Commissioners and the Chamber on Tuesday to discuss them joining.  He has also had conversations with Erie County Commissioners Shenigo and Monaghan who are interested in joining the group also.  It is moving forward.  Who thought five years ago we would be talking seriously about offshore wind.  
Commissioner Blair said on Saturday she attended a 4-H fund raiser.  Because of reduced funding at the county, their funds were reduced.  They had a very successful fundraiser to supplement their income.  It was wonderful and they did a nice job getting donations and having people bid on the donations.  She bought a $90.00 elderberry pie.  The Alliance meeting Lorain County Transportation Day was held last Friday and it was very successful with about 70 people in attendance.  They have already received a couple products about the availability of the various kinds of transportation initiatives.   She thanked County Engineer Ken Carney for providing the refreshments.  The meeting will be broadcast on the college channel on Saturday at 11:00 a.m. and Sunday at 3:00 p.m. and 11:00 p.m., and will let everyone know when it will be broadcast on the Lorain County Community Alliance website.  The times have not been established yet.  The meeting was great.

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin said she was prepared to make an announcement this morning not knowing this would be proclaimed Child Abuse month and that there was an increase in child abuse cases.   There has also been an increase in juvenile crime cases.  She announced that there will be a meeting in Oberlin about reforming the juvenile justice on Sunday, April 18 at 2:00 p.m. in Wilder Hall at Oberlin College.  She also noted that Judge Basinski and Doug Messer had reported last year that juvenile filings were up 20% in Lorain County for the first half of last year, neglect and abuse cases were up by 10%, and they were very concerned that the attorney fees are low in this county and that juveniles do not always get adequate representation.  These are some of the things that will be mentioned in the talk and everyone should be informed about this subject, and speaking will be Christopher Mallet, professor at Cleveland State University and a juvenile justice advocate.   
Richard Krueck, Kipton was concerned about a solid waste problem and wanted to know why several local garage haulers are not allowed to dump at the County facility.  County Administrator noted that someone from Allied Waste was here and may be able to answer his question.  David Kidder of Allied Waste said any hauler is welcome to dump at the facility and there are posted gate rates.  There is no one restricted from dumping at the facility as long as they pay the posted gate rates.  Mr. Krueck said about a year ago he heard that there was some major complaint that they had to go out of the county to do the dumping.  County Administrator Cordes was glad that Mr. Kidder was here today to address this question.      
Commissioner Blair noted that she was glad to see former commissioner George Koury at the meeting to acknowledge his former administrative assistant and they will cut the cake in five minutes.
