WHEREAS, the Federal Aviation Administration recommends that general aviation airports adopt Minimum Standards to provide a safe and efficient environment for the conduct of commercial and tenant activities, while at the same time providing a level of aeronautical services commiserating with the needs of the flying public, and


WHEREAS, one of the objectives of the Minimum Standards is to provide a fair and reasonable opportunity, without discrimination, be accorded to all applicants to qualify, or otherwise compete, for available Airport facilities and the furnishing of selected aeronautical services.


WHEREAS, all operators are encouraged to exceed the minimums, but none will be allowed to operate under the minimum conditions established.  The County reserves the right to modify or add to the Minimum Standards as needed.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that we do and hereby adopt the Minimum Standards for Airport Aeronautical Services dated April, 2010 effective immediately.

RESOLUTION 10-253
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE COUNTY OF LORAIN, OHIO TO APPROVE THE ISSUANCE OF HOSPITAL FACILITIES REVENUE BONDS OF THE COUNTY OF ALLEN, OHIO; AUTHORIZING SUPPLEMENTS TO INDENTURES OF TRUST IN CONNECTION WITH CERTAIN PRIOR BOND ISSUES AND AUTHORIZING OTHER DOCUMENTS IN CONNECTION WITH SUCH BONDS.


WHEREAS, Catholic Healthcare Partners is a nonprofit Ohio corporation (the “Corporation”) that, through its subordinate and affiliated nonprofit corporations (the “Affiliates”), owns and operates healthcare facilities at various locations in Ohio, including Hospital Facilities, as defined in Section 140.01 of the Ohio Revised Code, in Lorain County, Ohio (the "County") and the Corporation has determined to acquire, construct and equip certain additional Hospital Facilities located in the County (such existing and additional Hospital Facilities, collectively, the “Local Facilities”), and has requested the County of Allen, Ohio (the "Issuer”) to issue its bonds therefor; and 


WHEREAS, Chapter 140 of the Ohio Revised Code provides a procedure by which “Public Hospital Agencies,” as defined therein and including counties and municipal corporations, may enter into an agreement pursuant to which a Public Hospital Agency may issue its revenue bonds to fund the capital needs of Hospital Facilities located in the jurisdictions of each of the Public Hospital Agencies which are parties to such agreement, for the public purpose of better providing for the health and welfare of the people of the State of Ohio by enhancing the availability, efficiency and economy of Hospital Facilities and the services rendered thereby; 


WHEREAS, the Corporation has represented to the County that it has organized under a master trust indenture the financing of certain debt of the Corporation and the Affiliates, including debt incurred to fund the capital needs of the Local Facilities, and from time to time will undertake the financing and refinancing of Hospital Facilities, including the Local Facilities, thereby enhancing the availability, efficiency and economy of Hospital Facilities and the services rendered thereby in the County; 

WHEREAS, the County entered into the Public Hospital Agencies Agreement with the Issuer and certain additional political subdivisions (collectively with the County,  the "Participating Public Hospital Agencies") pursuant to Section 140.03, Ohio Revised Code, dated as of May 1, 2008 for the purpose of (a) financing and refinancing through the Issuer certain capital equipment and construction needs of the Corporation and its Affiliates, including the Local Facilities, located within the jurisdiction of the County, including the reimbursement of costs advanced for those purposes, and (b) refunding and retiring outstanding prior indebtedness incurred for such purpose; 


