WHEREAS,  The Lorain County Transit annual operating budget has traditionally relied upon bus advertising revenue, as do many transit systems, and

WHEREAS,  Lorain County Transit staffing levels were reduced in late December 2009 to levels where in-house sales of transit advertising has been less effective than before the staffing reduction, and


WHEREAS,  Recent research has found that transit systems across Ohio similar in size to Lorain County Transit on average receive in excess of $10,000 annually in advertising revenue, and


WHEREAS,  Transit systems using professional advertising firms to sell transit-related advertising often generate more revenue and more consistent cash flow than transit systems relying on in-house staff to sell advertising, and


WHEREAS,  The 13 new transit vehicles for Lorain County soon go into service will present a positive new image for transit that should greatly increase opportunities for the sale of transit-related advertising in a variety of ways, and 

WHEREAS, There has been interest expressed by the private sector in assisting Lorain County Transit in selling advertising on its behalf and sharing the proceeds with the County, and


WHEREAS, Strict regulation and oversight by Lorain County Transit will be established to ensure that any and all advertising material developed for display on County property meets appropriate legal and community standards.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board Instruct the Clerk to advertise for RFQ’s inviting firms to provide their qualifications as to the work outlined in said RFQ, and also submit a comprehensive LCT Advertising Plan proposal to specify their approach to transit advertising and projected annual revenue accruing to Lorain County Transit from the sale of transit advertising.

Transit Advertising
