Barbara Kilgore, Chair-Lorain County Children Services presented a slide show on the replacement levy of 1.5 mills on November 4, 2010 ballot. Also attending from Children Services were; Dr. Gary Crow, Director; Jeannie Weisbrod, Deputy Director; Patty Jo Burnett, Public Relations; Joe Carter, Fiscal; Brenda Alexander, Administrative Service Manager and Steve Chozinski, Ombudsman.
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Barbara Kilgore said this levy has two purposes. 

1. The majority of the levy funds services to Lorain County’s abused and maltreated children.

2. Provides Lorain County’s share to the state’s Bureau for Children With Medical Handicaps (BCMH) funding. Approximately $700,000 of the total levy funds go to this county obligation. 

When the levy figures are presented on the ballot, the total amount asked for will include both Children Services funding and BCMH funding. 

This presentation focuses on LCCS’ portion. 
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Ms. Kilgore said 

-
3,833 persons contacted LCCS in 2009 to express concern regarding potential child maltreatment. 
-
2,723 were screened in, meaning the referral was substantive enough to assign a caseworker to check it out in person
-
53 Direct Services workers carried caseloads averaging 10-12 per worker during 2009. 
-
Family-Based Care managed an average of 100 foster families, provided relative home studies so children could be cared for by kin/relatives 
-
Ancillary Services –Independent Living Services, Drug and Alcohol Assessments, Psycho-Social Screenings, Tutoring and School Success.  

-
Provided HR and Fiscal Support, Data and Continuous Improvement Analysis, Community Collaborations, Maintained office equipment and vehicle fleet etc… 
In 2009, Lorain County Children Services received 3,833 referrals from someone in the community concerned about suspected maltreatment of a child.  Of those referrals, 2,723 were screened in, meaning the referral was substantive enough to assign a caseworker to check it out in person. 
What fiscal adjustments have already been made in the current levy cycle?
Since 2008, the agency has reduced expenses by $2.2 million/year by 

· reducing ancillary services and 

· through a decrease in 10 FTE’s (positions). 

Ohio’s elimination of the Tangible Personal Property Tax means we lose on average about $300,000 each year for the 5 years in this levy cycle.  

Currently the levy raises $9.5 million. According to county projections, which include the phase out of the Tangible Personal Property Tax, a renewal levy would, on average over the same 5 year cycle, raise $8.8 million. 
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With the assumption that state and federal funding does not further decrease, and caseloads remain unchanged, a Replacement levy would make additional adjustments less significant. 
The Children Services Board has recommended that a replacement levy of 1.5 mills be placed on the November 2010 ballot.

WHEREAS, The amount of taxes which may be raised within the ten mill limitation will be insufficient to provide an adequate amount for the necessary requirements of said 3Children Services of Lorain County, Ohio; 
therefore be it

RESOLVED, by the 2 Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, two-thirds of all members elected thereto concurring, that it is necessary to levy a tax in excess of the ten mill limitation for the benefit of Children Services Board of Lorain County for the purpose of:

4PROVIDING FOR EXPENDITURES NECESSARY FOR THE SUPPORT OF CHILDREN SERVICES, FOR THE CARE AND PLACEMENT OF ABUSED, NEGLECTED AND DEPENDENT CHILDREN, AND FOR THE BUREAU FOR CHILDREN WITH MEDICAL HANDICAPS; IN ORDER TO SUPPLEMENT THE COUNTY GENERAL FUND FOR THESE PURPOSES PURSUANT TO ORC 5705.24

at a rate not exceeding 1.50 mills for each one dollar of valuation, which amounts to $.15 cents for each one hundred dollars of valuation, for 5 5 years, which levy is a replacement levy of an existing expiring levy of 1.5 mills, to commence replacement on the 2010 tax duplicate for collection in 2011.

6Said levy to be submitted to the electorate at the November 2, 2010 election.
RESOLVED, That said levy be placed upon the tax list of the current year after the February settlement next succeeding the election, if a majority of the electors voting thereon vote in favor thereof; and be it further

RESOLVED, That the Clerk of this 2 Board be and is hereby directed to certify a copy of this Resolution to the Board of Elections, Lorain County, Ohio 1 no later than 4:00 p.m. on August 4, 2010 and notify said Board of Elections to cause notice of election on the question of levying said tax to be given as required by law.

Such resolution shall also provide that the portion of the increased rate in excess of that required to allow the school district to meet the 10 mill levy provisions under Chapter 3317 R.C. shall be in effect not longer than 10 years, and that voted portion of the increased rate shall be in effect until such time as the rate may be decreased pursuant to section 5705.261 or Section 5713.11 or such portion may be so decreased for a period of not to exceed one year, and from year to year by a majority vote of the Board of Education.

7. This notice to be given by the Board of Elections shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the subdivision once a week for four consecutive weeks prior to the election.
