WHEREAS, existing United States foreign assistance programs focused on health currently have guidelines to address violence against women and girls, there is little information about what current U.S. international programs exist, nor systematic integration of best practices, and scant measurements of the programs’ impact; and

WHEREAS, Lorain County has many organizations that serve thousand of local victims of violence against women each year.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, joins with other sponsoring organizations and hereby proclaims its support of efforts to introduce and pass the International Violence Against Women Act (I-VAWA) in the United States Congress.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, indicate its support by signing a letter of support to the Honorable Senators; Sherrod Brown, Marcy Kaptur, Betty Sutton and George Voinovich, State of Ohio, urging their co-sponsorship of the bill.

LORAIN COUNTY VETERANS SERVICE

Don Bates, Executive Director Lorain County Veterans Service introduced the Commissioners; Sam Betounes, Richard Koba, Mr. Childres, Dana Persi, Administrative Assistant and Yolanda Bond, Investigator and Service Officer.  
Mr. Bates said Lorain County Service Commission office opened in 1946 and there have been seven directors, with him being hired January 2008.  Mr. Bates is a retired US Air Force in 2003 and hired by disabled American Veterans as an officer in September 2003 and employed by the DAV until January 25, 2008 when he was hired by the County. While on active duty he was a project manager for several multi million dollar projects and facility manager to military units, conducted training at 6 operating locations in the standard three time zones.  
Lorain County Veterans Commission is mandated by ORC 5901.  Commissioner is composed by 5 residents appointed with 5 years terms by the Judge of Common Pleas Court.  Each member shall be honorably discharged separated veteran and they are responsible for daily operations, office, employing such a staff necessary to carry out the commissioners duties and to establish policy and procedures for administrative operations for daily use of the office. In accordance with ORC 5901 the Lorain County Veterans Service Commission is the authorizing body of the daily operations of this office, whereas there are three key duties carried out by the employees; 1) Veterans Affairs-Claims Process; 2) Financial Assistance and 3) Transportation.  

As a County Veterans Service Commissioner and Officer they are mandated by the Ohio Department of Veterans Service to follow the training program that is accredited and certified training.  This training must be held in separate locations throughout the State of Ohio and outside the state of Ohio.  Commissioners must obtain 4 credits and Service Officer must obtain 5 credits.  By continuing this training, there is also the National Association of County Veterans Service Officers and the Ohio Department of Veteran Services; with this training it adds a unique touch to helping veterans in this county.  Without this training they could no longer have this job, the training is necessary and mandated by the State of Ohio and mandatory for functioning.  Once the completion of the training, there is additional training through the VA to grant access to VA process which is called VetsNet (out of D.C.) which you have to have accreditation through the State, National and training through the VA to allow access to Veterans information, which is tightly secured. Mr. Bates said since his time with the county he looked at the geographic distribution of the va expenditures, called a GDX (annual report that is given by VA), since 2008 Lorain County has processed $27,179,000.00 in funds back into this county.  In 2009 it was $31,464,000.00 which an increase of approximately $4 million which is generated by assisting veterans with their claims under pension compensation. 
To obtain temporary financial aid through the office, Veterans Service Commission must meet with clients that are eligible with the criteria that are defined by ORC 5901 and the guidelines provide by the Lorain County Veterans Commission.  These guidelines were revised back in November 2008 and revised again January 6, 2010 because financial assistance was intended to help those with temporary financial assistance, assistance that is limited to a maximum of 6 months with an 18 month waiting period in between.  It is also set by the time spent in the military.  There is a maximum of 48 months. 
Lorain County Veterans Commission has the duty in accordance with ORC 5901 to provide transportation to the veterans of the county to the nearest VA facilities.  The department has transported on average 1,600 veterans each year for much needed medical treatment. In January 2010 the office expanded the transportation to including in county transportation (from their home to Lorain outpatient clinic) due to lack of transportation in the county with the buses.  The office currently has 2 vehicles (1 donated by DAV Chapter 20), a 2009 Ford Van – transporting vets to and from Lorain county from this building and Lorain county outpatient and to Wade park and Brecksville clinics.  The other vehicles (2006 van has 103,000 miles) which is around 25,000 miles/year.  Last year they forgoes a new van because of the budget constraints in the county but safety precautions, expenditures and upkeep for this van will need to replaced soon for safety and operations of transportation.  His intent and intend of his Commissioners to provide the best quality of service capable and they are dedicated to build better lives for the veterans of Lorain County. And to ensure that this will continue and be success the employees in their positions require their accreditation and to comply with the training guidelines set forth by Ohio Department of Veterans Service and national Association of County Veterans Service Officers.


