Lisa Hobart, Budget Director said this is passed annually and submitted by Tax Department by July 20 and comprised of 2 years actual and this year 6 months actual and 6 months estimated.  For 2011 it is based upon what was submitted by all departments in their budget packages.

Commissioner Kokoski said total receipts for 2008 was $73,693,338, dropping $13 million approximately in 2009 to $60,680,412 anticipation with 6 months actual, 6 months estimated for this year is down about $22 million to $51,187,691 and anticipated for 2011 is $45,069,782 and the budgets that were submitted in May by various departments and if everything was given to them the county would be a $(16,231,000), so departments will not receive what they asked for, there is no money do to it, Commissioner Kalo agreed.
Commissioner Blair said the Board will continue to make cuts as previous years.

Commissioner Kokoski said people have been saying the Commissioners are spending money on things and it is not the spending, the issue is there is no money coming in, the local government fund is $5,566,000 and in 2007 the county lost $3.5 million and this year were are down another $1 million, interest income was only $8 million in 2007 and anticipate it to be around $2 million next year. There is no other way to make up the difference when you are service oriented, services have to be cut then people have to be cut and this is the unfortunate part.  

Commissioner Blair said we have already closed switchboard and now office services.

 Mike Luli and wife Crystal, owner - Ohio Pet Placement, a 501(c)(3) non profit organization.  OPP started 5 years ago placing 6 dogs in its first year  It has grown to placing 1000 animals last year.  80% of the animals placed by OPP are pulled form kill shelters like the Lorain County Pound.  The vast majority of these animas are pulled from pounds in southern and central Ohio. Late last year OPP was asked by Rebecca Aires to take in a severely emaciated and flee bitten litter of 6 month old puppies. This experience influenced OPP to start working with the Lorain County Pound. Since then we have become an approved transporter for the Mr. Kitty program through Dr. Wood  Ohio Pet Placement has a working relationship with the Animal House, a for profit business that was formed to fund Ohio Pet Placement and consists of training, retail grooming and now a veterinarian clinic. We are located in the Midway Mall so many of you may have seen one of our facilities. Their first experience at the Lorain County Pound was on May 25, 2010. I was pulling a couple dogs on behalf of Ohio Pet Placement as part of the Mr. Kitty program. Ohio Pet Placement had already filled the paperwork and paid the fee for two dogs.  One of which the Cleveland APL had originally agreed to take then backed out. Since there were many people present as the kennel looking for animals I waited to see what animals were left after everyone had made their choices.  There was a poodle left in cage 14. Since no one was interested it he animal I deceived to pull the animal and get her spayed thought Ohio Pet Placement.  A Ms. Carol Brailen immediately stated verbally attacking the pounds receptionist. Her initial comment was, “how do you know the Cleveland APL doesn’t want that dog.” She followed up with, “he is not going to keep the dog, your letting it go to another rescue.” This comment was more directed at me rather than the receptionist. It was very upsetting to think that the APL feels that only they deserve to pull animals form the Lorain County Dog Pound and only animals that the Cleveland APL rejects may be pulled by Ohio Pet Placement. The conversation degraded form there to the point where I had to leave the pound.
Yesterday he and his wife were again at Lorain County Pound pulling dogs through the Mr. Kitty Program. His wife was at the kennel area putting a dog on a leash to e pulled when he returned to the lobby to ask which cage numbers they were able to take for the program.  Upon returning to the lobby, he heard Mr. Brailen telling the receptionist that. “I can’t believe you are going to let those people take dogs form here”. This was said loud enough to be for me to hear not for the receptionist. She then turned to him and said, “I would never step foot in your store if you were the last man alive on earth”. He calmly responded, “I am not dealing with you I am working with the pound.” She responded, “You are not a legitimate pet rescue I can’t believe they let you have animals form here.” He again told her he was not dealing with her she did not work for the pound and had no authority or right to talk to him that way. She then stormed form the front desk and got in his face starting to yell at him in a very threatening manner. At this point he went back to the kennel to get his wife and leave without the dogs they were to pull for the Mr. Kitty Program.  On the way out the door they were stopped by the receptionist and asked to wait for Mr. Jack Szlempa to return. When Jack returned they relayed the events that had taken place and informed him that they would no longer be able to work with the pound. Jack was very kind and apologized for the way they were treated and again asked them to consider pulling the animals.  They agreed and he left Crystal in the office to discuss her ideas on how to improve the kennel with Mr. Szlempa. He retuned to the lobby to finish the paperwork to hear Ms. Brailen saying, “Are they gone yet?” The receptionist asked,  "who” to which she responded, “those jerks from Ohio Pet Placement.” The receptionist asked her to please not talk that way. She responded “they are not a legitimate rescue, it is a scam”. He interrupted informing her that, that was slander and asked the kennel worker Hanna, the community service worker Joe and the receptionist Terry if they were witnesses to the slander They all agreed. At this point Ms. Bralin again stormed toward him getting in his face telling him that they mistreated the animals. She was so close spittle form her mouth was hitting his face. He informed her that their dogs were seen by a veterinarian every two weeks which is more than people have their personal dog seen. She screamed that the dogs are kept in small cages all day. He informed her that their gods exercised outside for times a day. She then yelled, “well she doesn’t know any other rescue that likes you.” At this point Terry the receptionist asked her to stop yelling. Ms. Brailen then yelled at Terry, “he started it”. Joe the community service worker than stepped up and said, “no Carol you started this and are out of line”. Mr. Luli left the lobby to clam down. This a brief synopsis of the conversation as it went on for many minutes. I know your time is valuable so he will not say all the slanderous comments that Ms. Brailen made. He states that Ms. Brailen claims she is acting under authority of the county commissioners. We do not believe you, the county commissioners understand how Ms. Brailen ha been treating groups who are trying to make a difference and save lives of the unfortunate animals at the county pound or how she is representing you, the county commissioners. Ohio Pet placement could easily go back to puling animals exclusively from other county pounds and kennels, however, we would like to make a difference here in Lorain. They plan on filing a lawsuit against Ms. Bailen for slander as they have multiple witnesses to her unfounded lies stated as fact that have and will continue to cost Ohio Pet placement in decreased adoptions due to the deformation of their reputation. They would like to meet with each of the commissioners individually, or collectively in order to further discus past events and explain ideas they have for their organization to help further with pet issues in Lorain County.
Commissioner Kokoski said she is surprised because Rick Lalonde, United Animal Justice says good things about your company and he and Carol are close. She stated that rescue groups are volunteers at the kennel they are not employees and Jack Szlempa, Dog Warden should speak with her. Assistant County Administrator Twining said yesterday he spoke with Mr. Szlempa and a full investigation is being done. He is recommending to the Board that a policy be adopted for all volunteers with standard operating procedures and they are to have no interaction with people and he apologizes for the events that took place.
