PRESENTATIONS:


9:45 a.m.
Richard Enty – update on Commuter Rail public meeting. 
Mr. Enty said Commissioner Blair and Virginia Haynes attended all three public meetings on the Westshore Corridor Transportation Project. The purpose of said meetings was to introduce the project, AA Study Process, take public comment and respond to questions.

The Initial Round of Public Meetings were held in Cuyahoga, Lorain & Erie Counties. The project sponsors, Commissioner Blair and Virginia Haynes, Alliance Rep were present at each meeting along with David Hintz of WCRTF.  These meetings were from 6-8pm each night plus informal public meet & greet sessions.  Boards displayed shown here were used for all.
Cuyahoga Co. sessions last Tues. 9/14. – 6:30am – 8:30am Westlake P&R . They met 9 of 11 downtown Cleveland express buses.  Distributed surveys; invited to attend public meeting that evening. Tim Rosenberger, PB Proj. Mgr. did informal license plate survey, noticed that most cars parked up front were Lorain County.  From Noon to 4pm Set up display at Crocker Park.  Talked to a few people, distributed surveys.  The evening meeting was held at St. John’s Medical Center Westlake. There were about a dozen people attending.  Wide ranging questions focusing on rail, vehicle technology, land use, downtown Cleveland terminus and service interface with RTA and funding.  One person noted there’s no longer any service between Cleve. and Lorain Co., that RTA is not a truly a regional transit service. Another felt providing airport access would be good way to generate support for this project.
Lorain County’s session was Wednesday, 9/15 - Noon to 4pm set up display at Midway Mall. Surveyed and spoke with several dozen people. Evening session at Black River Intermodal Facility – above average turnout for this type of meeting - over 30 citizens attended including  several former and present public officials – Ron Nabakowski, Mary Butler, School Board member.  Cong. Sutton’s office was also represented. Interesting that two railcar mfr. Reps attended: U.S. Railcar – builds only FRA compliant DMU. Amidac, based in Elyria. Similar questions asked on funding, technology, land use, etc. but someone asked in areas where commuter rail has succeeded, was a good public transit system needed?  Also noted by one attendee that if demand is there express buses could be put in place in the near term while the study process continues.


Erie County sessions included Noon to 3pm display at Sandusky Mall as well as evening meeting at County Building.  Average turnout for the evening meeting from citizens but above average for public officials: two of three Erie Co. Comm. And Avon Lake Mayor Karl Zuber attended.  Was also covered by the local paper. Again, discussed funding, vehicle technology, project schedule.  Not surprisingly focus was on how project could serve Cedar Point. Noted $1 B worth of tourism and how many come directly from CLE v. downtown Cleveland to Erie Co.  A developer attended and there was much discussion on the types of land use and zoning changes needed to support possible rail project.

The overall, meetings were successful.  Next round will occur after preliminary alternatives have been developed so public can comment on them.
Board thanked him for the update.
