Commissioner Kokoski said she has not seen the actuary report. County Administrator Cordes said he did not know why, Clerk stated she did not receive this information until late yesterday afternoon.  


County Administrator Cordes said he apologized for not having this information provided and stated there is about a 13 ½% increase which is typical across the healthcare industries trend.  The county took some risks with increasing the stop loss to $500,000 and we paid around $900,000 by increasing this achieved some savings but there were 2 premature babies and 2 transplants.  There is still an 80/20 copay.


Commissioner Kokoski said the Clerk of Courts office is still under the old plan, County Administrator Cordes said yes and contract has expired.


County Administrator Cordes said the family plan is around $148/month.


Commissioner Kalo said the family plan is around $1,475/month with employee share of $147.50/month, plus co pays.


Commissioner Kokoski said what is the total cost to the county, County Administrator Cordes said he has not done this calculation yet, because we did the premium holiday last year which saved about $1.2 million, saved everyone in the plan, all department and organizations and this was a one time cost savings measure but would anticipate $1.2-1.7 million.

Commissioner Kokoski said the family medical was $86.80 now is $99.40; family with all was $130.30 now $147.50. She asked about Family B, County Administrator Cordes said this includes a3 tier copay with prescriptions.  He stated that prescription drugs cost just as much as major medication, which is around $6 million and when he started back in 1993 it was in the $100,000+.  He stated that January 1, 2011 the county could have an increase in enrollees due to the age dependant of 26 years olds and no pre existing conditions, there are over 5,000 users on the plan which includes the cities, township, villages, libraries, etc.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT




Commissioner Kokoski said if you are a resident of Sheffield, Sheffield Lake or Lorain you are eligible for Lorain Salvation Army Christmas assistance program. Bring pic id w/current address, proof of all residency, proof of all household income, proof of custody of children on October 19 and 20 from 10 am – 2 pm and the 21st from 2 pm – 6 pm.

Commissioner Kokoski said at 10:30 the board will have a photo op with the Goodwill buses, which began providing service this past Monday. She was asked and accepted to serve on their executive board. If anyone is in need of transportation call 244-3016

Commissioner Kokoski asked for an update on the workers comp. She stated she received an email from Sheriff relating to a sin tax, with the healthcare, etc., we need to do something for next year or the following year.
County Administrator Cordes said last year, this is our second year, but BWC accelerator their enrollment procedures by 45 days. Last year he recommended to the Board to go from a fully funded premium rate to retrospective rate, which is a hare sigh of being self insured and potential savings were very significant because we adopted a lot of risks.  We paid around $1.6 million with the savings potential after all claims was around $600,000. Once medical claims added to what the rate will be next year we should have around $6-700,000 savings but workers comp runs 1 year behind for premium.  The county needs to establish a reserve account with the savings with terminal liability and if successful and get this money put aside there will be a back up cushion, just like we did in medical. He said around the 3rd year in plan we should be able to relieve some of the workers comp burden on many of these department agencies were they would see significant savings. He said there is around $23 million running through health insurance, $1.5-2 million in workers comp and keeping an eye on it but in order to save sometimes you need to take risk
Commissioner Kalo said if guarantee savings everyone will do and all staff has assumed more responsibility. County Administrator said all stop loss is $300,000 with over a lifetime.

County Administrator Cordes said it is like auto insurance, the more you can afford in deductibles, the less cost for insurance, so we are raising our deductible so it cost less.

County Administrator Cordes said he spoke with the Morning Journal editor yesterday about the many editorials indicating the county has not done enough to save money, he told the reporter all the things the county has done and he was surprised and we just signed up again for the 2nd year retrospective workers comp.


Commissioner Blair attended a celebration at JVS and gave Commissioner Kalo a wind turbine stress reliever.