WHEREAS, the Corporation anticipates that the Issuer will issue its Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 2010 (Catholic Healthcare Partners), in one or more series (the “Series 2010 Bonds”), in an amount not to exceed $825,000,000 to (a) finance and refinance the acquisition, construction and equipping of Hospital Facilities located in the jurisdiction of the  Participating Public Hospital Agencies, (b) refund and retire all or a portion of certain outstanding prior indebtedness comprised of the following: $84,225,000 County of Lorain, Ohio Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 1999A (Catholic Healthcare Partners); $155,065,000 County of Lorain, Ohio Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 1997B (Catholic Healthcare Partners); $29,480,000 County of Clermont, Ohio Hospital Facilities Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 1996 B (Mercy Health System); $339,480,000 County of Lorain, Ohio Hospital Facilities Revenue Refunding and Improvement Bonds, Series 2001A (Catholic Healthcare Partners); and $116,325,000 County of Lorain, Ohio Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 2002A (Catholic Healthcare Partners); and (c) to refund indebtedness the proceeds of which were used to refund a portion of the $190,000,000 County of Lorain, Ohio Adjustable Rate Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 2002B (Catholic Healthcare Partners) (the "Series 2002B Bonds") and $285,000,000 County of Lorain, Ohio Adjustable Rate Hospital Facilities Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2003 (Catholic Healthcare Partners) (the "Series 2003 Bonds");


WHEREAS, Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”), requires that prior to their issuance, the Series 2010 Bonds must be approved by the “applicable elected representative” (as defined in such Section 147(f) of the Code) of the Issuer and of certain political subdivisions in which Hospital Facilities will be financed, including the County;


WHEREAS, this Board of County Commissioners is the applicable elected representative of the County; 

 
WHEREAS, based on information provided by the Corporation, a public hearing was held with respect to the issuance of the Series 2010 Bonds prior to the consideration of this resolution; 
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WHEREAS, the County previously issued the Series 2002B Bonds, the Series 2003 Bonds and the $375,000,000 Adjustable Rate Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 2006 (Catholic Healthcare Partners) (collectively the "Prior Bonds") to finance and refinance costs of the Local Facilities;


WHEREAS, the Corporation has informed the County that, in order to accurately describe the insurance agreements and the providers of municipal bond insurance policies for the Prior Bonds which are referenced in the indentures of trust for the Prior Bonds (collectively, the "Prior Indentures"), it is necessary to amend the definitions in such Prior Indentures with respect to such agreements and providers. 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio:


SECTION 1.    That the Prior Bonds and any revenue bonds issued under the authority of the Public Hospital Agencies Agreement shall not be, and are not, general obligations, debt or bonded indebtedness of the County or any Participating Public Hospital Agency and the holders or owners of such revenue bonds shall not have the right to have excises or taxes levied by the County or any Participating Public Hospital Agency for the payment of principal of, or interest or premium, if any, on such revenue bonds.  Such payment shall be made only from funds provided by the Corporation or its Affiliates.