Commissioner Kokoski said her biggest concern since the beginning of the year, there has been a lot of transfers from out of veterans relief account; so far there has been $5,000 pers; $50,000 salary; $3,100 workers comp; $6,000 computer; $2,000 staff training and $10,000 training. This money is being taken from vets and going into office procedures.  The problem was not that there was training, the problem was for 1) reimbursement for staying overnight in a hotel that was around 30 miles away and county policy is 50 miles or more. The other problem was the amount of vets being served are continually to decrease; in 2008 total office visits were 3,382; 20090 was 3,066 and up to May 26, 2010 it was 866.  Financial Assistance in 2008 was 411; 2009 was 242 and up to May 26, 2010 was 86 and claims/transportation look to be the same. 
Commissioner Kokoski said there is staff being added when serving fewer veterans and our goals is to serve as much as possible.  Mr. Bates said when he was employed there was only 1 service officer; Alishi Williams for 26,000 veterans.  After 90 days he became an Executive Director and Service Officer. With the manning power in this county with 26,000 veterans 2 service officer are inadequate for this office.  The downslide of financial assistance is because of the change of policy, it used to be every 6 months waiting time between but now it is 12 months.
Commissioner Kokoski asked who changed policy, Mr. Bates said Veterans Commission, who sets policy. Commissioner Kokoski said then it is more difficult for the veterans to get service. Mr. Bates said there are many but for example there was one individual in the county that she received over $30,000, coming in every 6 months, this is not temporary assistance and assistance is at discretion of Veterans Service and if there is a need, the veterans in the program that need help they can come back. It was set up this way to cut spending and try to eliminate the abuse of the office for supplemental income.  If there was someone that was laid off or had expired that is different but there are veterans out there that will not help themselves and should seek out other opportunities.

Commissioner Kokoski said the office is serving less people so why more money for training and staffing, over $105,000 + $10,000 + $12,000 that has been requested from relief. 

Mr. Bates said transportation was developed so they hired 2 new employees 1) to coordinate transportation for local and to Wade Park and Brecksville and that is Doug Bankston key function to coordinate transportation of any veteran from their home to Lorain outpatient clinic or from Administration Building to Lorain outpatient or to Wade Park and Brecksville.  With his salary and the salary of the driver that was brought on board, it was a deficit of last year’s projected salaries.  So where else, the Commission gets together and there is a set amount in the accounts and we manage to maintain the office.  
At the beginning of this year there was $400,000 in relief account now there is $300,000 and with projection at end of year, should give back some money to general fund, last year they gave $100,000. Under 5901 states that 5/10ths of the property tax that is collected is actually allocated to Veterans Service, Commissioner Kokoski said not more than.  County Administrator Cordes said not more than does not mean you get that; Mr. Bates said if need be they could go up $3 million. County Administrator said it is subject to the review of the Commissioners. The commissioners are the budgetary department for Lorain County and it is up to, not all, Mr. Bates said up to 5/10th, County Administrator Cordes said subject to the review of the Board. Commissioner Kokoski said her concern is not what money would come back to the county general fund; the concern is the money that has been given should be going to the veterans.  
Commissioner Kokoski noted a memo from the Purchasing Dept. regarding the travel policy and the stay that was for the accreditation class in Independence, which was only 40 miles away and you asked for 90 miles of reimbursement. In 2009 you requested 673 miles in reimbursement through May and in 2010 so far 846 and your assistant Dana is also collecting mileage. Where do you go that you are entitled to claim mileage reimbursement besides these classes? Mr. Bates said within the county, all the veterans organizations have leads and go to four major; 1) VFW county council, 2) American Legion County council; 3) Elyria Vet Council and 4) Lorain Vet Council and maintain leads with all 41 veterans organizations in the county; VFW, American Legion, Amvets, Purple Heart, Marine Corp league, Korean War Vets, etc. Commissioner Kokoski said the mileage reimbursement seems high, Mr. Bates said if the county would like to give him a car he would gladly use it.  Commissioner Kokoski asked Mr. Bates why he had to devise his own policy rather than following the county’s policy. Mr. Bates said the Lorain County Veterans Service Commissioner establishes policies and procedures and if they want to devise a travel policy, they can do this under the regulations so they did.  Mr. Bates said the travel to Independence, there were 3 individuals that went; Doug Bankston (Spring), Yolanda Bond and Alishi Williams (national accreditation) and there was training at night so the Commissioners approved this training and studying over night to make sure they pass their course. Commissioner Kokoski asked why does Ms. Perisi receive travel reimbursement, Mr. Bates said she is the administrator of the office and comes to and from Administration Building.  Mr. Bates said if someone would like to give the Veterans a car for the office to be used for travel he would be willing to do so. 