SECTION 2.  That this Board, as the “applicable elected representative” of the County for purposes of Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, hereby approves the issuance of the Series 2010 Bonds by the County of Allen, Ohio, in the maximum principal amount of $825,000,000. It is anticipated, based on information provided by the Corporation, that the proceeds of the Series 2010 Bonds will be used to (i) finance, refinance, or reimburse the costs of, the acquisition, construction and equipping of equipment, real property and improvements to Hospital Facilities, at some or all of the following locations:  (A) 3609 West Lake Road, Lorain; (B) 155 North Leavitt Road, Suite #201, Amherst; (C) 450 Avon Belden Road, Avon Lake, known as Physicians and Rehabilitation Center; (D) 41201, 41274 Schaden Road, Elyria, known as Community Health Partners Cancer Center; (E) 412 East River Street, Elyria, known as Elyria Mediclinic; (F) 13906 West Lake Road, Elyria, known as Primary Care of Vermillion; (G) 491 Abbe Road, Elyria, known as Occupational Health Satellite; (H) West 18th Street, Livingston Avenue, Lorain, known as Community Health Partnership; (I) 3745 Grove Avenue, Lorain, known as Primary Care of South Lorain; (J) 941 Livingston, Lorain; (K) 125 West 21st Street, Lorain; (L) 1050 Sunnyside, Vermillion; (M) 21st and Broadway, Lorain, known as Reidy Scanlan Building, the initial owner, operator or manager of each of the preceding locations is Community Health Partners, an Ohio non-profit corporation; (N) 21st and Reid, Lorain, known as St. Joseph Community Resource Center; (O) 32730 Walker Road, Avon Lake, known as Community Health Partners; (P) 3700 Kolbe Road, Lorain, known as Community Health Partners; (Q) 221 West 21st Street, Lorain, known as Community Health Partners; (R) 1900 West River Road, Elyria, known as Northern Ohio Imaging Center; (S) 41201 Schaden Road, Elyria, known as Community Health Partners Cancer Center; (T) 5255-5275 North Abbe Road, Elyria, known as New Life Hospice; (U) 1800 Livingston Avenue, West 18th Street, Lorain, known as Family Care Center of Lorain; (V) 205 West 20th Street, Lorain, known as Specialty Hospital of Lorain; (W) 3500-3700 Kolbe Road, Lorain, known as Community Health Partners Hospital, Hospice and Offices, the initial owner, operator or manager of each of the preceding locations is Community Health Partners of Ohio, an Ohio non-profit corporation; (X) 200 West Lorain Street, Oberlin, known as Allen Memorial Hospital, Ambulance Garage and Maintenance Garage; (Y) 224 West Lorain Street, Oberlin, known as Allen Medical Clinic; (Z) 247-255 West Lorain Street, Oberlin; (AA) 508 Dickson Street, Wellington; and (BB) 576-578 North Leavitt Road, Amherst, known as Medical Offices, the initial owner, operator or manager of each of the preceding locations is Allen Medical Center, an Ohio non-profit corporation; (ii) to refund all or a portion of the following bonds whose proceeds were utilized to finance or refinance Hospital Facilities at locations included in (i) above: $84,225,000 County of Lorain, Ohio Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 1999A (Catholic Healthcare Partners); $155,065,000 County of Lorain, Ohio Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 1997B (Catholic Healthcare Partners); $29,480,000 County of Clermont, Ohio Hospital Facilities Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 1996 B (Mercy Health System); $339,480,000 County of Lorain, Ohio Hospital Facilities Revenue Refunding and Improvement Bonds, Series 2001A (Catholic Healthcare Partners); and $116,325,000 County of Lorain, Ohio Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 2002A (Catholic Healthcare Partners); (iii) to refund indebtedness the proceeds of which were used to refund a portion of the Series 2002B Bonds and Series 2003 Bonds; and (iv) to finance certain costs associated with the issuance of the Series 2010 Bonds.  It is anticipated that not more than $200,000,000 of the proceeds of the Series 2010 Bonds will be allocated to any one facility financed thereby.  A portion of the proceeds of the Series 2010 Bonds will also be used to finance Hospital Facilities at other locations outside the County, in the State of Ohio. 

This approval is intended to comply with the provisions of Section 147(f) of the Code, and does not constitute a finding of the Board as to the compliance or noncompliance by the Corporation or the County of Allen, Ohio with any legal requirements imposed upon them in connection with the issuance of the Series 2010 Bonds.

SECTION 3.  That the Clerk of this Board and any member of this Board be and they hereby are authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the County such certificates, documents and instruments in connection with the issuance and public sale of the Series 2010 Bonds and of revenue bonds issued from time to time under authority of the Public Hospital Agencies Agreement, and the delivery of the Public Hospital Agencies Agreement, as may be required, necessary or appropriate, including, without limitation, applicable elected representative approvals, conveyances of title to real and personal property, terminations of financing statements and other releases of security interests in property.  Such documents, including the ones specifically authorized hereby, shall be subject to such changes, insertions and omissions as may be approved by this Board, which approval shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution thereof by the proper officers of this Board.

SECTION 4.
For the purposes set forth in the preambles hereto, a supplemental indenture to each of the Prior Indentures relating to the Prior Bonds is hereby authorized and any two members of this Board are authorized and directed to execute on behalf of the County such supplemental indentures, substantially in the form now on file with the Clerk of this Board, with such changes as are not inconsistent with this Resolution and not adverse to the County and as have been approved by the officers executing the same on behalf of the County, such approval to be conclusively evidenced by the execution thereof.


SECTION 5.  That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable and, if any section, phrase or provision shall, for any reason, be declared invalid, such declaration of invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this Resolution.


SECTION 6.  All resolutions, orders or parts thereof in conflict with the provisions of this Resolution are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby repealed.