Commissioner Blair said the county does not have cars to give out.  She said with respect to the travel to Independence, this Board of Commissioners has traveled on behalf of the county and they obey by the policy, why do you think you are more important than the Commissioners.  Mr. Bates said the county policy that has been set the per diem is very low; Clerk stated it is $40 use to be $23.  County Administrator Cordes said the paperwork that was submitted for the Independence travel did not show any study groups at night, Mr. Bates said the group’s studies are after hours and it was not reflected on the registration.  Commissioner Blair said even if there was, the county has a policy; there are many night meetings and travel you travel back and forth. County Administrator Cordes said there were many meetings at Sawmill Creek; all employees went to and from each day.  Mr. Bates said Doug Bankston went to conference but came home each night and he was just advanced to Service Officer. 
County Administrator Cordes said this office is getting paper thin and low on resources and at the same time the Veterans Office wants more money to expand and this is not what is not happening in the rest of the government and while he understands he is a 16 year vet himself there has to be a line and the county budget can not sustain these things and continue an expansion, there needs to be a balance.  He stated he has been able to work with the previous directors prior to Mr. Bates and understanding where the balance was, and his understanding when they last spoke was that the office was going to add more employees. Mr. Bates said yes. County Administrator Cordes said he stated this would not be warmly received.  Mr. Bates said the Veterans Commission will access who will get hired, County Administrator Cordes said and this Board will decide the budget and what the Veterans Office will receive, there has to be some dialogue and cooperation, it is not endless, it order to proceed there needs to responsibilities for these funds whether or not they originate from the general fund of this county. Mr. Bates said County Administrator Cordes said it is the Commissioners makes decisions, County Administrator said they review and subject to their review. Mr. Bates said under 5901.11 in determining the funds needed budget request for tax, after determining the probable amount necessary for the purpose of the commission shall prepare and submit a budget in the manner specified in division c of section 5705.28 of the ORC and the Board of Commissioners may review the proposed budget and shall appropriate funds to the commission pursuant to title 3 of section 5705.38 & 41 and the board at its June session shall make the necessary levy not to exceed 5/10ths of mill/dollar on the assessed values of the property owners.  When the Veterans Commission does a proposed budget the Commissioners are just to review and access the levy. County Administrator Cordes said you are 100% incorrect, Mr. Bates said the ORC is wrong, County Administrator Cordes said you are interpreting it to your advantage because at the end of the day it is the Commissioners right to allocate funds.

Commissioner Kokoski said it is really not a matter of whether the ORC says to a point, it is really a morale obligation to our veterans, if you were serving more veterans we would not be having this conversation, your are serving less veterans but adding more cost to the office and this is where she has the problem.  If you serve more veterans, she will give you as much money as you want, it is not about that.  County Administrator said now you will need more space; need to rent more space for more people which will be more costs.  

Commissioner Kokoski said she does not know what the answer is, but she thinks we need to come to some agreement as to what is important and in her mind it is not how many square feet you need in the office, or how many employees you have, it is how many veterans are getting the services they need and deserve.


Don Childres, Commissioner Veterans has been in office for 4 years and served a lot of veterans but shocked at the abuse that took place and this is why the rules were changed from 6 to 12 months in between. It was just not 1 person, 2, 5, 10, 20 it was stacks of files of abuse, you want us to serve more veterans we can, and we can change the rules back to 6 months and guarantee that the numbers will go up.  Commissioner Kokoski said if you are not serving as many than why do you need more space, more staff, more computers, everything. Mr. Childres said this office was understaffed before and as Mr. Bates indicated there was 1 service officer for 26,000 veterans. County administrator Cordes said but 26,000 veterans are not getting served at one time. Mr. Childres said they could not even get in to get an appointment. County Administrator Cordes said this has never been heard before, that vets could not get an appointment and have not heard this from Don Bates.

Commissioner Kokoski sad there are still some transfers hanging. County Administrator Cordes said in regards to travel the board did not approve. Commissioner Kokoski said we did not approve the staying over night but did approve classes. County Administrator Cordes said none was approved because it was all together and he said the Veterans office took it directly to the Auditor’s Office then to Court of Common Pleas.  Commissioner Kokoski said County Auditor certified the Veterans travel policy adopted on November 18, 2008 but signed in March 11, 2010. Clerk stated that the Veterans Office submitted a paper relating to travel, but it was marked correspondence and the board did not approve and then took it down to the Auditors office and had them certify it. Commissioner Kokoski asked if it was approved or not. Clerk stated not approved by the Board of Commissioners.  Mr. Bates said the Commissioners do not approve the policy and procedures that are set for by Veterans Commission. Commissioner Blair said but the Board does have an approved travel policy and if the departments want approval, the Board reviews and asked Assistant County Prosecutor Innes if this is right or wrong.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said there are a number of issues here, his view of the ORC is that Commissioners do review the overall budget and determine allotted budget with expenses of Veterans Commission but the Veteran Commission in accordance with ORC can adopt their own policy and why would the Board approve but if the Board does approve then you would have to comply with the Commissioners policy.  
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County Administrator said this would resolve the issue but and understands that Mr. Bates went to the Auditors office. Mr. Bates said he processed the travel policy and since the Commissioners have stopped the transfer of funds to cover the travel. Commissioner Blair said there is not enough money in the accounts. County Administrator said that has to be with budgetary authority of the board, there are ways you can disagree with things that are going on. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the transfer of funds is different question and there it has been somewhat discussed with the Auditors and there is a meeting set for next week. Mr. Bates said all he has from the beginning was to sit down with the Board and discuss, he did not want this to get blown out like it has.  He wanted to know about the county policies so they could get on the same page under 5901 and Veterans Service Commission policy. County Administrator Cordes said this is not a fair representation of what you wanted, what you did was sent emails that were rather brass indicating that the Board owed interest charges due to not paying these claims, stating this was going to happen, this was allowed, and never asked for a sit down. He will not continue to sit here and let you stand here to look like you are being a collaborative agreeable guy that did not occur, you were outright ornery about it.