SECTION 7.  It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with the law, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code, and the rules of this Board in accordance therewith.

HOUSING REVOLVING LOAN FUND ADMINISTRATION AGREEMENT

This Housing Revolving Loan Fund Administration Agreement (the “Agreement”) is made and entered into by and between the State of Ohio, Department of Development, located at 77 South High Street, P.O. Box 1001, Columbus, Ohio 43216-1001 (the “Grantor”), and Lorain County, located at Administration Building, 226 Middle Avenue, Elyria, Ohio 44035, with F.T.I. Number: FTI 34-6001704 (the “Grantee”), and shall be effective beginning January 1, 2010 (the “Effective Date”) and terminate December 31, 2012 (the “Termination Date”).
BACKGROUND INFORMATION

A.
Grantor, through its Office of Housing and Community Partnerships (“OHCP”) administers of the federal Community Development Block Grant (“CDBG”) Program and the HOME Investment Partnerships (“HOME”) Program for the State of Ohio.


B.
Grantee has been determined to be an eligible recipient of CDBG and/or HOME funds and Grantee has been awarded CDBG and/or HOME funds from the Grantor for use to finance eligible activities that may generate Program Income as defined herein.
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C.
Grantor has recognized the positive impact on community development initiatives when the use of Program Income is locally determined.  Grantor has permitted the establishment of Revolving Loan Funds within local political subdivisions to meet the primary development goals of:  1) improving the affordable housing stock; and 2) providing for the affordable housing needs of low-and moderate-income persons in designated areas served by the Revolving Loan Fund.


D.
Grantor desires to have Grantee to administer a Revolving Loan Fund using the CDBG and/or HOME Program Income and Grantee desires to administer a Revolving Loan Fund using the CDBG and/or HOME Program Income for the purposes stated above.


E.
Grantee has adopted Resolution (or Ordinance) # 10-256 on April 14, 2010 authorizing the execution of this Agreement.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and the mutual promises and covenants hereinafter set forth, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

STATEMENT OF THE AGREEMENT

1.  Revolving Loan Fund Capitalization.  Grantee shall deposit any and all housing related Program Income, as defined herein, derived from CDBG Community Housing Improvement Program (“CHIP”) and HOME funds awarded by the Grantor to the Grantee pursuant to the grant awards and/or activities as set forth in this Agreement into a Housing Revolving Loan Fund Account.  For the purposes of this Agreement, Program Income is defined as gross income received by the recipient directly generated from the use of CDBG, CHIP and/or HOME Program funds.  Furthermore, the Housing Revolving Loan Fund (“RLF”) is defined as a separate fund established for the purpose of accounting for Program Income and of carrying out the specific activities designated in OHCP’s Housing Program Income General Guidelines and Instructions, which, in turn, generate payments to the fund (“RLF Funds”) for the continued use in carrying out the same activities.

2.  RLF Plan and Use of Funds.  Grantee has adopted a Community Housing Improvement Strategy (CHIS) and a copy of the Local Housing Policy and Procedures Manual that has been previously submitted and approved by the Grantor.  The Local Housing Policy and Procedures Manual must include the policies and procedures established by Grantor in the OHCP Housing Program Manual.  The policy and procedures manual must include any designated administrative agent, an established board structure, loan review criteria, and procedures for workouts, delinquencies and defaults.  Any changes to the Local Housing Policy and Procedures Manual must be submitted to Grantor for and approval.  Grantee shall use the Housing RLF Funds solely for the stated purposes set forth in this Agreement, OHCP’s Housing Program Income General Guidelines and Instructions and the Local Housing Policy and Procedures Manual.  All housing program income funds must be expended in compliance with all CHIP requirements, including those found in Grantor’s Non-Participating Jurisdiction Housing Handbook and the current Ohio Consolidated Plan.

3.  Reporting Requirements.  Grantee shall submit Housing Semi-Annual Program Income Reports to Grantor within thirty (30) days after receipt of the June 30 and December 31 Housing Semi-Annual Program Income Report of each year.  The Housing Semi-Annual Program Income Report shall include information for all housing program income.  Grantee shall also file an Annual Other Program Income Report due March 31 of each year in which this Agreement is in effect.