Commissioner Kokoski said yesterday Assistant Prosecutor Innes said Mr. Bates indicated he would sit down. County Administrator Cordes said nothing was ever asked to sit down about polices, etc. you just did it. Mr. Bates said we do not have to talk about the travel polices, County Administrator Cordes said there is the attitude you are right and the board does not have to approve the transfer of money.  Mr. Bates said the transfer of money does not have to come to this board, once the funds are allotted to the commission and what the funds are done with is up the Veterans Commission. County Administrator Cordes said he guarantees when the budget process occurs at the end of the year, you will find it extremely stressful because you don’t want to agree, say you want to agree but want to find a way to do exactly what you want to do.

Commissioner Blair said we are not an arbitrary board, never have been as long as the 6 years we have been working together but in this conversation that Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said there will be a meeting to decide about the transfer of monies and if the money is not transferred by this board then those obligations can not be met.  The bottom line is this board either makes the transfer or nothing gets paid. Assistant County prosecutor Innes said yes, Commissioner Blair said then it really is not up to the Veterans Commission about the funds, bottom line is the Board of Commissioners have to determine about appropriation. Mr. Bates said the appropriation of those funds being transferred is not the commissioners decision, Commissioner Blair said yes it is, what she is missing. Mr. Bates said it comes down to it that the 3 Commissioners micromanages the Veterans Commission, Commissioner Blair said absolutely not, we do not micromanage and don’t want to micromanage.

Commissioner Kokoski said in the 6 years she has been a commissioner have they ever questions transfers, when you see so much coming from the relief of veterans going into salary, pers, training, it flew up a major red flag for her.  Mr. Bates said this covered 2 salaries. Commissioner Kokoski said she asked for reports.  Mr. Bates said the salaries had to come from somewhere, they were $63,000 short. Commissioner Kokoski said you showed her that you not assistant more veterans you are assisting less veterans and every item is less. 

Mr. Bates said an email was sent on May 24 requesting a meeting after he got out of the hospital. Commissioner Blair said she is glad he is doing better but conversation is healthy and you are not the only department and appreciate all the veterans that are here and thanked all for coming, we are open to comment and discussion and we will do the best job we can with the limited general fund dollars that we have on behalf of all of Lorain County.
Commissioner Kalo said Mr. Bates is trying to do what he is doing with his organization, but you guys are all aware that the funds are terrible, sales tax tanked and looking over ever expendable dollar we are doing this to everybody and it is not a real easy operation when questing the dollars that are spent and Commissioner Kokoski brought up these concerns and applaud her but from Commissioners to Commission we have to have some type of dialogue moving forward with the economy hurting, and understand the training aspect and he does travel but there are policies that work but when you move money from relief to travel this brings up red flags.  We have to look at all the dollars.

Commissioner Kokoski said every department was cut to the bone and gave Veterans more than year before, Commissioner Kalo said only hired staff, Mr. Bates said this was needed. County Administrator Cordes said and Mr. Bates said he was hiring 2 more people, Mr. Bates said Doug Bankston is being promoted to Service Officer/Investigator and need to replace him with another transportation coordinator and another van driver. Commissioner Kokoski said the Board is concerned where the money is being spent.


John Victor, Commander, Elyria VFW Post 1079 and has been involved since 1971 and back then he would take their van to transport vets but since Don took over the office it has gotten better and transportation is provided.  VFW as well as other under PSO take money from the till and give to the vets for medical, food, housing, etc.

County Administrator Cordes said we put drains behind the DIY building and stopped the flooding at VFW, Mr. Victor thanked them.

Mr. Riley, Commander, Disabled Veterans Chapter 49 for 11 years and said Don has helped saving the homes of many veterans and does many things without getting paid.