4.  Compliance with General CDBG and HOME Requirements.  Grantee shall comply with all applicable provisions of the statutes, rules, regulations and guidelines as passed by Congress or promulgated by the Secretary of the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).

5.  Compliance with Environmental Requirements.  Grantee shall comply with the provisions of the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 insofar as the provisions of such Act apply to activities undertaken with CDBG Program Income.  Grantee agrees to assume responsibility for preparing Environmental Assessments and Environmental Reviews as required.

6.  Prevailing Wage Rates and Labor Standards.  Grantee shall comply with Section 570.603; Labor Standards of the Regulations published by HUD for Community Development Block Grants and the HOME program labor provisions and apply the federal Davis Bacon Labor Standards where required.  In the event that any construction work to be undertaken does not lie within the purview of the Davis-Bacon Act, and neither the federal government nor any of its agencies prescribes predetermined minimum wages to be paid to mechanics and laborers to be employed in the construction work to be assisted by this Project(s), Grantee will comply with the provisions of Ohio Revised Code Sections 4115.03 to 4115.16, inclusive, as applicable, with respect to the payment of all mechanics and labors employed in such construction work.

7.  Acquisition and Relocation.  Grantee shall comply with the relocation requirements of Title II and the acquisition requirements of Title III of the Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1970, as amended, and the implementation regulations set forth in 570.488 and 49 CFR Part 24 as they apply to the activities covered by this Agreement.  Grantee shall comply with the process established under the Anti-Displacement and Relocation Plan.

8.  National Objective Requirements.  Grantee shall ensure that all projects funded as a result of this Agreement meet the national objective of a housing related direct benefit for low-and-moderate income persons.  Any projects not meeting this requirement must submit a request for waiver to Grantor.  Grantor will review the request to determine if the project meets a CDBG or HOME National Objective.  Written approval from Grantor must be received prior to the local RLF issuing approval for the project.  Costs for projects that do not meet a national objective must be charged to administration.

9.  Suspension and Termination.  Either party may terminate this Agreement upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other.  Grantor reserves the right to suspend the administration of the Housing RLF at any time for failure of the Grantee or its designated administrative agent to administer the local Housing RLF in compliance with the OHCP Housing Program Manual which is not attached but incorporated herein by reference.  Throughout this Agreement, Grantee and any designated administrative agent must continue to demonstrate administrative capacity in the administration of the Housing RLF.  Failure to accurately report on the Housing RLF Funds could result in Grantor placing the Housing RLF Funds on hold or recapturing the Housing RLF Funds.  Grantor also reserves the right to request the Housing RLF Funds be returned to the State of Ohio upon failure to comply with the OHCP Housing Program Manual and the Local Policy and Procedures Manual.

10.  Subrecipient Agreements.  Grantee shall not subgrant the Program Income funds to any other local political jurisdiction or non-profit agency.  Grantee may contract with a non-profit agency to administer the Housing RLF Funds, but the funds are to remain with the Grantee.  If there is a change in the designated administrative agent of the Housing RLF Funds, it is the responsibility of the Grantee to notify OHCP within fifteen days of any change in status of the designated administrative agent.

11.  Term of the Agreement.  This Agreement shall begin on the Effective Date and shall terminate on the Termination Date, unless otherwise modified pursuant to Section 19f herein.  At least sixty (60) days prior to the Termination Date, Grantor will determine if the Grantee continues to have the capacity to administer the Housing RLF Funds based on the performance of the Grantee and its designated administrative agent.  Grantor shall promptly notify Grantee in writing of a determination questioning administrative capacity.  Grantor reserves the right to determine if the State of Ohio will renew this Agreement to allow the Grantee to administer the Housing RLF, have the Grantee close out the Housing RLF by executing a CDBG and/or HOME Closeout Agreement or recapture the Housing RLF Funds.

12.  Records, Access and Maintenance.  Grantee shall establish and maintain for at least four (4) years from the expiration of this Agreement, all direct information and such records as are reasonably related to the administration of a Housing RLF as set forth in the OHCP Housing Program Manual.  Both parties further agree that records required by the Grantor with respect to any questioned costs, audit disallowances, litigation or dispute between the Grantor and the Grantee shall be maintained for the time needed for the resolution of said question and that in the event of early termination of this Agreement as provided in Section 9 of this Agreement, or if for any other reason the Grantor shall require a review of the records related to the Housing RLF Funds, the Grantee shall, at its own cost and expense, segregate all such records related to the Housing RLF Funds from its other records of operation.
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13.  Audits and Inspections.  Grantee shall, at any time during normal business hours upon written notice and as often as Grantor may deem necessary, make available to Grantor, for examination, and to appropriate state agencies or officials, all of its records with respect to matters covered by this Agreement including, but not limited to, records of all contracts, loans and disbursements and shall permit Grantor to audit, examine and make excerpts or transcripts from such records.  Grantee shall ensure that the Housing RLF Funds are audited according to the requirements of the ODOD Grant Administration Guidelines-Audits that is not attached hereto, but incorporated by reference.

14.  Equal Employment Opportunity.  Grantee shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, religion, color, sex, national origin, disability, military status, age, or ancestry.  Grantee shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are considered for employment and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their race, religion, color, sex, national origin, disability, military status, age, or ancestry.  Grantee shall, in all solicitations or advertisements or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the Grantee, state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to race, religion, color, sex, national origin, disability, military status, age, or ancestry.  Grantee shall incorporate the requirements of this paragraph in all its respective contracts for any of the work prescribed herein (other than subcontractors for standard commercial supplies or raw materials), and the Grantee will require all of its subcontractors for any part of such work to incorporate such requirements in all subcontracts for such work.

15.  Liability.  Grantee shall maintain liability and property insurance to cover actionable legal claims for liability or loss which are the result of injury to or death of any person, damage to property (including property of Grantor) caused by the negligent acts or omissions, or negligent conduct of the Grantee, to the extent permitted by law, in connection with the activities of this Agreement.  Furthermore, each party to this Agreement agrees to be liable for the negligent acts or negligent omissions by or through itself, its employees and agents.  Each party further agrees to defend itself and themselves and pay any judgments and costs arising out of such negligent acts or omissions, and nothing in this Agreement shall impute or transfer any such liability from one to the other.

Adherence to State and Federal Laws and Regulations.

The Grantee understands that failure to comply with Executive Order 2007-01S is, in itself, grounds for termination of this Agreement and the grant of funds made pursuant to this Agreement and may result in the loss of other contracts or grants with the State of Ohio.

17.  Forbearance Not a Waiver.  No act of forbearance or failure to insist on the prompt performance by the Grantee of its obligations under this Agreement, either express or implied, shall be construed as a waiver by the Grantor of any of its rights hereunder.

18.  Declaration Regarding Material Assistance/Nonassistance to a Terrorist Organization.  If applicable, the Grantee must certify compliance with Ohio Revised Code Section 2909.33 by providing Grantor a completed certification attesting that it does not provide material assistance to any organization on the United States Department of State exclusion list.

19.  Miscellaneous.  

a.  Governing Law.  This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Ohio as to all matters, including, but not limited to matters of validity, construction, effect and performance.  

b.  Forum and Venue.  All actions regarding this Agreement shall be forumed and venued in a court of competent subject matter jurisdiction in Franklin County, Ohio.  

c.  Entire Agreement.  This Agreement and its exhibits and any documents referred to herein constitute the complete understanding of the parties and merge and supersede any and all other discussions, agreements and understandings, either oral or written, between the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT


Commissioner Kokoski said she would like the jury bus back but at a responsible expense.  County Administrator Cordes said himself, Special Projects Manager Karen Davis, Assistant  County Administrator Ron Twining and Court Administrator Common Pleas Tim Lubbe meet about a week ok to discuss this issue and various options were presented, even not brining back the bus.
